The 
notations on this draYdng r equired r evisions in the glass as shown on the 
attached sheet dated December 13, 1950 and entitled "Contract HQ 1/75 -
Meeting Halls and Cover Over East River Drive - Change No, 158 - Changes 
in Glass Thickness ." 

We werG also advised that the stainless ste::cl glazing channels are to be 
omitted and that all nindows are to be glazed vri. th glazing compound. 
Since the 3/411 vride rabbets 'irhich had been provided for stainless steel 
glazing channels arc t oo ,7ido for putty gl az ing it will be necessary to 
r educe tho v,idth of each rabbet by installing an aluminum filler on the 
fac e of each removable gl ass stop~ These fillers aru to be of sufficient 
t hiclmess to r educe the rabbet to such a v:idth that there will be 1/811 

of glazing compound on each side of tho glass. 

We pointed out to Lir. Heal y that all of the glass which had beGn ordered f or 
E-Xterior glazing in accordance with previous instructions had been delivered 
to Abbott Glass Company 's shop or vras in tho process of being trucked ther e 
from t he stearns11ip line . There is one Gxccption to the prGvious statement, 
namely, thE: Solox Glass which had been ordered for the south elevation. 
Thi s Glass had been manufactured and crated ready for shipment.

You are aware of the f act that Atlantic Metal Products, Inc. 
is having great difficulties in obtaining steel sheets for making the 
steel bucks and hollow metal doors for the Meeting Halls, North Parking 
Garage and General Assembly. This situation is becoming very critical. 

We are attaching hereto a copy of Atlantic Metal Products 1 

(Mr. Alfred Held, President) letter of December 4, 1950 in which he sug­
gests the use of hot rolled pickled steel, in lieu of the cold rolled 
steel you specified, because the hot rolled pickled sheets are more 
available. In a previous letter he had informed us that "during the 
last two or three years the mills have only taken a minimum of cold rolled 
sheet steel orders, but have accepted hot rolled pickled sheet steel or­
ders". 

Mr. Heldt s letter mentions the acceptability of the hot rolled 
pickled steel for some of the f i nest building projects. He has also told 
us that it is used :for almost all of the jobs that Atlantic gets. 

A check which the writer made with Bethlehem some months a go 
when we were contemplating using hot rolled pickled sheets during the 
trucking strike bears out Mr . Held ' s statement that the price for the tvo 
classes of s heets is identical. 

In vi evr of t he present shortages of sheet steel and the parti­
cular difficulty in obtaining cold rolled sheets, it appears to us that 
the wisest thing to do would be to approve the use of hot rolled pickled 
sheets if t hey are obtainable. Will you p lease advise us promptly whether 
this substitution is satisfactory to you with no change in our contract 
price.
