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Joe 5ills, Spokesman for Secretary-General Boutros
Boutros-Ghali, announced at the outset of today’s noon briefing
that Carlos Alzamora, Executive Secretary of the Compensation
Comnission, which was set up by the United Nations in
connection with the situation between Irag and Kuwait, was
present and would talk with correspondents later in the
briefing.

Mr. Sills said that the Secretary-General was in Sydney
and this morning had delivery the keynote address at the
opening session of the 1995 Global Cultural Diversity
conference. The text of his statement was available to
correspondents and was also available on the United Nations
Radio Bulletin Beoard, box 6-1. (For the text of the
Secretary-General’s speech see Press Release 8G/SM/5620.)

Following the session, the Secretary-General was presented
by the Australian postal authorities with the United Nations
Fiftieth Anniversary Commemorative Stamp. He then met with
peace-keepers from the Australian Defence Force, the Augtralian
Federal Police and the Austrzw

1 Ccommizsion, who had
served with various United Nations operations. The
Secretary-General, in expressing his gratitude, particulariy
noted the work of Australians in the United Nations
Transitional Authority in Cambodia {UNTAC) under the leadership
of General Sanderson; the Australian medical unit in the United
Nations Assistance Mission for Rwanda (UNAMIK); and the work of
Australia’s civilian police officers in several peace-keeping
missions, including with the United Nations Peace-keeping Ferce
in Cyprus (UNFICYP).

In the afternoon, Mr. Sills went on, the secretary-Generzal
met with the Special Representative of the United Nations for
Human Rights in Cambodia, Justice Michael Kirby. Marrack
Goulding, Under-Secretary-General for Political Affairs, and
Jose Ayala Lasso, the United Nations High Commissioner for
Human Rights, Jjoined the Secretary-General for this meeting.

Mr. Sills recalled that there had been a guestion raised
by the Government of Cambodia about the extension of the United
Nations Human Rights Centre in that country. 1In a recent
neeting in New York, Cambodia requested that the Centre be
closed. The Secretary-General had said that he would send an
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envoy there to discuss the matter further with the Government,

but he did not agree at that point tc the request to close the
Centre down. Mr. Goulding would leave next week as the
Secretary-General’s Special Envoy to Cambedia to discuss with
the Government the future of the Human Rights Centre there.

Continuing, Mr. Sills said the Secretary-General had met
with Australia’s Minister for Foreign Affairs, Senator Gareth
Evans. Australia’s Permanent Representative to the United
Nations, Richard Butler, had alsc attended the meeting.
Discussions included the reform of the United Nations,
including the expansion of the Security Council and the current
status of the debate in New York on that issue. They also
discussed peace-building, peace-keeping, and the situation in
Burundi in the context of preventive action by the United
Nations. The Secretary-General briefed Minister Evans on his
recent talks in Indonesia on East Timor and reviewed the
prospects of the Secretary-General’s good offices in that
regard. Later, the Secretary-General met with the Premier of
New South Wales, R.J. Carr, and attended a dinner hosted by
Prime Minister Paul Keating for the participants in the Global
Cultural Diversity Conference.

The Security Council was meeting in consultations this
morning on the situation in Rwanda, Mr. Sills said, adding that
there was a draft Presidential statement on the matter. 1In
addition, the Council was also discussing a draft statement on
Nagorny Karabakh. (Note: After the briefing, the Council! held
a formal meeting to adopt that Presidential statement.)

Also in the Council’s programme was the situation in
Tajikistan. Mr. Sills said the meeting in Moscow between the
Secretary-General’s Special Envoy to Tajikistan, Ranmiro
Piriz-Ballon, and representatives of the Government and of the
opposition, had just concluded in the last hour. A final
report was not yet available. The Secretary-General had sent a
letter to the Council this morning requesting an extension of
the United Nations Mission of Observers in Tajikistan (UNMQT)
until he was in a position to report on the results of the
talks. That should not be more than a few days, Mr. Sills
said, adding that the extension of UNMOT’s presence depended on
whether the cease-fire there, which was due to expire today,
remained in force.

There would be a meeting of the troop contributors to the
United Nations Confidence Restoration Operation in Croatia
(UNCRO) this afternoon, Mr. Sills said, adding that a draft
resolution on the Operation should be taken up by the Council
on Thursday.

On the former Yugoslavia, Mr. Sills said the Civil Affairs
officers of the United Nations Protection Force (UNPROFOR) had
met earlier today with Bosnian Serbs on the status of the
Sarajevo airport, and they would meet again tomorrew. A United
Nations flight from Zagreb to Sarajevo had again bkeen turned
back this afternoon because of Serb objections to civilians
aboard the plane. He anticipated that the Secretary-General’c
Special Representative, Yasushi Akashi, would be going to
Sarajevo and Pale, probably over the weekend, to try once more
for an extension of the Cessation of Hostilities Agreement,
which would expire at the end of the month.



Concerning the operational area, Mr. Sills said there had

been a skirmish in the Jewish cemetery area in Sarajevo
yesterday between Government and Bosnian Serb troops; two buses
were fired on in Sarajevo yesterday with small arms fire and
five civilians were wounded. Military activity continued in
the north-east in the Dobo]j finger and in the Posavina
corridor. Adding to a reply he had given yesterday concerning
people jailed in Sarajevo, Mr. Sills said there was a strong
indication that several journalists, two from Switzerland, who
were working in a project by the United Nations Educational,
Scientific and Cultural Organization (UNESCO), and five people,
four French and one American, from Pharmacists without Borders,
might be placed on trial today by Bosnian Serb authorities. He
reiterated that the United Nations rejected the charges against
them and it was pushing through its Civil Affairs Office in
Sarajevo for their unconditional release.

Turning to the situation in Rwanda, Mr. Sills said a late
afternoon update from yesterday from the Integrated Operation
Centre, based on reports from the Government of Rwanda,
non-governmental organizations, intergovernmental
organizations, UNAMIR and United Nations agencies was available
to correspondents. Recalling a statement by the
Secretary-General over the weekend concerning the dispatch of
an enveoy to Kigali to deliver a message from him to the
Government, Mr. Sills said Aldo Ajello, former Special
Representative in Mozambigque, would serve as the envoy and
would leave today for Rwanda.

