My dear General,
This is further to my unnumbered to you of 5 October,

I am very glad to see that you have taken the step of
issuing an Operation Instruction to Chand concerning his task
in Katanga. It is vital that military commanders in the Congo
receive precise instructions to enable them to carry out t heir
tasks, However, as you know, I was a bit concerned about the
first paragraph under the political heading. Since there are a
number of copies of the Instruction, although it is classified
"Top Secret*, there is a risk that what has been stated under the
heading "Political" might be misunderstood. I would, therefore,
be happy 1f this paragraph could be omitted to avoid any
misunderstanding, and instead you can state™as reported in ISUMs*
or "no change to verbal briefing", or anything else of that kind,
In view of the delicate nature of such questions, I would prefer
if political situations are not assessed in writing for military

papers.

I sincerely hope that you would not take this suggestion as
criticism. I would like to assure you that all of us here greatly
appreciate and laud the fact that you are meticulous in issuing
appropriate instructions to your subordinates. 1 did, however,
feel that I should write to you about this on a purely personal
basis,
