Dear Ms. Terlingen, 

On behalf of the Secretary-General, I wish to thank you for your letter of 
5 June 2008, by which you have provided the Secretary-General, for his information, 
with a copy of your open letter to all members of the Security Council containing, as 
stated in this letter, "proposals to strengthen safeguards in respect of listing and 
de-listing procedures under the Al-Qaida and Taliban sanctions regime established 
under Security Council resolution 1267 and subsequent resolutions". 

As you note, the previous Secretary-General, further to the request made in the 
2005 World Summit Outcome and following discussions initiated in the framework 
of a Security Council Retreat in early June 2006, conveyed his views on the minimum 
standards required to ensure fair and clear procedures for listing and de-listing to the 
members of the Council. The Security Council reacted to the request·in the 2005 
World Summit Outcome by adopting a series of resolutions in late December of2006 
establishing, inter alia, a focal point in the Secretariat to receive de-listing requests, 
which has since been established. 

By its resolution 1822 (2008) adopted on 30 June 2008, the Council has 
further developed its listing and de-listing mechanism, encouraged the so-called 
1267 Committee "to continue to ensure that fair and clear procedures exist for placing 
individuals and entities on the Consolidated List and for removing them as well as for 
granting humanitarian exemptions," and directed the Committee "to keep its guidelines 
under active review in support of these objectives".
