Press Statement
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The Libyan Interim Government

The Libyan Interim Government emanating from the Libyan House of Representatives, which
was elected by the Libyan people in a free and fair elections duly witnessed by the whole world and
the international organizations, confirms its total solicitude to do its effective role in controlling the
mass migration which claimed the lives of thousands of people off the Libyan coast, and to reduce
the humanitarian disaster that befell the region especially in the past few months.

In light of what the region has witnessed regarding mass migration and the State of Libya's
current inability to reduce these illegal migrations, we advocated cooperation with the European
Union in order to develop an action plan to deal with the mass migration and the humanitarian
crisis. As such, on behalf of the Libyan government, Mr. Nuri Bait Almal, Special Envoy and
Consultant to the Premier for International Affairs, was delegated to hold a dialogue with the
European Union on the issue of illegal migration and to find solutions to stop this dangerous
phenomenon afflicting the region.

We are looking forward to an early engagement with the European leaders in order to create
a positive dialogue aimed at eradicating the infiltration of thousands of people across Libya's
territorial waters to the Southern coast of Europe which had affected both the Libyan State and the
European Union. We are seeking, in all seriousness, to cast out this phenomenon the soonest
possible time to stop the flow of immigrants to EU countries and ultimately put an end to such
humanitarian disaster that has not been seen in the region since World War II.
