I started celebrating the New Year's Day earlier than due. As
a result, by 2200 hrs on 31 December 1994 I was already in bed and
snoring. I was woken up by young children banging at the door
saying: " We have been attacked". I jumped up suddenly and realized
the whole of Kigali was deafened by the noise of fired bullets. MY
neighbors took their sleeping effects and ran away saying" What
about these Inkotanyi? Kigali is captured without their knowledge?
How come that Interahamwe have reached here without passing by the
volcanoes?“

Just as any man does when the children are frightened, I took
my courage in two hands and showed them that I was not afraid of
bullets. I even opened the door and went out of the house.

As I have a job, I own a sizeable watch that lights up at
night. It is the only thing that was not taken from me during the
war; that is why I go to bed with it. My watch proved to be of some
help that night because when I checked the time, I found out that
it was some minutes past midnight. I felt ashamed and told myself:
" You silly man, you went to bed too early and you figure that the
country has been attacked?" Upon this reflection I went back into
the house to reassure the children. I was mistaMen when I thought
that all the problems were over.

As a matter of fact, at the moment I was unaware of what the
Central Bank of Rwanda was planning. But above all I did not know
what my mother had saved. Speaking of this old woman, she admits
that she is two hundred years old and I always understand that she
has got not even a penny to buy herself tobacco. Actually her bank
is not in Kigali; hers is under her traditional bed. Mostly her
money is saved in an old gourd or jug.

From that time, I started to envisage how I could go to the
border to get some of the money stocked abroad and that was going
to be reduced to sheer wastepaper, especially that no one was
allowed to cross the border into Rwanda. with. more than five
thousand francs on him/heru Due to ‘this measure, the Bank'sff. . .o icials would be devoured alive by the refugees settled there
should they set their foot in Bukavu.
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When I was busy preparing to leave, my grandmother brought her
old gourd from under the bed and told me: "Go and exchange this for
me". I believed that someone like my grandmother who could hardly
afford half a franc to buy herself tobacco or salt could be in
possession of coins only, just like me. But the situation turned
out to be a different one. My grandmother had more than two
million francs, so with such an amount, I had to go the Central
Bank for exchange. But what was funny is the presence of old
banknotes dating back to the time of the Rwanda—Burundi Bank and of
the Belgian Congo! I met serious difficulty in trying to explain to
her that such money could not be possibly exchanged. So in the
end, I felt obliged to take the whole lot with me including the
ones on which you could read "Bank of Rwanda—Burundi" or"Belgian
Congo!"

Another problem was the fare for the trip as I was not
allowed to touch on the long—hidden money. The other alternative
was to go on foot. But I was wondering how to cover the distance
from Butare to Kigali at the Central Bank carrying millions of
francs. One more problem was to account for such a big amount of
money. In this respect, I was running the risk of being treated as
an Interahamwe, thus my money taken for that plundered by the
former government. This problem caused me a headache. I resolved to
take ten boys I deemed to be my friends and entrusted each one of
them with two hundred thousand francs. So far, only three of them
have returned to me. Presently I am wondering how I can talk to my
grandmother!

" The most troubling aspect of the issue is that I gave my
friends that money secretly so that bandits would not come to steal
it away or even kill us. The very fact of having done it in
concealment could cause my affair to look very much like that of
genocide. Some of the killers would be set free just because those
who could testify against them were massacred till the last one.

Recently I heard that one of my so—called friends was going
around saying that he had not been able to exchange his money. In
fact there is a good number of people who were left with lots of
money by the time the exchange operations were officially closed.
I am quite sure that he did have his money exchanged. Rather he
might have had and fulfilled the same plans as mine. He might have
gotten some "wastepaper" from Bukavu, which he wants to return to
me.

As long as I have not resolved this problem with my
grandmother who can now be referred to as a former millionaire, I
will keep hiding from her.

A The purpose of this memorandum is to set out the Àexibility with which allotments
L for peace~keeping operations, ¿nanced through special accounts established by the

Secretary General pursuant to ¿nancial regulation 6.6, may be administered.

The allotments issued for these peaceekeeping operations should, in general, be
administered in conformity with the amounts authorized by major line items of expenditure.
In the event operational requirements result in the need for the redeployment of resources
between major line items of expenditure, such redeployment can be made within the groups
speci¿ed below, bearing in mind the speci¿c recommendations made by the Advisory
Committee on Administrative and Budgetary Questions as approved/endorsed by the Fifth
Committee. Redeployment beyond those set out in these groups may not be undertaken
without the prior approval of the Controller. Staf¿ng authorizations and the authorized
number of international contractual staff and United Nations volunteers cannot be exceeded.

