UN MEDICAL STAFF RESPOND TO SHOOTING INCIDENT
IN SOUTHERN RWANDA

KIGALI, RWANDA -- The Force Commander of the United Nations
Assistance Mission in Rwanda, Maj.-Gen. Guy Tousignant, ordered the
deployment of an emergency medical and resuscitation team, a protection element
and a military observer group, in response to a significant shooting incident which
took place two miles south east of Remera near the Burundi border.

In addition to providing first aid treatment upon arrival, UN Medical staff
mostly consisting of Australian and Canadian soldiers evacuated by helicopter six
severely imjured casualties. The casuvalties are currently at the Kigali Central
Hospital, where Australian and Non Government Organisation medical staff are
performing surgery.

Initial reports presently indicate that 12 people have been killed and 36
infured in this latest incident, which took place earlier today.

The United Nations Headquarters was notified of this incident at
approximately 9:15 a.m. this morning. Less than 45 minutes after receiving
notification, UNAMIR medical staff were on their way to render assistance. The
more seriously injured were evacuated from the Runyonbyi camp at approximately
12:30 p.m. and transported to Kigali. Medical staff subsequently remained on site
for several hours to provide additional medical assistance.

It 1s presently unclear who was responsible for this act of violence, but the
matter is presently under investigation.

KIGALI, RWANDA - United Nations Military Observers deployed in the
Cyangugu prefecture in the south western part of Rwanda, are presently
investigating a serious exchange of fire between possible Former Rwandan
Government Forces (FRGF) and the Rwandan Patriotic Army (RPA). This latest
incident lasted two hours and occurred at approximately 1:00 a.m. near E
Nyamasheke, on the shores of lake Kivu. k

"Although it is difficult to establish who are the authors of these attacks, we
have strong reason to believe that the FRGF have now began a consolidated and
well planned insurgency operation campaign into Rwanda®, stated Maj.-Gen. Guy
Tousignant, the Force Commander of UNAMIR. "The increasing sumber of
incidents in that sector of the country is troubling for UNAMIR."

"Actions such as these, interfere with the climate of confidence which we
are promoting in the region. UNAMIR is carefully looking into the matter and is
not disregarding the possibility of increasing the number of troops and military
observers in that sector of the country.”

UN personnel deployed in the Nyamasheke region reported that about 50
soldiers surprised a group of 20 Rwandan fishermen during this incident. As the
assailants opened fire, the fishermen jumped in the water in an attempt to move to
safety. All but six made it to safety. Concurrently, RPA returned fire and engaged
in a two hour fire fight with the aggressors. The FRGF resisted and eventually
retreated after capturing several fishermen boats. The matter is currently under
investigation.

a. The RPA may be reinforcing the RUTAGARA area in order to
prevent a repetition of the cross border raid which took place

there on 31 Oct 94. After the raid the RPA Bn Comd in the.

area commented that he felt his forces were too widely
distributed to form a cohesive defence. Another option for
the reinforcement of the area could be that they have
intelligence to suggest that the rumours of an FRGF attack on
the 12 or 13 Nov 94 may be more than rumours.

b. The report that RPA trucks carrying troops were seen
moving into the border area with BURUNDI in Sectors 3 and 4A
could be part of an RPA troop rotation or it could be
indication that the situation in BURUNDI has worsened and the
RPA intend to prevent BURUNDI based Hutu extremist groups fronm
operating in RWANDA.

MISCELLANEOUS INCIDENTS

a. MILOBs in Sector 4A reported that both locals and the
RPA in the BUSANZE DP Camp (GR 4690) claim that the FRGF
has sent people into camps to recruit people for training
in ZAIRE. The RPA claim that they have arrested some
people carrying letters inviting people to go to ZAIRE to
take part in this military training. It was reported that
about 500 people from RWANDA had crossed into ZAIRE through
BURUNDI on the night of 18/19 Nov 94. The chef de camp of
BUSANZE claims that most of the people came from the
MUSANGE (GR 5147) area and that most of the people were
leaving because of rumours that the RPA are coming to clear
camps in the area.

ASSESSMENT

a. The report of the FRGF attempting to recruit from the
DP camps is considered to be a logical step on their part
because any increase in the number of refugees in the area
also increases the political power base of the former

regime. By recruiting from camps in RWANDA the FRGF
demonstrates that they still exert a degree of influence
among Hutus in the country. The RPA have inadvertently

assisted the FRGF recruitment campaign by the violent
methods employed by them to close DP camps in the area.
