1 .  On 5 October 2009 , the United Nations Security Council 

adopted resolution 1889(2009) by which it reaffirmed its 

commitment to the continuing and full implementation, in a 

mutually reinforcing manner, of its resolutions 1325(2000), 

1612(2005), 1674(2006), 1820(2008), 1882(2009), and 

1888(2009). The C<?uncil expressed its continued deep concern 

about the persistent obstacles to women's full involvement in 

the prevention and resolution of conflicts and their participation 

in post-conflict public life. It acknowledged that the 

marginalization of women can delay or undermine the 

achievement of sustainable peace, security and reconciliation.
