AAA. By its resolution 997 of 9 June 1995, the Security Council requested the Secretary-
General to consult the governments of countries neighbouring Rwanda on the possibility
of the deployment of United Nations military observers and to consult as a matter of
priority the Government of Zaire on the deployment of observers, including in the
airfields located in eastern Zaire, in order to monitor the sale or supply of arms and
matériel (which could be used by persons seeking to destabilize Rwanda), and further
requested the Secretary-General to report to the Council on the matter within one month
of the adoption of the resolution.

BBB. The Secretary-General has appointed Mr. Aldo Ajello, Under-Secretary-General, as his
Special Envoy to the region to carry out the above-mentioned consultations. His
programme of work, including his travels in the area, is still being worked out.
