SUBJECT: OPERATION ORDER NO 13 

1. SITUATION 

a. General. 

(1} UNAMIR will resume with the transfer of displaced 
persons from camps in Kigali. 

(2} The operation will involve movement of displaced 
persons from the Amahoro Stadium and the Sainte 
Famille Camp. 

b. Friendly Forces. No change. However, the full 
cooperation and involvement of the RGF, Gendarmerie, 
militias and RPF will be required to ensure a 
successful exchange of displaced persons.

GENERAL RULES 

1. UNAMIR troops have the right to use force in self defence. 

2. In all 
necessary.

3. A challenge must be given before opening fire, unless: 

a. To do so would increase the risk of death or grave 
injury to you or any other person.

I FIRE." or in French by shouting, " NATIONS-URIS, ARRETEZ OU JE 
TIRE. 11 or in Kiryarwanda by shouting n ONU 1 IGUSABYE GUHAGARARA 
WAKWANGA UKARASWA." 

OPENING FIRE 

5. You may only open fire against a person if hejshe is 
committing or about to commit an act LIKELY TO ENDANGER LIFE, AND 
THERE IS NO OTHER WAY TO STOP THE HOSTILE ACT. Dependant always 
on the circumstances, the following are some examples of such 
acts: 

a. Firing or being about to fire a weapon. 

b. Planting, detonating or throwing an explosive device 
(including a petrol bomb). 

c. Deliberately driving a vehicle at a person where there 
is no other way of stopping him. 

d. THERE IS NO OTHER WAY OF STOPPING THE HOSTILE ACT. 

6. You may open fire against a person eve.n though the 
conditions of para five are not met if: 

a. 

b. 

He/she attempts to take possesion of property or 
ihstallations you are guarding, or to damage or 
destroy it, and

b. Fire no more rounds than necessary, and 

c. Take all reasonable precautions not to injure anyone 
other than your target. 

DEFINITIONS 

8. The following definitions are used: 

a. SELF DEFENCE 

Action to protect oneself or one's unit, when faced 
with an instant and overwhelming need, leaving no 
choice of means and no time for deliberation.

A hostile act is any aggressive action against 
personnel or equipment of Peacekeeping Forces and/or 
property under their responsibility. When deciding on 
appropriate reaction Peacekeeping Forces, it has to be 
kept in mind that the use of armed forces is only 
permitted in the presence of an attack or imminenet 

MINIMUM FORCE 

The m1n1mum authorized degree of force which is 
necessary, reasonable and lawful in the circumstances. 

GUARDS ON VEHICLES DURING CONVOY ESCORT 

9. Guards protecting displaced persons on vehicles during 
convoy escort should attempt to strike persons attempting to 
board the vehicle or to pull someone off the vehicle. 

10. In the case of a rush of hostile elements toward the vehicle 
warning shots should be fired followed by aimed shots.

1. As the routine flight of C-130 from and to Kigali has been 
suspended from the last week and 'expected to remain suspended for 
some time, UNAMIR has made an alternate arrangement to move its 
personnel from Kigali to Nairobi and Nairobi to Kigali. The 
alternate plan for this move is given below: 

a. From Kigali to Nairobi. 

( 1) Every day one convoy, comprising of 2 x UNMO teams 
and one coaster/two minibuses will leave Force HQ at 
0600 hrs with the passengers travelling to Nairobi for 
Kagitumba. The convoy after reaching Kagitumba will 
wait for the passengers coming from Nairobi. However, 
if the passengers do not arrive by 1500 hrs (Rwanda 
time), Force HQ has to be contacted for decision.

Subject. OPERATIONAL DIRECTIVE NO.9 RULES OF ENGAGEMENT (ROE) 

GENERAL 

1. The conduct of military operations is controlled and regulated 
by the provision of international and national law, conventions and 
precedence. Within this legal framework, it is for the United 
Nations (UN) to set the parameter within which UN Forces will 
operate. Rules OL Engagement ~ROE) are the means by which the UN 
can provide political and legal direction and guidance to 
commanders at all levels governing the use of force. The ROE are 
drafted by the Force, but are approved by the UN and may only be 
changed with UN authority. 

