As you will note, the exhibition will be the responsibility of 
Rassegna Internazionale Elettronica, a private firm in Italy. Neither 
the United Nations nor the Italian Government will be directly responsible 
for the exhibitiono However, both the United Nations and the Italian Oovemment 
have undertaken to give their tull collaboraticm in making the exhibition a 
auoeas. 

There remains the main task to bring the exhibition to the attention of 
as~ interested people as possible, in both industrial and developing 
countries. Oovernments should be asked to take the first responsibility for 
this. In industrial countries our targets are the manufacturers and dwelope 
of material and equipment, both commercial and experimental in laboratoriee, 
used in producing energy from the sun, the wind and the steam in the earth,. 
They can be reached through Chambers of Commerce and similar institutions 
and associations, through appropriate government departmente and through 
publicity' appearing in trade and technical publioationao We should not 
overlook the popular press for whom the Conference should have appeal. 

In the developing countries, there will, of course, be few manu:faoturera 
able to send materials to be exhibited. '!'here should be, however, potential 
consumers, again in Chambers of Colllll8rce and association•, in government 
departments, in lmiversities and research laboratories who would be inter ated 
to lmow of the exhibit. They, too, can be reaohed by personal contact and by 
publicit7 through such specialized publications as might appear in some~ 
those countries, as well as in the popular press. 

It is our belief that the proposed exhibition can be of great use to the 
Contel.'unoe. Visual demonstrations of equipment and processes and procedures 
illustrative of developments within the theme~ the Conference would be 
invaluable in helping to convey the potentialities of the use of these 
supplemental sources ot power. For the above reasons we believe that it is 
urgent that the various roads open to us in supporting the exhibition be 
explored at once.

United Nations where the Conference will be held. This will be the first time 

that such a national monument has been put to this type of use and the 

situation from the point of view of visitors is ideal. 

Rassegna Internazionale Elettronica will develop the site for exhibition 

purposes at considerable expense and will quote an all-inclusive fee for 

exhibition services including rental of space, erection of stands, mounting, 

dismounting, unpacking, repacking, and insurance of exhibits and all attendants' 

fees and lik~ services which will be provided by them as the exhibition authority.

As a measure of assistance to the exhibition organizers, Rassegna 

Internazi£!2ale Elettronica, it would be extremely helpful and important if 

potential exhibitors receiving this advice could make their possible interest 

known to Rassegna Internazionale Elettronica upon receipt of this advance 

notification. Prospective exhibitors will, ho1:rever, not be asked to register a 

firm commitmeni t o exhibit until the end of April 1961. Actual exhibits will be 

required to reach Rome for mounting in the exhibit area during July or early 

August 1961. 

The United Nations Conference on New Sources of Energy will be concerned 

with developments in, and the practical utilization of, the use of solar energy, 

wind power and geothermal installations.

This issue of my personal "round-up" letters is written in an 
effort to reach Resident Representatives before the holidays, while the 
General Assembly debate (2nd Committee) on technical assistance and Special 
Fund matters continues. 

If the United Nations is nothing else these days, it is surely a focus­
ing mirror of the many trials and few triumphs of our tired world. And somehow 
or other the whole ball of wax seems from time to time to rub on the miniscule 
Joint Administrative Services Division, tucked away in its corner of our 
glass house in Manhattan. 

ONUC is being financed{?) from a special account established by the 
Secretary-General, and thus there is no "expanded programme" in Congo 
(Leopoldville). However, as reported by my 22 August letter, a number of TAB 
Secretariat members have been assigned to assist Dr. Sture Linner, Chief of 
Civilian Operations in Congo, and Reijident Representative of TAB. Last month 
Mr. Anthony Balinski, who has been temporarily detached from his assignment as 
Resident Representative in Bolivia and Ecuador, was appointed Deputy to 
Dr. Linner. We are told that John McDiarmid will soon be returning from his 
assignment as Executive Assistant to the Special Representative of the 
Secretary-General - a :post he has held since late August. The Special Fund 
has provided the services of Anne van der Goot, who is serving as civilian 
affairs officer in Coquilhatville, Congo, on detail from his post here as 
Secretary of the Governing Council. 

