Subject = CAMP SECURITY INSTRUCTIONS

1. In order to adhere to the Force Commander's guidance at his
conference of 28 Mar 95, an enhance of security of all military
camps and an increase in control of unauthorised movement of troops
is required. Unit Commanders must ensure that the following
measures are effected :

a. Sentry posts are to be manned by a minimum of 2 soldiers
who should be rotated and supervised from a central guardroom.

b. Duty Officers and guard/sentry commanders must
inspect/visit all guard post <n1 a frequent but irregular
basis.

c. Written orders should be placed at all sentry posts, and
sentries should be thoroughly briefed on these orders before
they take up their duties. The brief among others, should
cover the UNAMIR ROE, state of weapon readiness and orders for
opening fire.

d. All soldiers should be conversant with the
challenging/warning procedure in KINYARWANDA, ENGLISH and
FRENCH, ie they should be taught to say STOP—HANDS UP and STOP
OR I WILL SHOOT in FRENCH and KINYARWANDA.

e. A log book or ledger for recording the activities of Duty
Officers should be maintained.

f. A control register for booking soldiers in and out is to
be established to monitor their activities and movements when
off duty.

g. Unit Commanders are to ensure that all gaps in perimeter
fences are closed as a matter of priority to prevent illicit
travel through them.

1. Further to the previous Administrative Instructions issued on this subject,
please be advised that effective 27 March 1995, all personnel to whom UNAMIR
vehicles are assigned will be required to park their vehicles in the compound of the
Amahoro Hotel, in the parking area of premises where UNAMIR provides security
such as the Belgian Village, the Chez Lando, Trafipro or in areas where security is
provided by the establishment such as the Meridien, in the absence of their being
able to provide secure overnight parking at their residences. For those in a position
to secure overnight parking at their residences, a statement to this effect should be
sent to the CTO with copy to the Chief of Security and Safety Unit, attesting to and
describing such an arrangement. These parking areas mush be utilized during the
hours from the cessation of official duties in the evening (including a reasonable time
for shopping and meals) to resumption of duties on the following morning.

2. To assist the personnel affected by this instruction, a shuttle bus each will be
available at Trafipro and Amahoro Hotel to take staff to their residences. Those
buses will depart Trafipro and Amahoro Hotel every hour on the hour between
18:00 hours and 21 :00 hours. Owing to the prevailing security situation in Rwanda
all UNAMIR vehicles must be parked at 21:00 hours, except whe . exigencies of
work or operational needs require that a vehicle be driven beyond that hour.

3. Not under any circumstances should UNAMIR vehicles be parked
unattended, on streets or outside discos or night clubs during the hours of darkness
or for prolonged periods during daytime, unless securely guarded. Loss oi’ or
damage to UNAMIR vehicles, while parked unattended in areas other than those
outlined in paragraph I above will be regarded as being the direct responsibility of
the driver or custodian of the vehicle, who will be requested to make financial
restitution to the United Nations for such loss or damage.
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4. When leaving the car unattended the driver must ensure that all doors,
windows and trunk lids are securely locked. During overnight parking, the vehicle
must be parked in a safe place such as a garage, or in a well lighted guarded area.
Overnight parking at the airport will under no circumstances be permitted. The keys
should never be left in an unattended vehicle.

5. All incidents of theft from/or damage to UNAMIR vehicles must be reported
imlnediately to the Transport Section and Security Office.

6. In instances where staff to whom vehicles are assigned depart the imlnediate
area of their assignment, their vehicles _n1l§; be handed over with their keys to their
immediate successor within the same section, should he/she not already have a
vehicle. In the event that this is not necessary, the vehicle with its keys should be
delivered to the Chief Transport Section. This will allow an opportunity for
maintenance and utilization of the vehicle as may be deemed necessary.

7. Failure to observe the foregoing simple requirements, resulting from which
vehicles are damaged or from which items are stolen, may cause the personnel to
whom the vehicles were assigned, to have to make financial restitution to the United
Nations, should subsequent Survey Board actions result in the determination that
they have been negligent.

8. Your strict adherence to this Administrative Instruction will be much
appreciated.

This memorandum will confirm the conversation and you, Colonel
Tutt, and Paul McNeill have had regarding providing security
services to the Finance Section.

