We have askaed UNHCR to designate a
repregentative to join you in your discusslons in Kinehasa, since
these discussiona will follow-up en the work undertaken by the
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Joint DPKO/UNHCR technical team. You may alsc wish to take with
you to Kingshasmsa two or three UNAMIR expertis who would digocuss
with the Zairian officilals concernsd the number of Zairian
military/police parsonnal needad for the operation, its modus
operandi and logistic support requirements.

4. It is intended that the cutcome of your discussions

1. On 20 December, Judge Goldstone completed a highly successful two-day visit to Rwanda
during which he secured the full cooperation of the Rwandese government to the International
Tribunal. He underlined the need for the Rwandese judiciary to be built up through international
support so that it begins its national process of bringing criminals to trial. Some of the divergences,
including the starting date and symmetry of punishment have been smoothed over. The issues of
the death penalty and the seat of the tribunal remain but are no longer contentious. Above all, the
urgency of starting the process by opening the Prosecutors Office in January and for the international
and national jurisdictions to proceed on parallel lines will have a salutary impact in Rwanda.

2. The Headquarters survey team has also completed its review and will be preparing its interim
report. I endorse their conclusion that the practical option is for national efforts by the governments
of Zaire and Tanzania to be supported by UN politically, logistically, financially, > -, - and
through a small group of international trainers/planners. In my view about 1000 elite, financially
incentivised troops should be tasked to neutralise the intimidation in the camps. Zaire and to a lesser
degree Tanzania need to be persuaded to commit themselves to the objective. Rwanda must also be
urged to adopt a more welcoming, accommodating policy towards returning refugees.
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3. I met President Bizimungu on 20 December who returned disappointed from a summit in
Congo Brazzaville at which President Mobutu failed to turn up. Bizimungu felt Mobutu was
"playing games” but still hoped that he could hold Mobutu to the commitment that he had made,
bilaterally at their earlier meeting in Gbadolete to take effective action in the camps. It is now
important to secure Zaire and Tanzania’s political commitment to the return of refugees camps and
to find out, more precisely, the logistic, financial and planning/training support that they would
require from UN.

4, Earlier Ambassador Dillon had visited Kigali and obtained Rwanda’s support for a regional
conference on refugee-related issues. I feel that in order to obtain optimum advantage, Ambassador
Dillon’s mandate may be defined more precisely to focus on promoting a regional conference.
Discussion relating to internal issues such as reconciliation or Arusha accords may be left to Special
Representatives.

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Meeting between Major-General Paul Kagame
and Mr. Kofl Annan

This afternoon, 15 December 1994, the Rwandese Vice President Major-General Paul
Kagame paid a visit to USG Kofi Annan to exchange views on the situation in and around
Rwanda. Mr. de Souza representing DPA also attended the meeting. The Vice-President
emphasized that the situation in Rwanda and that which prevails in the Rwandese camps
in Tanzania and Zaire must be dealt with simultaneously. While assistance should be given
to the refugees in the camps in the neighbouring countries, conditions conducive to the
return of refugees must be created in Rwanda, This therefore called for a critical look at
what should be done. The Government of Rwanda was unable to deal with the situation
alone. The international community should therefore look at what its obligations were in
Rwanda,

It was regrettable that the status of a refugee was being extended even to some
criminal elements who were in the refugee camps. While these elements were still
organizing and inciting people in the camps they were at the same time seeking to be
granted immunity from prosecution for the crimes they had committed.

()

Mr. Annan pointed at the urgency of dealing with the situation in the refugee camps
and the complex issue of isolating the militia and the forrner Government soldiers from the
refugees in the camps. He sought the views of the Vice-President on how he thought this
should be done. He also emphasized the need to encourage the people in the IDP camps
to voluntarily leave the camps rather than for force to be used. General Baril explained to
the Vice President the options which were under consideration at the United Nations and
emphasized the need to involve the Zaireans in any of the options. Mr. Riza pointed out
that it had been difficult to find troops for any of the options being discussed. He sought
the views of the Vice President as to whether the problems in the camps in Tanzania, where
Government tended to have the will to act, should be handled first before dealing with the
problems in the camps in Zaire,

The Vice President noted that the problems in the camps in Zaire and Tanzania

were not that different except that the Tanzanian Government had the capacity and the will

- 1o take action in the camps on its territory. He believed that Zaire should be made to
- understand that the problems in the camps on its territory and any attempt by the former
soldiers to autack Rwanda from Zaire would in the long run not be in its ingerest. If
therefore, Zaire would have the political will to act and the international community gives

it support the problems in the camps could be dealt with without much violence. In any

case some force would have 10 be applied since some of the criminal elements were living

in those camps and could not easily be brought to justice, The Vice President was of the

view that too much was being made of the threat of the militia in the camps to resist. He
thought their threat did not match their numbers. He believed that a force of 3,000 to 3,500
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soldiers could accomplish the mission. He was also of the opinion that resources should be
concentrated on the problems in the camps in Zaire, but that Tanzania should also be
assisted.

