Based on r~P!essive measures ~l!_d_~rt~_~en by _Bahraini security forces towards the 
unarmed people o(~ahrail]. since Februa!-:Y 14, 2011, which caused the fall of more 
than 46 martyrs and thousands of wounded and prisoners and dismissed 
employees, and the report of Bahrain Royal Commission of Inquiry, under the 
chairmanship of Professor M. Cherif Bassiouni, which confirmed the existence of 
these violations exercised by number of leaders of the security services, military, 
and senior officials, and in the light of the determination of Bahraini authorities to 
continue with this repressive approach and the fall of many martyrs and wounded 
since issuing this report confirming the persistence of Bahraini authorities to 
commit these crimes, and the lack of seriousness in the implementation of the 
recommendations of the Commission of Inquiry , and the authorities flagrant 
interference in the legal and human rights civil institutions as they canceled the 
elections of lawyers assoCiatiOn committee and appointed their own 
administration, and the lack of intention to carry out real political reforms, which 
is confirmed by facts and events, including the latest incident where Bahraini 
security forces attacked the peaceful demonstrators in the area of Budaiya on 15th , 
16th and 17th of December, 2011, and broke into citizens houses as happened in the 
events of the village of Shakhorah, which led to death of a citizen and a number of 
wounded and injured, some of them sustained serious injuries, and blockade 
enforced by the authorities on the wounded preventing them from going to the 
hospitals where they would get arrested and tortured, in a clear and flagrant 
violation to the Constitution of Bahrain, the local laws, the international 
conventions and treaties signed and ratified by the Government of Bahrain, 
including the International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights, as a letter was 
delivered to you on April 28, 2011 dissociating the government of Bahrain from 
crucial materials in the International Covenant , these materials are: 9,12, 13, 17, 19, 
21 and 22.
