1) The two chief tasks of ONUC as custodian of Bases
Banana and Kitona are safeguarding the bases and their
ingtallations, and the basic maintenance of the bases
until a final agreement on the property titles is
reached among the three parties concerned.

2) At the outset of the ONUC custody mission both bases
were kept in full operation, their ultimate utili-
gation by ONUC being envisaged. However at the be=-
ginning of December the Secretary General issued in-
structions to the effect that the Congolese workers
at Banana and Kitona should be disidssed and both
bages closed down except for a contingent of security
{roops who should remain to protect the installations.
It was agreed to maigitain a force of 200 soldiers of
the Forces RoyalBs Marocaines, plus four United Nations
civilian techniciansg with a support of 85 Congolese
workers for basic maintenance tasks pertaiding to hy-
giene, the power and water plants, the hospital, and
the automotdve workshop. BEvacuation of the workers
was completed on 25 December, and the final date for
the withdrawal of Belgian technicians at the bases has
been set at 31 January.

3) After closing of the bases, ONUC can either maintain
the present security forces at both basss to safeguard
them until negotiations between the Belgians and the
Congolese government have been completed (in which
cage ONUC must be prepared to remain at the bases un-
til the Belgiang demonstrate a willingness to reach
an agreement with the Congnlese), or evacuate the hases
immediately, thereby forfeiting them to the ANC with-
out any legal agreement and assuming the responsibil-
ity for this action.

As the ONUC custodianship entrusted by the Security
Council remains in effect, we feel bound to continue
to fulfill this mission. The expanses involved have
been pubstantially reduced following evacuation of
the discharged Congolese workers, and will decrease
further upon departure of the last remaining Belgians
at the end of January.

Regarding the provosed evacuation of Banana by the
FRM, we feel that notronly would this constitute a
failure on the part,ef ONUC to carry out its assigned
task, but that it also automatically result in the
occupation of the base by the ANC unit stationad
nearby, and that this would in turn jeopardisze  the
gecurity of Kitona by setting a prdcedent which the
ANC might wish to repeat here. Commandanf Bl Mokri's
raquest to evacuate Banana seems to have been based
on & degire to regroup his forces at Kitona against
the possibility of a second attempt at occupation by
the Matadli, Boma, and Banana ANC contingents, thus
gaining thirty+odd menj; however as the Kitona force
has now been reinforced by a FRM contingent from Boma,
we consider that the need to draw men from Banana no
longer exists,

We recommend that both bases be kept under ONUC pro-
tection for the time being, both for strategic con-
siderations(Banana being situated at the mouth of the
Congo River and ¥itona having the principal airfield
of the region) and in view of the fact that ONUC has
officially been charged with this responsibility by
the Security Council. If for special reasons ONUC
must renounce thisg mission, a tri-partite agreement
gshould be reached to determine the future status of
the bases with the full discussion and consent of all
parties involved,

already are surplus to ONUC or certainly will become surplus in

ONUC Loecal Survey Board Minutes of 56th Meeting

The Director of Internal Audit Service has pointed out that it
appears from the proceedings of ONUC's Local Survey Board held
on 25 June 1963 that cases Nos. ONUC/SB/1246 to Case No. 1260
actually occurred in 1961 and that case No. 1260 relates to 1960,
We are aware that these cases with the exception of case No. 1260
deal with losses resulting from the fighting in Katanga during
December 1961 and that a military board of inquiry set up had a
time-consuming and difficult task in investigating these matters
in detail, and so will inform the Director of Internal Audit,
Nonetheless, the time lapse appear to be unusually long before
consideration by the Surwvey Board was accomplished and before
advising the Director of Internal Audit would appreciate your
comments,

The Director of Internal Audit is emphasizing that early investiga-
tion and settlement of all losses and claims is of particular
significance in the last stages of the ONUC operations and that
all outstanding cases of this nature should be taken up for con-
sideration and finalization as expeditiously as possible.

