As | mentioned in that letter, 55% or 70 of the remaining 127 (following the
assassination of Minister Pierre Gemayel) members of Parliament had signed
a petition asking the Speaker of Parliament to hold an immediate session for
ratification. As | informed you in my previous letter, much to the regret of the
parliamentary majority, the Speaker’s lack of action has led to a full paralysis

of the constitutional legislative body.

The undersigned Members of Parliament,
Representing the absolute majority of the Members of Parliament,

Having examined the Agreement, published in the supplement number 59 of the Official
Gazette on 14-12-2006, between the United Nations and the Lebanese Republic on the
establishment of a Special Tribunal for Lebanon and the Statute of the Tribunal annexed
thereto.

After the Council of Ministers approved the said documents during its meeting of
17-11-2006 and reaffirmed its decision on 12-12-2006,

And since the Parliament did not convene until now to discuss the mentioned Agreement,

The undersigned Members of Parliament,

Convinced that ratifying the Agreement and proceeding with the establishment of the
Tribunal of international character would reduce the existing tension and facilitate
reaching a solution to the political crisis from which the country and the citizens have
been suffering for a long time,

Call on the House Speaker to hold a special meeting of the Parliament as soon as possible
to discuss the above-mentioned Agreement,

And declare here and now that, after having reviewed the texts published in the Official
Gazette, they agree on the provisions of the Agreement on the establishment of a Special
Tribunal for Lebanon and on the Statute of the said Tribunal as approved by the Council
of Ministers and they request the government to ratify them according to established
rules.

Please accept, Mr. House Speaker, our utmost respect.
