Training Programme for Foreign Service Officers from the newly
independent countries.

Mr. Vincent Futu who participated in the 1962 Programme as
the candidate of the Government of the Republic of the Congo (Leo-
poldville) was quite successful, and it is my hope thet the
Government will name a candidate to the 1963 Programme.

I mentioned in my letter of 14 January to the Foreign Minister,
of which a copy was sent to you with my letter of 24 January, that
the nominations should reach me by 15 February. As I had not
received any information by that time, I sent & reminder cable to
the Foreign Minister on 18 February asking that the candidate's name
be communicated no later than 25 February. As I have still heard
nothing from the Foreign Ministry, I would eppreciate it if you
will use your good offices to see that a nomination for this year's
Programme is made immediately.

As the new Programme will begin in Geneva in the middle of May,
it leaves barely eleven weeks in which to receive the nomination,
consider the candidature, meke the award if the candidate is suitable,
and see that proper travel arrangements are made to enable the
candidate to arrive in time.

While I know how busy you must be with your numerous important
responsibilities, I would appreciate it if you will contact the
Government in connection with the designation of a candidate to the
Programme which, as you said, is of vital interest to all African
countries, and I look forward to receiving a nomination from them
without delay.

that military movements sometimes necessarily eome to a halt because of their
own limitatione. What the Jeoretary-Ueneral said on 31 December relating
to the fighting in Elisabethville was that fighting had ended. He did

not say be has suspended it., All seven of the roadblocks had been removed
and the Gendarmerie had disappeared. They bhad fled, Finally the
Seoretary-leneral’s exact statement in his release of 31 December was

. this: paragraph 10, "Now that the fighting has stopped attention may again
be fooussed on the course of peaceful actions to be pursued."

Q: Nr. Bunche, judging from your a;preciation of the military operations,
whieh co-incides with our impressions, I have two questions. One, tell us
exactly what the breakdown of eommunications referred to in last Thursday's
statement of the Seeretary~Ueneral is and seeondly, once again in the light
of the successful military operations, were the UN's orders in New York
exoeeded by eithor the military coumanders in the field or Ly the Head~
quarters here.

A3 The answer %o the last two questions is no. 48 to the first,
that would be a long story which I am making a full report on to the
Seoretary-leneral, 4And I would like o give it to him before ke would
read any reports on it. But I can say this much in response to your
guestion, Vhen we referred to breakdown it meant that there was an obvious
defioieney inm receiving information on what was going on, that there was a
delay in getting reports and getting esdeguate information. 1 have gome
into it fairly thoroughly and I will be making specifie recommendations to
the Secretary~Ueneral whieh I think can correot the inadequacies, but I
can antigipate the report this much in saying to you that what I think is
basically the difficulty is that this Operation is a peace Operation and
was not well geared to situations that develop whem it finds itself in the
combat activity with officers out im the field in the heat of battle.

Lot me just give you an example which relates to the issue.
An officer meeting a patrol on the Jadotville road goes along for 10 or
15 kilometers and suddenly finds hiwself under fire, It may be pardonable
if bis first thought is not that I must now send & quick message %o
Elisabethville in order that that message will be transmitted to Leopoldville
in order that they may in turn transmit it te New York., We have mot had
reporting offices with those amenities and in fact we have not had what
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would be called a field combat experience before. The two

fighting situations in which we were engeged were both in Flisabethville
where we have a UN office and officers, fixed transmitters, communications
faeilities. The problems that led to the breakdown that we are talking
about just did not arise in those eases. Finally, these field combat
experiences have revealed cecrteain weaknosses which I am confident can and
will be correoted and there will be no reeurrence of this, and I may

Just add for example that I discovered that somctimes there was a time
lag due to an overload of messages running from 6 to 48 hours.

@t I am not a militaxy expert nyself, but 1 would imagine this is the
normal kind of life for any military action. Ferhaps you realise that the
UN should be more porfeet but is it really in this light that the Seoretary-
Ueneral made this snnouncement, because it secmed to us and a number of
other people that the sense of the message =«

A: Sense of which message.

