3, — The team will be comprised of representatives of DPKO (a
political officer, a military planning officer and a logistics
officer) and UNHCR. The members of the team will meet in Kigali
on Tuesday 13 December. They will be supported by UNAMIR
military and civilian peclice planning officers and will visit the
refugee camps in Zalre, as regquired. The team will complete its
work in Rwanda on 13 December and will finalize itg report upon
return to New York on 21 December.

As discusged with Mr. Jessgen-Petersen today, we would like

this mission to complete its work before the end of the month.
The DPKO team is therefore scheduled to leave New York on Sunday
11 December and to arrive in Kigali via Brussels on Monday 12
Decamber. It is our hope that your own team would be able to
join ours in Kigali early next week. They could then visit the

c; camps in Zaire together and return to Kigali to consult with the
Special Representative of the Secretary General, Mr. Shaharyar
Khan, and prepare their recommendations. Our team is tentatively
scheduled to leave Kigali on 15 December. The final text of the
