Emergency Action for the Securing of the Spring

+ Seeding Campaign in Hungary

On dJﬁbvember the UN General Assembly passed Resolution 399 inviting the
United Nations and the Specialised Agencies to do everything in their power
in order to help the Hungarian people in their present emergency. Subsequently
the Secretary-General of the United Nations concluded an agreement with the
International Committee of the Red Cross, which provides for full cooperation
between the United Nations and the International Committee of the Red Cross in
humanitarian action. Article VII of this agreement specifies that this agree~
ment shall not be construed to 'limit the right of other United Natioms Agencies
to carry out assistance programs in accordance with their terms of reference
and in agreement with the Hungarian authorities.

In pursuance with this arrangement I asked Dr. F.T. Wahlen, Director of
the Agriculture Division, to investigate the Hungarian needs falling
specifically within the terms of reference of FAO. The assignment of Dr.
Wahlen, in which he was assisted by Mr. P. Sinard of our Geneva Office, was
carried out in closest collaboration with the International Committee of the
Red Cross and its organizations in Austria and Hungary.

Dr. Wahlen reports that the most immediate needs in Hungary are
efficiently covered by Red Cross action. However, the funds at the disposal
of the Red Cross are limited and make it particularly urgent that additional
measures should be adopted if Hungary's agricultural production is to be
restored to its full capacity at the earliest possible moment. Due to several
circumstances, the seeding of winter cereals has been effected only on sixty per
cent of the normal area. There is urgent need for the supply of seed of
spring cereals and potatoes. The supplies required fiom outside Hungary are
as follows:

It seems to me that there is here a unique opportunity for implementing
the Chagter of our Organization. The quantities given above are small in
relation to overall requirements in Europe and it should be possible, in my
eétimatﬁon, to fill the needs of a people in distress without great difficulties.
However, in order to meet the time limits which require that the seed be ready
for distribution i¥h Hungary between the end of January and mid-February, I
would suggést that in addition to straight donations to Hungarian relief, the
poasibili%}es of shipping supplies through the normal commercial channels be
investigated. Thig might be arranged on the basis that the seeds be delivered
against compensation of Hungarian agricultural products after the harvest of
1957. 1If this solution meets with the agreement of the Hungarian authorities,
then negotiations should be initiated throuzh the normal bilateral trade
channels. In order to make sure that the quantities required can be supplied
in conformity with the variety needs, I intend to send Dr. J.G. Knoll, Chief of
the Plant Production Branch of the Agriculture Division, to the capitals of
these countries which indicate that they wish to partidpate in this emergency

action. -;‘

In addition to the needs in seeds for the spring seeding campaign, there’
is also urgent need for feeding stuffs and fertlizers. This is a matter which
I propose to take up as soon as further information is available. This
information will, I believe, reach me in the very near future. Immediately I
am in a position to assess Hungarian requirements for such supplies I shall
write to all CGovernments Members of the U.N. or the specialised agencies with
respect to the additional needs mentioned. The present communication is only
addressed to those governments in Continental Burope who are likely to be
able to make a very gquick contribution in the varieties of seeds required,
viz., the Governments of Austria, Belgium, Denmark, France, Germany, Italy,
Luxembourg, Netherlands, Sweden, Switzerland and Yugoslavia.

I trust that this appeal will meet with your wholehearted understanding
and I am looking forward with the greatest interest to your first reaction, if
possible by cable.

. Emergéﬁcx Action to Help the People in Hungary

I ™gefer to my letter of 4 January concerning an emergency action
for the securing of the spring seeding campaign in Hungary. In the
second paragraph of that letter reference was made to the urgent need
also for feeding stuffs and fertilizers. In the meantime a joint UN/FAC
Mission has visited Budapest in order to gather further information on
the relief needs of the Hungarian people. It has been agreed between
the Secretary-General of the United Nations and myself that a joint report
ofi this mission will be presented to the General Assembly as soon as
possible., In the meantime there exists agreement between the two organiza-
tions that FAO continue its action vigourously because its success depends [
on meeting certain deadlines set by the agricultural production year.
I am, therefore, in a position now to give you the details promised.

