In order to ensure that the actions of UNAMIR vis-d-vis the
Government of Rwanda are based on a proper legal foundation, we sought
the advice of the Legal Office in New York as to whether the privileges and
jmmunities of UNAMIR under the Status of Mission Agreement apply to
contractors and their staff. A copy of the response from the Legal Office is
attached for your information.

In view of that response, UNAMIR will, for the meantime, not bein a
position to continue applying the provisions of the Status of Mission
Agreement to protect Contractors and their staff when they get into legal
difficulties with the Government, as we have done in the past, if the
Government objects.

You may wish to inform the UNAMIR Contractors of the above. Should
they consider this position to be contrary to any provision of their contracts
with UNAMIR, they should draw that to our attention so that remedial
measures could be taken. .
