It 
was for this reason that we aw~it your suggested amendments to provide 
the 36 months still needed for Posts .AE-01, AF-01. and AG-01. We 
readily see 10 months available from Post C-01 and 6 months from L- 01 
since both posts are now filled by IMF and could possibly reduce, for 
the present, the Secretary posts W-01 and X-01 to provide the other, 
20 months.
