SUBJAECT : Issue of orders to (ommanders in the Field

Referenee joint cable n® KA 116 sent to Kamina. I have received
a personal signal from Col Hederen which says :

"Re KA 116 regarding relationship to ANC.

In Para 3 is pointed out that Dorsinvilids cable supersedes

all previocus ones regarding relationship to Kesongo Niembo.

The cable ought to have been sent to me a® well as it concerms
me to a great extent. Eye hed in this case previously received
orders from FC to guard Kesongo Niembo's house. FC then ought
to annul this order. The annulment of wilitary orders normally
goes to the umit concerned and not to civilian authorities.”

I am inclined to sgree with Col Hederen's statement in the last
sentence. This is why I have always stressed the need for military
matters to be dealt with purely from & military point of view. The
system whereby Jjoint cables are sent to Commanders in the field is not
an idezl one. I have no objection to joint cabies being sent to New
York but I must stress that the correct procedure is for any instructions
to be passed on to militery commanders in the field to be done through
the Force Commander, thus making sure that such instructions are received
by the commanders concerned.

The instance quoted in Col Hederen's signal is an example of where
deviating from correct military procedures is likely to create confusion.
I have checked and confirmed that the previous Force Commander did in
fact send a cable to him guaranteeing Kasongo Niembo's safety, and since
such @ signal was sent by the Foroe Commander a&ny annulment must be sent
by the Force Commander and not by the Officer-in-Charge through a civilian
to the commander in the field.

Difficulties with 20 ANC Bn

20 ANC Bn is considered to be a serious problem to
ONUC in that they act without prior consultation or
warning to ONUC HQ,. Two main points discussed were the
confiscation by 20 ANC Bn of vehicles of military pattern
and the setting up of road blocks.

a. Confiscation of wvehicles

20 ANC Bn apparently on orders from ANC HQ in
Leo confiscated a large number of military
pattern vehicles from civilians, particularly
large farms in the sector. This brought about
the need of ANC for transport and the fact that
captured vehicles in Sector Kamina have not yet
been turned over to ANC (some of these captured
vehicles are presently being used by ONUC),
Another very important aspect of this question

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ig that farms need these vehicles in order
to operate.

b. Setting up of road blocks by ANC

Apparently 20 ANC sets up road blocks in
Kaminaville region and collect fees from
those who have to go through. (The fact
that charges are being levied still has
to be confirmed). However, they do not
put any restriction on movement of UN
personnel.

These two points bring about a very serious
problem of Command and control within the

Sector which has an adverse effect on UN who
cannot do anything about this sort of thing.

N.B. TForce Commander said he would take
up the gquestion with lMir. DPorsinville.

The fact that captured vehicles should be
turned over to ANC as soon as possible was
mentioned by Force Commander.

Air Base Control

About 15 men will be required to keep the Air Base
in operaticn (Technical personnel).

Base protection

Mr. Postwa mentioned that in order to retain the
Congolese employees and guard vital installations, it
would be imperative to retain at least one reinforced
Coy on the Base. Otherwise most of the employees would
simply quit and it would be impossible to operate. He
mentioned that there are about 5,000 Congolese living in
the Bagse area. (It must be noted that the Base area
covers an approximate area of 500 square kilometers).
Mr. Postma will make a formal request to ONUC HQ Leo.

SUBJECT: The situation at Kamina.

I. In the past few we ks I have watched with interest and concern
the gradual deterioration of relations between ONUC and ANC in the
Kamina area.

2. This situation has, I am informed, been caused by the attitude
of the ONUC Commander there towards the ANC, particularly towards
Major Demole the CO 20 Bn ANC,

3. From what the ANC have t0ld me, I would quote one expression of

opinion "he treats us like dirt because he thinks we are dirt and
does not hide his thoughts".

4, Some time ago I was told by the C of S to tell the ANC that they
would receive four to six M.8 armoured cars from the Swedish Bn at
Kamina. I passed this on to the C of S ANC who in turn told Major
Demole., In due course Major Demole reported that obviously the CO
Kamina had no intention of handing over these cars and that he had
stated that if he were forced to hand them over, he would first
render them useless,

5 This report may be a strange coincidence but it is exactly what
CO Kamina told our C of S that he wanted to do. {See signal from
Hed®en Secret COS 568 - 22 JUL 63).

