The mission
will alsoseek to establish permanent contacts and lines of communication in
the field of assistance to Namibia, between the Specialized Agencies and
the United Nations Council for Namibia which is the legal authorityl/
established by the United Nations to administer Namibia until the territory
accedes to genuine national independence.
One amongst many projects which the mission will seek to discuss with
the Specialized Agencies, is the concept of the Nationhood Programme for Namibia.
In resolution A/31/153, the United Nations General Assembly called upon
the Specialized Agencies to co-operate with the United Nations Council for
Namibia in the planning and implementation of a Nationhood Programme for
Namibia.
On a broader political level, the mission of the Council will also
explore ways and whereby the Specialized Agencies could contribute tothe
efforts of the Council to frustrate South Africa in her attempts to
deceive the international ¢ommunity by establishing a puppet régime in Namibia
and parade it for international recognition.
The question of South Africa's uncontrolled exploitation of uranium
in Namibia and its development of a uranium enrichment process for purposes of
her ambition to becom® a nuclear power, is an issue which the mission of
the Council will discuss with the appropriate agency. This is particularly important
in the light of the fact that South Africa has refused to sign the

Nuclear Non-Proliferation Treaty.

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UNITED NATIONS DEVELOPMENT PROGRAMME (IPF for Namibia)

Originally, the United Nations Development Programme (UNDP) established
an IPF figure at $1,000,000 for the year 1975-1976 for Namibia. However, only
$500,000 of this amount was actually given to the Institute during the period
(the unutilized balance of $500,000 was to be carried forward). Subsequently,
the IPF figure for the period 1977-1981 was established at $4.75 million, thus
assuring the availability of $5.25 million during the second UNDP Programme
cycle.

The project for Assistance to the Institute for Wamibia (NAM/T6/003) was
signed in June 1976 and was to be financed partly from the 1975-1976 IPF eand
partly from the second cycle IPF of $4.75 million. The Institute project is
briefly described below:

The Namibia Health and Education Centre (NIEC) is situated in the
Western Province of Zambia. The NHEC is run by SWAPO, in agreement with
the Government of Zambia, to accommecdate Namibians who have fled their
country. A large group of these are young children who are of school age.

The Centre consists of a school catering for primary. secondary, adult
and other educational activities, and a health eclinic run by a Namibian
Docter with supporting nursing staff.

"The number is constantly growing necessitating the expansion of the
Centre and the reorientation of the training programme in line with the
aspiration of the Namibian people. SWAPO administration at the Centre is
successfully co-operating in the execution of project SWP/75/001, "Educational
Assistance to SWAPQ" and SWP/75/002, "Health Assistance to SWAPO".
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UNITED NATIOHS EDUCATIONAL, SCIENTIFIC AND CULTURAL ORGANIZATION

The Director of the United Nations Institute for Namibia has been given
UNESCO's assurances that provision will be made in the 1977-1976 budget of
UNESCO to cover the Institute's requirements for Library and Archives. A
preliminary request has been made by UNESCO to UNDP for this project, which
is estimated at $200,000, to be financed from the UNDP 1977-1981 IPF for
Namibia.

At the request of SWAPO, UNESCO has decided to expand the SWAPO Education
Programme by the establishment of a Nemibia Secondary Vocational School at =a
cost of approximately $552,750, to be financed from the current UNDP IPF for
Namibie. The details of this project are expected to be worked out between
SWAFO on the one haud, and UHDBSCO and UNDP on the other hand. UNESCO is
expected to be the executing agency for this project, when it becomes operative.

The position in regard to assistance from UNHCR is as follows:

i) Over the years, the work of this Office on behalf of
Namibians, has been closely coordinated with the Council for Namibia,
the Office of the Commissicner for Namibia, the Organization of African
Unity, SVWAPC and, naturally, the Governments of the countries vhere
Namibians have arrived., This is reflected fully in the annual reports
submitted by the High Commissioner to the General Assembly, end in
other relevant documents prepared for the United Nations.

11)  Between 1971-1976, sssistance from UNHCR has been provided,
pfincipaiiy, Tor tlejfullov1n purposes:

(&) Primary and lower secondary education (under an
arrangement between UNHCR and the United Nations Educational
and Training Programme for Southern Africa (UNETPSA), the
latter provides help for education at higher levels);

(v) Local settlement, including rural settlement, in
eourbries: such #s: Botsvans and Zanbla (e.g. the Maheba
settlement in the latter);

(¢) Supplementary assistance, in the form of food, clothing,
temporary accommodation , rent subsidies, subsistence allowances
and medical care, (Individual Namibians living on the SWAPO-farm
near Lusaka have also benefitted from such help).

