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We the people of Yemen, assume that your honorable council is acting in 
good faith in its honorable function of preserving and protecting the world 
peace and security and making its resolution in accordance with purposes 
and principles of the UN Charter and we assume a also that your honorable 
council is not 11 authorized to intervene in matters which are essentially 
within the domestic jurisdiction of any state 11 and is not bias in making its 
resolutions under sub- Article (7) of Article (2) of ih Chapter. 

That is what we assume your excellency, but we were disappointed when 
your honorable Council made its resolution No. (2140) of 2014 and No. 
(2216) of 2016 to the contrary of sub article (7) of Article (2) of the Charter 
against Ali Abdullah Saleh and his son Ahmed , Abudulmalik Al Hothi, 
Abu Ali Al Hakim and Abdul khailq Al Hothi. 

And we were thinking that you honorable Council will not issue any 
resolution or take any action· against our country or any of its notional and 
political leaders or public figure under the excuse of threatening the world 
Pease and security unless the alleged threat situation existence has been 
actually existed in accordance with Article No. (33) of the Charter. Instead 
of conducting the investigation and Contrary to Article (33) of the Charter, 
your honorable Council made his resolution No.(2140) 2014 and (2216) 
2015 against the Leader Ali Abdullah Saleh the former president of the 
Republic and the head of the People's General Conference, his son the 
Ambassador Ahmed Ali Abdullah Saleh, Abdulmalik AI Hothi the Leader 
of Ansar Allah Movement, Abu Ali Al Hakim and Abdul Khalik Al Hothi 
by banning their freedom of travel and freezing their banks accounts all of 
that without having a single evidence of threat or endangering the world 
Pease and security which legally means your both previously mentioned 
resolution are contradicting Articles (33,34) of the UN Charter and bias and 
baseless. FILED 
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In addition to that, your honorable Council had breached Article (33) of the 
Charter when it did not advice or call the disputed local parties to 
negotiation, mediation, conciliation, judicial solutions or any other official 
means according to that Article which means to the peoples of Yemen that 
your honorable Council was exaggerating in being bias against our country 
which led your honorable Council to violate Article (36) of the Charter by 
taking the side of our enemy the Saudi regime. 

As you are aware, your honorable Council made his two resolution against 
those political leaders without determining what kind of threat and to what 
extent was the alleged threat which is necessary required for a rational 
decision. 

Despite the fact that your honorable Council had imposed sanctions on 
those political leaders and public figures by seizing their assets and banned 
their freedom of travel, the honorable Council in its two resolutions called 
upon all parties to resume the dialogue process of political transition in 
accordance with GCC Initiative and the results of the National Dialogue. 

Which means that your honorable Council is recognizing that Ali Abdullah 
Saleh the former president of the Republic and the elected political leader of 
the People's General Conference is a principal factor in any political 
transition process. 

It is evidently clear and undeniable that Ali Abdullah Saleh and his son 
Ahmed were the factual peacemakers when he signed the GCC Initiative 
while he was in full political and military power and without his approval 
and signing the initiative to preserve the peace in his country and in the 
regwn. 

Also his son Ahmed as the commander of the Republic Guards the striking 
power had been quite and very brave in preserving peace and security in 
Yemen and the region when the terrorism crime of detonating the Mosque 
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of the presidential palace had been committed killing and injuring more 
than 200 hundreds unarmed military and civilian state officials including his 
father the president of the Republic who went in a coma without using the 
military force against the criminals the political opposition whom by 
committing their crime made a real threat to the national and regional peace 
and security. That means neither Ali Abdullah Saleh nor his son Ahmed in 
their lifetime of public work had never have a violent intention rather than a 
threat of regional or world peace and security. However, and contrary to 
those facts your honorable Council issued the Resolution No. (2140) 2014 
stating that the situation in Yemen constitutes a threat to the international 
peace and security in the region. Therefore the honorable Council decided 
to act under ih charter that is why your honorable Council decided in sub 
Articles (11, 15) of the resolution (2140) 2014 to ban those political leaders 
and figures from traveling and to seize their assets and formed a committee 
according Article No. (19) of that resolution to execute the sanctions against 
them which was not just and was contradicting Article No. (1) of The 
purposes of The UN concerning The UN commitment of justice and 
International Law in addition to its commitment to apply all of ih chapter in 
a good faith and not to violate any of its provisions such as Articles 
(33,34,36,39) which all of them had been breached by your honorable 
Council as it was previously stated and by being bias against our country 
and in the favor of our traditional backward enemy the Saudi primitive 
regime. 

It is worthy to mention that banning those political leaders from travel had 
exceeded them to their grand children and their relatives. 

The Resolution No. (2140) was issued as a result of the Saudi Regime 
pressure or influence on your honorable Council to impose sanctions on the 
leader Ali Abdullah Saleh and his son Ahmed who rejected the Saudi offer 
to leave the country with his son Ahmed which means that the Saudis 
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imposed those sanctions on those leaders through your honorable Council. 
Then the Saudis waged the war with pre-paid allies without any denouncing 
or condemning from your honorable Council or at least a presidential 
declaration against the illegitimate war on Yemeni peoples and the country 
as a founding member state. 

Despite the fact that your honorable Council is bound to its obligations 
stated in Articles (1-1) , (2-1 ,2,3,4, 7) and (24-1 ,2) of the Charter the 
honorable Council issued the Resolution No. (2216) 2015 in a very shame 
violation to all those provisions of the Charter which was actually blessing 
the Saudi aggression and mass killing on Yemen our country had been 
destroyed our people had been killed and injured in thousands, our country 
had been seized and blocked our, air, sea and land and more and more of 
what is your honorable is aware of without saying no or enough. 

The Resolution No. (2216) 2015 had legitimized the aggression. 

Those two Resolutions will not be forgotten and will be a very black spot in 
the UNSC history and will be remembered as a shameful Resolution 
Although your honorable Council had imposed the sanctions stated in sub­
Articles (11 , 15) of Article (19) of the Resolution (2140) 2014, it called 
upon all parties including those leaders which the sanctions were imposed 
on them " to resume the political transition process " as the principal two 
parties in peace and political transition. 

Your excellency and the honorable Council are aware that both Ali 
Abdullah Saleh the former president of the Republic and the leader of the 
People's General Conference and Abdulmalik Al Hothi the leader of Ansar 
Allah movement did not deserve to be sanctioned by any means since they 
are backed by the Yemeni people's in defending the country against the 
Saudi primitive aggressor and its allies transaction process. 
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Now you excellency, Once Ali Abdullah Saleh is the leader of Peoples 
General Conference and Abdulmalik Al Hothi had already accepted the 
resolution No. (2216) 2015 and became the most significant peace players 
in the dialogue which is taking place in Kuwait in good will and in good 
faith, it will be the right time for your honorable Council to left those 
sanctions stated in sub- Articles (11 , 15) of Article (19) of the Resolution 
No. (2140) 2014 to let the parties reach peace and political transaction 
settlement taking in your account that the resolution (2140) 2014 had stated 
in its provision (24) that the measures in (11 , 15) will be backed, modified, 
suspended or lifted. Lifting those sanctions will accelerate the peace and 
political transaction taking place in Kuwait and it will be lifting unfairness 
from those leaders who subjected to those sanctions. 

The efforts of your honorable Council of lifting those sanctions will be very 
mush honored and appreciated by the Yemeni people. 

Thank you and we wish you the best of success in preserving the world 
peace and security.