On the situation in the Kibeho camp, Mr. Sills said about
2,000 people were still in the camp and about 1,000 of those
had been left behind in the medical centre after the camp was
closed. According to some reports, that group included some
hard-core interahamwe militants. There were indications that
they had arms and had said that they would not give themselves
up. The medical centre was surrounded by Government troops.
Mr. Sills recalled that a statement had been issued yesterday
expressing concern over the fact that women and children were
being put at risk because they were inside that centre and the
Government had given an ultimatum for them to evacuate the
centre or "they would blast it out"., The Secretary-General's
Special Representative in Rwanda, Shaharyar Khan, had asked the
Government for assurances that that would nct be done.
Assurances had now been given by the Rwandan President that the
Government would try to solve the matter peacefully. Since
then, women and children had been moved out of the medical
centre compound and were safe. There were now scme 200 pecople
left in the compound and the siege continued. "I’m not too
optimistic about a peaceful outcome", Mr. Sills said.

Referring to a statement he had made yesterday, Mr. Silis
stressed that of the 200,000 people who had left the camps in
the south, some of them had arrived back in their communities
but others were en route.

Mr. S5ills said that at 3 p.m. today, there would be a
press conference in room 226, by the President of the 1995
Review and Extension Conference of the Parties to the Treaty on
the Non-Proliferation of Nuclear Weapons (NPT), Jayantha
Dhanapala (Sri Lanka). On Thursday, 27 April, at 10 a.m.,



Anatoli Zlenko, Permanent Representative of Ukraine to the
United Nations, would talk to correspondents on the subject of
the ninth anniversary of the Chernobyl nuclear catastrophe; and
on Monday, 1 May, at 11 a.m., Gilkerto Schlittler, Special
Envoy of the Secretary-General for the Guatemala Peace Process,
would also give a press conference in room 226. Mr. Sills drew
attention to a press release issued yesterday on Mr.
Schlittler’s appointment (SG/A/604).

Replying to a question on why pecople in the Kibeho camp
were armed and what had been the failure that had allowed the
Hutu to bring weapons into the camp, Mr. Sills said there was
no way the United Nations could have disarmed all the people in
the camps, given UNAMIR’s limited resources. There had been
efforts to disarm them, by UNAMIR in the camps inside Rwanda
and by other means in camps in the United Republic of Tanzania
and in Zaire. But there had been only limited success.

To a question on the situation of the cease-fire in the
former Yugoslavia, Mr. Sills replied that the earlier report he
had received ‘
indicated that there had been no appreciable movement on the
positions of the two sides. He recalled that, as he had
mentioned yesterday, Mr. AKashi would be looking into the
possibility of a shorter-term agreement instead of an extension
of the full four months.

A correspondent said that there was a possibility that
next month United States funding for the United Nations would
suffer a cutback. He asked whether there were contingency
plans to deal with that situation if it materialized. Mr.
5ills said there were contingency plans for all sorts of
things. The Crganization had every indication from the
American Administration that it would seek full funding for the
payment of its assessed contribution to the regular budget. He
stressed that those assessments were treaty obligations, and
the Organization hoped Member States would honour them. If
sizeable cutbacks were necesgary, they could only be made in
mandated programmes, and it would be for Member States to say
how the Secretariat should deal with the situation.

A correspondent referred to a report according to which a
member of a group allegedly connected with the Oklahoma bonmbing
had written a letter several months agoc to the
Secretary—-General, saying that United Nations soldiers were
apparently conducting exercises in northern Michigan and
warning that if so they would be attacked by his group. He
asked whether the United Nations had taken any action regarding
that letter. Mr. Sills said the Organization received a very
large number of letterg addressed toc the Secretary-General, and
on some occasions they were referred to Missions. He would
check the log on that particular letter. "I don’t think we
have United Nations troops conducting manoeuvres in Michigan
right now, so I'm not particularly concerned with threats of an
attack on them," he added.

The Security Council today expressed satisfaction that the
cease~fire in the Nagorny Karabakh region had held since it was
agreed upon on 12 May 1994, However, in a statement read out
by its President, Karel Kovanda (Czech Republic), the Counciil
reiterated its concern at the conflict in and around
the Nagorny Karabakh region of Azerbaijan, and at the tensions
between Azerbaiijan and Armenia. It expressed particular
concern at recent violent incidents, and emphasized the
importance of using the mechanism of direct contacts for the
settlement of incidents, as agreed upon last February. It
urged the parties to the conflict to take all necessary
measures to prevent such incidents in future.

The Council reiterated its support for the efforts of the
Co~-Chairmen of the Minsk Conference to assist negotiations for
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a political agreement on the settlement of the conflict. It
stressed that the parties themselves bore the main
responsibility for reaching a peaceful settlement, and stressed
the urgency of concluding a political agreement. The Council
emphasized that ' 'such an agreement was a prerequisite for the
deployment of a multinational Organization for Security and
Cooperation in Europe (OSCE) peace-Keeping force. It confirmed
its readiness to provide continuing political support,
including through a resolution on the possible deployment of an
OSCE force following an agreement for cessation of the
conflict. The United Nations also stood ready to provide
technical advice and expertise.

Continuing his official visit to Australia,
Secretary-General Boutros Boutros-Ghali has had a meeting with
Foreign Minister Gareth Evans. They discussed reform of the
United Nations, including the expansion of the Security
Council, peace-building, and the strengthening of democratic
institutions. They also dealt with the situation in Burundi
and preventive action by the Organization. The
Secretary—-General briefed Mr. Evans on his recent talks in
Indonesia on East Timor, and reviewed the prospects of his good
offices in that regard.

The Secretary-General also met with the Special
Representative for Human Rights in Cambodia, Justice Michael
Kirby. That meeting was attended by the
Under-Secretary-General for Political Affairs, Marrack
Goulding, and the United Nations High Commissioner for Human
Rights, Jose Ayala Lasso. They discussed the mission to be
undertaken by Mr. Goulding next week to discuss the future of
the Human Rights Centre in Cambodia with the Cambodian
Government,

The Secretary-General has asked Alde Ajello to deliver a
personal message from him to the Government of Rwanda following
the recent killings of intermnally displaced people by the
Rwandese Army, according to a United Nations spokesman. Mr.
Ajello, who recently served as the Secretary-General’s Special
Representative for Mozambigque, left New York today.

Meanwhile, women and children have been allowed to leave a
medical centre which has been surrounded by Rwandese troops in
the Kibeho camp. Some "hard-core Hutu militants"™ are still in
the centre, and are armed and unwilling to give themselves up,
the spokesman said, quoting reports from Rwanda.