In line with the system of responsibility and accountability of programme managers,
the reasons for redeployment among the major line items of expenditure must be based on
fully Justr¿ed operational requirements and must be recorded for later reporting to the
General Assembly in the context of the related ¿nancial performance reports.

This is an extremely important detail, the absence of which contributes
significantly to delaying the payment of bills, and consequently on occasions, the
cutoff of supplies, due to payment delays.

Divisional Heads, Branch Heads, Sector Commanders, Sector FSAs, Section
and Unit Chiefs are requested to ensure that their respective staffs are made aware
of this requirement and are seen to be complying therewith.

These are "UNAMIR’s skirts" and are
unfortunately taken for granted. We noticed it every evening and
night around our street lights where unconscious passers by shout
at them "A la MINUAR ".

Instead,
they are mocked and misunderstood by those girls and by all those
who tolerate such way of living even if it is destroying our
society .

Why, if UNAMIR wants to give biscuits, can it not gather all
these young in one place or follow them at their homes instead of
mading them run after their car as if they are playing with animals
at the Zoo ? '

Dear reader, this kind of help that makes children run after
a car, this kind of help that makes our girls take rides in the
cars on which it is written UN, UNAMIR, UNI-ICR and many other

Q: writings difficult for us to understand , is unhearable .

Do not forget that this girl you are with into your car could
been studying if wrongdoers had not destroyed her class. Keep in
mind. that the ten. dollars you. give her today' makes her come
tomorrow. Once more we do not need this kind of help !

Fortunately all our girls do not follow this way of doing .
However, she who follows it must be stopped. She is also a
Rwandese. She_should be prevented with all her friends who ,
together, destroy our new society.

We think it is what we have fought for when we said goodbye to
the wrongdoers of the former government. We think it would.be good
to ask the new destroyers of our society to go away. We emphasize
those who show wrong ways to our youth by practices which are far
from our normal way of living .

WEEKLY HUMANITARIAN REPORT FOR PERIOD 28 JAN 04 FEB 95

General Situation

1. The humanitarian situation within Rwanda continues to
improve however the IDP problem in the Sector 4A area continues
to cause concern particularly with regards to the coming planting
season and possible infiltration into the camps by FRGF and
INTERAHAMWE. Prisons throughout the country continue to receive
new arrivals and are becoming severely overcrowded.

HAC ACTIVITIES

2. The Cell assisted UNREO with the planning of Op RETOUR as
required. A representative of the cell attended the UNREO weekly
general meeting with NGOs where security issues were passed on
the representatives. A briefing on HAC operations was given to
the newly arrived Milobs at the training school in KIGALI.

3. Two patrols were conducted during this period. One patrol
investigated the needs of the UNHCR way station at MATIMBA in
Sector 1 and the other patrol followed the Op RETOUR convoys from
RUKONDO camp t0 KIGALI.

Sector 1

4. Sector 1 reported on 22 Jan that there was a need for
humanitarian assistance at the MATIMBA way station near the
KAGITUMBA border checkpoint in Northwest Rwanda. The way station
is run by UNHCR and ADRA. HAC sent a patrol to investigate on
31 Jan 95. It was determined that the reception centre required
a change from the issue of maize to maize meal, medical care,
a water bladder, plastic sheeting, blankets, cooking utensils,
jerry cans and veterinarian care for the herds of cattle present
in the area. A copy of the patrol report was sent to UNREO for
assessment and action on 01 Feb 95. A reply was received from
UNREO on 02 Feb 95 stating that a UNHCR representative visited
the area and determined that the problems were under control and
no further action was required.

5. The Office of the Commune of MUKARANGE requested UNAMIR
assistance in establishing a dispensary in the commune. As well,
they have asked for iron sheeting, doors and windows for the
Commune office and salaries and transport for employees. The
Sector 1 Humanitarian Milob was requested to investigate the
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requirement for the dispensary and building needs. HAC will
refer the matter to UNREO once an initial assessment has been
done. The provision of vehicles and pay to employees is not
within the nmndate of UNAMIR and the bourgmestre should be
informed of this.

6. Sector Humanitarian Team met with priest of BYUMBA and
Belgian Red Cross to discuss a project for the rehabilitation of
orphans.

7. Humanitarian Milob reports that CARITAS is planning a
supplementary feeding programme for widows, orphans and the
handicapped.
Sector 2

8. IDPs and refugees continued to return from camps in the 4A
area and Tanzania and Burundi. UNREO representative said there
remained a need for shelter material and building material due
to the destruction of houses during the war.