2. In accordance with the particular articles of Security Council 
Resolution 925 (1994) dated 8 June 1994 listed below, the UNAMIR 
ROE reflect a determined stanc~ to be adopted in the accomplishment 
of security tasks in either uumanitarian activities and in self 
defence: 

"Recognizes that UNAMIR may be required to take action in self 
defence against persons or groups who threaten protected 
sites and populations, United Nations and other humanitarian 
personnel or the means of delivery and distribution of 
humanitarian relief;" 

"Reaffirms that, consistent with paragraph 4 of the 
Resolution 925 (1994), UNAMIR may be required to take action 
in self defence including resisting attempts by forceful means 
to prevent it from discharging duties, such as contributing to 
the security of displaced persons, refugees and civilians 
at risk in Rwanda, United Nations and other humanitarian 
personnel and helping protect the means of delivery and 
distribution of humanitarian relief, and thus be adequately 
equipped and provided the rules of engagement to do so;" 

3. UNAMIR is a peace-keeping force, without commitments to either 
party in the Rwandese civil war. Under the terms of the Arusha 
Peace Agreement and the UN Mandate, UNAMIR has a commitment to all 
parties in assisting them to achieve peace. Impartiality is the 
key in this regard and all UNAMIR's actions must be aimed at

CRIMINAL ACTS 

14. The recent history of Rwanda is burdened with civil war, 
dislocation of large elements of the population as a result of the 
civil war, terrorism, ethnic and political violence, armed banditry 
and virtual economic collapse. The potential for a dramat rise 
in armed banditry during the UNAMIR mandate, due to the high 
unemployment rate, mass deprivations and desertion from the army, 
is very high. 

15. For the most part, the maintenance of law and order, and, 
therefore, responding to the control of criminal activity, is the 
responsibility of the local police, monitored by the UNAMIR 
Civilian pol (UNCIVPOL) monitors. However, the ability the 
local police may be questionable in view of the role they played 
in the war. As a very real possibility, UNAMIR military personnel 
may be required to assist UNCIVPOL and local authorities 1 in 
maintaining law and order.

29. Aimed fire will be fired for effect, ie fired at the center 
of visible mass of the target. Fire must be controlled and will 
not be indiscriminate. Automatic fire and fire of support weapons 
will only be used as a last resort and only on the orders of the 
appropriate commander in the chain of command. Fire for effect 
will only continue as long as it is necessary to achieve the 
immediate aim. Through fire control orders, the commander on the 
scene will indicate and control the fire, preferably directed at 
the leaders or instigators of the threat. Continual situation 
reports will be forwarded through the chain of command.

STANDING OPERATING PROCEDURES (SOP) 
~IR ROAD MOVES 

1. These SOP are designed to ensure that all UNAMIR convoys 
operate under a clear and unambigous guidlines to ensure their 
safety and efficiency within RWANDA and any of the neighoburing 
countries. Under the present conditions, these guidelines cover 
all aspects and to that end, comrr,·:m sense and good judgement are 
essential. 

2. The aim of this SOP is to provide convoy commanders with 
direction and to also outline hif duties in order to conduct the 
safe movement of convoys in and outside RWANDA. 

3. TERMS OF REFERENCE 

a. CONVOY 

( 1) All UNAMIR vehicles carrying Humanitarian Aid, 
with the intention to off load, or empty with the 
intention to load at a wirehourse. 

(2) All military resupply, rotation andjor deployment 
movement of more than three (3) vehicles. 

(3) Every single vehicle movement that is oversized 
and/or carrying a special or dangerous road. 

(4) Convoy should not excused 15 vehicles. 

b. Convoy commander is responsible for the discipline of 
the drivers and the convoy. The documentation of the 
vehicles and load as well as any negotiations on aspects 
affecting the convoy. The convoy commander will ensure any 
even facility during any critical time. 

c. DOCUMENT. Means the list of the convoy personnel, UN 
ID card, general description of weapon carried, general 
description of ammunitions carried, list of military 
vehicles and general description per veh. 

d. BORQER CROSSING POINT. The dividing point between two

7. Personnel travelling in the convoy will carry their ID cards 
at all times. Drivers will carry their Drivers Permits and 
Vehicle Trip Tickets in addition to their ID cards. 