Quite apart from the Congo, the General Assembly itself made extra­
ordinary demands on our staff resources: Our registry and travel service units 
were reduced during the first phase of the Assembly, when the services of 
Messrs. Kusen and Maher were liberated, along with a couple of hundred of 
their colleagues in other parts of the Secretariat, to augment the normal 
security forces, when special arrangements were required by reason of the

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presence here of 25 heads of state and 57 foreign ministers. It wa.s toward 
the end of this hectic period that the 49th Session of TAB was convened, which 
just about completed the process ~f making cynics of us all. In those days, 
status symbols took the form of blue lapel cards, with and without metal 
button inserts, which permitted the wearers to enter certain parts of other­
wise off-11.ttdts area in tne premises. 

Since all of the heads of state travelled between hotels or other 
residences and the UN site escorted by motor cycles, police cars and their own 
security vehicles in siren-blaring caravans of various lengths, the island of 
Manhattan was itself a rather complicated place to live and work in during this 
period., If the commuters "rush-hour" coincided with the convening or adjourn­
ment time of a plenary session of the Assembly, chaos ensued. 

Turning to the more normal aspects of our work, the story of the pa.st 
two months is a good one, which, in less excited times, would have generated 
considerable excitement of its own. 

Contri'gutions 

As you know, the Executive Chairman, in pursuance of a resolution adopted 
by the Council last summer, appealed in August by letter to contributing 
goverrunents, asking for a $5 million increase over total pledges for 1960, in 
order to meet the requirements of new and emerging states, especially in Africa, 
without reducing programmes in other regions~ Based on the Pledging Conference 
and subsequent indications, it would appear that contributions for 1961 to 
EPTA will reach a record total of over f>41o8 millions, representing an increase 
of al.most $8 million over 1960 -- and the figure may gp up furtheri Some of 
the most significant known increases are recorded here for your information:

Many smaller pledges were increased significantly as well, and a number 
of governments made pledges for the first time this year. Finally, several 
major increases are still expected but have not yet been announced, among others, 
Belgium, Sweden, Switzerland and Japan. Also, the increase announced by Denmark 
is not recorded above, since we do not yet know how it is to be divided between 
the two programmes. 

. .. / 



Summarizing this report, it is well to recall David Owents opening 
statement to TAC last month in which he said: 

"There ca.n be no question that 1960 has been the best year in the 
financial annals of the Prograwne, and that it has opened up possibilities of 
service scarcely imagined during our corresponding session in 1959. Present 
indications are that about half of the governments participating in the pro­
gramme will increase their voluntary contributions in 1961: and these include 
governments of under-developed as well as developed countries, governments of 
every political complexion, and from all geographical regions, governments who 
are making their first pledges and new members of the parti~ipating organizat~ons, 
and governments who were original signatories to the Charter. It is indeed a 
remarkable demonstration of international support for the work in which we are 
engaged throughout the world. But it imposes on us a much heavier burden of 
responsibility, and a formidable test of our capacity as a group of international 
organizations to deliver the services which our new resources Will make 
possible." 

The Special Fund side of the contributions picture is also much improved 
over that of 1960, but the Fund, which has a higher goal for contributions, 
has not yet approached its optimum figure. Most of the countri. es which 
increased their contributions to EPTA also increased their pledges to the Special 
Fund, and in many cases the lion I s share of the increase went to the Fund. The 
Fund did not, however, receive increases from France or the Eastern European 
contributors. I expect that increases to the Special Fund will henceforward, 
to a considerable degree, be related to t~e progress of Special Fund field 
operations. It is really quite a remarkable tribute to the energy and skill of 
Mr. Hoffman and his colleagues that the Fund was able to receive as much as 
$48 million in pledges for 1961, an increase of about $10 million over 1960, 
mainly on faith. 

'lbe contributions picture is even more gratifying when one realizes, from 
the perspective of years, that governmentst voluntary pledges for multilateral 
pre-investment assistance programmes have virtually trebled in the space of 
three years. 