We request your assistance in several areas:

(1) Collection and transportation of currency from the
Nairobi airport to the Kigali airport

(2) Transportation of that currency from the Kigali airport
to the Cashier's office in the Amahoro Hotel

(3) Overnight protection of the Cashier's office until the
disbursement of staff officer allowances, troop
allowances, MSA, and salaries has been completed

(4) Transportation of Finance Officers to selected sectors to
disburse MSA and salaries

These services would first be needed for the monthly payroll
cycle which begins at the end of next week. I understand that
a reconnaissance trip has already been taken to Nairobi by a
member of your staff for this purpose.

Subject: CIVILIAN SECURITY GUARDS

1. Thank you for inviting my comments on the suggested scale
of security guards at assorted UNAMIR premises‘ This is not
really my field but immediate thoughts are that the contract
should provide for:

a. A specified number of guards by day and by night -
say, 0800 to 1S00_hrs and 1800 hrs to 0800 hrs, as in the
HRFOR contract —e%t each site. Some of the CSO's figures
seem very generous (I would have suggested 2 for each MILOB
site, for example, rather than 6) but I do not know the
basis of his calculation or whether he has budgeted for the
shift cycle. Despite what we discussed earlier, closer
reading of his minute suggests to me that he has not. The

I length of shifts is not however, to my mind, of any
consequence provided it does not exceed the point at which
exhaustion degrades the guards’ performance; what matters
is to have an adequate number available to meet prevailing
conditions.

b. The contractor to provide (and, therefore, to assume
responsibility for) flashlights, uniforms, boots, foul-
weather clothing, whistles and batons.

c. A job description specifying the standard to be met.
One possibility is to prevent intrusion but this requires
a higher level of manning than if the requirement is to
deter intrusion, to report it and assist the RRF in
apprehending intruders. Additional considerations are:

(1) Static or patrolling guards? Or a mixture,
depending on the site?

(2) Guards to check the credentials of visitors?

(3) Be armed or not? (I suggest not!)

(4) Guards to log the movements of visitors and/or
vehicles?

d. Supervision — although we might also stipulate that
guards will be visited by INDBATT troops, and others.
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f. Who provide. indemnity against accident and injury
caused to the guard whilst on the site or patrolling around
it, perhaps by ix rnders.

g. The liability of the guard company if property is
damaged/lost through its failure to perform its duties or
if its guards prove to be the culprits.

2. A radio net could be provided by the company or by UNAMIR
but the latter would, provided adequate training is given,
facilitate the fastest callout of the RRF. If we provide the
radios, however, we stand to lose them and to increase the risk
of eavesdropping.

3. Some sites might require the provision of sentry boxes, some
basic furniture (a chair or 2 and a desk?) and lighting: perhaps
these items should come from the security company 9 and be
specified in the contract? “

4. I am sure that this is not complete but, in the short time
available, think it might help; I hope it does. V .

SUBJECT: SECURITY AWARENESS BULLETIN OF CURRENT SITUATION VOL. 3

The current security situation has necessitated the production
of this news bulletin in order to appraise staff members of the
over all security situation in Kigali, and Rwanda in general. It is
hoped that UNAMIR personnel will take this information to heart and
adjust their movements accordingly.

1. GENERAL:
The overall security situation in Rwanda although is

relatively calm, but is still of serious concern, particularly with
the rising tension experienced over the last two of weeks.
Incidents of hostility in the Refugee camps still continue
unabated, and UNAMIR military positions in some of the sectors have
come under grenade attacks resulting in serious injuries to
UNAMIR military personnel.

Aid Agencies are also undergoing searches at RPA check points
as they travel to the sectors. UN personnel are regularly stopped
and searched at these check points without consideration for their
status as United Nations personnel. UN Laissez—passers, UNAMIR ID
cards, and United Nations marked vehicles do not exempt them from
these searches. Vehicles, bags, personal belongings, official
documents, and even diplomatic bags are all subjected to these
searches. The frequency and degree of search is now far beyond the
search for weapons. The most common areas are between Gisenyi and
Cyangugu, and Kibungo and Rusumo.

Arriving and departing perssangers at the Kigali International
Airport are also equally subjected to similar searches, and most
often, asked to pay custom duties on personal effects.

The office of the SRSG is fully aware of the situation and
"NOTE VERBALES" on the issue have been sent to the Foreign Ministry
as letters of protest, but to no avail.

The security situation in Kigali and its environs had
remained calm for quite sometime. However it seems to have
deteriorated in the last two weeks with threats against UN
personnel and hijacking of UNAMIR vehicles being reported. The
following are highlights of some of the incidents.