The Viee President agreed with Mr. Annan that the IDP camps should be disbanded
voluntarily. However, he noted that these camps had become sanctuaries of criminal
elements who would leave the camps to commit crimes and return to the camps. This
should not be tolerated. He expressed his Government's desire to cooperate and work with
UNAMIR to find ways of dealing with such problems. Criminal elements should be forced
out of the camps while the internally displaced people should be allowed to voluntarily
decide to return to their communities, However, a dependency syndrome was being
encouraged by the relief agencies who seem not to want the people 10 leave the camps while
the internally displaced people find it comfortable to stay in the camps rather than returning
to their communities.

The Vice-President said that he bad now been informed that the World Bank will

be releasing loans for Rwanda in January.

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Meeting between Major-General Paul Kagame .
and Mr. Koff Annan

This afternoon, 15 December 1994, the Rwandese Vice President Major-General Paul
Kagame paid a visit to USG Kofi Annan to exchange views on the situation in and around
Rwanda. Mr. de Souza representing DPA also attended the meeting. The Vice-President
emphasized that the situation in Rwanda and that which prevails in the Rwandese camps
in Tanzania and Zaire must be dealt with simultaneously. While assistance should be given
to the refugees in the camps in the neighbouring countries, conditions conducive to the
return of refugees must be created in Rwanda, This therefore called for a critical look at
what should be done. The Government of Rwanda was unable to deal with the situation
alone. The international community should therefore look at what its obligations were in
Rwanda.

It was regrettable that the status of a refugee was being extended even to some
criminal elements who were in the refugee camps. While these elements were still
organizing and inciting people in the camps they were at the same time seeking to be
granted immunity from prosecution for the crimes they had committed.

Mr. Annan pointed at the urgency of dealing with the situation in the refugee camps
and the complex issue of isolating the militia and the formmer Government soldiers from the
refugees in the camps. He sought the views of the Vice-President on how he thought this
should be done. He also emphasized the need to encourage the people in the IDP camps
to voluntarily leave the camps rather than for force to be used. General Baril explained to
the Vice Presiden: the options which were under consideration at the United Nations and
emphasized the need to involve the Zaireans in any of the options. Mr. Riza pointed out
that it had been difficult to find troops for any of the options being discussed. He sought
the views of the Vice President as to whether the problems in the camps in Tanzania, where
Government tended to have the will 1o act, should be handled first before dealing with the
problems in the camps in Zaire,

The Vice President noted that the problems in the camps in Zaire and Tanzania
were not that different except that the Tanzanian Government had the capacity and the will
to take action in the camps on its territory, He believed that Zaire should be made to
understand that the problems in the camps on its territory and any attempt by the former
soldiers to attack Rwanda from Zaire would in the long run not be in its ingerest. If
therefore, Zaire would have the political will to act and the international community gives
it support the problems in the camps could be dealt with without much violence. In any
case some force would have 10 be applied since some of the criminal elements were living
in those camps and could not easily be brought to justice, The Vice President was of the
view that too much was being made of the threat of the militia in the camps to resist. He
thought their threat did not match their numbers. He believed that a force of 3,000 to 3,500
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soldiers could accomplish the mission. He was also of the opinion that resources should be
‘concentrated on the problems in the camps in Zaire, but that Tanzania should also be
assisted.

The Vice President agreed with Mr, Annan that the IDP camps should be disbanded
voluntarily. However, he noted that these camps had become sanctuaries of criminal
elements who would leave the camps to commit crimes and return to the camps. This
should not be tolerated. He expressed his Government's desire 1o cooperate and work with
UNAMIR to find ways of dealing with such problems. Criminal elements should be forced
out of the camps while the internally displaced people should be allowed to voluntarily
decide to return to their communities, However, a dependency syndrome was being
encouraged by the relief agencies who seem not to want the people 10 leave the camps while
the internally displaced people find it comfortable to stay in the camps rather than returning
to their communities.

The Vice-President said that he had now been informed that the World Bank will

be releasing loans for Rwanda in January.