Enclosed for your reference is a copy of memo from Mr. Childers
dated 1 Aug 63 concerning expenses incurred from 1 June thru
29 July 63,
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The position of the United Nations and of the Belgian authorities

with regard to the bases of Kamina and Kitona is understood to be as follows,
on the basis of two letters sent by the Secretary-General to the permanent
Representative of Belgium to the UN on 28 August, after discussions held
between them in New York :

1. As of 30 August, the United Nations is taking over the responsibility
for the adminiatrationf of the bases.

2. This action by the United Nations is in the nature of a provisional
measure accordingm to Article 40 of the United Nations Charter. This means
that it is taken without prejudice of the rights, claims or positions of the
interested parties.

3. From this point of view, the United Nations is thus acting, in a sense,
according to the principle of the temporary administratiiom of estate in trust
for another person (gestion provisoire d'affaires pour autrui). It will per-—
form all acts necessary for the administration of the bases and their main-
tenance, without having the right to transfer land or bring about major alte-
rations toithe installations.

4. The United Nations,declared its intentiom to use the bases, their
equipment and supplies for the purpose of its assistance to the country. It
is desirous to make arrangements to this effect, including their financial
aspects, with the Belgian Government .

5. The question of the duratiiom: of the United Nations responsibility for
the administration of the bases is to be viewed in the light of the conditions
which made their takeover necessary: This responsibility results from the
mandate given to the Secretary-Genral by the resolutions of the Security
Council, and it will last as long as will be necessary to ensure the imple-

mentation of these resolutionsj; except, of course, in the case of instructions
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to the contrary by the Security Council.
6. At the same time, the United Nations recognises that, in the spirit
of Article 40 of the Charter, it must take fully into account the legitimate

interests of the parties, the agreements which might be reached between them,

and the necessity of negociations at an appropriate time between them concer-
ning the disposal of the bases.

7. The United Nations has underlined the necessity to continue to use
the Belgian technical, non-combat personnel stationed at the bases, and
believes that the Belgiam: Government is ready to put this personnel at its
dispoéal with a view to assist in the maintenance of the bases. The functions
thus to be performed will be in the nature of technical assistance rendered
by the Belgian Government to the United Nations, at the latter's request. The
Belgian personnel, whi‘L.serving in a civilian capacity,would keep its status
with the Belgian Government and continue to be paid by it. In the bases,
however, it would fullfill its functions under the authority, and in confor-
mity with the instructions, of the United Nations, acting through the inter-
mediary of designated heads of Belgiam: technical units. The United Nations ‘
Force would, of course, afford to this personnel the protection which would

be necessary.

On the basis of a common understanding of the position as outlined above,
the United Nations would like to enter in negociations forthwith with the
Belgian commanders of the bases with a view to agree on measures aimed at
implementing point 4 above, i.e. the use by the United Nations of the bases,

their equipment and supplies.




In the framework of its responsibility for the administration of the

bases, the United Nations has decided that :
M

1. Armed forces of any kind, other than,United Nations Command, must be
excluded from the bases; and

2. The airports of the bases will for the time being be closed to all
non-United Nations flights; it being understood that unarmed transport planes
directly connected with the evacuation of Belgian troops, or with the supply

and maintenance of the bases, would be considered as United Nations flights

for the application of this rule.

GENERATL
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The situation in the sector and in particular the Kamina

and Kaniama areas has of late deteriorated. The morale of
the population is low and no real authority of the congolese
government exists. This is accentuated by an order given by
ANC HQ to 20. ANC Pn for ecnfiscation of certain property,

. Since the start of the confiscating of motor vehicles by the

ANC in the Sector enquieries have been made as to by whose
authority this has been done. The CO 20, ANC Bn simply said
he had his orders, without amy comments. HQ ONUC Leo has con-
firmed that HQ ANC has ordered the seizure of all vehicles

of military nature, i. e. Jeeps, Land-Rovers and any other
4-wheel drive vehicles irrespective of what ownership can be
proved. Also to be taken are all firearms, regardless of type.
These will be returned when "HQ ANC consider it proper."