Q: The announcement in New York that there was a breakdown of
communications and that the poesible interpretation that that led to;
a2 lot of us had the feeling that this did not eimply concern what
after all seemed to be a perfectly normal -

A: Way I say this, that we cannot be responsible, of course, for the
interpretations that you may meke of the Seoretary-Ueneral's statement,
or what you would choose to read into it. But I as thoroughly familiar
with the statement and present when it was desued and you say it is
normal military practice. It may be true but we are dealing with the
United Nations which is an orgamisation of 110 States, highly sensitive
politic « This 4= not an operation carried on by a government and so
it may be that the reporting needs of the United Nations are much more
ascute than would be the case for & government. I am not familiar with
S0 1 can tell you is that from my standpoint
on the basis of my observations and my interpretations of the needs of the
inadequacies which need to be eorreeted
Seeretary-Ueneral and to indicate what I
eonsider to be means of eorrecting those inadequaeies. I wight add a few
words of regret that I caunot go further and please some members of the Press,

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Wt Can you say whether the report that U Thant told both the Belgian
and British representatives that the UN would not take Jadotville are true
and seoondly, vas this ome of the breakdowns,

As  Which report. 1 am not sware of any.
Q¢ There are a large number of fairly well substantiated reports.

A: Vould you please substantiate that., JNo, I am afraid I oould not
embark on this because I think it would be profitless to start talking about
reporte of ome kind or another which are not offiedal. 1 would be glad to
oomment on any or any given interpretation of any official statemont, not
something that is picked up on radio or press and this would take us so far
afield I would not want to get into 4%,
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Pre Bunche: On my way dut here I stopped in a eouple of places for
refuelling and I saw prees reporte %o the effeet that I was on my way out
bhere and that heads would roll when I got here. 1 took a very olose
look at the assignment that the Seoretary-~Gemeral had given me and I juet
could not locate that, 1 am ha,py to say that all hoads are solidly on
respective shoulders. If Nr, Gardiner and the others lose themy, it won't
be because of me,

Q2 What would be the attitude of the United Nations, Siry, if the
Central Government from here sent its troops to South Katanga.

A: ¥e have no attitude. The Central Government is a sovereign
independent Uovernment. The Ceniral Government sent its troops into North
Katanga but when you are dealing with questions of war, 5ir, there are
certain built-in limitations, limitations on us and limitations 1 suppose
on the Central Uovernment $oo. Limitations of many kimds of effectives,
of logistiecs, of military capaeity for logistie support, of transportation
of aerial support. These are things that I did not know anything about
until I got tied wp with this Opcration, but tremendously important.

s low that My, Tshombe ies back in Elisabethville, does the United
Fations plan to eontaot him at any level or for whatever reason, or are
you waiting for him to eomntact you.

A: We are neither awaiting. Mr, Teshombe left of his own volition.
He was not under any restraint By the United Hations at that time, He
returned of his own volition without any involvement by the United Hatioms.
As you knowy I have.letters, a recent Seourity Couneil Report, Hr, Cardiner
some time ago wrote two letters indicating to Mr, Tehombe what needed to be
done to implement the plan. That is further spelled out by the Secretary=
General in five points in Lis statement of 31 December. So there is
oertainly nothing that the UN has further to ocommunicate. I would not
want to spedulate om what Mr., Tshombe might have on his mind.

Q: Would there be a deadline until which you wait « that he comes
forward to implement the plan.

A: In the statement of the Seeretary-~Uemeral of 31 Jecember in
woich he indicated that tiwe was short and thought that a fortnight would
be a reasonable perdod of time to wait, after .uohhonnu Ve ecn=
sideration to other measures. He said, in paragraph 10: would now hope,
therefore, for & speedy impiementation of ite provisions, 1... the provisions
of the plan, By this I wean a short perded, perhaps a fortnight or so,
before other measures would have to be weighed."