First of all let me say that my letter of 4 January met with a
wholehearted response. I am in a position to inform you that the
14,500 tons of seeds have been promised by a number of Governments either
as a gift or in the way of bilateral transactions. The Hungarian autho-
rities have agreed that FAO shall have the right to supervise the
distribution of the gifts along the lines of an agreement existing between
the International Committee of the Red Cross and the Hungarian Government.

A careful assessment of the need for feeding stuffs taking into
account such help as has already been promised by some neighbouring countries
of Hungary amounts to 150,000 tons of which 20,000 tons should be avail=-
able by the end of January, 60,000 tons by the end of February and further
70,000 tons by the end of March. The shortage of feeds which stems from a
poor harvest causes premature slaughter of animals to the extent that there
is a considerable surplus of meat in spite of all available refrigeration
space being used to the limit, There is danger, therefore, that production
capital in the form of animals not yet ripe for market will be lost with the
consequence of later shortages.

The requirements are too diverse
for any action which would facilitate the situation of the Hungarian peasant
for whose benefit FAO has taken this initiative. It will interest you in
this comnection that the proportion of arable land cultivated by individual
peasants before the events of October amounted to about 67% and may be
estimated at 75% presently.

The present communication is addressed to those Governments in con-
tinental Burope which received my firet letter. I trmst that this appeal
will meet with the same generous respense which was accorded to the first
one and I am looking forward with the greatest interest to your reply.

You have have been advised by cable in the meantime that one of my officers
will be available for consultations with your delegates to the forthcoming

I acknowledge receipt of your letter of January 4, 1957. I have

given very thorough consideration to all the relevant circumstances and

it is with sincere regret that I must inform you that now Austria is not
in a position to participate in the emergency action for ensuring spring
seeding in Hungary by donating seeds. Owing to the influx of very large
numbers of Hungarian refugees Austria is faced with unexpected and heavy
financial obligations. At present the extent of this financial burden is
uncertain but it will indubitable reach a level which will severely affegt
Austria's economy. :

At the discussions with the representatives of FAO first of all the
delivery of seeds of summer barley was requested. It is, however, not
yet possible for us to estimate exactly our home requirements of these
seeds in spring. This will essentially depend on the weather conditions
during this winter. As, therefore, the seeds could not be delivered in
due time and furthermore the compensation mentioned in your letter would
not be conform to the normal practice of Austria's foreign trade, it does
not seem possible that Austria participates in the emergency action through
the proposed commercial channels.

I regret very much that I must give you such an unfavourable reply
to your request. The heavy economic burden which Austria is carrying at
the present time precludes any participation in such ventures even in
circumstances which arouse all our sympathies and which in normal times
would ensure our cooperation.

Discussions in Washington

Mr, Michel and Mr, Willie Meyer said that they had met with a fairly
favourable response from State Department officials who said ‘that the main
technical difficulties in the way of providing relief supplies other than
for traditional relief were the the United States legislative restrictions
on the sale of supplies within Eastern European countries. There were of

course also major political aspects of this problems They will pursue means
to overcome these difficulties, and hope to have a decision from the Secretary
of State within a week or ten days as to his views on policy. They also
indicated that the United States would not oppose relief action by other
Western nations, Mr. Michel said that he had asked the State Department
officials to make this position known to other govermments, particularly

in Europe, as soon as possible,

Flour:

With regard to specific items, Mr, Michel said that the United States
is considering the possibility of providing a large quantiiy of flour
(possibly up to 100,000 tons) as a substitute for wheat, ‘provided the flour
would be given to bakeries with a pro rata allotment to the bakeries to cover
their costs. The bread would then be distributed free to the population, with
appropriate labels. Mr, Michel said that he had pointed out the economic
difficulties that would arise with such an arrangement and had urged further
consideration of the possibility of the sale of flour in accordance with the
ICRC's proposals (A/3503, paragraph 72). A final decision on this point was
hoped for within a week or ten days, :

Coal:

Mr, Michel said that the United States was also considering the possibility
of providing from twenty to fifty thousand tons of coal for gratis
distribution to hospitals and similar institutions., This would have either to
be shipped from the United States or obtained from Western Germany or Belgium,
with replacement from European stocks, Payment would probablyjhave to come from
the $100,000,000 dollar mutual security funde available for use at the discretion
of the President - and this presented some difficulties.