6. Our C of S then told CC Kamina to hand the cars over in their
present condition. So far and this is over a week ago, the CO
Kamina has not done this.,

T As a result of this delay, HQ ANC received from Major Demole a

request for permission to enter Kamina Base and take these wvehicles,
if necessary by force, I advised the C of S ANC to send a reply to

Major Demole forbidding him from taking any action except as ordered
by HQ ANC, This has been dome.

8. However there is such a strain on relations at Kamina at present
and such an obvious display of antagenism towards the ANC that I
honestly am afraid thet unless quick action is taken, we may be faced
with a disasterous sitwation and possibly shooting.

9. I therefore recommend that

a. OC Kamina Base be ordered at once by you to hand over to the
ANC the M.8 Armoured Cars.

b. That these vehicles be handed over in the present
reconditioned state.

c. That no cannabilation take place of any of the vehicles
or equipment to be handed over to ANC,

d. That the Commander Kamina be reminded at once that the ANC
are our allies and our equals and are to be treated as such,

€. That the ANC Officers be treated with respect due to thedir
rank and status by all concerned,

f. That CO Kamina Base be made aware of the distinct possibility
of armed clash between the Swedish Bn and 20 Bn ANC, unless

quick action is taken to repair the already sagging relations
between the two.

o That CO Kamina Base be made to realise that the letter
which he wrote to Major Demole was almost bordering on insult.
(Copy of this letter is held by Chief Mil Info).

h. That CO Kamina be made aware that a copy of this letter is
now at HQ ANC where it is revédwed with complete disgust and
considered to be unworthy of one senior officer writing to
another,

so that trouble that appears inevitable may be averted at

Fror PG XAT ARZA was renorted that wmost of the cars in the Ztionian
brigade were off road. I then suggesited that I send down some help from
the swedish workshop at Kamina at first hand to repair the swedish APCis,
which was greatfully agreed to., I then talked to the GOC. At my surprise
I was told that GOC at his last visit to Leopoldville was informed that
I did not want to cooperate with KAT AREA, I find this information pe-
markable. I have never rejected any cooperation with KAT ARBA, at the
coutrary, I have tried to bring about the best possible cooperation with
both militarr and civilian authorities. GOC was very content with the
cooperation that hes been established and for me it was disappointing

to hear this oninion from Leopoldwyille.

and zg he probably will accuse O¥UC for bad cooperation I wish to inform

about what has been going on since the 20U, bn arrived at Kaminaville.

The battalion arrived with a company completely unannounced. The only
information received was that a liaison officer was coming to Kamina.
Therefore the recention was kind of hard. -

The battalion is under direct command of the ANC HQ in Albertville, I
have no right of command over it, The activity i1s to be grounded on co-
opcration. For our part this has been that we have organized briefings
that take place every week, when we give and receive various informa-
tions. We have also worked out rules for the behaviour, The patrol ac-—
tivity is based only on mixed patrols. This is an agreement fully accep-
ted by the 2C. bn., In its whole the patrol activity has been satisfying.

But soon afterwards the 20, bn wanted to act on its own. They then took
an armoured car that had been captured earlier during the combats and
that earlier belonged ito Kasongo liiembo's battalion. This armoured car
was filled with ANC soldiers and then driven back and forth through the
streets in Xaminaville. The car was still marked with the Katangese
signs and on the sides was nainted Hasongo Niembo's battalion. I told
the battalion commander how very unpsychological this behaviour was. The
vopulation thought it was conguerors who had come to Kaminaville. At the
parade June 30 it ended with this car full of ANC soldiers under enthu-
siastic cheering passed by the tribune of honour where the district
commissary and ¥Kasongo Niembo received the parade. liow this car is broke
and cannot be used any more.