111)  Between 1971-1976, assistance from funds available to UNHCR
has been as follows: 1971 - $9,630, 1972 - $18,600, 1973 - $50, 852
1974 - $15,416, 2975 - $98,800, 1976 - $216,201, i.e., some $409,508

iv) For 1977, UNHCR has presently budgeted $270,000, for various
types of assistance +to Namibians, inter alia, in Angola, Botswana,
Cameroon, Chzna, Nigeria, Sierra leone and Zambia, The largest groups
are in Angola (some 4,200 persons) and in Zambia (some 3,500 persons).
This $270,000 is for needs already identified: but it may well be
necessary to increase funds for supplementary assistance as further
needs becoms known. Further, UNHCR is presently examining a SWAPO
request for medicines and medical equipment for a hospital in Angola,
for which precise costing is being undertaken, but which could involve
an outlay of over $300,000.

v) As regards the Namibia Institute in Lusaka, based on relevant
General Asserbly resolutions, UNHCR made a contribution of $10,000,
Further, stuvdents at the Institute may benefit, with the agreement cf the
Director of the Institute, from the overall UNHCR supplementary assistance
project for Zambila, A UNHCR staff-member, Mrs. Demmer-Thornberry, who
was formerly UVHCR Fepresentative in Lusaka, serves on the Senate of the
Institute, ensuring close and continuing cooperation,




UNITED NATIONS CHILDREN'S FUND

Support to SWAPQ in Zambia

In close co-operation with the Liberation Committee of the OAU and with
the approval of the Government of Zambia, the United Nations Children's Fund
(UNICEF) started in 1976 a humanitarian assistance programme for Namibian
children and mothers living in Zambia. The present project costs US$92,000
vhich is funded from a special contribution of the Government of New Zealand.
The project aims at providing various drugs for mothers and children (US $52,000)
and also at assisting in the establishment of a Health Center (US $40,000).The
project is being implemented at present. There is also close co-ordination
with UNDP and WHO. UNICEF has an office in Lusaka which is following this
project. '

Support to SWAPO in Angola

-

The UNICEF Representative in Luanda has, in consultation with the SWAPO
Representative in Angols,prepared a project for assistance to approximately
T,000 mothers and children originating from Namibia and presently residing
in Angola, some in the reception center of Jamba and others dispersed over
the country. UNICEF is requested to provide: drugs, vaccines and medical
equipment, sanitation supplies, support to the training of Namibian health
workers; nutritious food supplements and agricultural tools; kitchen eguip-
ment, blankets and clothing; equipment for children's schooling end a consul-
tant for teacher training:; and transport for health and welfare services
.including the cost of their operaticn. The cost of this proposed assistance
is estimated at $500,000. The project is presented to the UNICEF Executive
Board, meeting in Manila during May 1977 for its 1977 Annual Session, for
approval. The Government of the Federal Republic of Germasny plans to make a
special contribution of $120,000 for this purpose, subject to parliamentary
approval,

INTERNATIONAL LABOUR CRGANISATION

The International Labour Organization (IL0) has chown interest in
developing co-operation with the United Nations Institute for Namibia,
especially in the area of Manpower Surveys - a research project to be car-
ried out by the Institute.

"The ILO has offered interneship or fellowship for specialization in
labour relations to SWAPO and indicated that training facilities could be
made available through ILO Regional Programmes. .

WORLD BANK

The World Bank has been in touch with the management of the UN Institute
for Namibia at Lusaka, with a view to exploring ways of providing assistance
to train Namibians in economiec management and technical fields, including
the training of teachers of the Namibia Institute at the World Bank's Economic
Development Institute. One of the Assistant Directors of the Institute is pgoing
to visit the World Bank Ileadquarters very soon to discuss the details of the Bank's
offer.
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INTERNATIONAL ATOMIC ENERGY AGENCY

The International Atomic Energy Agency (IAEA) is a very specialized and
technical organization. Tts programmes, including an international safeguards
system, deal only with the peaceful uses of atomic energy. Within this narrow
purview and because of its exceptional position, the IAEA has not yet received
any specific technical requests for providing assistance to Namibia or to the
Namibian Institute in Lusaka.

UNITED NATIONS EDUCATIONAL AND TRATNING PROGRAMME FOR SOUTIHERN AFRICA

- Namibians continue to be eligible for assistance from UNETPSA. In 1976,
163 Nemibians received assistance from UNETPSA.

The Trust Fund programme provides legal, relief and educational assistance
to Namibians through established programmes of assistance within the United
Nations system or through Voluntary Organisations engaged in providing assistance
to the victims of apartheid and racial discrimination in South Africa, Namibia
and Southern Rhodesia.