The Secretary-General has asked the Security Council to
extend the mandate of the United Nations Mission of Observers
in Tajikistan (UNMOT) until he can report on the outcome of
talks between the Tajik parties, according to a spokesman for
the Organization. The talks between the Government of
Tajikistan and the opposition, which were convened by Special
Envoy Ramiro Piriz-Ballon, concluded in Moscow today.

The spokesman nhoted that the continuation of UNMOT
depended on the maintenance of the cease-fire in Tajikistan.
That cease-fire expired today.

The Feood and Agriculture Organization (FAO)} has expressed
concern about world food security, noting only minor
improvements in the situation in developing countries. The
FAC’s Committee on World Food Security is currently meeting in



Rome.

World production of staple foods increased by some 2 per
cent from 1993 to 1954, according to FAO Director-General
Jacqgues Diouf. However, most of that increase occurred in
developed countfies, due malnly to more ceoarse grain production
in the United States. In the developing countries and
low—-income food-deficit countries, which are most vulnerable to
crises, the production increase was only marginal. Meanwhile,
higher international prices for wheat and rice meant higher
import bills for needy countries.

Mr. Diouf expressed particular concern about the incidence
of chronic undernutrition, which affected at least 800 million
people in the developing countries alone. That situation was
exacerbated by the declining availability of food aid. Total
cereal food aid committed for 1994-1995 had fallen below 10
million tons for the first time in more than a decade.

The Government of Haiti has said it is deeply comnitted to
peace and stability in the country. In a letter to the
Security Council President 25 April, it said the Haitian people
had demonstrated their readiness to cooperate with the United
Nations Mission in Haiti (UNMIH) for the sake of economic and
social development. The Government made those comments in
response to the Council President’s statement on Haiti last

Monday.
The Haitian Government stressed its commitment to
organizing freee, democratic and honest elections. It was

counting on the success of the upcoming national elections to
make the process of restoring democracy irreversible. Those
elections would be held on scheduled, the Government added.

The Ninth United Nations Congress on the Prevention of
Crime and the Treatment of Offenders will be held in Cairo from
29 April to 8 May. The event —- the first United Nations Crime
congress to be held in Africa ~- is being hosted by the
Egyptian Government. Multinational crime syndicates, money
laundering, crimes against the environment, violent criminality
and victims’ rights will be at the top of the agenda.

The Congress will be attended by delegates of more than
14C¢ governments and representatives of international agencies
and non-governmental organizations, along with jurists, senior
police officials, criminologists and other experts from around
the world. They will compare national experiences, endorse
policies and take steps to improve international cooperation in
the crime control field.

The Committee on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights will
hold itsg twelfth session in Geneva from 1 to 19 May. The
Committee will consider the measures taken by the Republic of
Korea, the Philippines, Portugal, Suriname and Sweden to
implement the Internaticnal Covenant on Economic, Social and
Cultural Rights. There are currently 131 States parties tc the
Covenant.

In addition to the five reports scheduled for
consideration, the Secretary-General has received initial
reports from Mauritius, aAlgeria, Paraguay, El Salvador and
Guatemala; a second periodic report from the Dominican
Republic; and third periecdic reports from Coclombia, Norway,
Ukraine and Spain.



The Board of Trustees of the International Research and
Training Institute for the Advancement of Women has begun its
fifteenth session in Santo Domingo, Dominican Republic. The
Institute was established 20 years ago to promcte research and
training programmes on the integration and mobilization of
women in development.

In her opening statement, the President of the Board of
Trustees, Ms. Postel-Coster, saild there would be no sustainable
development, no end to the violation of human rights, and no
equality as long as women’s concerns were marginalized. For
that reason, the empowerment of women had become such a
prominent concept. To better fulfil its mandate, the
Institute’s place in the interface between research, training,
communication and peclicy should be redefined.

The Security Council today condemned the Killing of
numerous civiliang at the Kibeho camp for internally displaced
persons on 22 April. In a statement read out by its
President, Karel Kovanda {Czech Republic), the Council said it
was encouraged by the Rwandese Government’s decision to carry
out a full investigation and to bring to justice those
responsible. It welcomed the Government’s decision to
establish an independent inquiry with United Nations and other
international participation to carry out that investigation.
The Council asked the Secretary-~General to report without delay
on the events at Kibeho and on the role of the United Ratiocns
Assistance Mission for Rwanda (UNAMIR).

The Council expressed concern about the generally
deteriorating security situation in Rwanda. It underlined that
the Rwandese Government bore primary responsibility for
maintaining security throughout the country and for the safety
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of internally displaced persons and returnees. The Council
noted, however, that the Government had made considerable
efforts for national reconciliation, reconstruction and
rehabilitation in recent months. It called on the Government
to intensify those efforts and on the international community
to continue to support them.

The Council expressed grave concern regarding the
overcrowding in Rwanda‘s prisons, which had resulted in the
deaths of numerocus persons. It asked the Secretary-General to
urgently consider measures which could be taken to improve the
conditions of those in detention or under investigation. The
Council urged States to arrest and detain persons against whom
there was sufficient evidence of responsibility for acts within
the jurisdiction of the International Tribunal for Rwanda, in
accordance with resolution 978 (1995)., It asked the
Secretary-General to facilitate the rapid establishment of the
Tribunal.

The Security Council has agreed to continue the presence
of the United Nations Mission of Observers in Tajikistan
{UNMOT) in that country. It did sc¢ at the request of the
Secretary-General, pending a report on the outcome of talks
between the Tajik parties which concluded in Moscow yesterday.
In a letter to the Secretary-General dated 26 April, the
Council expressed concern at the continuing military activities
on the Tajik~Afghan border. It noted that an effective
cease-fire remained a necessary condition for the deployment of
UNMOT .

A United Nations spokesman today announced that the Tajik
Government and opposition had agreed in Moscow to extend the
current cease~fire agreement for one month to 26 May. They had
also agreed to hold the fourth round of inter-Tajik talks in
Kazakhstan on 22 May. Meanwhile, the President of Tajikistan
and the leader of the opposition would endeavour to have a
meeting within two weeks. The Moscow talks were convened by
the Secretary-General’s Special Envoy for Tajikistan.

Continuing his visit to Australia, Secretary-~General
Boutros Boutros-Ghali met this morning in Sydney with
representatives of the Australian Red Cross and participated in
a forum entitled "Dignity for Women in War®". He said
humanitarian assistance for victims of armed conflict was a
United Nations priority.