Sector 3 -

9. IDPs from camps in the 4A area continue to return. Some
have been arrested and charged with murder/genocide. The prison
located in GITARAMA is extremely overcrowded and five to seven
inmates are apparently dying daily. Continuous contact and co-
ordination with the Human Rights Cell is required to exert
pressure on the Government to review the policy of detention.

Sector 4A

10. IDPs continue to leave the camps. Some are leaving in
UNAMIR and UNHCR vehicles however many more are leaving on foot.
Those leaving on foot are doing so at night and it is estimated
that they are moving to other camps where food is still being
distributed. CYANIKA camp closed this week and the camp has been
taken down. Some aid agencies continue to provide food
distribution in camps. UN agencies have stopped this practice and
shifted their efforts to the home communes of the IDPs.

Sector 4B

11. Sector Humanitarian Team held a meeting with local
representatives of Ministry of Rehabilitation to discuss medical
services and orphanages.

Sector 4C

12. The NGO PAM will implement a " Food for Work " programme.

Sector 5

13. TUNBATT forwarded a request for assistance from the
Bourgmestre of SHORONGI for material needs, vehicles and office
equipment. TUNBAT was advised by HAC to contact the Milob
Humanitarian Representative in Sector 5 and the UNREO co-
ordinater to have an assessment conducted on the request. Much
of the material requested is outside the means of UNAMIR to



provide and will have to be addressed by the Bourgmeister and the
Government with further assistance from UNREO as required.

14. The ICRC ceased the distribution of food to MUTARA area of
Sector 5 GISENYI. As a result, HAC is co—ordinating with WFP,
INDBATT, and. Humanitarian Milob Sector 5 to facilitate the
distribution of food by WFP. INDBATT and G4 would provide the
vehicles for the distribution to about 12,000 persons in the
region. HAC is awaiting details from WFP before tasking UNAMIR
elements.

6Sector

15. Milobs conducted patrols in KIGALI communes to monitor
progress of schools and delivery of humanitarian assistance.

Op Retour

16. Op RETOUR continued under the direction of UNREO. 7,128
IDPs were moved by vehicle during this reporting period. The IOC
is fully set up in the Ministry of Rehabilitation and
representatives of the Government have been attending meetings
and planning sessions.

HAC PLANNED_ACTIVITIE§

17. Patrols will be sent from KIGALI to the Sector 2 area to
assess the Op RETOUR procedures at the home communes. A patrol
is also scheduled to visit the Sector 5 area to discuss the
humanitarian situation with the Humanitarian Milob and to visit
any areas of particular concern.

With the Sector HQ carrying out all
operational and logistic coordination, it becomes problematic when
memos of the type under reference are addressed only to the OCs of
the formed troops coys. Notwithstanding the minor staff error at
FHQ level, which is all that the above may be considered, it does
create major functional problems at the sector level. .

3. It would be very much appreciated if in future all important
policy decisions and operational and logistic directives to OCs
Mali and Malawi Coys are also addressed to Sector Cdr, Sector 3 so
that necessary coordination and actions can be initiated without
‘having to await processing of memos at coy level before they are
put up¢ to the Sector Cdr. This will also obviate the possibility
of the Sector HQ remaining unaware of important matters concerning
the formed tps coys, even if action at Sector HQ level is not
required.

As you are aware, a most brutal and savage civil war was waged in Rwanda
from April to July 1994. As a result, up to a million people may have died. Other
casualties of the war were children. It has been reported that there is more than 1
million orphans and children who became separated from their parents in the din of
Àight from the ¿ghting. Some of the orphans are now under the care of Agencies
and Non-Govemmental Organizations. Many more are still out there on the streets.

Assistance to Victims of W in Rwanda

Apart from the children, there are other victims of the atrocities committed
during the civil war. However, for a start, we are suggesting that all UNAMIR
military, Civilian Police, and Civilian Persormel concentrate on making voluntary
contributions towards the welfare of orphaned children in order to begin the healing
process.

Subject: DRIVING STANDARDS AND TRAFFIC DISCIPLINE

1. It has become apparent in the last few' days that the
standard of driving in UNAMIR and in the NGOs operating in Rwanda
is not nearly as good as it ought to be and that the traffic
accident rate is far too high. At least 2 deaths and 2 serious
injuries have occurred involving UNAMIR or NGO vehicles in the
last week.