8. For convoys proceeding outside RWANDA, all will carry their 
passports and International Vaccination Certificates in addition 
to the documents mentioned in paragraph 6 above.

9. Dress will be as per UNAMIR dress regulations. Flak jackets 
and steel helmets will be worn by all. 

WEAPONS 

10. Personnel weapons will be carried by all military personn-~1 
(those in possession of weapons) on convoys within RWANDA. For 
convoys going outside RNANDA, all personnel weapons will be 
handed over to personnel at the last UNAMIR position closest ~::.o 
the border. The convoy COl:tmander will ensure that the weapons C:i:'e 
properly received and documented. Weapons will be collected en 
the return trip into RWANDA. 

SAFETY MEASURES 

11. Before Move. A 11 vehicles in the convoy needs to hc..ve 
detail checking by CTO(Unit MT. Following to be ensured: 

a. Load Table for each vehicle has to be prepared and 
load the vehicle accordingly. 

b. All vehicle should not be over loaded. Some space to 
be kept for unforcene. 

c. UNAMIR MT Unit must ensure all the cargo are loaded 
properly and in cases sufficient lashing should be done. 

d. CTO/Unit vehicle mechanic to inspect all the vehicles 
before the move. 

e. All drivers should be physically fit. 

f. CTO/Unit to detail a vehicle Technical Team for each 
convoy. 

g. Ensure sufficient fuel for the journey with the 
requisite reserve capacity and check the fitness of the 
vehicle.

(a) Route. 

(b) Enroute weather/road condition. 

(c) Security situation both general and local en 
route. 

(d) convoy marching order. 

(e) Role of escorts and escort procedures.

(h) Action to be taken in the evert of a break 
down.

(6) Ensuring that convoy vehicles are serviceable and 
have been inspected PRIOR to departure. 

( 7) The safe loading and unloading of the convoy 
vehicles. 

(8) Maintain convoy speed, spacing, positon of escort 
vehicles, communication, action on when corning under 
fire. 

( 9) Checking that load manifests are correct and 
distributing them in accordance to vehicle aval. 

(10) Submit the convoy planning to the coordinating 
authority prior to move. 

(11) Submit the convoy report on completion of the 
tasks. 

( 12) Ensure all accident reports are compiled and 
promptly submitted to the controlling authority.

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a. Administer First aid to any injured parties. 

b. Evacuate wounded to the nearest hospital. 

c. Make a report to the nearest local police {UNAMIR). 

d. Report by radio (if possible) to UNAMIR Military 
PolicejOps Room. 

e. Ensure all measurements are taken before the convoy 
proceeds. 

f. Should the above mentioned procedure delay the convoy, 
some troops and another vehicle are left at the scene to 
witness the police procedures. 

g. The vehicle should be driv~n away if possible. Should 
this not be po~sible, the vehicle should be moved off the 
road before the convoy proceed~. 

h. Submit a written r~port to the Military 
PolicejUNCIVPOL and the CTO on the· return of the convoy to 
its destination. 

ACTION WHEN FIRED UPON 

23. The following actions will be taken by the convoy commander 
should the convoy be fired upon: 

a. Move fast and get out of the ambush area. 

b. Give a sitrep by radio if within range. 

c. The convoy commander will halt the convoy at a safe 
distance from the area, take up defensive positions and to 
check if there are any injuries or damages. 

d. If there are no injuries, the convoy will proceed and 
a full report submitted to the COO on reaching your 
destination. The report will include the following: 

(1) Time and location of incident. 

(2) A brief description of the incident. 

{3) Action taken. 