The Second Committee of the Assembly is now considering a resolution 
sponS?red by 8 powers, which would establish new and separate goals for the two 
progrannnes: $100 million for the Special Fund alone and $50 million for EPTA. 
It is interesting too that there is some resistance amongst sone delegations· 
to the idea of e~tablishing separate goals for the two programmes. 

The generally favourable contributions picture contains two questions 
which may not be immediately apparent. The first concerns the matching payments 
by the US Government. It now appears that in 1961 we will very nearly use up 
the entire $40 million maximum pledge by the United States, through matching of 
voluntary contributions, local costs payments, and h~st governments' payments 
toward TAB offices costs. Hopefully, the US Government will re-examine the 
level of its pledge and the matching formula in the course of the next session 
of the Congress. 

. .. ; 
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The second question relates to currency utilization. While a nuni:>er 
of governments have made more liberal arrangements concerning the converti­
bility of their currencies, the hard core of the problem remains. On the 
Fund side we are only now beginning to define the dimensions of the problem, 
and it is inevitable that some special management measures will be required 
if we are to make full use of the currency resources of the Fund. In EPTA 
we are continuing in 1961 the system of earm.arl<:ings by currency groups, which, 
as you know, entails loss of programme by any agencies who are unable to 
obligate their full currency quotas. 

Programming 

Perhaps the most noteworthy discussion in TAB/49 related to "project 
programming". The summary record has already reached you, and will be of 
interest. Suffice it to say here that in TAB and TAC there is general agree­
ment that ~th project progranuning which may be inaugurated from 1 January 
1963, agency sub-totals will no longer be part of the programming exercise. 
The detailed procedures have yet to be worked out. A paper is now under 
preparation, for consideration by TAB in March and TAC in July. 

TAB approved a two part programne for 1961/1962 for recommendation to 
TAC - a Category I programme amounting to $61,973,188 for the biennium, and a 
supplementary programme of $9,009,825 for Africa. The supplementary progranme 
was in rather a preliminary state, and full discretion had been given to the 
Executive Chairman by TAB to distribute the programme amongst the agencies, 
and subsequently he received full authority from TAC to modify and finalize 
the supplementary pr~gra.:mme, with the proviso only that he report all changes 
~ fact~ to the next session of TAC. 

TAC also approved continuation of the Executive Chairman's contingency 
authority at the level of 7 1/2 % of total annual resources for 1961, but 
deferred to the summer session decision as to the level of that authority for 
1962, due mainl.y to the reluctance of the US Delegation to take an earlier 
decisiryn. I sensed strong support for continuation of the 7 1/2% authority as 
a minimum, and have no doubt as to the outcome next summer. 0£ course, mere 
continuation of the percentage level means an increase in the funds available 
for contingencies. 

Africa will continue to be the focus of attention in the coming months. 
It now appears that Messrs. Owen, Hoffman, de Seynes and Heurtematte all will 
be in the continent early in 1961 - perhaps in connexion with the ECA meeting 
in Addis Ababa scheduled for early February. More inf orma.tion will be sent to 
those concerned in due course, but it will be well to note that~ plan on a 
meeting of Resident Representatives in the region, in Addis Ababa at about 
that time. We shall also have to make some special arrangements for finalizing 
the supplementary progranme for Africa, presumably through om-the-spot 
negotiations by representatives of the Executive Chairman. 

Budget a.pd Recruitment 

A major item of new business for us relates to the recruitment ot 
additional field personnel in implementation of our expanded budget (E/TAC/101) 
for 1961. The budget, which involves an increased cost to EPTA ot J/4 ot a ... / 
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million, and a gross increase of over a million dollars (the difference is 
accounted for by the increased Special Fund subvention of $410,000), was 
approved by TAC, almost without debate. Recruiting the necessary personnel 
for the 9 new offices (8 in Africa) and for the additional posts in the exist­
ing offices will be a difficult task, coming as it does at a time when our 
internal personnel resources are almost exhausted by the demands of the Congo 
and other programmes. Though the budget document may give the impression of a 
well organized system of representation in Africa, we shall at least initially 
take a most flexible approach to programme coverage in that continent. Exist­
ing country responsibilities will in some cases be broadened, until we are able 
to recruit the necessary additional people. Recruitment, and all other phases 
of field office administration, is a subject in which the Special Fund is 
playing, quite properly, an increasingly active role, which tends to reinforce 
the "jointness" of my division as a tangible and sometimes trying realityl 