(a) There has recently been an increase in the number of road
blocks and check points mounted by the RPA around the
city, particularly at night, sometimes starting at 1900
hrs. As usual, these road blocks are put up in most cases
with empty crates and are not lit to be seen from afar.
Again, UN vehicles do not escape the searches at these
check points. Intensified routine foot, and mobile
patrols around the city however continue at night as
well. I

(b) In sector 5, Tunbatt HQ. in Ruhengeri came under
grenade attack from unidentified gunmen, and 8 military
personnel were injured, 4 seriously.

(c) On the night of Sunday March 5, Nibatt HQ in Byumba
also came under grenade attack by unknown persons in
which 2 'Nigerian military personnel sustained minor
injuries. The cause for the attack is unknown.

(d) On Sunday 26, February 1995 at about 5.15 pm, 3 UNAMIR
International Civilian staff driving in a UNAMIR vehicle
were fired upon with an automatic weapon by an unknown
person, on the Ruhengeri/Kigali road, less than 10 km
from Kigali. The front tire exploded as the bullet
pierced through it, but the staff members never stopped.
The gunman in desperation continued shooting at the
vehicle as they sped away. Fortunately there were no
injuries. ,

(e) On Wednesday March 8, one Nigerian Civpol Officer was
physically attacked by three unidentified armed men at
his residence between 1900 and 1930 hrs. The location
was Kiyovu Rugenge in Kigali. His vehicle UNAMIR # 1144
was taken away with his motorola radio, a wrist watch and
US$300 in cash.

(f) Another UNAMIR International Civilian staff of the
Transport Section was attacked by 3 RPA
soldiers at his residence in Remera, at about 1930 hrs
on 14 March, 1995.

At gunpoint, he was blindfolded and all his personal
belongings taken away. For some strange reason, they did
not take his vehicle. Losses were estimated at US$4885.
The matter is being investigated by the military police.

(g) Another UNAMIR International civilian staff was chased
a few days ago by 4 unidentified men in a small red jeep
all around Kigali at night. The chase started from
the foot of the hill at Chez Lando Hotel and continued
through the city. The staff member made a series of
evasive moves and confirmed. He however decided to make
his way back to Chez Lando hotel, and as soon as he
entered the car park, his assailants drove off.

(h) On Saturday 18 March Human Rights Land Cruiser # 1926HR
was reported stolen outside a UN house in Kimihurura.

(i) On Sunday evening, 19 March, 3 armed men attempted to
steal Human Rights vehicle # 1907HR from the Human
Rights house at Rugenge in Kigali. The attempt was foiled
when the vehicle broke down. The incedent was witnessed
by the local guard.

(j) The latest incident was in Byumba in the early hours
of Monday 20 March 1995, between 0100 and 0130 hrs,
when a Nigerian Guard on sentry duty shot and killed
an attacker, while the second one was arrested by the
duty officer. Both were later identified to be local
staff members of Brown & Root working in Byumba.

3. ARREST OF UNITED NATIONS LOCAL STAFF MEMBERS:

There has been an increase in arrests of UN local staff
members by the RPA, all held on charges of genocide. The number has
increased from 4 in February in Kigali central prisons to 6, with
3 more held in the gendarmerie stations in the city. In addition to
the above, a UNAMIR translator was arrested and finally released.

4. KANOMBE INTERNATIONAL AIRPORT - KIGALI2

The Rwandese airport authorities have expressed their growing
concern over the number of UNAMIR staff members attempting to enter
the airport. Airport rules and regulations must be followed, and no
unauthorised vehicles are allowed inside the airport.

Entering the airport without the appropriate ID cards, and
vehicles passes, driving on the ramp to meet aircraft, driving
across the runway without permission from the control tower, as
well as receiving VIPs and baggage are to cease immediately.

Searching of personal effects of UN staff members with valid
UN Laissez—passer, to the airport authorities, is a routine
exercise, though its a violation of the status mission agreement
between the UN and the Rwandese Government.
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5. ROAD ACCIDENTS:

Vehicle accidents are on the increase. UNAMIR personnel should
drive with extreme caution at all times.