The confiscating Datrols have now extended their operations
to Kaniama and the rural areas between there and Kaminaville.
Thefts are reported in connection with these and no receipts
are given for any items confiscated. Commerce is almost at a
standstill as nobody wants to use their vehicles with the risk
of getting them confiscated. Jeeps registered with their
present owners as far back as 1954 have been taken with the
pretext that they are ex Katgend. The delivery of meat and
milk has almost stopped and the Lubilash cotton company has
closed down. The population is irritated and increasingly
anti ANC. The 20. ANC Bn is nervous and the situation can
easily lead to abnormal reactions on both sides.

The self-styled district commissioner of Haut-Lomami, Ilunga
Kabungwe Anatole, rccently deposed the paramount chief
Mutombo Mukulu of K=niama,as previously reported. This move is
according to reliable sources entirely unlawful. It has now
been crcwnéd by the aprpointment of a new paramount chief
CSHICLAYI WILFRID of the subtribe BENE KABEZA. The old chief
Mikombe Charles is in Kaminaville, without his car, which has
been taken from him. Le now intends to fly to Dlisabethville
to put his case before Mr Ileo. Any result can hardly be
expected, judging from earlier experience in a similar case,

4, With reference to Mil Info Leo Dissemination of Information
of 14 September pvara 15 regarding corruption amongst the
Albertville pelice. This might be the reason why the Belgian
police adviser in Kaniama has been notified he will be trans—
ferred to Albertville as adviser to the Inspector General of
the North Katanga Police. Any date for his transfer has not
yet been given.

5. Regarding the crowning of Mwata Yamvo of the Lunda on 6
September. He returned to his wvillage Musumba GR 22650831 on
9 Secptember preceeded by two Katangese flags. His intention
is to arrange an official reception in the near future at
which inter alia representatives of the consular corps in
Blisabethville have announced their intention to be present.

6. Jdacques Tshombe, younger brother of the ex president, died on
6 September in Elisabethville. His corpse was flown to Sandoa
the day after by Air Congo and buried on 10 September in a
rother advanced stage of putrification judging from its
odiferous sensations.

7. Game scouts in the Upemba Game park GR 26-09 report the chief
gome warden Mr MARCEL CARION has been arrested by the ANC. He
wae transporting congolese park personnel from Iusinga game
lodge GR 27220893 to the park camp at Kayo GR 26050988 by
truck and apprehended by ANC somewhere between Lusinga and
Jadotville. They =ccused him of being a mercenary transporting
ex Katgends (the game scouts are uniformed). The incident
should have occured around 1 September and the report was
received by this HGQ on 13 Sept.

8. The traffic intensity from Kapanga towards Sandoa, Dilolo and
Kasaji GR 23451037 is quite lively, in spite of the miserable
road conditions. The traffic to the Kasai province is very
slight mainly due to the not very friendly relations with the
more primitive tribes in SW Kasai.

9. Many schools in the Sector did not start a new term on 15
September as scheduled. The teachers have in most cases not
been paid for months and have either left or refuse to re-
commence work.

POLITICAL

10. The government in the Lualaba province seems to mainly concern
itselves with the Chokwe tribe. The Lundas feel worried about
this, particularly in the tribally mixed areas. (see recent
reports from Sector D about the Chokwes).

ANCG

11. 2Q. ANC Bn has not received their pay since July. They are more

than ever agitated by the rumours of a secret army and the
hostile atmosphere of many of the population towards them.

12. 35. ANC C.R. with families arrived on 14 September at Kaminaville

135. Ever since the end of the Katangese secession rumours have
circulated about the Katangese Gendarmerie having gone
underground., Sector Kamina has from this point up till now
been fairly quiet, Lately, however, these rumours have increased
markedly. Any real facts have not been obtainable though.

14. Each ex scldier of paramount chiefs Kasongo Niembo in Kamina
and Mutombo Mukulu in Kaniama, willing to join the secret
army, is said to get an advance of CF 5000.