Q: Two weeks would be the decadline then.
A: I think the statement is pretty clear,
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4t JDr, Bunche, kr. Tshombe made one direot attempt to get im touch with
U Thant about four or five days ago irom Kolwesi through the various Comsuls.
This message to U Thant$, a very urgent one, seems %o have been ignored.
Hae U Thant replied and Af so, how does Nr, Tshombe get in touch with him.

A: If there has been any meapage from Nr. Tshombe to U Thant since
lr. Tshombe rather precipitately left Llisabetihville on the afterncon of
28 December, I am completely unaware of it,

Q: MNay I carry that question one further, It seeus curious ithat the
UN seems to be the only person in the world who does not know about this

message.

A: Vell, I amn much impressed by the suthority carried to your
statement but I have to repeat, if there was a message from Nr, Tshoube
to U Thant, 1 do not know about it and I do not believe that Nr. Thant
knows about it, Maybe you could eonduct an enquiry inte that breakdown
of communications. (Laughter). And I want to make it vexy clear, so that
there will be no error in this. Tou have referred and I have referred to
a wessage to the Secretary-Ueneral; noi statemenis that mey have been
interpreted as messagess My, Gardiner has not heard of any.

Q: I beg you to arrange an immediate meeting with omne of your represen~-
tatives not engaged in the Operation now under way —- mny adherence to the
U Thant plan,

Ay Could you rvepeat that. ‘The effeet, if there was an implication
of some port in any way casting aspersion on the integrity or the fairness
or the reliability of anyone comnceted with thie Operation, I should like
tec put myself on record as denying the validity of this most vigorously
and expressing a personal resentment that a press conference should be used
for such purposes, If I misundersiood you, alright.

Qs I am mot transmitting my message to you. I was quoting from
Tshombe's meszage o U Thant. 1 certainly reseind any aspertion that I
am casting on anyone.

A: This is an example of the difficoulties of ecommunication.
It is elear there was a misunderctanding, so foirget it.

Q¢ Could we nail this thing down. Our understanding was from this
end -~ all of the Prese were here I believe it wae last VWednesday - were told
in almost unanimity by the imbassies here that their Consuls in ilisabethville
had been asked by a representative of lr, Tshombe to pass & message which
Kr. Maddook just read, to Mr. Thant. Are we disagreeing on whether or mot
that i to be termed, technionlly speaking, a message from Mr, Tshombe %o
U Thant. Or do you mean to say that you h.ve no knowledge of that kind
of transmission,

Ar I have no knowledge of it. I naturally cannot assume any
responsibility for transmiseion arrangements of Consuls or Fabsssies.
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4t I work for New York Times and two or three days age Tom Hamilton
wrote that a United Natione spokesman seid that Wr. Thant would not
respond to Mr, Tehombe's request for a meeting with a representative mot
attached to this Operation,

Qs Sir, I believe that you had talks today with Mr. Adoula and other
wenbers of the Cabimet, Did they asoquaint you with the situation in the
Province of what was formerly Kasai, which the Ninister of Interior today
described as becoming more and more explosive,

Ay They did not have to. Uy colleague here, lobert Gardiner, had
filled ay ears with it ever since my arrival. Oo I am aocutely aware of i%.

4+ Has the Government asked that any aotion be taken,
A:s They did not ask me today.

Gt Do you know, Sir, what is the situstion in this rcespect for
¥r, Tehombe in 113 le just now.

A: The United Nations is not interfering with him in any way,
unless he should indulge in ineitement of viclence against the UN and
then in self-protection we would take defensive measures but other than
that ve are not interviewing bim, I umight go further, OSince I left
New York, in fact yesterday the Jeoretary-Ueneral made a statement about
soorched earth threate and what eonsiieration he might have to give
in case such statemente were made,

Qs ¥Will the United Bations suthorisze all of the members of the
Katangese Uovernment %o go back to Elisabethville.