Transportation of relief supplies

Mr. Michel and Mr, Meyer pointed out that, if relief supplies (such as coal)
should be made available in large quantities, problems may arise in connection
with the payment of port handling charges and rail transportation. The European
railways which now provide free transportation for the smaller quantities
required for traditional relief may not be willing to do so in connection
with the larger quantities involved in a general relief programme. Mr, Meyer
said he had been told in Paris that the French Government (M, Noel) had offered
rail transportation within France to the United Nations as part of their
contribution to Hungarian relief., Mr., de Seynes said that he had not been
informed of this offer - nor has any evidence of this offer been found in
United Nations records,
Utilization of relief supplies

In response to questions raised by Mr. de Seynes and Mr, Cohen, Mr, Michel
said that the lower priority items mentioned in the report of the joint mission
could be handled for general emergency relief under the ICRC sales plan, If
the quantities of these and other items were large enough they would be

distributed in accordance with the general emergency relief sales plan; otherwice
they would be used for the traditional emergency relief programme, that is, direct
free distribution to special categories of persons,
Approaches to gzovernments

Mr, de Seynes said that he was constantly in touch with a number of the
main delegations who may be in the best position to meet the relief supply
requirements listed in his report. He was planning consultations on Wednesday
the 20th and Thursday the 21st of February with the following delegations:
Australia, Belgium, Demmark, France, Ireland, Italy, Netherlands, Norway, Spain
and Sweden, He invited the representatives of the ICRC to be present and participate
in these consultations, Each delegation would receive a copy of an aide memoire
indicating the requirements, methods of distribution and sals, ete. Mr. Michel
and Mr, Meyer submitted their comments on parts of the draft aide memoire which
described the activities of the ICRC.

Lady Edwina Mountbatten arrived on Saturday in Vienna, where she
expects to stay for about a week in order to visit, as Lady
Superintendent-in-Chief of the St.John's Ambulance Brigade, the
International Red Cross organisations which are caring for
Hungarian refugees. Her first visit on Saturday afternoon was

to the Vienna Delegation of the International Committee of the
Red Cross, where she was received by Dr. Bircher, Head of the
Vienna Delegation of the ICRC, who gave her information concern-
ing the organisation of the International Committee's Hungarian
relief action. Lady Mountbatten then visited the Committee's
Vienna warehouses where so far 10 million kilograms of gift
relief supplies have been received from all guarters and prepar-
ed for despatch to Budapest.

In the meantime, and in order to expedite further action, you
might get the Intermational Committee's advance reaction to such an

In view of the problems of transportation and timing mentioned
in Mr, Maunoir's letter of 21 December in connection with the Indonesian
offer, we put out a feeler to the Delegation concerning the possibility
of converting the offer to cash, but apparently Burmese foreign exchange
difficulties would not t this, My general impression is that few
countries in this area (including Ceylon and Indonesia) would be able to
convert offers to cash and that it will be necessary to take shipping
delays into account in accepting offers of relief supplies and fitting
them into a later stage of the programme if practicable,

At your request, I saw Mr. Kyaw Min of the Burmese Delegation.
He told me that his Government was considering an offer of a guantity
of riee for assistance to the Hungarian people. He said that a
final decision concerning the offer would probably be taken in the
middle of January. It would be available for use at the Secretary-
General's discretion for relief inside Hungary or for Hungarian
refugees. He asked what the procedure would be for determining
whether the offer would be acceptable.

I told Mre. Kyaw Min that, if he wished, we could inform the
International Committee of the Red Cross confidentially that his
Government was considering such an offer in order to obtain their
preliminary reaction. I stressed however that with regard to such
offers, the International Committee had said that if the gifts
in kind were acceptable they should reach their Vienna address
"as soon as possible", and that in one case the International Committee
had asked whether an offer in kind could be transformed into an offer
in cash. Mre. Kyaw Min said that in view of its foreign currency
problems, he doubted whether this could be done.