Ae to the arms search a detailed program proposal was worked out at the
HQ Sector Kamina. This was discussed with the commander of the 2C. bn
who agreed fully to everything. It was then decided that I should direct
this operation with units frem 13, and 2C, AXC bn and from 2C., Swedish
bn., In spite of this =greement personnel from the 2C, AlC bn started
their own search that was, however, stopped. Also AIC paitrols went after
the search was over into some houses 2nd behaved according to informa+
tions improverly. A couple of days lazter the commander of the 20. bn
made 2 speech in front of the policestation in Kaminaville and accused
0iiUC for meddling in Congo's in‘ernal business. He is said also to have
mentioned that he was going to start a search in the villages where CNUC
shall not take part. The result is that zeople are frightened and a sori
of "flight" from the town hans been reported.

A couple of days ago there was an incident in a2 restaurant in towm where
2 narty from Albertville, part of Ilunga Prosver's suit, were asked to
leave some tables in the restaurant as they were occupied. At the inter—
mezzo then arising the hotelowner called the Swedish detachment for help.
This was of course wrong, he should have called the police. The Swedish
detachnent was told there was a fight at the restaurant but when the
natrol arrived and maw what it really was they returned immediately. It

should be mentioned though that 2t a later moment ANC soldiers forced




the hotelowner by threat to give them his shilled beer.

At the airfield the 20, bn had, without consultation, started to search
passangers and cargoe at the arriving airplances. As the battalioncommander
had no permission from any authority to do this he was told to stop it.
He promised this but did not keep his promise. I therefore stopped the
search.

“hen the general visited Haminaville the 2C. bn had not been notified
about his arrival. He had a talk with the battalion commander and as I
can understand the battalion coumancer has given accusations about CHLC,
When the general left the airfield I talked a ccuple of minutes with him
but he did not want to bring up any viital cuestions. But he said that
CLUC was here at the request of ths Congolese Governmont and not to pro-
tect the european people in Kaminaville., I find it most surprising that
a general is able to say such things without having heard both parts in
auestion, “Tow he had only had informationg from the 20, bu. The genaral
alsc thought we use our armoured cars too much. With armoured cars he
meant our armoured transport vehicles. I explained to him that these
vehicles are normal transnort vehicles for the Zwedish platon and are
not to be taken as armoured cars.

I am and will alwaeys ve willihg to cooperation but I insist upon the other
part acting as per agreement. Like now when I have tried to get the 20, bn
to follow an agreement already mude, 10 De accused for bad cooperatfion

prove a very bad perception anl I think that a generzl should clear out the
matter before he accuses OIUC for bad cooneration.

General,

The arrival of the ANC-battalion has increased the amount of work on the
Logistics side of HQ Sector C up to a level where the work cannot any

more be properly fulfilled. HQ Seoctor 'C' consists entirely of members

of the Swedish Bn staff and the work of the Base Logistics Officer is done
by a captain who is also the only Logistics Officer of the Swedish Bn and
who now also has to act as Administrative/Logistics Adviser to the ANC Bn.
When it was dedided that the 2nd ANC Bn should be transferred to Kamina
Base, HQ ONUC lLeo requested Commander Sector 'C' to "detail out of your own
gsources a French-—speaking officer at the rank of major to take care of the
Administrative/Logistics problems of the Special Bn and who is also capable
to - when necessary - act as tactical adviser to the Bn-commander®. To
this request Commander Sector 'C' could only answer that as no such officer
existed within his sources a Swedish French-speaking captain had temporarily
been assigned to the Special Bn as Liaison Cfficer to HQ Sector 'C'.

The request for a French-speaking officer to take care of the Logistics/

In view of these circumstances, it would be
greatly appreciated if you would issue instructions to all ANC
Units in that general area to institute inguiries among local
people with a view to eliciting information about the missing
pilot and aircrafﬁ)and reporting it to the nearest UN Authorities.

I should also be grateful if the ANC and through them
local people could be encouraged to render all possible assistance to
the pilot, should he be lucky enough to have survived the crash and

be found alive.