The Secretary-General then departed for Melbourne, where
he reiterated his gratitude to the Government and people of
Australia for their support of the United Nations since 1945.
He attended a State luncheon hosted by the Governor of
Victoria, Richard McGarvie, and later met with the Minister for
Development Cooperation and Pacific Island Affairs, Gordon
Bilney. He then met with representatives of variocus NGOs, at a
meeting arranged by the Australian Council for Overseas Aid.

Later, at a special ceremony at Melbourne University, the
Secretary-General was presented with an Honorary Doctorate of
Laws in recognition of his contribution to international
peace. He then delivered the kKeynote address at a Conference
entitled "Great Expectations: The United Nations at Fifty".

In his address to the Conference at Melbourne University,
the Secretary~General said the United Nations should be renewed



in order to take advantage of the new opportunities for
international cooperation. The world was no longer divided
into two opposed camps, and technology had made cooperation
possible to an unprecedented degree. However, the end of the
cold war had also led to an era of physical, social and
political imbalance.

Today, the world faced urgent problems of scarce
resources, environmental degradation and natural disasters, the
Secretary~General noted. Mass migrations, disease and econonmic
instability defied the ability of individual States to control
them. Many people had sought security in narrow ethnic
identities, resulting in a terrible rise of conflict within
States, rather than between States.

In that context, he continued, the international community
must preserve the achievements of the past, while preparing for
the challenges and changes of a new era. New forms of
cooperation must be explored, sc¢ that individuals could find a
sense of belonging without turning to ethnic exclusivity. New
ways to safeguard the protection of minorities must be
developed, and new models of confederation discovered. The
United Nations was ready to meet those challenges, he said,
citing the Organization’s achievements in diplomacy and
peace-keeping, and its contributions to development and
democratization.

The Commission on Sustainable Development yesterday began
the high-level segment of its current session, hearing
addresses by 11 Ministers. Opening the meeting, Chairman
Henrique Brandaoc Cavalcanti (Brazil) stressed the
interdisciplinary character of the Commission’s work. He said
one of its central objectives was to integrate the issues
cutting across economic, social, environmental and
institutional categories, and bring them together as
fundamental tools of a sustainable strategy.

Nitin Desai, Under-Secretary-General for Policy
Coordination and Sustainable Development, said the role of the
high~level segment was central
to the work of the Commission. The political presence
represented by the segment fostered coordination and offered
the possibility of real action on implementation of sustainable
development programmes.

Earlier yesterday, the Commission adopted 10 decisions on

implementation of Agenda 21 ~- the Programme of Action of the
United Nations Conference on Environment and Development
(UNCED} -- and referred seven back to its drafting groups for

further consultation. The decisions adopted related to, among
other issues, integrating environment and development in
decision-making, financial resources and mechanisms, combating
poverty, and changing consumption and production patterns.

The fifty-first session of the United Nations Economic and
Social Commission for Asia and the Pacific (ESCAP) has begun in
Bangkok, Thailand.

Among the subjects to be considered at the session are the
environment, poverty alleviation, transport and communications,
statistics and the special needs of the region’s least
developed, land-locked and island developing countries. This
year’s theme is strengthening regional cooperation in human



resources development, with special reference to the social
implications of sustainable economic growth in aAsia and the
Pacific.

In a message to the ESCAP session, Secretary-General
Boutros Boutros-Ghali stressed the need for nations in the
region to move ahead together through cooperation. He said
cooperation was more essential than ever to confront such
global threats as environmental degradation, international
crime and natural disasters. The Secretary-General’s message
was read out by ESCAP Executive Secretary Adrianus Mooy.

A total of 480 nuclear power plants were operating or
being built around the world in 1994, based on data reported to
the International Atomic Energy Agency {(IAEA) Power Reactor
Information System. During the year, four nuclear power plants
were connected to electricity grids in China, Japan, the
Republic of Korea and Mexico, bringing the number of operating
reactors to 432 in 29 countries. Meanwhile, 48 reactors were
being constructed in 15 countries,

Nuclear power’s share of electricity production remained
high in seven countries -~ Lithuania, 76.4 per cent; France,
75.3 per cent; Belgium, 55.8 per cent; Sweden, 51.1 per cent;
Slovak Republic, 49.1 per cent; Bulgaria, 45.6 per cent and
Hungary, 43.7 per cent. Eighteen countries relied on nuclear
power plants for at least a quarter of their total electricity
needs.

Secretary-General Boutros Boutros—Ghali has expressed
shock angd horror at the indiscriminate killing of thowsands of
internally displaced persons at the Kibeho camp in Rwanda. The
Secretary-General condemned that action tn the strongest terms,
and demanded an immediate end to the atrocities. He said he
was sending an envoy to Kigali to deliver a personal messaage to
the Pwandese Government.

The killings occurred on Saturday, after some internally
displaced persons tried to break out of the Rwandese Army
corgon around the Kiheho camp. Troops ocpened Fire to control
the break-~out, killing many of them. A second attempted
preak—out three hours later led to heavy retaliatory firing by
the Army. Spbecial Representative Shahryar Khan put the number
of casualties from the firing and the resulting stampedes at
5.000 killed and 600 to 700 wounded. However, the spokesman

stressed that those figures were rough estimates, and noted
that some of the dead had been buried before United Nations
personnel arrived on the scene.

The United Nations Assistance Mission for Rwanda (UNAMIR)
has been evacuating the wounded for medical treatment, while
its engineers have been renairing roads into the camp. The
Mission has provided 80 vehicles for displaced persons wishing
to leave the area, and peace-keepers have taken some 400
children under their protection. Non-governmental
orgamzatrons have also provided humanitarian assistance.

Meanwhile, United Nations High Commissioner for Human
Rights (UNMCR) Sadako Ogata condemhed the killings at Kibeho
and urged the Government to ensure that survivors were treated
humanely. She said the brutalsty of the action was
disproportionate to any objective of moving displaced "EplVIiaZ,Mp.He United Nations High Co

mmissioner for Human
Rights has redeployed field officers tc monitor the Kibeho area
and to facilitate the return of displaced people to their homes.

The Security Council today established a Tist of twelve
candidates for Judges on the International Tribunal for Rwanda,
in accordance with Article 12 of the Statute of the Tribunal.