2. Not only does this display a marked disregard for the health
and welfare of others in Rwanda but it indicates an arrogance
that does no credit to the UN, the constituent components of the
Mission and other aid organizations. Action must be taken now —
by all military commanders and those in positions of
responsibility in non—military organizations - to enforce higher
standards of driving.

3. The Christmas period is an especially dangerous time and I
urge you to instruct your drivers that:

a. They are to drive within speed limits and to further
slow down in crowded areas or when the weather is bad —

1' er They must bewhich makes bad roads even more s ipp y.
alert to traffic hazards such as pot—holes — and that other
drivers (especially motorcyclists and cyclists) will veer
around them with little warning.

h ld avoid driving at night or when visibilityb. They scou
is poor, if at all possible - and to take special care if
they are compelled to drive in these circumstances.

c. They should expect the unexpected; Rwandans are not
used to heavy or fast traffic and are always likely to

redictably Drivers cannot press on at high speedbehave unp .
in busy places and expect to be given right of way: they' t ste outmust slow down and be prepared for pedestrians 0 p ,
for cyclists to wobble and for children to appear without
warning.

d. Th should take special care at junctions and, ifeY
unsure of the speed of an approaching vehicle, wait for it
to pass before pulling out.

e. They are to wear seat belts if their vehicle is fitted
with them.

f. They are not to drink alcohol and then drive-
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g. They are to signal their intentions to turn in good
time; other drivers cannot be expected to guess that their
vehicle is about to turn. Drivers should not make U—turns
unless it is absolutely essential, especially over traffic
intersections; it is much safer to move on to a junction
and to make a disciplined 3-point turn.

3. Additionally, there are 2 specific responsibilities that
. . . h .tmust be accepted by those in positions of aut ori y:

a. They are to ensure that all drivers within their areas
of responsibility hold valid UNAMIR driving licenses. A

t'onal license is required in order to obtain a UNAMIRna i
license but is not, on its own, valid in Rwanda.

b. They are to ensure that vehicles are maintained in a
roadworthy condition and that they are serviced according
to the schedule issued by workshops. Worn tyres, bad brakes

' tand unserviced vehicles are a recipe for disas er.

4. I have instructed the Military Police to pay special
attention to traffic -discipline and to conduct rigorous
investigations of all vehicle accidents — including checks on the
licenses of drivers, on the servicing history of vehicles and on
the condition of tyres. Military commanders can expect me to take
a special interest in accidents in which their drivers are
involved — especially if they are found to have disregarded the
principles suggested above or, in particular, have been drinking
and. driving. Our‘ drivers .must understand that vehicles are
expensive and in short supply; they cannot be replaced
automatically if they are damaged or destroyed in accidents.
Those who damage a vehicle will have to join a long queue to get
a replacement.

5. I ask that all civilian drivers apply the same high
standards that I am asking of military drivers and for UNREO to
pass on my request to all appropriate NGOs. Although Military
Police do not have any technical powers of arrest over civilians
in these organizations, I ask that they be given the maximum
possible cooperation. UNAMIR and other HPs are to submit reports

th Force Provost Marshal - to the heads of civilian— through e
organizations whenever they witness poor standards of traffic
discipline.

t.sel?$It came to my attention that some dependents of UNAMIR military and /¥
civilian personnel are joining their spouse at the duty station in Kigali or elsewhere
within Rwanda. Although I am aware that they are travelling at their own expense,
I wish to remind the individuals'concerned that dependents who travel to the mission
area do so at their own risk, and the United Nations will not be held responsible for
their welfare, living conditions or security.

In as much as one is aware of the argument that staff members take full
responsibility for the safety of their dependents this will not apply at the time of any
evacuation. In other words, one cannot see a situation when the United Nations will
bear responsibility for the evacuation of a staff member but not of his/her
dependents. As you may be aware this situation in actual fact happened during the
relocation of members of UNAMIR personnel to Nairobi following the outbreak of
the war in April 1994.

You were all fully informed prior to your departure to the duty station of the
special status of UNAMIR being a non-family mission. This was also confumed in
the brie¿ng note that you might then have received. Similarly, the guidelines for
Governments contributing military and police observers state clearly that observers
may not be accompanied by dependents during their tour of duty with UNAMIR.

In this connection, UNAMIR neither authorizes travel for such dependents
on its transportation assets nor makes any other arrangements such as securing visas
to facilitate their presence in the area. It will not allow security instructions to be
circumvented. Therefore, I seek your utmost cooperation in this regard by
requesting those concemed to kindly make arrangements to have their dependents
leave the mission area of Rwanda immediately, failing which, this of¿ce may be
obliged to inform FOD/DPKO accordingly.