( 4) Possible reasons and which party fired at the 
convoy. 

e. Should there be injuries, first aid wi 11 be 
administered and the injured quickly evacuated to the 
nearest hospital and a full reported as per sub para 'c'

6.4. PATROLLING 

6.4.1. Patrolling is an essential military response to many 

or the operational problems raced by UNIFIL. The large area 

or operations cannot be covered only by observatiQn posts and 

checkpoints and UNIFIL presence should be seen in the most 

remote and isolated areas or the AO. The planning and

conducting or patrolling in their respective areas or (__ 

operations is the responaibility or unit commanders. UNIFIL 

Operations has however over-riding responsibility in the 

Following areas: 

- Coordination between the patroll if1g prograrrrnes or 

various units; 

- Standardization or planning and reporting 

procedures; 

Advice and guidance on patrolling principles; and 

Tasking of patrolling in specific areas anQ times. 

When considered necessary the coordination takes place in 

weekly patrolling con~erences arranged by UNIFIL OPS. 

Detailed instructions on patrolling are given in Operations 

Directive 108. 
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Aims of' patr9Jling. The aims of' patrolling in UNIFil 

- To cover areas not catered for by existing OPs and 

CHPs; 

- To gain information of various parties and their 

activities in the AO; 

- To indicate UNIFIL presence to the local 

population; 

To provide a physical link between adjoining but 

isolated posts; 

- Carry out mobile "snap" c·-.~ckpoints on :r-oads and 

tracks not covered by . . ..anent positions; 

- Insert .. blocking patro· ·' alons possible 

infiltration lanes; 

- Carry out observation from isolated temporary OPs;

The guiding principles are the same 

as those laid down ror root patrols. The minimum strength 

should consist of two vehicles. Arrr~ured or soft skinned 

vehicles can be used. all vehicles must fly the United 

Nations flag, which should be illuminated by night. Units 

whose AOs are very sensitive or cut by ICA are restricted to 

night patrolling by armoured vehicles only. Mobile cbeckpoint 

oatrols are covered in paragraphs 6.3.8. and 6.3.9. or this 

section.

SUBJECT CARE, MAINTENANCE AND HANDLING OF VEHICLES 

INTRODUCTION 

1. The life-span of any mechanical equipment, especially a 
vehicle, depends to a large extent on its care, maintenance and 
handling by the user. It has however been observed with grave 
concern that most vehicle handlers pay little or no attention to 
the care and maintenance of their vehicles and some even refuse 
to book the weekly Trip Tickets. 

2. It has also been observed with greater concern the number 
of traffic accidents involving MILOBS in recent times. 

3. It has therefore become necessary to inform vehicle users 
once again on some basic steps to take in the care, maintenance 
and handling of vehicles. 

FIRST PARADE SERVICING/DAILY CHECK 

4. It is very necessary for the driver of a vehicle to carry 
out 11 First Parade Servicing" or " Morning Checks 11 before 
starting his vehicle. The following are to be checked: 

a. Engine Oil level ( top up if on minimum mark). 

b. Water/Coolant level. 

c. Battery leads for loose contacts. 

d. Pipe connections and other linkages. 

e. Gasoil level in the tank. 

f. Tools and equipment issued to the vehicle (eg spare 
wheel, jack, tool kit etc) before going on a journey. 
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12. Speed Limits. The provisional speed limits are as follows: 

a. Town driving/built up areas 

b. Highways/1st Class Roads 

c. Rough roads/2nd Class Roads 

13. Defensive Driving 

a. Keep to the right. 

40 km/hr. 

80 km/hr. 

60 km/hr. 

b. Use direction indicators early. 

c. Do not trust traffic lights, slow down when 
approaching junctions. 

d. Keep distance from the vehicle ahead. 

SECURITY OF VEHICLES 

14. All drivers must ensure that the vehicle is properly secured 
when parked for any length of time. No vehicle should be left 
unguarded. If available, it is adviseable to park in a garage for 
a better protection against thefts. All 
accidents/thefts/breakages must be reported to the local 
gendarmerie, and UNAMIR/MILOB HQs. 

CONCLUSION 

15. It is hoped that with these instructions together with those 
issued earlier by the CMO, MILOBS will be more careful and 
cautious in the handling of the vehicles thereby reducing the 
rate of traffic accidents.