Recruitment is a phase of programme implementation, which is in turn 
one of the major problems, now and in the months ahead. I quoted earlier 
Mr. Owen's reference to the test which lies before us. He was speaking from 
an acute awareness of the limitations, especially at the level of the 
participating organizations/executing agencies, on our capacity to absorb new 
tasks of this order of magnitude, especially when all organizations are having 
to neet simultaneously expanding demands from other areas. I personally am 
convinced of the need to discontinue complete reliance on the old ways of 
doing things - and to find new forms for action: EKpanded use of corronercial 
firms, for example. But the first job is to create a more general awareness 
of the problem. I expect that Messrs. Hoffman, Narasimhan and Cohen will be 
making special efforts in this direction in the coming months. IncidentallY, 
Myer Cohen's recent meetings with Resident Representatives have been of great 
value to him, and through him to the rest of us here. 

Miscellaneous 

Local costs assessments for EPTA 1961 are being calculated now, on the 
basis of the 1961 portion of the biennial programme, and the annual letter 
from the Executive Chairman should be in your hands well before the end of 
the month. Resident Representatives responded very well to Mr. Owen's appeal 
for solution to the problem of arrears before the TAC meeting, and as a result 
a painful TAC discussion was avoided. Where solutions have not ,et been forth­
coming, we shall require them before 1 January, if penalties are to be avoided. 
In the cases where time-tables for payments have been agreed, we will insist 
that they be met• 

The familiar titles and initials which surround the technical assistance 
programme will apparently not be changed - but something new will be added, 
under a resolution approved in principle by TAC on 29 November 1960, under 
which the Council would~ that since the present full and abbreviated titles 
are well know, any change might create difficulties of identification, and 
would decide "that henceforward the works of the United Nations -in the field 
of technical assistance shall be given the collective names of the United 
Nations Programme of Technical Cooperation, while maintaining the established 
titles of the Regular and Expanded Programmes of Technical Assistance and 
their various organs." TAC had found that, even at the procedural level, it

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is difficult and complicated to change a well-established name in this 
business. Presumably, the same sort of problem would encounter any effort to 
change the title: Resident Representative of the Technical Assistance Board1 

I have just reread the entire file of these letters, which I commenced 
writing in April 1957, continuing a series started by James Keen some years 
earlier. It was interesting to see how some subjects thread through the series 
and others appear and disappear. The whole story, as a peculiar kind of history 
of TAB and the programme, is a good one. It is a chronicle of growing support 
by governments, increasingly effective cooperation amongst international 
organizations, growing stature of the Executive Chairman, his secretariat, and 
especially his field representatives. 

In the first three financial periods of the Expanded Programme (mid 1949 
through 1952), the level of contributions from governments other than the 
United States averaged just under~ million per period. The US contribution 
averaged $12 million, or 6CJ/, of the total. For 1961, for EPTA alone the 
figure of non-US contributions is about°i25 millions, and, adding the Speclal 
Fund., will amount to at least $53 millionsl 

In JUly 1956, I heard the Deputy Director-General of WHO tell TAC that 
his organization had nothing against Resident Representatives, but had no use 
for them; and last year we heard the Director-General of WHO speak of you as 
"my Resident Representatives" in ACC. 

We saw many agencies resist the 11French proposals" for country programming 
in 1954, and then insist on the maintenance of agency sub-totals in the program­
ming process until rather recently. Two months ago, however., it was agreed .that 
the Executive Chairman shoUld have complete freedom to distribute the supple­
mentary programme for Africa amongst the agencies, and it is apparent that there 
will be no resistance to the suppression of agency sub-totals and planning 
shares with the introduction of project programming in 1963. 