The RPA drivers are contributing factors who have little or no
regard for traffic rules. Nearly all road accidents that involve UN
vehicles, the UN staff member is always held responsible even where
he/she is not at fault. The investigations and findings are always
one—sided, and in which case the staff member has no redress. All
staff members are advised to be very careful on the roads, obey all
road signs, and have due concern for all road blocks and the
officers manning them; and above all, to observe speed limits.
Remember the MPs are on the roads, and have been empowered to
impound vehicles flaunting the rules. PLEASE ALSO REMEMBER THAT
IF YOU DRINK, DON'T DRIVE.

6. THE ISSUE OF UNAMIR ID CARDS

The issue of UNAMIR ID cards has come under serious criticisms
by the Rwandese authorities hence the curtailing of our privileges
and immunities by them. In order to streamline the issuing of ID
cards, the SRSG has decided that the following action be taken;

(a) That UNAMIR will cease issuing ID cards to the
following:

(i) All UN Agencies except for the Human Rights
and members of the International Tribune;

(ii) All Foreign Embassies in Kigali

(iii)All Registered Contractors with UNAMIR, except for
the International Contract staff in the interim.

(b) That all the existing UNAMIR cards will be withdrawn
by the respective Agencies/Contract Companies as soon
as they have devised their own system, and return them
to the ID card section at UNAMIR HQ.

7. STANDARDS OF CONDUCTS2

In order not to lose sight of our moral code of conduct as
International civil servants, all staff are reminded of the
Administrative Instructions issued in August 1994, and recently
reproduced by the Chief of Administration on 9 March, 1995
including the following headlines;
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Local Laws, Regulations and Customs
Currency Regulations
Photography
Privately Owned weapons
War Souvenirs
Hunting and Shooting
Contact with Local Population
Handling of Information
Consumption and disposal of Drugs
Consumption of Alcohol
Driving

8. SECURITY:

Having gone at length to remind staff members of the
deteriorating security situation that is currently prevailing in
Rwanda as a whole, I would like to conclude by strictly warning all
members of staff to restrict their movements particularly at night,
to keep off the streets, and to be at their residences not later 8
pm.

For the benefit of our new staff members I would like to
reproduce our Security Guidelines recalled from our earlier edition
of the Security Awareness bulletin, most of which is also found in
the Security Pamphlet issued to you on your arrival;

SECURITY GUIDELINES:

(i) Carry your ID card with you at all times. If you
are issued with a Motorola Radio, you are advised
to carry it with you as well.

(ii) Avoid going out on your own and staying out too
late at night. It is advisable that you go out in
groups of two or more and where possible, go in
convoys of two or more vehicles.

(iii) Avoid driving at night in remote and isolated areas
in the city. Know safe streets and routes.

(iv) Avoid using local taxis and privately owned cars
particularly at night, except if you know the
private car owner. Should you be forced to use a
local taxi, you must always be in the company of
somebody you know and trust too well. Relying on
Registration number plates of taxis is not enough.

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Should you be attacked, you should always try to be
calm and firm, and courteous. Never show signs of
stress and intimidation, even though you may feel
intimidated.

It is always in your best interest to yield to the
demands of your attackers and where possible
establish some kind of rapport with them.

Stop only at established road blocks/check points,
and avoid giving lifts to non UN personnel. Do not
stop at hand signals of any kind at night,
especially in suspicious circumstances and areas.

Should you be trailed at night, avoid heading for
your residence especially if it is a distance away
from you. You should always try to head for Public
houses especially where there is crowd and call for
help on your radio describing your exact location.

Above all, please do not discard "COMMON SENSE" as
it will assist you to appreciate the situation on
the ground, make sensible deductions and take
decisions in your best interest. REMEMBER YOUR LIFE
COMES FIRST.

Situation

1. General. The general situation in Gikongoro Prefecture
continues to remain calm. However of late the RPA presence has
increased, and number of arrests are on the rise. Presence of some
former RGF soldiers in the IDP camps has been confirmed as few of
them have been apprehended. There has been a spurt in banditry
activities involving killings, robbery and extortion. The ever
swelling IDP camps in the South, like Kibeho and Ndago are a
potential "flash point". The proximity of Burundi border on the
South, and the adjacent Sector 4—C on the West, makes our sector
conducive for any insurgency activity.

2. Threat. The following types of threat are envisaged in this
sector:

A. Laying of mines on the un-metalled roads by former
RGF/Interhamwe, with the intention of blowing up RPA vehicles.
The milob vehicles may be the unfortunate ones to be affected.