15. Another rumour says that when the UN troops have pulled out of
the Congo 211 exgendarmes will gather in the Kolwezi area, to
be equipped. From there they will start throwing ANC out of
Katanga. Any rumours of hidden dumps of equipment in this
comnection have not been heard.

Many of these current but unproved statements should rather
be regarded as wishful thinking more than anything else.

Subject : 20 ANC Bn taking cars in Keminaville

On Thursday 5 September it was reported that 20 ANC Bn had started

a search for ex gendarmes vehicles in Kaminaville. Al jeeps, Land=-
rovers and Renault vehicles as well as vehicles with a greenish paint
were confiscated. Altogether 20 to 25 vehicles were taken of which

5 from Kasongo Niembo and the ambulance from the civilian hospitals

A couple of weeks ago Major Demole had asked the officiating sector
commander about authorization to control wvehicles in Kaminavilleo

He was answered that this was a police matter and the the UN could

do nothing in that case. Now major Demole says that he got authoriza-
tion from Sector "C"o

When Prime Minister Adoula passed Kaminaville on 3 September in the
evening, he praised in a speech inter alia the loyalty of Kasongo
Niembo. It then seems most remarkable that major Demole after this
speech take these cars from Kasongo Niembo. He dso took arms from
Kasongo Niembo's bodyguard. This bodyguard was armed by General
Mobuto personally.

When I got in contact witl major Demole he explained that he was going
to examine the state of the vehicles and then return them if they

were not ex gendarme properity. This would take 2 to 3 days. The arms
he should return to Kasongo lliemboe. In the afternoon of the same day
he declared that Kasongo Niembo's cars were ex gendarme cars, without
what I understand having done any examination. In the evening one
company was drgwn up fully equipped for active service and the taken
vehicles were filled up. On demand what was going on there was no
answer. In the evening probably 5 Landrovers left with troops.

According to an unconfirmed report ANC soldiers have in a farm taken
radio, arms, clothes and shot four oxen.

As we have an agreement that operations shall be executed with mixed
units } sent a platoon to Kaminaville to be ready to join such a unit.
On Friday I met a special commissary, Mudiai Oscar, he has sent a
telegram to the Central Govermment with the request that an investiga-
tions-commission should be sent to Kaminaville to clear out what
really has happened., He seemed not to be satisfied with the way the
20 Bn had actedes Their behaviour in this case has not contributed

to create confidence in ANC, instead agitation and uneasiness haywe
arised among the population.

We also discussed how to get better discipline and I told him that as
long as the UN has no control over this battalion it will be very *__
difficult to eliminate such incidents. The commissary did not seem

to be unfamiliar with the idea to get to an agreement that wo imply
that the UN should get full operative control over the HPits éh%orw

"Report from long range patrol to KABONGO
A. GENERAL

The patrol, consisting of 2. coy (somewhat reduced), 21 men from
13 ANC Bn and reduced aidstation, left KALUNGA 220600 and arrived
at KABONGO 221500,

The cooperation with C 22. ANC Bn capt MULALA and with the district
administrator ILUNGA KABONGWE ANATOLE was excellent. Both expressed
their appreciation for the ONUC visit and were sorry it was too '
short to give better result.

B. CONDITIONS IN THE KABONGO AREA

Capt MULULA and the district adm ILUNGA KABONGWE described partly
together partly one by one the conditions in the area.

In connection with the combats and the Baluba Jeunesse activity a
great deal of damage had been done in the districte Most of the
population had been evacuated. The arrivel of the 20 ANC Bn had
not ameliorated the conditions but instead caused new evacuations,

When the 22 ANC Bn had arrived close collaboration had started
between the bny the civil adm and the c¢ivil polices The collabora-
tion had resulted in that most of the population had returned.
Intensive asctivity in building was going on to restore destroyed
homes, order was re-established and there were no more activity of
Baluba Jeunesse or ammed ganga. However the conditions were still
difficult.