A: ¥e have not authorised anyone %o come back., ¥We huve not required
anyone to leave. Since you raise that question, let we say this. The
UN from the beginning hes and will oontinue studiously to avoid any suggestion
that it is aoting like & Uovernment out here or tryimg to take over the
powers of government., In the early daye of this Operation when I was in
charge and setting it up there were some very unjust obarges about the UN
and neo-colonialiss., So unless scme action on the part of an individual
official required United Nations to in some way restrain him in its own
defence, we are not teking any action or waking any sssumptions or
miqriaﬂls any action against any Katangese official.

Qs Don't you think that if the provincial authorities in Katanga ocame
back to Elisabethville, it would be easier for them to advocate warfare,
soorched earth and so forth,

A: On the basis of what I said I think sy answer should be quite
olear, If any offiecial in Elisabethville or within our reach advocated
:::ummﬂhmtmunom earth, we would certainly restrain
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@t Dr, Bunche, I saw in the building a leaflet, 1 do not know whether
it wvas distributed, whick said that as a result of the soorched earth
aonouncement and the blowing up of bridges by the Katangans, that Nr. Tehombe
would be put on trisl and punished with the full rigour of the Congolese
lawe I do not know whether those leaflets were distriduted. Does this
position still stand,

At Tirst of all know nothing about the leaflet to which you refer.
Tou were saying that &n- was a UF leaflet. 1 repeat for you vhat I just
saids If any Katangese official within our reach advocated guerilla
warfare, scorched carth and tried to incite hostility againet the United
Nations we would mot be much concerned with legal niceties 'nd we would
vestrain him, purely on the basis of defence. dnd let me say this:

where this Operation is in this countiry in rospomse to an appeal of the
legitimate government of the couniry, there is only one government in this
country that the United Nations can recognisze and it would be the height
of absurdity to suppeose the international organisatiomn would come into the
country at the appeal of ite Jovernuent and at the same time Ly ite

aotions recognise the secession., The Provinee of Katange was a part of
the country of the Congo at the time the Congo applied forhembership of the
United Nations and the United Nations therefore has never recognised or
sccepted seccesion, mnor any right of secession on the part of any Province
in this country. Any relations we may have, therefore, with any of the
officials of the Province of Katangs are with them as FProvincial officials,

G Bay I poini out, Mr. Bunche, that Mr. Tshombe has passed the
United Natioms roadbloek on his way to Elisabethville in spite of a protest
pade by Prime Minister Adoula to U Thant that he would not allow Mr, Tshombe
to oome baek into the Congo and protested to the UN that U Thant himself
nade a statement saying he would not be molested by the United Nationms,

A: Yes, that ie right. The situation is that the Secretary=Ueneral
made the statement om 31 December and that is a faot. It is also a faed
that dr. Adoula wrote to the Seoretury-leneral saying that he did not like
their parties, That is a faeot. I would say this, that we have, in
tids Operation, been in this country for two and a half years, Ii is
in nature a very delicate operation for any Miseion, particularly one
invelving armed troops, %o be in a sovereign independent coun
operating as freely as this Mission does. It would be & miracle, it
could not happen, 4f in the course of these operations there would not
be disagreements, differcnces of viewpoint, between the Covernment and
the international organiszation, These have happened., Very happily
none of them has been grievous or so serious as to lead to grievous
situationss One of the best exauples, I suppose, 0f the gifferemece
is that the Cemtral Government hae always felt, and this understandably,
that we should be moving much faster, particularly with the military operations
than we had. It has been a painful torture procese in the eyes of the
Central Government because the UN, in the nature of the case, has always
to exhaust every peaceful effort, cvery possibility of peaceful reeonciliation,
and resort to coercion only as & last desperate measure. As to the UN
position on officiale of Katanga and the reasoms for our decision, I huve
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coumented on that earlier and I neced not repeat myself, 1 need only
say that inm my view it would be a quite complicated legal exeroise to
find a legal basis on which the United Nations oondueted an act of
exclusion,

Q1 Is 4t a question of whether you want Tshombe back and the Central
Government does not want him.

A: Your question would require a subjeetive answer.
Q¢ How long do you plan to stay.

A: It is not certain, but not very long. I may be leaving even
W‘o