CFF had been placed on detached duty at
Kamina Alr Base {0 carry out any special recce missions as
required by the Army Commander and in addition, a stand-by
gearch and rescue role for the fighter squadrons,

2. It would appear from the evidence on hand that on

25 August CFF was ordered by Col Hansson/Col Floden of Kamina
Air Base to return to Leo where Transair would complete an
engine change. CFF departed Kamina snd arrived Leoc late in

the evening of 25 August without any information reaching the
Chief Air Transport Officer or the duty operations controller
on shift. Additionally, Transair was not aware that CFF was
proceeding to Leo on that date. On Monday, 27 August, Mr.Larsen
of Transeir informed the Chief Adir Transport Officer that the
aircraft was undergoing an engine change and that he expected
the aircraft to be ready for air tests on Tuesday, 28 August.

is hired by the Swedish airforee and conseguently under order of
colonel Hansson/colonel Floden, It was on their instruction the
aircraft left Kamina for Leoc and back to Kamina,

However, in this particular case the alrcraft was positioned te
Leo in order to change the right engine, a work which undertook
three days. We were not advised in advance about the departure
from Kamina and consequently we here in Leo were not in the
position to offer any load for U.N. Whilst the aircraft was on
ground in Leo Air Operations were informed every day about the
pogition and they were also wverbally told that the aircraft was
due to go back on Tuesday last.

On Tuesday morning we were advised from Kamina that Colonel Han-
sson wanted the aircraft back as soon as possible in order to
make a flight from Kamina to Goma. We then immediately called
Air Operations H.Q. and Movement Control, N'Djili, asking whether
some load was avallable for Kemina., From both parties concerned
we received a negative reply and the aircraft took off empty from
Leo to Kamina. We gre fully aware of the fact that the aircraft
was rushed out of Leo and due to the time 1limit it must have been
impossibhle to take any load unless it was ready at the airport.

Hoping thet the above clearifies any problems in this matter we

The revised Command and Control setfup
of Sector 'A including MANONO, is to
be intimated.

The Air Base Comdr at oVILLE has stated
that all other air detachments in the
Congo are still in receipt of food
allowancesg. I1f so 1t is recommended
that the air detachment at EVILLE
continue to draw this allowance.
Alternatively sultable arrangements
can be made for café service at the
airport to cater for such personnel.

An early decision is requested.

PX supplies at EVILLE, particularly
clgarettes, beer and soft drinks,
continue to be in short supply. If
arrangements cannot be made to supply
these from LEO, the possibility of
obtaining stocks in Rhodesia and
flying them to EVILLE should be con-
gidered.

Cigarettes, beer and soft drinks are
also in short supply in KAMINA.

There are approximately 1800 military
personnel at the base and one beecr
per day per man is a safe planning
figure. The arrival of the Congolese
contingent has added to the problem.

Under existing instructions. EVILLE is
to have a GS resgerve of one month. So
far no GS reserve is available and
even 15 days maintenance stock hag also
been depleted. Action should be taken
to arrange for at least 15 days
maintenance stock and 15 days reserve.
Recent experience has proved that surface
means of communication from Rhodesia are
not dependable. Hence there is no
alternative but to resort to air supply-

On 12 Aug a patrol consisting of 2 APC§ and 1 jeep went to the roadbarrier
placed there by the gendarmerie on the base boundary-rocad Sungu lowga
intersection. This point is some 9 miles (as the crow flies) NE of Kamlna
Air Port. It was found that a segond roadblock had been constructed 200
yards on the gendarmerie side of the first barrier. A letter was found
nailed to the first roadbleck, which is quoted in extenso!

"Pear ONUC!

You are hereby told that it is strictly forbidden for us to see
you pass this barrier. You have already repaired the bridge, and this is
within your authority because it is in your part of our region.

Tou may not go longer than the bridge with your patrols, If you do before we
have got a message about reconciliation from Elisabethville, it will no
doubt mean war. You are entitled to come here if you get this message and
in such case we might celebrate it in some way

Signed: not eligible

The roadblock was then removed and a passable gate was substitued with the
following message nailed on: :

"Dear Sirs we thank youl for your kind letter. We are just a Police Force

aimed to survey the safety of the inhabitants of the Congo. The police do-no#
make war. Your barrier hags been removed because it is distmrbing the free
flow of ordinary trafric. We will inform Kasengo Hiembo about this. o
Yours sincerely: T. Lange, laj Chief of Staff. -

In case of an emergency, the Inf Gp with a
troop of armoured cars or the Inf Bn can easily defend the
airfield and the vital installations of the base till such time
as reinforcements arrive from E'VILLE in 2-3 hours, or LEC
within 4 to 5 hours.