In a statement

by its Presydent, Karel Kovanda (Czech Republic), the Council - 0
shared the Secretarv-General’s view that the transfer was a

miiestone in international efforts to bring peace and stability /

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HIGH COMMISSTONER CONDEMNS BRUTALITY IN RWANDA

GENEVA, 24 April {(UNHCR) -- The United Nations High
Commissioner for Refugees (UNHCR) today condemned the brutal
killing of thousands of internally displaced people in
south-western Rwanda and urged the Government to ensure that
survivors are treated humanely,

Noting that UNHCR last week had publicly deplored the
Rwandese military'’'s forcible closure of camps for the
internally displaced, High Commissioner Sadako Ogata said she
was appalled and outraged by the brutal events over the weekend
that left thousands dead and wounded, and forced tens of
thousands of people to flee with nothing but the clothes on
their backs,

"Whatever the circumstances, the brutality of the action
is flagrantly disproportionate tc any objective of moving
displaced persons from these camps™, Mrs. Ogata said.
"Furthermore, I am deeply concerned about the wider
implications of these events., They will affect hundreds of
thousands of internally displaced people and will lead to an
increase of fear and tension in the region which may provoke
new cress—border movements as well as create further obstacles
to the return of refugees from neighbouring countries. In this
connection, I urge governments in the region to keep their
borders open and to respect the principles of asylum.®

The UNHCR in Rwanda has been working with the Government
to lay the groundwork for the voluntary repatriation of some 2
million Rwandese refugees from four neigbouring countries.
Although the UNHCR did not work in the camps for the internally
displaced in Rwanda, it participated with other agencies late
last year and earlier this year in "Operation Retour" by
providing transport, aid and monitoring for internally
displaced people who volunteered to go back to their homes. In
recent weeks, however, "Operation Retour" had come to a virtual
standstill. ©On 18 April, government troops began forcibly
closing the camps, prompting a request from the Special
Representative of the United Nations Secretary-General that
UNHCR send trucks to the region tc assist in transporting those
internally displaced people who wished to go home.

"For cobvious humanitarian reasons, my office has joined
other agencies in attempting to bring immediate relief to the
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survivers around the Kibeho camp," Mrs. Ogata said. "We urge
the Government tc ensure the safe and humane treatment of the
tens of thousands of people who have fled the camps as well as
the remaining civilian population in Kibeho."

On Sunday, 'the UNHCR sent additional staff and vehicles to
Butare, 15 kilometres from Kibeho, to help with the
humanitarian emergency. Staff members on Monday reported that
more than 50,000 people fleeing Kibeho had reached Butare.
Thousands more were on roads in the region. Some 7,000 people
had received help at a UNHCR way station, where food, water and
other aid was provided. In addition, an estimated 10,000
displaced people were reported to have arrived in Kigali and
thousands more are reported going back to their home villages,
where an uncertain reception awaits them. On Sunday, vehicles
from the UNHCR and the International Organization for Migration
transported some 10,000 people.

The UNHCR is particularly concerned about an estimated
2,500 unaccompanied children, many of whom may have lost their
parents in the brutal events at Kibeho.
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Joe Sills, Spokesman for Secretary-General Boutros
Boutros-Ghali, said at today’s noon briefing that the
Secretary~General had arrived in Australia to begin a five-day
vigit there.

In Sydney, Mr. Sills continued, the Secretary~General was
accompanied by the Under-Secretary-General for Political
Affairs, Marrack Goulding, and by the United Nations High
Commissioner for Human Rights, Jose Ayala Lasso. On his
earlier trip to Indonesia he had been accompanied by his Senior
adviser, Under-Secretary-General Chinmaya R. Gharekhan, he
added.

Mr. Sills recalled a question asked at the briefing on
Friday, 21 April, concerning the situation in Myanmar and the
attitude of the Secretary-General towards the case of the
continuing detention of "Burmese'" Nolbel Peace Prize laureate,
Daw Aung San Suu Kyi, and the possibility of her husband
visiting her. He recalled his reply to it, that since the
beginning of the dialogue with the Government of Myanmar the
Secretary-General had been urging that she be released as soon
as possible. He added that the Secretary-General had recently
learned that her husband had been denied a visa to go to the
country and visit his wife and had expressed to the Government
the hope that this situation would be reviewed promptly.

Turning to today’s schedule of the Security Council, Mr.
Sills said there was a draft resolution circulating on
Croatia. It was a very preliminary draft and he did not expect
the Council to consider it formally until Thursday. There
would be a meeting of troop contributors to the United Nations
Cconfidence Restoration Operation in Croatia (UNCRO) tomorrow,
and the Council would await the outcome of that meeting before
considering a draft resolution. At the time of the briefing,
the Council was discussing a statement on Nogorny Karabakh. It
was also scheduled to receive an update on the situation in
Rwanda, Mr. Sills said, adding that there was also a draft
presidential statement on Rwanda circulating. Further this
afternoon, the Council would have a briefing on the situation
in Bosnia and Herzegovina. Yesterday, the Council had selected
12 judges for the International Tribunal for Rwanda and the
matter now would go to the General Assembly. (See Press



Release SC/6023, of 24 April, for names of the judges selected.)
On the former Yugoslavia, Mr. Sills said the

Secretary-General’s Special Representative, Yasushi Akashi, was

scheduled to chair at 11 a.m. today in Dubrovnik the first

meeting in over two years of the Joint Inter-State Commission

on the Prevlaka Peninsula. The meeting would focus on the

differences between the two sides on the implementation of the
Prévlaka Accords. Under the new mandate for UNCRO, the United

Nations has continued responsibility for maintaining those
agreements,

Continuing, Mr. Sills said that in Bosnia and Herzegovina

today the reports were that there had been an increase in
military activities almost everywhere.

Akashi was looking for a shorter extension than the four months
originally sought. There was also the possibility of a meeting

tomorrow at the Sarajevo airport between the two sides to
clarify the agreement on the usage of the airport.

On the situation in Rwanda, Mr. Sills told correspondents
that an update on the humanitarian situation in that country,
issued this morning by the Department of Humanitarian Affairs,
wag-avallable in his office. Summarizing information provided
in that update, he said that internally displaced persons
continued to move en masse from the camps in the south-west
towards Butare and other communities. According to estimates
by the United Nations High Commissioner for Refugees (UNHCR),
80 per cent of the displaced people were from the Butare region
and it was therefore natural that they would seek to go back
there. As of yesterday morning, it was estimated that just
under 200,000 thousand internally displaced people had returned
to their communities. There were difficulties with governments
concerning transporting the wounded from
Butare to Kigali. Also, poor road conditions had made
transport of relief supplies difficult, but supplies available
in the area at the moment seemed adequate for meeting immediate
emergency needs. The United Nations Assistance Mission for
Rwanda (UNAMIR) was providing security and support for the
distribution of relief supplies.