The atmosphere in the current session offue General Assembly, as you all 
know., has been less harmonious than ever before. By contrast, it is difficult 
for me to remember a TAC which has been more friendly toward our programme -
and there was a minimum of argument between members. It is of course impossible 
to draw conclusions at this stage. No doubt we will receive a baptism of fire 
on geographical distribution of staff and some of the other contumacious issues 
in the course of the General Assembly debate. However, the contrast is still 
there, whatever it may mean. 

Please accept my apologies for the length of this rambling letter, which 
carries with it the sincere and warmest good wishes of all of us here to you 
and your staffs for the holiday season and the New Year.

be liquidated before 31 December 1960, and which exceed $50. Items 

for less than this amount !!lay be charged to the 1961 Budget. 

(2) Similar lists . should also be provided by each office to agencies 

for items to be paid on t9eir benalf and c.harged by IOV or e.:-..-pended 

from agency imprest ·accounts _µnder the control of the Field Office. 

Please note that the $50 stipulation does not _necessarily apply to 

agency accoun~s. Any instruct-ions they may have issued should of 

. • cou-1'."·se be f o],lowed. ' 

(3) The items in 1 and 2 may include, but are not restricted to: 

subsistence allowance, local salaries, rent, cable and communications 

charges, freight and transportation bills, gasoline and oil supplies, 

local staff pension fund contributions (TAB's share). 

(4) Please note carefully that if the obligations under items 1 and 3 are 

not recorded at Headquarters by 13 January 1961, 1960 funds will no 

longer be available for this purpose and the expenditures must then 

be charged against the 1961 budgets.

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17 . The mission visited the Agricultural Research Station nf the I ns t i tut 

Naticnal pour l ' Etude Agronomique d~ Congo Belge ( I NEAC ) at Yangamb i 011 

19 Yarch and spent from 21 to 24 March visit ing various i nstitutes in 

Leopoldville and its vicinity. The institutions visited i ncluded Lovanium 

University7 the adjacent Triga r eac to r 9 the Institutes of Hygiene and Tr-pical 

Medicine 9 the Meteorological St a tion and Laboratories 9 the Regional Cffice of 

the World Health Organization (WHO ) a t Brazzaville across the River Congo9 and 

the proposed hydroe lectric power s ite s at Inga 9 180 miles downstream from 

Leopoldville. Consultations were he l d with the Rector and staff of Lovanium 

University and the members i n Leopoldville of the Consultative Commission on 

Nuclear 3ciences of the Belg i an Congo 9 Director of the Institute of Hygiene 

and other officials. 

Nuclear science facilities at Lovanium 

18. Most of the nuclear science facilities in Leopoldville are at Lovanium 

Uni ve r sity9 14 miles from the city . They consist of a se r ies of modern and 

, we ll-equipped l aboratories in the bui ldings of the faculties of Sc i ence and 

Medic i ne and i n the adjacent University Hospital . 

19 . The Uni ve r sity was founded five year s ago and has at present 550 student s 9 

the student b ody is expected to increase to 1 000 in the next four year s . 

20 . The Triga react or has been installed in a se parate build i ng on the down-

wind s i de of the un i versity site . The r eactor is under the control of the 

Belgian Congo Consul tative Commi ssion on Nuc lear 8ciences 9 and not of the 

University itself 9 but the Rector of the University is also the Chairman of 

the Consultative Commission . 

21. Some nuclear s cience facilities have a l s o been acquired by the Institute 

of Hygiene and the Institu te of Tropical Medicine in Leopoldville . 

Staff and facilities at Lovanium 

(a) Reactor 

22. This reactor 9 which went cri t ica l i n J"L..ne 1959 9 has been in constant use 

for research purposes and production of radioisotopes . The flux obtained in 
. 12 2 -1 

the central tube is 2 x 10 cm sec . at 50 KW power . It is normal practice 

, . 
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to run the reactor at full power for eight hours a day and additional use is 

made of the reactor f or overnight irradiations, but at rather reduced power 9 
' 

because of the limited capacity of the heat -exchangers (continuous operat i on is 

possible at 10 KW). 

23. Plans are bei.ng made t o' enlarge the present reactor building to accommo -

date the reactor when it has been converted into a Mark II Type . The reactor 

in that form will have additional facilities 9 such as a thermal c0lumn and 

beam tubes. 