B. Ambush on UNAMIR or RPA vehicles.

C. Kidnapping of milobs to make them hostages, for ulterior
motives or subsequent bargaining.

D. Looting of milob houses, and UNAMIR property in the sector
HQ office.

E. Full scale War, resulting in anarchy and confusion.

Preventive Measures

3. Against Land Mines.

A. Follow the tyre marks of a vehicle which could be taking
the same route. Wherever the tyre marks are not visible, the
vehicle should be stopped and the area to be searched. Any
signs of fresh dug up earth, indicates the presence of a
possible land mine. The area should be cordoned off and the HQ
to be informed about the same on the radio. Monitor the sight
till the arrival of Engineer team for further action.
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Against_Being Ambushed.

A. It is advisable to group with other vehicles, such as those
of NGOs and other UN agencies. However grouping with RPA
vehicles should be avoided, as they would be the targets.

B. Night driving is forbidden, until the situation demands.
Permission for movement of any vehicle in the night has to be
obtained from the Sector—Commander.

C. Any vehicle will always have minimum two milobs. Regular
communication will be maintained with the Sector HQ.

D. Always avoid set timings and routine.

Against Being Kidnapped.

A. Besides the above mentioned precautions, NEVER give lift to
un—authorised persons. The keys of the vehicle should never be
handed over to the RPA or strangers in any road—block.

B. Avoid driving at night in remote and isolated areas.

C. Stop only at authorised road blocks/check points. Do not
stop at any hand signals.

Against House Robbery.

A. Before hiring a local servant, ensure proper verification.

B. Keep your belongings always locked. Never display valuable
items in front of the servants. When proceeding on CTO, it is
advisable to keep valuable items with another milob or with
the local UNAMIR battalion.

C. Always keep your passport and money in your possession.

D. Any door knocks in the night should arouse suspicion. Open
the door after proper confirmation.

E. The senior of each Milob House, has been provided with a
Motorala. Daily Radio check will be carried out with Zambatt
Duty Officer, call—sign "Zulu" and with Sector HQ But;
officer,"CR—0". The timings for the radio check are listed w
Appendix.
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Qpntingency 1 — Attack/Raid on Any Milob House;

A. Immediate contact to be made on radio with Sector HQ, Duty
Officer, (CR—0) and Zambatt Duty Officer (Zulu). The list of
all call—signs of the sector and Zambatt are listed at
Appendix.

B. Transmit the situation in brief, and indicate the type of
assistance required.

C. If there is requirement of formed troops, Zambatt will
immediately rush the RRF to the concerned spot.

D. During the night it is the endeavour of the Sector to
provide a vehicle to each house. However, because of the acute
shortage of the vehicles it may not be possible to provide a
vehicle to each house. Whenever the situation demands, and the
vehicle is available, the team will immediately use the
vehicle for a quick get—away to the Zambatt Tac HQ.

Contingency 2 — War Scenario.

A. Adopt plan " OP JASON ", issued by the UNAMIR HQ. This plan
entails threatened Sectors falling back to Kigali, for final
evacuation from Rwanda or alternately being evacuated to
neighbouring countries.

B. Qp Jason — Jason Yellow "Evacuation Process".

1. All Milobs to concentrate at Zambatt Tac HQ, in the
available vehicles. Zambatt to provide formed troops, for
escorting milobs from their houses to the Zambatt Tac HQ.

2. Each milob to be in possession of his Iden card,
passport, money and only 15 Kgs of baggage.

3. The LOGO will be responsible to carry all essential
stores. The non—essential stores will be destroyed in-
situ.

4. At Zambatt, the Pers officer will prepare the flight
manifest.

C. Modes of Evacuation to Kigali.

1. By Helicopter. The helipad is located within the
premises of the Zambatt Tac HQ, which caters for
security. The milobs will embark the helicopter based or
the flight manifest. The number of sorties would depef;
on the capacity of the heptr, and the number of "i‘nkv



2. By Road: The milob vehicles will move as a convoy
from the Zambatt Tac HQ. The milobs may form part of the
Zambatt convoy. This would depend on the instructions
from the UNAMIR HQ. Alternately the milob convoy may be
tasked to move separately. In this case the protection
will be provided by the Zambatt.