He
would open up the bridge at Bukama, either by negotiation
or force if necessary. Having joined up with the Irish at
Luena, the whole column would move by road to Elisabethvillgq.
Both the Base Commander and the Base Administrator are in ‘
agreement with this. The Force Commander's decision is
reauired on this point for onward transmission to Kamina
Base.

(b) Irish detachment at Kitule

There ore at present 40 Irish personnel guarding b*
the power installation at XKitule, and they have been there 3 Q*f?‘ :
for nine days now. The local vopulation have made it guite lﬁt*‘
plain that they are not prepared to accept the relief of et ¢

Apparently it was Arectis
Comdt. Gill who had gone up in & helicopter to see the Irish

(d) Demonstration rgeinst the Base by local population

It is understood that the desire was to collect
gsome 50,000 local people and order them to proceed to the
Base, where they would squat on the airfield. Evidently,
yesterday afternoon, only 2,000 volunteers could be got
together, and the demonstration was therefore called off.
Tshombé was approached and denied any kmowledge of the demon-
stration having been called off. Last night, the main entrance
to the Base from Kaminaville was blocked and three Irish
armoured cars under the command of Capt. W t stood watch.
Capt. Wright steted that even if the demonstra¥ion materialized
along the pattern followed in Hlisabethville, i.e., women and
children leading, he would not hesitate in opening fire.
The Base Commander, in his attempt to build up bvetter relations
with the local people, has ordered his troops to move about
in the Base unarmed when off duty.

Reference Mr. Ahmed's memorandum of 19 April 1961 re
logistical and other problems at Kamina Base, I wish to
state the following.

1. dr. Ahmed is correct in stating that I requested on
29 March that steps be taken to get Kamina Base back to
a state of readiness which would permit of the placing
of the Indian Brigade there.

2. On 6 April I was informed by the Force Commander that , .
due to negotiations going on in relation to Matadi that . -
we would probably have to keep the Indian Badsediserrhere
in order to strengthen our hand in the negotiations.
Therefore, I informed lr. Ahmed that it would be necessary
to go ahead with the accommodation arrangement for the
Brigade at 17th Street which had been stopped. Neverthe-
less, I suggested that any arrangements made about Kamina
should still go ahead as there might be a requirement at
anytime for its use. For example, Mr. Ahmed stated that

he had requested Swedish technicians for the Base and I
understand that 14 of thosehave in fact arrived here in Léo
yesterday (19 April).

3. From the éth of April to the 11th of April, I asked

each day for a firm decision about the location of the
Indian Brigade but due to the situation in both Katanga

and Léopoldville, it was not possible to get it. Mean-
while, from Staff checks it was apparent that the placing

of 4,200 troops,.at Kamina was not logistically possible.
Finally, in a conversation between the Force Com-
mander and Brigadier Rikhye, the matter came to a head and

a decision was urgently required. The Force Commander

made it clesar that it was not possible to locate a

Brigade at Kamina due to the logistical problem, but that

it was the place he thought the Brigade should be located
from the operational point of view. 3Brigadier Rikhye stated
that this was his view and also that of the Secretary-General.
The Force Commander requested that every assistance would be
required to overcome the logistical problems involved.

4. On the evening of 12 April, I left Léo for Kamina and
did not return to Léo until the evening of the 13th.
Therefore, I could not have discussed the point with

Mr. Ahmed on this date as suggested in his paragraph 4.

I did, however, on or about the 10th of the month suggest

to Mr. Ahmed that the Camp on 17th Street should go ahead
irrespective of whether the Indian Brigade was being
located there or in Kamina. The reason being that we have

a constant requirement for billeting at Léo. Much of the
villa-type accommodation is unsuitable and has been condemned
by the Senior Medical Staff Officer. I cannot understand
how lMr. Ahmed could construe this last point as meaning that
the Brigade would be located here. I did inform him of the
possibility of one Battalion being left here at 17th Street.