The Special Representative of the Secretary-General in
Rwanda, Shaharyar Khan, had asked for assurance by the
President of Rwanda, Pasteur Bizimungu, that the army would not
attack the remaining people in Kibeho, Mr. Sills continued,
adding that they were about 1,000 who were surrounded and that
there were reports that the army was denying them food and
water. The S3pokesman said that the count of 5,000 people
killed that he had given yesterday had been revised to an
estimated 2,000 people.

Mr. Sills then announced that this afternoon a press
release related to the second session of the Preparatory
Committee for the United Nations Conference on Human
Settlements (HABITAT II) (Istanbul, June 1996} would be
available to correspondents. The session had opened yesterday
in Nairobi.

In addition, he announced that at 3 p.m. tomorrow, in roocm
226, there would be a press conference by the President of the
1995 Review and Extension Conference of the Parties to the
Treaty on the Non-Proliferation of Nuclear Weapons (NPT),
Jayantha Dhanapala {Sri Lanka). Also, Carlos Alzamore,
Executive Secretary of the Compensation Commission, which was
set up by the United Nations in connection with the situation
between Irag and Kuwait, would be present at the briefing
tomorrow to meet with correspondents.

Mr. Sills said he had no additional information from the
talks in Moscow on Tajikistan concerning the extension of the
cease-fire, which would expire tomorrow. On Angola, he said
Alioune Blondin Beye, Special Representative of the
Secretary-~General, had met yesterday with Jonas Savimbi, of the
National Union for the Total Independence of Angola (UNILITA),
and, among other other issues, they had discussed the plans for
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the meeting hetween Mr. Savimbi and the Angolan President, #1}”V“r
Fduardo dos Santos, in Lusaka. According to the Government of
Zambia, that meeting would take place on 5 May, but he could
not officially confirm that date. He stressed the importance
of that meeting 'for moving ahead with the deployment of the
Inited Nations Angola Verification Mission (UNAVEM I11).

A correspondent said that according to what she had heard
that all of Bosnia was burning as a consequence of a Muslin
offensive., She asked what cease-fire was left for Mr. Akashi
to extend. Mr. Sills said that the cease-fire agreement was
obviously net in the best of shape; however, over the life of
the cessation of hostilities agreement, it had had helped
considerably. He felt that an extension would be better than
abandoning it. 1If it were extended, there was the hope that
there would be wmore of a cummitment of the parties to honouring
it. "But I certainly cannot disagree with your conclusion that
it is in shambles right now", he said.

In what way was the Secretary-General expressing
displeasure to the "Burmese" Government and had he had a
response, a correspondent asked. Mr. '

Sills said there had been no response and he had no information
on how his displeasure had been expressed, adding that
Assistant Secretary-General Alvaroc de Soto was the person
handling the matter.

Replying to guestions on the situation in Rwanda, Mr.
Sills sald there were very few UNAMIR personnel in the area of
the Kibeho camp. Some of the Zambian soldiers were there but
he did not yet have an exact number. They had been, however,
cutnumbered significantly by the government trocps. It was
within their mandate to protect the civilians but he wondered
what a small number of UNAMIR troops could have done. As the
press had reported, they had been kept away from the area by
government troops. Mr. Khan, the Secretary-General’s Special
Representative, was discussing the matter with the Government;
and one of the possibilities which had been recommended to him
was an independent investigation of the events.

Who was briefing the Security Council today on the
situation in Bosnia and Herzegovina? a correspondent asked,
also inquiring about who was counting the number of detonations
in Bosnia and why that was being done. Mr. Sills said
Assistant Secretary-General Rosario Green would brief the
Council on Bosnia. As for the number of detonations, he said
that practice had been established for sometime and served as
an indicator of the intensity of hostilities.

Asked for comments on the American Broadcasting
Corporation television programme aired last night on the United
Nations mission on Bosnia, Mr. Sills said the programme that.
from a Jjournalistic standpoint, the programme was very well
done. He had problems with the use of an internal memorandun
that had been taken illegally and given to the press. He was
pleased by the closing comment by Peter Jennings making the
point that the United Nations was an instrument that could do a
lot of good if it were used properly by Member States.

Noting that the general debate of the NPT Conference was
about to conclude, a correspondent asked what the next step
would be . Mr. Sills said that the three main committees would



begin meeting daily: the drafting committee would also begin
its work this week. Everything was on schedule, and the tone
of the meeting was positive. There had been no decision yet on
the voting procedure.

Secretary-General Boutros Boutros-Ghali today left
Indonesia to begin a five-day official visit to Australia. He
was accompanied by the Under-Secretary-General for Political
Affairs, Marrack Goulding, and the United Nations High
Commissioner for Human Rights, Jose Ayala Lasso,

In an address to the Global Conference on Cultural
Diversity in Sydney, the Secretary-General said cultural
diversity was a central issue for the United Nations and must
be integrated into all aspects of its work. He noted that the
Charter and the Universal Declaration of Human Rights
established culture as a fundamental right. The
Organization’s raison d’etre was to foster the integrity of
cultures and to promote understanding and dialogue among the
peoples of the world.

The Secretary-General identified three pillars of a global
culture: a culture of peace, a culture of development and a
culture of democracy. Peace regquired the interaction of
different cultures, while developmnent depended on
education. Democracy could not succeed without a commitment to
diversity, he concluded.

Special Representative Shahryar Khan has revised his
estimate of the number of internally displaced people killed by
Rwandese troops on Saturday to 2,000, a United Nations
spokesman said today. He has also asked the President of




Rwanda for assurances that the Army will not attack the 1,000

people remaining in the Kibeho camp. However, there have been
reports that the Army has been denying them food and water.

Meanwhile, the United Nations Assistance Mission for
Rwanda (UNAMIR) has been seeking permission to transport those
wounded on Saturday to Kigali. The Mission is also providing
security and support for the distribution of relief supplies.
Heavy rains and poor road conditions have made movement
difficult, but there are sufficient supplies on hand to meet
immediate emergency needs.

Almost 200,000 internally displaced people have already
returned to their home communes, the spokesman noted. The
United Nations has deployed military observers and human rights
monitors in those communes.

There has been an increase in military activity almost
everywhere in Bosnia and Herzegovina, according to a United
Nations spokesman. The Bihac safe area was shelled from
Serbian positions vesterday, while 1,800 firing incidents were
reported around Sarajeve. The city’s airport was closed today
after an incoming carge plane was hit by three rounds fired
from Government positions.