24 . The mission was favourably impressed by the safety precautions and 

general cleanliness of the reactor hall. It was stated that the reactor 

was at present the only one in operation on the African continent. 

(b) ' Laboratories and Faculty of Science 

25, The mission visited a number of the principal laboratories of the 

Faculty of Science. They are well-designed and equipped and much pure and 

applied research is being carried out. In the Medical Laboratory radioisotope 

techniques are being employed for the measurement of cardiac output 9 blood volume 

and uptake of iodine by tho thyroid gland . 

26. In the carbon-14 counting laboratory a proportional carbon-14 counter 

, and associated vacuum line have been set up. The shield of the counter? 

,, 

however 9 has yet to be constructed. Whcrn complete it is proposed to use 

this apparatus for the determination of the age of fossilised woods in the 

sed imentary strata of the Congo ba~in, It was stated that the laboratory 

would be used for determining the rate of deposit of turfs, the rate of 

deposit of bat manure and for me asurement of nitrogen fixation in groundnuts 

and for geological dating. 

27 . Autoradiographic techniques coupled with radioactivation analysis are being 

used in research on the measurement of sodium in co~pacted bone tissue.Y 

Work is also in progress on the distribution of calcium and phosphorus in bone 

t i ssues of acidotic and ncn- acidotic animals . Somo experiments with sulphur- 25 

were carried out in vitro and it is also planned to use radioactive calcium 

and phosphorus. The mission was favourably impressed by the standard of work 

going on in this laboratory. They were inforned that the scientist concerned 

has been inv:i. ted to th<:: Argonne :National Laboratory in June to give a 

dissertation on the above work,

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28. Undoubtedly the general equipment of the laboratories is well up to the 

standard of a modern university and the nucloonic equipment at present being 

used is mainly of a specialized character . (A number of gamma spectromete r s 9 

a low temperature C- 14 and tritium counter are in use. ) If ' a regional radio­

isotope training centre were to be situated in this environment 9 it would be 

necessary to make provision for laboratories specifically designed fo r train­

ing in this field 9 and some more basic nucleonic equipment would be required . 

A suite of laboratories on the ground floor is in fact now being specially 

adapted and re - equipped to provide training in radioisotope te chniques. The 

main training laboratory has an area of approximately 140 square mete r s 9 and 

will 9 it is planned, be equipped with standard analytical benches and fume 

hoods suitable for this type of work . Provision is also being made for a 

c ounting room 9 a store 9 and a changing room for tho personnel working in the 

laboratory. 

29. Electronic workshops are available for both the maintenance and construe-

t i on of nucle onic equipment . For regional training purposos 9 however 9 it 

might be preferable to use standard commercially- produced equipment, so as to 

familiarize students with models they are likely t o use on return to their own 

countries (unless the centre itself were to act as a source of supply). A 

brief vis i t was also made to the section concerned with research in electronics . 

The mission was impressed by the quality of the equipment and the standard of 

work being carried out in the laboratory; for instance the research work in 

progress on the design of circuits for electronic computers . 

(d) Housing 

30. If a regional centre were established in Leopoldville 5 tho Univers i ty of 

Lovanium could provide satisfactory housing for a large number of students 

from 1 August to 20 October each year. The students ' hostels 9 which are nearly 

complete, were inspected by the mission, and the accommodation was found to be 

of a good standard. ~ach student has a separate room with showe r and wash-

bas i n and the hostels ~re clean and modern. The students ' restaurant and 
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facilities for recreation also seem to be good, The housing of students 

during the remainder of the year might present some problems 9 but it is possible 

that about ten rooms could be set aside. Alternatively9 now rooms could bo 

added to the present hostels (at the cost of approximately US $3 000 per room) 9 

or separate houses could be built at tho cost of approximately UG $2 600 per 

room . The University is somo 14 miles by road from the centre of Leopoldville 

and there is a bus connexion with the town; construction of a more direct 

road is. being considered. Lodging in Leopoldville itself is unlikely to be a 

problem although it is rather expensive. 