For incidents occuring after l800 or on the weekend: switch your radio to
channel 7 (if your radio is programmed with channel 7) or channel 8 and call
callsign "Zero". Callsign Zero is the Military Duty Of¿cer in the Headquarters’
Operations Room. ***If your radio is not programmed for channel 8, contact
the communications workshop to have it programmed immediately.***

In a calm, even voice:
a. Clearly state your callsign.
b. Use one of the phrases listed in paragraph 1 to describe the incident that has

2. These very comprehensive and timely instructions have helped
the UNAMIR civilian staff, NGOs and the various UN agencies that
are operating in Rwanda, to be aware of the prevailing security
situation within the country as also the procedure to be followed
in an emergency situation.

3. However, it is suggested that in view of the recent spate
of armed robberies directed against UNAMIR personnel/agencies and
the large number of newly arrived personnel, these instructions
need to be updated and re-issued to all concerned so that all UN
personnel are made aware of the situation and procedures to be
followed.

4. In view of the above, you are requested to consider re-
issuing the above mentioned instructions to all UNAMIR civilian
staff, UN Agencies and NGO's under intimation to this office. You
are also requested to inform all concerned, that there is a
UNAMIR Military Rapid Reaction Force specially earmarked, which
is available 24 hrs to react to any situation within a short
time-frame.

SUBJECT: THE ISSUE OF UNAMIR ID CARDS \g 3

Reference the grave concern expressed by the RPA on the above
subject matter, I would like to give you an insight on the whole
issue.

In the first place all UNAMIR ID cards are issued under my
supervision and on my signature. When I joined the Mission in
August 1994 during the time of my predecessor Mr.Bergeron, ID cards
were issued to every International person arriving in Kigali -
UNAMIR military and civilian components, Contractors, all UN
Agencies, NGOs, Pressmen and members of the Diplomatic Missions in
Kigali. We also issued IDs to UNAMIR local staff.

The ID cards issued then, were the white photocopy type which
were temporary, with expiry date December 31, 1994. The reason for
issuing temporary IDs was because the proper ones were on order.

The proper IDs arrived early in September with the following
Color codes:

(a) The Blue Stripe ID — For All UNAMIR staff
military/civilian

(b) The Light Blue - UNAMIR Local staff

(c) The Green — For all UNAMIR Registered
Contractors

(d) The Yellow - For UN Agencies/Diplomats

With the arrival of the New IDs, the temporary ones were
gradually replaced in respect of all, except for the NGOs and
Pressmen. The reason for that was that in mid September, 1994 Mr.
Golo the Chief of Administration gave directives that all NGOs and
Pressmen should no longer be issued with ID cards as the Country
was now at peace. Since that time, no NGO/Pressman has been issued
any ID card.

Ref.: UNAIVIIRISO/035
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In the case of the UN Agencies and Contractors, no special ID
cards were ordered for their local staff, and therefore both locals
and Internationals carry the same color code IDs. The Diplomatic
Missions although they carry the same yellow stripe IDs as the UN
Agencies, but their cards bear the letters in bold prints "LO"
meaning "Liaison Officers". This is to distinguish between UN
Agencies and members of the Diplomatic Missions.

As for the Contractors, it is common knowledge that the Brown
& Root contract company has the largest number of local staff
carrying the same Green stripe ID cards as the Internationals. Very
recently, large scale impersonation by their local staff was
discovered by the management of Brown & Root where the local staff
were making undue demands for medical treatments, flight bookings
and other unentitled privileges.

In order to avoid any further impersonation, I gave
instructions that with immediate effect, all Brown & Root local
staff will be issued with the white temporary cards since the
number of local staff involved, was large and therefore, the cost
to replace the green cards would be very high.

I have recently expressed my concern to Mr.Golo the Chief
Administration Officer, over the high employment rate of local
staff by Brown & Root and the frequency of dismissals. My concern
was more over the megre materials meant for our Contingents, and
the time and labor involved, as I have no control over their
employment policy.

The other point of concern has been the rate at which UNAMIR
staff, Contractors and Agencies were losing ID cards, as each ID
lost ultimately falls into the wrong hands thereby given cause for
more impersonation.

The validity of UNAMIR issuing all the Agencies and
Contractors with IDs is due to the fact that either directly or
indirectly, every international person in Rwanda becomes the
ultimate responsibility of UNAMIR for their safety and security
should an emergency arise; but more so, that these Agencies and
Contractors cannot effectively carry out their coordinated
operations with UNAMIR without UNAMIR ID cards, as they would not
be allowed to enter UNAMIR premises without them.