5. At the meeting on the 17th, Mr. Ahmed was informed that
the logistical problem would be reduced somewhat by leaving
one Battalion group plus some elements of the Indian Brigade
HQ at Léo. This would mean that instead of having 4,200
troops placed at Kamina, there would be a requirement for
2,700. This was to be a temporary arrangement only. At

this meeting it was also cleared that the guestion of rations
and POL was capable of solution by an airlift, but that the
guestion of water, housing, latrine facilities and cooking
house facilities still remained and were in urgent need of
solution. Under the circumstances, I think that all possible
arrangements were made as quickly as firm decisions could be
made. And even when such decisions were not forthcoming, we
went ahead with whatever work could be undertaken both at Léo
and Kamina without undue waste of money.

Custody of Stores at Kamina and Kitona

I have received an insistent request from the Base
Administrator that a proper procedure be established for the
handing over of stores when one unit takes over from another
at short notice. He also reports quite a substantial loss
of UN property.

There was no proper handover at Kitona when the Indonesians
took over from the Sudanese, and I believe there was none at
Kamina hetween the Irish and the Indians when the former were
transferred to Elisabethville.

The situation at Kamina and Kitona differs from that
obtaining elsewhere in the Congo in thel "combat" troops are
in charge of stores which they do not take with them when
they are moved in the normal course of operations. I suggest
that the provisions of Logistics Standing Operating Procedure
No. 6 should apply to replacement of one unit by another at
elther of the bases.

While I appreciate that, for operational reasons, moves
must sometimes be made at short notice, I think that, in view
of the considerable value 0f the stores, we should ensure that
a proper handover takes place. You will remember that the
transfer of the Indian Supply Composite Platoon and the Pakistan
Transport Coy were delayed to ensure a proper handover to the
Irish.

As an alternative, perhaps it would be possible for a small
ordnance party, which would not be subject to moves at short
notice, to take the stores on charge. At each base, the party
would be small because, at Kitona, the volume of stores is less
than at Kamina and, at Kamina, the Engineering Battalion will be
in charge of the Engineering stores anyway and the vehicle spares
will be in the charge of the Ordnance VWorkshop team. The Air
Wing will be responsible for the airfield stores. At Kapina,
the main classes of stores would be:-

Hygiene
Quartermaster Stores
Welfare
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It might also be necessary to take medical stores on
charge as I think the Pharmacist's other duties prevent him
maintaining proper stock records.

I would be grateful if one of the recently-established
Ordnance Inspection teams could be sent to Kamina to make an
overall report on the system of stores custody and inventory

control. It would also be useful if the same thing could be
done at Kitona.

On 5 December I submitted a report to the Special
hepresentative after a two-montha' on the spot study of
the possibilities and potentimlities of the Kamina Bese
with reference to the requirements of the United Natlons
in Congo. The then Base Commander, Colonel V,P.Roy, wae
ascociated with this study. I quote for your information
an extract from paras 20 of the above report which repre-

sents the essence of the recommendations made by me at
that time:

"the Base Administrator would like to make it
perfectly clear that in his view, Kamina Base
is entirely unsuitable for any United Nations
purposes whatever, The Secretary-General has
said that the Base is unsuitable for use as &
civilian treining centre; in the Base Admini-
strator's view it is equally unsuitable as a

base for United Rations military operations
in the Congo."

2. 1t wes on the basis of the zbove report that
the Spee¢ial Representative recommended to the Seoretary-
General that the Bause should be placed under custodial
maintenance, He arrived at this conclusion after full
consultation with General Rikhye. This recommendation,

as you are aware, was accepted by the Secretary-General
towards the end of December,

A meeting was held this morning with senior military
officers at Headquarters and Brigadier Raja to consider the
problems goncerning the supply and sup;ort of the Indian
Srigade at Kemina,

2. 4bout 2,000 troops belonging to the Indisan Brigade
have so far arrived at Kamina and by tomorrow evening this
number ¥will grow to abous 3,000, On the azsumption that one
Bn of the Brigsde which is at present in lLecpoldville will
not move $0 Kamina immediately the meeting conaidered the
suppiy and support of a total of 4,000 Indian peraonnel at
Hamina for the present.