Special Representative Yasushi Akashi will travel to Pale
and Sarajevo this weekend in another attempt to secure an
extension of the cessation of hostilities agreement which
expires on 30 April, the spokesman continued. Mr. Akashi will
be looking for a shorter extension than the four months
originally sought. He is hopeful, but not optimistic, that
progress can be achieved, although the positions of the parties
remain far apart.

The 1995 Review and Extension Conference of the Parties to
the Treaty on the Non-Proliferation of Nuclear Weapons (NPT)
today concluded its general debate. The four-week Conference
of the 178 States parties is meeting to review the operation of
the Treaty and to decide whether it should be extended
indefinitely or for a fixed periocd or periods.

Gunnar Palsson of Iceland expressed support for the
indefinite and unconditional extension of the Treaty. However,
its effectiveness would only be guaranteed through the
conclusion of a comprehensive test-ban treaty and a
ban on the production of fissile materials. He also expressed
concern over the discharge of radiocactive waste into the marine
environment by nuclear reprocessing facilities.

Philip Richard Owade of Kenya noted that the General
Assembly had repeatedly called for assurances agalnst the use
or threat of use of nuclear weapons for non-nuclear-weapon
States. He welcomed Security Council resoclution 984 (1995) on
positive security assurances, but said it did not explicitly
address the guestion of negative assurances. The only
definite assurance against the use or threat of use of nuclear
weapons was their total elimination.

The Secretary-General has appointed Gilberto Schlittler as
his Special Envoy for the Guatemala peace process, at the leve:
of Assistant Secretary-General. Mr. Schlittler, a naticnal of
Brazil, has been head of the Guatemala Unit in the Department
of Political Affairs since its establishment in October 1994.

As Special Envoy, Mr. Schlittler will continue to direct



the work of the Guatemala Unit and coordinate all activities
relating to the peace process, including the work of the
Moderator.

The Committee against Torture yesterday began its
fourteenth session in Geneva by adopting its agenda. The
Committee also heard a statement by the Assistant
Secretary-General for Human Rights, Ibrahima Fall, who gave an
overview of recent events relevant to its work. Mr. Fall noted
that the International Convention against Torture and other
Cruel and Inhuman or Degrading Treatment now had 88 States
parties. Regrettably, however, it was the United Nations human
rights treaty with the lowest number of accessions and
ratifications.

During the two-week session, the Committee’s experts will
examine information appearing to indicate that torture is being
systematically practised in a State party to the Convention.
They will also consider communications from individuals
claiming to be victims of a violation by a State party of the
provisions of the Convention.
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To a follow-up question., Mr. Sills said that the United
Nations would continued to negotiate with the Bosntan Serb
leadership because they were parties involved in the situation;
that in no way prejudged what the Tribunal did. He added that,
however. anything that would make the situation more difficult
was a matter of concern, although in no way was he questioning
what the Tribunal was doing.

Referring to a report on CBS last night, on 60 Minutes”,
concerning events in Oklahoma City, in which a militia member
had said that the United Nations was trving to conguer the
United States. a correspondent asked whether the Organization
had any comment on that tvpe of Ffear and hatred that was “out
there”., Mr. 8ills said 1t was easy (o dismiss those peoole as
"crackpets.” He said he tended to laugh at statements such as
the United Nations is combining with NATO to introduce Soviet
war materials to take over the United States. But those people
sometimes did things with horrible effects as evidenced by the
bombing in Oklahoma City. Guilt had not been nroven, he said,
adding that some of the crazier allegations regarding the
United Nations by these fringe groups could be encouraged by
allegations that the United Nations was replacing the
sovereiagnty of Member States. On 24 Qctober, there were
celebrations of tnited Nations Day all over the world. lLast
year, in at least two locations in the state of Michigan, a
group had tried to interrupt the cersmony and interfere with
the raising of the United Nations flag. It was not enough to
dismiss such people and such behaviour as crackpots becausa
they could have some very negative and terrible effects, as had
just been seen in Oklahoma City.
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Joe Sills, Spokesman for Secretary-General Boutros
Boutros~Ghali, said at today’s noon briefing that the
Secretary~General, continuing his trip to Indonesia, had this
morning addressed a ceremony commemorating the fortieth
anniversary of the Bandung Asian-African Conference:; his speech
had been made available to correspondents at Headguarters.

This evening, Mr. S8ills continued, the Secretary-General
would attend a dinner hosted by the Indonesian Foreign
Minister, Ali Alatas, in honour of heads of delegations
attending the Conference. He would leave Bandung for Australia
tomorrow to hegin a five-day visit to that country.

Mr. Sills said that over the weekend the Secretary-General
had had a meeting with President Soeharto, of Indonesia. They
had discussed a number of matters, including theose related to
peace-keeping operations and East Timor. In addition,
President Soeharto had elaborated on the Indonesian initiative
on the former Yugoslavia, which involved making his
Government’s services available to facilitate a comprehensive
agreement. The Secretary-General had welcomed that initiative
by Indonesia.

The Spokesman, noting that the two speeches by the
Secretary—General over the weekend had been made available to
correspondents, said that on Sunday the Secretary-General hagd
met in Jakarta with representatives of the United Nations
agencies in Tndonesia.

Mr. Sills said the following statement had been irsued
yesterday. attributable to the Spokesman for the
Secretary-General:

"The Secretary-Genheral has learned with shock and horror
of the indiscriminate killing of thousands of unarmed
civilians, including women and children, in a camp for
internally displaced persons at Kibeho, Rwanda. He condemns
this action in the strongest terms and demands an immediate end
to these atrocities. The Secretary-General has decided to
dispatch this week an envoy to Kigali to deliver a personal
message to the Government." (See Press Release SG/SM/5619,
issued today.)

Summarizing reports he had received from Kigali and from

Geneva concerrning events in Rwanda over the weekend, Mr. Sills
said that based on information received from Shaharyar Khan,
Special Representative of the Secretary-General in Rwanda, it
was now estimated that about 5,000 people had been killed at
Kibeho, either by fire or stampeding; 600 to 700 people were

injured; and 7,000 internally displaced persons were still in
Sills stressed that those numbers must not be

considered as definitive, due to the confused and incomplete
information available. He cited press reports, which were
accurate, stating that a nunber of the deceased had been buried
very rapidly by government forces before the United Nations had
gained access to the area.