Visit to INEAC at Yangambi 

31. Tne agricultural centre of I~IBAC at Yangambi is situated about 65 miles 

from Stanleyville 9 which is about 1 000 miles from Leopoldville. •The mission 

was informed that it is the only agricultural research centre of its type in 

Africa. It works in close co-operation with several smaller stations in the 

Belgian Congo that de al with re gional or other special problems of agricultural 

research. 

32 . The permanent staff of tho centre consists of about 100 scientists; 

research is concentrated on problems of tropical agriculture~ hydrology9 

pedology (soils),entomology9 otc. The laboratories for agricultural research 

are well-equipped and a group of laboratories has been designed for radio­

isotope work? in consultation with the Belgian Nuclear Research ~stablishment 

at Mol . The design of these laboratories is very good 9 but the mission is of 

the opinion that at present a distinct lack of nucleonic equipment prevents 

full use of the facilities available. The laboratories als o seemed somewhat 

understaffed. (It appears that only between three and five scient i sts are at 

present concerned with this line of work. ) Interesting research was 

apparently being carried cut using isotope tracers on fertiliser uptake for 

tropical plants and under conditions of heavy tropical rainfall. 

Visit to the Meteorological tation 

33 . The work of tho institute includes some measurements of radioactive fall-out 

and cosmic rays. Dust samples are collected and analysed for alpha 9 beta 

and gamma activity. Separation of nuclides is not undertaken.

Visits to the Institutes of Hygiene and. of Tropical Medicine 

34 . It i s understood that tho Institute of Hygiene in Leopoldville used to 

deal mainly with hygienic problems of tho city but that its responsibilities have 

now been extended to cover the country ~n certain matters? thus for instance 

the institute prepares draft legi slation on radiation protection problems. 

The Director of the Institute studied a t Saclay and Oak Ridge. 

35. Most of the radiation problems with which the Congo has dealt s o far 

have been in connexion with the urani um mines of Katanga? which are now going 

out of production . The Director informed the mission that he had made a com-

prehensive study of health and safety practices in the mines and had submitted 

a report on the matter to the authorities concerned . I n his view health and 

safety practices had been satisfactory and he had been unable to ident ify any 

case of radiation syndrome in the publ i c health records of the area . He pro-

vided the mission wi th copies of tho regulations at present in force in the 

Congo on radiation protection and drew attention to the fact that the transport 

regulations in particular have to take account of the special problems of the 

moving of r elatively largo quant ities of ore . 

36. A radioi s otopes laboratory is being established in the Institute and most 

of tho necessary equipment has been obtained . One or two items are still on 

order. It is planned to undertake the following work in the laboratory~ 

(i) Quick determination of the po tability of water supplies measuring 

the a ctive carbon dioxide liberated from carbon-14 labelled sugars; 

(ii) Tracing insects; 

(iii) The use oflabelled insecticides to trace abs orption and. effective­

ness of the insecticides; and 

(iv) Tracing b ilharzia- carrying snails. 

37. The equipment in the laboratory appeared to be satisfactory for the 

purposes in view but additional staff may bo needed. 

38 . A visit was also made to the Institute of Tropical Medicine i n Leopoldvi lle . 

Its main work is the prevention and cure of tropical diseases . An i s otopes 

laboratory will shortly be established; tho necessary equipment has been 

procured . The head of tho la1)oratory is at present at Oak Ridge. 
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Visit to the WHO Regional Office at Brazzaville 

39 . The WHO Regional Office at Brazzaville is some ten miles from Leopoldville 

across the Stanley Basin of the Congo River. The Director is Dr. Cambournac . 