Finally, the only distinguishing mark between UNAMIR staff —
Military/Civilian, and the rest, is the Blue striped ID card while
the other subsidiary agencies carry different color code IDs.

I trust that this will help to throw enough light on this
issue, and in the meantime I shall be more than willing to clarify
any further areas on the subject matter, in our collective effort
to amicably resolve the issue with the RPA.

1. consequent upon the perceptibly increased.tension in Rwanda,
following the events of the last week, it is felt that UNAMIR
needs to tighten up security measures, specially in the field of
security of information. This is being suggested in the light of
some noticeable occurrences in this sector which are discussed
in subsequent paragraphs.

2. It has been revealed that most of the locally recruited low
level UNAMIR staff such as cleaners and interpreters have links
with interested parties and are being employed by them for the
purpose of gaining sensitive information. The cleaners at this
HQ, for instance, happen to be relatives of a number of local
officials. It has also been revealed that they feign no knowledge
of the English language while, in fact are proficient in it and
some are even computer literate. Some of them have been
noticeably attempting to enter open offices during temporary
absence of the concerned appointments. Although, no tangible
evidence is available, suitable instructions need to be given to
all to increase their alert towards such attempts.

3. In one instance, an interpreter was heard advising a local
military official to desist from giving too much information to
MILOBS. This was clearly heard by a MILOB who has rudimentary
knowledge of the local language but had not revealed the same to
the interpreter.

2. Security. The first issue — that of RPA types trying obtain
fuel — might not be easily solved but I have declined to provide
MP guard—type assistance as an inappropriate use of MPs. It will
be tackled initially through the installation of barriers — to
be arranged by the FEO but this might aid INDBATT soldiers
keeping the problem off the forecourt. Any future attempt by RPA
soldiers to draw fuel should be reported to the MP Company,
however, so that statements may be recorded providing
descriptions of the soldiers and their vehicle to the RPA liaison
officer so that disciplinary action can be initiated on their
side.

Subject: SECURITY CONCERNS IN GISENYI

It has been brought recently to our attention that the
personnel from Human Rights Field Operation operating in the
Gisenyi city area are experiencing some serious concerns in
regard to the security situation that prevail at the moment.
Following further verifications it appears that that feeling is
shared by other UN agencies as well as by Non Governmental
Organizations in that sector.

The threat according to them is caused by the presence in
the immediate vicinity of 59/60 refugees that do not appreciate
the fact that food convoys are proceeding to Goma to feed
refugees that are considered as criminal. They see convoys,
warehouses and expatriates houses as potential targets. It also
appears that crimes are committed with facility in the Gisenyi
area by elements coming from Zaire.

The security deployment from the RPA do not seem to be able
to cope with that threat with a high degree of success. Regarding
UN troops in the area it is estimate that because of limitations
like availability of proper vehicles for patrolling, location of
camps in the area and curfew rules defined by the RPA, the
presence of UNAMIR in town is deficient as well as the potential
reaction time.

Those points are therefore brought to your attention for the
conduct of a possible threat assessment in that area as well as
for a review of the security measures in place. The agencies and
organizations in place should as well be brief by the UNAMIR unit
in place on the existing security measures.

It would be ofgreut help ifyou could give us some indication of how you
perceive our needs, and how you assess the security situation at this time in Kigali,
Rwanda itself, and from a regional perspective as well. Would that assessment be any
different if we are considered as visitors, or members of the UN, or members of the
ICTR’?

Included in it would be extremely useful if you could indicate the likelihood of
incursions from surrounding countries or IDP camps. Our information in that regard
is limited to news reports, and you can appreciate how a more detailed update would
help us in reassessing our security needs.

SUBJECT 2 DEPOSITING OF OFFICE KEYS AT THE RECEPTION

1. As you are aware, a key board is being maintained at the
reception office which is supposed to hold duplicate keys to all
offices in the Headquarters complex. Besides, all original keys
being utilized by the OIC/Staff are also required to be deposited
at the reception on close of office hours and collected the next
day after signing for the same. However, this practice is not
being followed by all.

2. What is of a grave concern from the point of view of security
and safety is that some of the offices are in possession of all
three keys and as a result no key is the available at the reception
for use in emergencies eg. in case of outbreak of fire, loss of an
original key etc.

3. It has also been noticed in the past that some offices have
altered their office locks without any intimation to the Camp
Office/Reception.

4. Keeping in view the security and safety aspect the following
is requested :-

(a) All Offices to ensure that at least one key is
available at the reception for use in case of an
emergency.