3. The Kemins Base was bullt by the Belgians as an
air base and not as a military base. As a result, although
the Base can accom:odate a foree of 2500 the accommodation
available for military troops is limited to a miximum of
1000, The rest of the accommodation consisis of villas and
bachelors' quarters which can be used for asccommodating air
personnel but not military txroops.

4, Towards the end of last year action was initiated
t0 place the Base on custodisl mesintenance and by the end of
larch the furniture, equipment and miscellaneocus stores of
the Base were reduced to conform to the requirements of one
Bn only which, under eonditions of custodial maintenance,
was considered to be sufficient for the security of the Base.
The plan followed for ocutting down the United Netions commiy=
ments at the Bese was o olose one segtor of the Base (lumwe
area) except for the airport andi the essential aneiliary
facilities required therefor ani to concentrate the bdulk of
the Bn, its supply, ordnance and transport opsrations $o the
Kalunga seotor of the Base,

5« The location of 4,000 personnel of the Indian
rigade at Kemina raises the following problems:

(a) only a maximum ofsbout 1,000 troops qan be
accommodated in barracks whieh are provided with kischen,
nessing and senitery facilities, The remaining 3,000
troops will have to be put up in tents as the available
villas at the Base will be unsuitable for accommodating
them quite apart from the fact that all the furniture
and fixtures of the villas have already been removed
and returned to the Belgieans. The Indian Brigade has
not brought with it sufficient tentage for accommodating
2,000 troops but the additional tente needed ogn be
ordered and flown to Kamina in about a two weeks'
period. Facilities for cooking and meassing will have
to be provided at the Base for which the necessary
squipment has to be procured to meke up the deficienches
in the equipment slready avallable with the Indlan
Arigade. The bulilding of the Offigers' mess in the
Tumwe area ¢an be reopensd but it has no equipment
whatsoever either for cooking or for aseating, all of
which will have to he procured;

(b) the water supply in the Lumwe ares of the

Bass had heen presenting problems to the Belgians even
before the United Nations tock over the Base from them
early in September, It is bellieved thut the water
mains in this area, which were lald in the firest year
of the construction of the Base, are worn out and arek
leaking at numerous points. It is not pomssible to
locate the lenkages as the s6il is sandy and the water
percolates dovnwards. The United Nations maintenance
expert, Mr, LeBlanc, who visited the Base recently and
examined its facilities told wus that if it became
negessery for the United Natlons to use the Lumwe area
of the Dase again all water pipes in the area should

be replaced by new ones which will cost approximately
480,000, Under these ciroumstapces only a small number
of Indian troops can be logceted in the Lumwe area,
lowever the concentration of the majoridty of the troops
in the Kalunga area might also coreate prodlems of water
supply =8 the Kalunga area was also not built $0 mee$
the requirements of such a large personnel. Additional
gsanitetion and sewage disposal facilities will also huvse



to be provided to meet the needs of some 3,000 troops
which will have %0 be put up in tents in the open arsas
of the Base. Under the present conditions the under-
taking of any comstruction work at the Base would present
very serious problems. All construction material
required for the purpose would have t0 be fleowm to
Kemine because of the blockade of rall and road by the
Katangese authorities., In any case it would take at
least two months before the minimum facilities reguired
for the stationing of the Brigade could be provided at
the Base,

6. After taking into account the eatimsted alr trunsport
requirements for supplying food, aviation gasoline, ordnanee
etc, to meet the requlrements of the Indisn Brigsde the
meeting came %o the conclusion that the United Nations aiyx
fleet would be able to cope with thcir rtquﬁrnatntag !&uivnr,
the twoe factors concerning sggommodation and ) :
mentioned above constitute very ntriaul obatgeles to the
maintenance of the Indian Brigade at Xamine and therefore
call for recomsideration of the dsecision to make use of the
Kamina Base for the stationing of the Indian Brigade,