Among actions being taken by the United Nations Assistance
Mission for Rwanda (UNAMIR}, Mr. Sills said that it had been
evacuating as many wounded as possible by helicopters to get
them to medical care; engineers were working on repairing the
roads to the camp to facilitate evacuation; and 80 vehicles
were being used to transport those who wanted té go back to
their communities. A large number (estimated at 20,000) of
internally displaced persons had gone to the Butare Stadium,
where UNAMIR was providing them with humanitarian assistance.
Military observers were there. The UNAMIR was also providing
transport to the centres of the United Nations High
Commissioner for Refugees (UNHCR)}, the United Nations
Children’s FPund (UNICEF)} and the International Committee of the
Red Cross (ICRC).

Three UNAMIR companies, made up of Zambian troops, which
are in the south-west zone where Kibeho is located, had done
what they could to protect the unarmed civilians and they now
had 400 children under their protection, he went on. The three
other internally displaced persocons camps in the area had a

total of about 80,000 people, and had also been closed.

Further on the situation in Rwanda, Mr. Sills said the
Australian medical battalion in the area was working to help
wounded people as much as possible, and non-governmental
organizations were also involved actively in efforts to get
food and water to the refugees. Of particular concern was the
situation of unaccompanied, presumably orphaned, children, he

added.
Turning to other issues, Mr. Sills said the Security

Council in consultations this morning had approved a
presidential statement on Haiti; a formal meeting was expected



to be held at 4 p.m. for the statement to be read out. Just
before the noon briefing, Council members had begun discussing
Rwanda; they had two reports of the Secretary-General on the
matter for consjideration. However, the events of the last few
days in Rwanda would undoubtedly be discussed. Assistant
Secretary~General for Political Affairs Rosairo Green would
brief the Courncil in that regard.

There had not yet been agreement on a statement on Nagorny
Karabakh, he continued. Also on today’s agenda was the
Secretary~General’s report on Croatia. Under other matters,
Council members would today elect the judges of the
International Tribunal on Rwanda. Each member of the Council
could vote to a maximum of 18 of a list of 20 candidates
proposed. There was a ballot box in the Council chamber and
the voting was expected to be completed by 4 p.m. today.

On the situation in the former Yugoslavia, Mr. Sills said
that the Zagreb-Belgrade highway had been closed at 6 a.m.
local time this morning by the Krajina Serbs, who had announced
they would keep it closed until 6 a.m. tomorrow, for a 24-hour
period. If that plan was observed, Mr. Sills said, there might
not be a problem because the Croatian government had indicated
that it would only take action if the highway was not reopened
by 6 a.m. tomorrow. The Special Representative of the
Secretary-General, Yasushi Akashi, was confident that the issue
would be resolved peacefully, as the highway and the Econoric
Agreement, of which it was a part, were very central to
cooperation between the Croatian Serbs and the Croatian
Government .,

The Spokesman went on to say that the Secretary-General’s
Special Envoy, Thorvald Stoltenberqg, was in Knin teday for
talks. VYesterday, a Norwegian observation post came under Serb
attack. The United Nations Protection Force (UNPROFOR)
requested an air presence by the North Atlantic Treaty
Organization (NATQC), which was provided for three hours. The
Serbs fired against the NATQO aircraft ~- a Dutch and an
American airplane -- but they were not hit. At Ilidza, a
weapons collection point was entered by the Serbs in spite of
four warning shots fired over their heads by United Nations
personnel. They fired four 120 mm rounds and left without
taking the weapons. Boshian government forces fired out of the
Tuzla safe area at least one artillery round against Serb
positions in the Ozren mountain. This morning an honour guard
of UNPROFOR took the caskets of the French soldiers who were
killed over the weekend in an ammunition explosion, to put them
in the airplane to be flown back to France., They were fired
at, but there were no casualties or injuries. Mr. Sills stated
that it was particularly disgraceful that that would happen
when taking bodies of soldiers to an aircraft.

Mr. Sills announced that a press Kit and a backgrounder by
the Department of Public Information (DPI} on the forthcoming
Ninth United Nations Congress on the Prevention of Crime and
the Treatment of Offenders (Cairo, 29 April - 8 May) were
available to corregspondents. Several of the documents to be
considered by the Congress were also on the racks.

On Tajikistan, Mr. Sills said the opposition had not yet
agreed to an extension of the cease~fire beyond 26 April, as




agreed to unilaterally by the Government. He recalled that the
United Nations Mission of Observers in Tajikistan (UNMOT) could
only be extended if the Secretary-General certified that the
cease-fire was holding. The Secretary-General’s Special Envoy
to Tajikistan, Ramiro Piriz-Ballon, was in Moscow and was
meeting separately with the copposition and the Government to
try to get an -agreement so that the Secretary-General could
report this to the Council by 26 April in order to keep UNMOT
going.

Mr. Sills noted that in the noon briefing of Wednesday, 19
April, he had stated that the intra-Timorese dialogue would be
held in June in Geneva. In fact, it was now likely to be heid
in Austria.

Concerning Rwanda, the Spckesman was asked what would be
the next action by the United Nations, whether it would come
from the Secretariat or from the Security Council., Mr. Sills
said the action would take place on the ground, concentrating
on the delivery of humanitarian assistance. 1In terms of the
Council, he had mentioned that Assistant Secretary-General for
Political Affairs, Rosario Green, would brief the Council today
on the situation in southern Rwanda. He had no information,
neither on whether or on what type of action the Council might
take.

Responding to several follow-up questions on events in
Rwanda over the weekend, Mr. S8ills said there would be a
concentration of efforts in the troubled area in terms of
humanitarian activities. The UNHCR, which was primarily
concerned with refugees in neighbouring countries, rather than
internally displaced people, was now increasingly involved with
the latter out of necessity. The attacks on the camps by the
Covernment forces had been condemned by Mrs. Ogata and by the
Secretary—-General. No one had denied that there had been
aggressive activities from within the camps by Hutu elements.
Bu the emphasis at that point was, as Mrs. Ogata had stated,
the flagrantly disproportionate nature of the action by the
Government troops in response to these provocations. 2as for
news accounts that the provocations could have been
intentional, in order to bring about a reaction, Mr. Sills said
that he was not in a position to discuss motives, adding that
whatever had caused the action by the Government, the resgonz=
had been out of proportion.

In reply to a guestion concerning the incident with the
Norwegian battalion in the former Yugoslavia, Mr. Sills said
that there had been no air strikes, just a presence, and that
there had been no casualties reported.