Dr. Cambournac generally confirmed from a rnedical point of view the mission ' s 

impressions of the facilities, staff and work being done at Lovanium. He 

indicated that as far as ho know these facilities wore more advanced than those 

of other training or r esearch centres in the WHO African region . In his view 

there was likely to be a growing demand for specialized training in medical and 

biological applications of isotopes and ho thought that from a technical point 

of view it might not be premature to make some regional arrangements for 

training . 1·\THO I s practice was to treat sub-Saharan Africa as a separate 

region, since the health problems of the area were generally similar and 

because of the remoteness of other medical centres. Ho indicated that WHO 

had established a malaria regional training centre in Amani (Tanganyika) .l/ 

A separate centre for French- speaking areas might bo established later , 

Meet ing with the Consultative Commission on Nuclear Sciences of the 
Belgian Congo 

40 . The Commission was established in 1958. It has at present consultative 

functions to tho Governor General but there is a possibility that it will bo 

established as an executive Government agency. It consists of representatives 

of univorsi ties 9 re search ins ti tutes 9 indust.rial corporations and any 

Government age ncy concerned. Its main work has been that of providing advice 

on research projects undertaken at universities and in institutes such as 

INEAC and the Institut pour la Recherche Scientifique en Afriquo Centrale (IRSAC). 

The bud.get of the Centre in 1959 9 excluding the Tric;a reactor~ was US tl20 000. 

41 , Amongst the activities of the Commission have boen tho arrangement of 

radiation protection services (badges are supplied by and developed at 

Shinkolobowe in the Katanga district) 1 and advice on radiation protection 

legislation (some legislation is at present in force on protection and 

transport? control is at present mainly exercised through the grant of 

i mport permits).

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42. An outline was given of some of the work being done in the Congo in 
f 
places other than those visited. It was understood that work is being done 

or is shortly planned on the labelling of insecticides 9 tracing of insects 

(e.g . bilharzia transmitting snails) 9 age determination of geological specimens 

in collaboration with the Eassachusotts Institute of Technology. Samples of 

tritium are being sent to ])r • .i:;riksson in Stockholm in connexion with the world-

wide tritium survey" The University of 31isabethvillo is doing work in the 

\ fields of biochemis try and nutrition~ especially on tho metabolism of fatty 

ac ids in connexion with avitaminosis . 

43 . In regard to tho establishment of regional training centres the Commission 

expres sed tho view that it would be desirable to consider tho needs of sub-

Saharan Africa separately from those of other areas of the world . It was 

pointed out that the s outhern part of tho continent was 9 because of the barrier 

of the Sahara Dosert 9 geographically isolated from Europe and the Middle East, 

that it had many special medical 9 agricultural and other problems 9 and that 9 

in tho views of tho Commission, a regional centre remote from Africa south 

of tho Sahara would make little contribution to mooting its noeds . Con-

versely9 a regional centre in Africa south of the Sahara would be of little 

value to areas north of the Sahara . 

Tentative conclusions 

44 ■ If a regional training centre were established in tho Belgian Congo 9 it 

is understood that tho relevant laboratory facilities of Lovanium University 

would be made available for this purpose. Tho facilities of the adjacent 

Triga reactor will also be available to tho extent that thoy are needed and 

the reactor could also supply limited amounts of radioisotopos. Some train­

ing could also be given in agricultural applications at Yangambi. Tho 

laborator ies of the Ins ti tutos of Hygiene and Tropical Ifodicino would be useful 

adjuncts to a centre when thoy are in operation 9 as would the Radioisotope 

Department of the University Hospital at Lovanium, which is o:h the university 

grounds . The facilities at tho University9 tho reactor and tho Univers i ty 

Hospital 9 are all within easy reach of each othor9 and form a c ompact unit , 

45. It was the mission's impression that those facilities 9 including the 

radiochemistry laboratory which is now being equipped 9 would provide a 

suitable nucleus for a regional centre for training approximately 20 students 
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per course of six to eight weeks, or 40 students in pcJ,rallel English and 

French courses of somewhc. t lo!li:; er c' ura tion. Some more equipment will be 

needed, notably ten standard counting se ts Suitab l e accommod.ation for the 

students would be 2-vailable f rom 1 Au_:_,us t to 20 October ea.ch year " If the 

centre were cpen the year round , more quarters f or students mi6ht have to be 

bui l t, or would hu,ve to be found inLeopol dvi l l e ,which is some dist[:nce away 

and rather ezpensive. The present tecchinu staff woul d have to be supplemented, 

particul rly in the field of radio Ghemistry ,