(b) Loss of any key is reported immediately to the Camp
Office/Reception so that appropriate action is taken for
replacing the lock at the earliest.

(c) Any change of locks of the office door is intimated to
the Camp Office/Reception and duplicate key of the new
lock is made available at the reception immediately on
occurrence.

I am informed by Col. Alan Brimelow of Military Operations
that the telecommunications site on top of Mt. Karongi in Sector 4
is no longer occuppied by Frafbatt. Instead it is guarded by the
RPA with Frafbatt making patrols around the site twice daily.

Besides putting a critically important part of the UNAMIR VHF
communications system at risk it also means that an alternative
site must be found for the Radio UNAMIR transmitter that was to be
placed on Mt. Karongi.

Unless a permanent UN military presence is re—established on
Mt. Karongi I recommend that Radio UNAMIR place transmitters near
Gisenyi at the Tunbatt Sector HQ and at the Sector HQ in Cyangugu.
As pointed out in previous memos since we have only five
transmitters this will necessitate moving a transmitter from one of
the other outlying sites (Byumba, Kibungo, or Gikongoro) if we are
to cover all of the refugee camps in Zaire. Further, especially in
the case of the transmitter near Gisenyi and perhaps for the
transmitter in Cyangugu, satellite equipment will be required to
relay the programming from Kigali because of the high mountains
between the two locations.

(In principle some form of VHF repeater system might be used
to relay the programming but the Communications Section has advised
me that suitable equipment and channels are not available. Even if
they were, such a system would suffer from the same vulnerablity
problems as Mt. Karongi because at least some of the repeater sites
would not be under UN military control). 1
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Colonel Brimelow advises me that the situation will be re-
examined to determine whether UNAMIR will re—establish a permanent
military presence on Mt. Karongi. If such a presence is not re-
established UNAMIR will need to modify its license application with
the Government to reflect the change in sites.

SUBJECT: Provision of Security at UNAMIR Sites in Kigali

Several requests to have security elements placed at UNAMIR
facilities have not yet been actioned. We are informed that
security elements will not be placed at a number of sites
until suitable accommodation facilities have been installed
for the troops involved. We further understand this to mean
sleeping, ablution and dining facilities. Please be
informed it is not now, nor has it ever been, the intention
to provide these facilities at individual sites around
Kigali.

At sites where an already existing facility can be improved
to provide full accommodation, and its conversion to this
does not take away its use for office or other function,
this can be done, at a low level of priority, more than
likely on a self-help basis. Where such a possibility does
not exist, no facility will be installed for the purpose.
In these latter cases, access will be provided to toilet
facilities and, if necessary, a small guard facility will be
provided as shelter from the elements, as now exists at the
Amahoro complex.

The Indian Battalion is now accommodated at the Pharmalab
facility on the Airport Road, at the Namdhari Furniture
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Works in the Industrial complex, and 35 soldiers are quartered in
the Maniraguha Villa, across from the Hotel Meridien. From these
three facilities, suggest that virtually all sites requiring
security elements are within, at most, a ten to fifteen minute
truck trip away and some are indeed within a few hundred metres
only. The situation is such that it is suggested that troops
could be very easily rotated from home base to their guard site.

The provision of living facilities at all sites brings with it
the attendant problems of feeding, janitorial services, provision
of additional water and power generation to support ablutions,
not to mention the initial cost of installation of these
facilities, none of which have ever been factored into the
budget.

Three specific sites for which security has been requested are:

a) The carpenter/electrical workshop and bulk material laydown
yard, located behind the IVECO compound, perhaps 500—70O
metres from Namdhari Furniture Works;

b) The Ground Transportation Parking Lot, also located behind
IVECO and close to Namdhari Furniture.

c) The BRSC temporary administrative building, located behind
the Urugwiro Village, within less than a kilometre from
Maniraguha Villa. This is a temporary facility, pending the
move of BRSC to more permanent facilities, expected within
three months.

UNAMIR has no intention of installing permanent living facilities
at any of these or other sites, yet we are informed that no
security will be provided until those facilities are in place.
The facilities are now in use for the purposes, for which they
have been leased, and UNAMIR personnel (including BRSC) and
equipment are now located there. Security was requested for
1 January in the two cases and 8 January in the case of the
office building and as of date of writing this letter is not yet
in place.

I solicit your assistance in this regard.
