SUBJECT: MEETING WITH MR. MURATOVIC AND AMBASSADOR SACIRBEY 

l. Please refer to your MSC 821 on the above subject. 
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2. We have the following comments to offer on the question of 

the recruitment of local personnel referred to in paragraph 6 of 

the note on the meeting with Mr. Muratovic and Ambassador 

sacirbey. This issue was first raised by the representative of 

the BH Government during the negotiations on the Status of Forces 

Agreement. 

3. The BH Government proposed in this connection that a quota 

system be established for the recruitment of such personnel so 

that each ethnic group would be represented roughly in proportion 

to the demographic composition of 8H. We indicated that this was 

not possible under United Nations personnel policy which was 

based on the Charter of the United Nations and the United Nations 

staff regulations. At the same time, we assured them that we 
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would see that recruitment procedures were applied which would 

ensure, through advertisement of vacancies and testing of 

candidates, that there was for each vacancy a number of 

candidates from ~hich the best qualified one would be selected. 

The application of such procedures would thus indirectly respond 

to their concern 1-1ith regard to the representation of the 

different ethnic groups in UNPROFOR's local personnel in BH. 

Our Administration has assured us that the above-mentioned 

procedures are being consistently applied in BH.

1. BIHAC POCKET: 

The situation along the internal 
confrontation line will remain unstable with an increasing level 
of military activity. Abdic may try to force Dudakovic to face 
two fronts at the same time. However, it is assessed that neither 
Abdic's forces nor 5th Corps have the capability to launch a 
significant attack. On the external confrontation line, the 
situation is expected to remain active with BSA artillery used 
against civilian targets. 

2. NORTHERN BOSNIA: 

The situation will remain relatively stable. 
There will continue to be reports of shelling in the Doboj­
Gradacac area. It is also likely that the situation might flare 
up in the Olovo-Vares area, especially after the cease fire 
agreement in Dastansko and if the Serbs are provoked by BIH. 

In the longer term, the situation in the 
Posavina corridor will have to be monitored carefully in the wake 
of the New Federation agreement between BIH and HVO and the 
possibility of a joint offensive from Northern Bosnia pushing 
north and from the Orasje Pocket against the south. Besides, the 
village of Brcko is of vital importance to BIH all the more since 
it is a major river port and a former Moslem city.

3. EASTERN BOSNIA: 

Although the BSA have penetrated the neutral 
zone between Srebrenica and Zepa, an imminent offensive of either 
the Serbs or the Moslems is unlikely. BSA' s aim is to keep 
control of the area mainly because they do not want the two 
pockets to be linked. BIH are trying to secure the movements 
through the neutral zone. There is a lot of trade between 
Srebrenica and Zepa, and a number of soldiers from Zepa belong 
to the Srebrenica BIH Brigade. 

4. SECTOR SARAJEVO: 

The peace process is making progress and the 
cease fire is likely to hold. The main objective is to restore 
freedom of movement for civilians as much as possible. However, 
even if the peace process seems unlikely to be stopped, the 
actions of extremists and especially those of snipers might well 
hamper it.

MEMORANDUM 

Subject: MAGLAY POCKET 

GENERAL 

... . . . . . . . . . 

1. There are about 100,000 people in the pocket, with some 
40,000 around the town of Maglaj (20,000 in the town itself 
and 20,000 in the area) and some 60,000 around Tesanj. The 
pocket was created in July of 93 when the HVO effectively 
changed sides at the local level and began to cooperate with 
the BSA Forces in the area. The BSA\HVO cooperation cut off 
the pocket area from the rest of the BiH Forces South of the 
pocket area. 

2. The military situation in the Maglaj is complicated 
even by Bosnian terms. The BiH controls roughly the Southern 
two thirds of the pocket ( four Brigades). The HVO has forces 
in the North of the pocket ( one Battalion) . The area between 
the pocket and BiH controlled territory to the South was 
controlled by a joint BSA\HVO force that formed a joint HQ 
for this reason following the fighting in the area in July 
93. The HVO had four Brigades in this area. They had 
cooperated with the BSA by allowing them to transit the area 
with troops etc. The BSA has forces to the East and West of 
the pocket. To the West, centred North and South on Teslic 
are three Brigades, to the East there are two Brigades. 

3. The UNMO's had not been able to establish a presence 
in the Maglay pocket area. They currently report that there 
is no need to open an office in Maglay as they can patrol 
the area from the existing office in Zepce. 



HUMANITARIAN SITUATION 

4. The UNHCR were unable to deliver aid into the area 
since 25 October 93 (Maglaj) and 10 December 93 (Tesanj). 
Their convoys were turned back by either Bosnian Croats or 
Bosnian Serbs. There have been airdrops, but the success of 
these has not been measurable due to the lack of UNPROFOR 
personnel in the area. 

5. UNHCR field officers were in Maglay on 15 January 94. 
They stated that the humanitarian situation was 
''dramatic''. 

6. The reports now being received as a resu lt of the UN 
personnel now in the area suggest that Tesnj is only 
slightly damaged as compared to Maglaj itself. There no 
reports of ethnic cleansing being carried out in either 
town. The population in rega~gs to food and clothing was 
stated to be ''not to bad''· As was earlier assessed, the 
situation in the pocket had been exaggerated by the BiH 
radio and BiH representatives. There are , however, 
seriously wounded people (120-150) in the Tesanj hospital. 
The UNHCR already has a list stating specific requirements 
in medical goods. 

CEASE FIRE 23 FEBRUARY 94 

7. The cease fire severely soured relations between the 
BSA and the HVO. This cooperation that had kept the pocket 
isolated had now evaporated and the BSA began to take steps 
to ensure that the isolation remained. 

MILITARY ACTIVITIES 

8. The HVO reported that their Main Supply Road {MSR) from 
the Maglaj pocket has been cut off (17\18 March). It is 
worth noting that the HVO probably does not want, or does 
not want to admit, that this road could be kept open. By 
doing so, it would then be evident that they could have 
allowed the UNHCR into the area after their cooperation with 
the BSA felt apart. 

9. Various sources have reported a steady build up of BSA 
troops West of the Maglay pocket on a line running from 
Teslic to Novi Shere. Total numbers of weapons and troops 
are not know, but a reasonable estimate based on all sources 
would suggest 100 heavy weapons, including at least 10 
tanks. 

10. There was a meeting between BiH and HVO Commanders to 
discuss permission of the HVO to allow BiH troops to transit 
through HVO controlled territory. If there was an agreement 
reached, then the BiH troops would be able to move through 
Zepce area into Zavidovici. The discussions also included 
ideas on how to attack through BSA lines and into Maglaj 
itself in order to relieve the isolation of the pocket. Both 



the BiH and the HVO have stated that they will cooperate in 
the plan to attack the BSA. 

11. The 20 March the BSA was completely withdrawing from 
the Southern part of Maglaj. The HVO is now occupying some 
of the former BSA trench works along the former BSA\BiH CL. 
A UNHCR convoy moved the same day from Zepce to Maglaj. 

12. Neither the BiH or the HVO are capable of matching the 
strength of the BSA in this area. Even combined, their 
strength would be lacking. 

ASSESSMENT 

13. The BSA troops and weapons withdrawn from Novi Shere 
may be remaining nearby so as to isolate the pocket again 
if the situation changes again. There remains a considerable 
BSA presence both East and West of the pocket despite the 
withdrawal from around the MSR\Novi Shere area. The BSA 
might also move some troops i~to the area of Bujogno where 
the BiH is pressuring the BSA' held town of Donji Vakuf or 
to the general area of Doboj and Gradac. 

FORCE COMMANDER COMMENTS 

14. At the present time, there are 16 liaison and 
monitoring officers in the Maglaj pocket and they will 
remain there until further notice. 

15. While initial reports are that the humanitarian 
situation may not be as bad as previously thought, the 
opening of the pocket to humanitarian aid is a major 
breakthrough and BH Commander will continue to develop and 
secure a route into Maglaj. It would appear that we may now 
have unimpeded access and that any discussion on the use of 
force has been overtaken by events. In any case, it has not 
and will not be UNPROFOR's intention to use force to gain 
entrance. 

16. General Rose has six pre-conditions to the 
establishment of Maglaj as a safe area: 

a. the availability of sufficient UNPROFOR troops for 
the task (1500); 
b. full consent by all involved parties; 
c. a guarantee of unimpeded access to the pocket , 
including air corridors; 
d. UN control of all checkpoints; 
e. an agreement to a peace accord in the area; and 
f. agreement for convoy movement to be achieved 
through notification rather than negotiation. 

The Force Commander is in full agreement with this 
proposal . He state d that UNPROFOR is developing a certain 
momentum, particulary in BH, and it would be unwise to 
squander this momentum by taking on unachievable tasks. 

17. The military situation in the Maglaj area appears to 
be changing favourably and should have a resultant positive 



effect on the humanitarian situation. Accordingl y, the Force 
Commander thinks that safe area discussions with respect to 
Maglaj may be premature. From a military point of view, he 
believes that the situation should be allowed to evolve in 
its present favourable direction. 

18. Mr Akashi is in complete agreement with this point of 
view.

Subject: HVO KONJIC POCKET 

GENERAL 

1. The pocket located South West of Konjic (also referred 
to as the Ljubina Pocket) was formed after BiH successful 
offensive in Central BH in September 93. It is high ground 
located in the area of Zabrde-Turija-Zaslivje (6 to 4 Km) and is 
a key position from which to control Mostar-Sarajevo MSR. It also 
has the electric power line that runs from Jablanica to Sarajevo 
( a 400 KV and a 220 KV line). There is also a large transformer 
station in the area. This is the only 400 KV line running 
North\South through Central Bosnia. There is also an ammunition 
factory in good condition in the pocket. 

2. There are 150 villagers and about 700 HVO troops in the 
pocket. Their situation is assessed as being desperate and they 
all want to leave the pocket. 

3. As of September 93, the situation was stable with the 
status quo acceptable to all sides. Following the ceasefire 
agreement between BiH and HVO the BSA has probably stopped from 
supplying food and ammunition to the HVO as they had been doing. 
As a result of the new situation, the HVO Commander is now afraid 
that his Force could come under attack from both BSA and\or BiH. 

4. The HVO Commander after discussions with the BiH 
Commander has the following request to UNPROFOR: 

a. the territory is put under UNPROFOR control; 
b. the HVO soldiers are evacuated by UNPROFOR; 
c. artillery is either destroyed or handed over to 

UNPROFOR; 
d. possibility (sic) of keeping personal weapons. 

UNPROFOR may be faced with the evacuation of some 850 
personnel if all the troops and villagers are to be evacuated.

ASSESSMENT 

5. The pocket is a key terrain feature that controls some 
main lines of communication in Central BH. It is of high interest 
for the BiH and the BSA. 

6. If the HVO were to evacuate the pocket, both BSA and 
BiH will try to occupy it immediately, using force if necessary. 
Neither the BSA or the BiH could tolerate this pocket being held 
by the other side. 

7. The Mostar area is one of great sensiti vity to the 
entire BiH\HVO cease fire process. This small pocket has the 
potential to be''flashpoint'' between forces of the BiH, the HVO 
and the BSA. If the pocket were to be attacked by either the BiH 
or the BSA while it is still held _,by the HVO, all three sides 
would likely become embroiled in combat. 

8. There seems to be a secret agreement between the HVO 
and the BiH on this matter. In effect, the BiH would allow the 
HVO to leave, if in turn the BiH agrees not to occupy the pocket. 
Both parties feel that UN control would be acceptable, but this 
agreement does not include the BSA. 

9. It is assessed that each of the three sides is willing 
to do without control of the pocket, as long as none of the other 
two sides has the opportunity to gain control. As such, UN 
control would eliminate a flashpoint that would have potential 
to have all three warring factions involved over control of this 
piece of very important key terrain. There is a possibility that 
fighting, while localised to at the start, may spread. 

10. The HVO pocket in Konjic remains a serious issue and 
BH Command assesses that the HVO Commander is quite serious about 
leaving the area and will do soon. The vacuum than created will 
encourage both BiH and BSA to move into the area. 

CURRENT ACTION 

11. One Company has been asked to move to the area to set 
up a series of checkpoints around the HVO area. The Company will 
not, of course, have any authority to use force to hold the area 
against the BSA or the BiH should they decide to attack the area.

Meeting with Mr. Muratovic of the BiH Foreign Ministry 
and Ambassador sacirbey

1. Mr. Muracovic and Ambassador Sacirbey met with Messrs. 
Tharoor and Schmitz to discuss follow up action in response to 
security Council resolution 900 (1994). 

2. Mr. Muratovic expressed his Government~ disappointment that 
the Special Coordinator for Sarajevo had not yet been appointed. 
Ambassador Sacirbey repeated hie earlier point that his 
Government would like to be consulted in the process of selecting 
a suitable candidate. He emphasized the importance of the 
Sp1:1cial coordinator and indicated that his Government had far 
reaching plans in the context of the reconstruction of Sarajevo. 
Mr. Muratovic would be in the United States until 31 March and 
would like to meet with the Special Coordinator if one were 
appointed before his departure, since Mr. Muratovic would be 
acting as his counterpart in Sarajevo. 

3. With regard to the trust fund to be established by the 
Secretary-General, Ambassador Sacirbey pointed out that it should 
be clearly identifiable and that hie Government would like to be 
kept informed ae to its balance and the way moneys were going to 
be di9bursed. He was advised to seek an appointment with the 
c~ntroller, Mr. Takasu, to obtain information on this matter. 

4. In response to· Ambassador Sacirbey's enquiry as to the 
status of the Turkish troop offer, Mr. Tharoor said that the 
matter was under very active consideration. If the Secretary­
General agreed to the offer, the Council would also have to give 
its consent to including Turkey among the UNPROFOR troop 
contributors. In this context, Ambassador Sacirbey pointed out 
that his Government would welcome troop offers from Greece aa 
well. 

5. Mr. Muratovic expressed the interest of his Government to 
provide personnel for both the United Nations Secretariat as well 
as field miaaione. He was advised that personnel offers from 
under-represent~Q..,.Etountries would be considered as a matter of 
priority and thrt:z'staff from Bosnia and Herzegovina would be 
welcomed in peace-keeping operations except UNPROFOR. 

6. Mr. Muratovic reiterated hie concern raised in the meeting 
with Mr. Akaehi in Sarajevo in January regarding the recruitment 
of local staff in UNPROFOR and the imbalance between Bosnian 
Serbs and Bosniacs in this respect. 
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7 . Ambassador Sacirbey took the opportunity to mention that 
Pr esident Izetbegovic, at his meeting with President Clinton, had 
~~p reesed his Government's appreciation for the way General Sir

March. 199-t Its principal elements are as follows. 

The Sides agree with the provisions of the draft Memorandum of the 

UNPROFOR Headquarters on the resumption of the activities of the 

·' Tuzla airport. 

The Sides proceed from the understanding that the number of , 

humanitarian flights to Tuzla will be increasing gradually starting from l to 

2 airplanes per day. 

The Bosnian Serb Side is ready to participate in the work of the 

Liaison Committee and can delegate to the Committee no less than 10 of 
its liaison officers during each tour of duty on the basis of daily rotation.

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The Russian Side is ready to participate significantly in the 

established international monitoring to ensure the non-military use of the 

airport and to send its observers to monitor the unloading of the cargos. 
Both Sides will be guided in their actions by provisions of the 

relevant Security Council resolutions related to the delivery of 
humanitarian aid. 

So, we are implementing the initiative which goes at the same 
direction as the first scenario laid down in your letter to the President of 

the Security Council, of 28 January, 1994 i.e. achieving progress through 
negotiations and the consent of the parties to the conflict. In doing so 
Russia acts in the spirit of the relevant Security Council resolutions and 
fully takes into account the responsibility of the United Nations for a 
settlement in the former Yugoslavia. 

We are sure that this development wm contribute to increasing the 

chances to achieve peace in Bosnia. Propitious opportunities are being 

created for reaching an agreement on the Tuzla airport in order to place it 
under strict UNPROFOR control. 

The positive experience, gained in Sarajevo, is beginning to extend 10 

other safe zones in Bosnia and Herzegovina. All of us are getting closer to 

a peaceful settlement which would be acceptable for all the panies to the 
conflict".

We welcome effons to finally open Tuzla airpon for flights to relieve the humanitarian 
siruation in that region and throughout our Republic. We also recognize the potential 
posjtive role that the Russian Federation can contribute in bringing a broader peace to the 
Republic of Boonia and Herzegovina. 

We, however, would like to inquire what arc the tenns for the opening of Tuzla airport; 
who has negotiated these terms; and what role will the Russian Federation have in this 
project. We fully acknowledge the commitment by UN forces to insure the types of goods 
that may be transP,<?ned through Tuzla airport and we pledge ow- cooperation. On the 
other hand, we will not feel bound to any understanding resuJting from bilateral 
discussions between the Riwsian Federation and an occupying force in our country, a 
sovereign state of the United Nations whose tenitoriaJ integrity is threatened. 

May I request your kind assistance in circulating this letter. under agenda time 42, as a 
document of the General Assembly and of the Security Council.

Words that. have been heard for a longer 
period from senior officials in Serbia and Montenegro, openly confirming that 
Muslims and Serbs can not leave together in Bosnia and Hercegovina open new 
dilemma among the Muslims whether it refers also to these parts. More and more 
Muslims are thinking over a mass removal of Muslims from Sanjak. Here should be 
mentioned that many Muslim experts have been dismissed from their posts, · many 
streets and schools' names have been changed. There is no higher school or university 
in Sanjak. The Muslims want to leave with other people in these parts together and 
-on the principle of equality of their rights and thus no question on coexistence they 

· . put or ask, but the question is whether other peoples in this country wish the same 
and under what conditions. · 

I would like to remind you that migrations of Muslim people last from 1912, when 
Sanjak had been devided between Serbia and Montenegro in the Balkan Wars; 
Today, more Sanjak Muslims live in Turkey than here in Sanjak, and there is a saying 
that one had to go somewhere. In the former Yugoslavia Muslims had a constitutional 
status to be one of the Yugoslav nations. Today, in the Federal Yugoslavia when it is 
being spoken about peoples it is exclusively spoken about Serbs, Montenegrins . . 
Hungarians and Albanians re treated as minorities. The Muslims are never even 
mentioned, except that they are more and more mentioned as a religious group.

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Therefore, I would like to stress it here that Muslims are people and unseparable part 
of Muslim people in Bosnia and Hercegovina. 

Alongside with events in Sanjak Montenegrin and Serbian police carry out searches 
of Muslim houses searching for weapons. Where a rifle is found a person is accused 
that he wanted to create "Republic of Sanjakn, as if somebody could have started a 
war against so powerful military techniques, stationed in this region. Muslim leaders 
and Muslim institutions are constantly being presented as very dangerous and the · 
war-mongering propaganda presents Muslims of Sanjak, persistently as fanatics and 

· Djihadians, trying to justify the policy, which is authorities are applying here. The 
Sanjak: Committee for Protection of Human Rights and Freedoms possesses large 
number documents from 1991 to now on different forms of violation of human rights 
and freedoms, about which we have timely informed domestic and foreign 
institutions. We had not very much of help · and understanding. Representatives of 
humanitarian and other institutions who were comming to Sanjak could see on their 
own situation of human rights and freedoms in Sanjak. 

, Main problem of Sanjak is not the weapons found ~mong the Muslims but in security 
.and equality of this people. I would like . to point out that Muslims make only 3.14 
percent of the entire population in Federal Republic of Yugoslavia and it is absurd to 
persuade anybody that they make a danger in this state. 

Therefore please, within the framework of your competencies, take situation in 
Sanjakunder your consideration and influence on the authorities the police torture to 

· be stopped and Muslims to be guaranteed all citizen's and national rights in 
, accordance with the UN Charter and the Hague Declaration, to be truly applied. 

Finally, we request the CSCE Mission to be returned in Sanjak, which would also 
... , help the tensions to calmed down and a start of democratic dialogue in atmosphere of 

. peace and tolerance.

1. At 0315 there was a report by nn UNMO team of a convoy of 7 tanks moving North 
from BP 8057. However this sighting was never corroborated and Sector Sarajevo had 
insufficient troops to react quickly to the incident. 

2. Although the UNMO irld reference was incorrect it was possible that some tanks 
moved from the repair plant at Hadzici. We cannot confirm their whereabouts, though ifthere 
were tanks, it is unlikely they are now within the exclusion zone. ~

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SUBJECT: MY VISIT TO MOSTAR 
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UNPROFOR 
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1. I had very useful visits to Mos ar, Tuzla and Vitez on~~ 
February and 1 March. I bel · eve my vieite may ha ,:e 
contributed to normalising the ituation in BiH after the 
NATO shooting down of four Serb airplanes on 28 February . 
(I talked to Dr. Karadzic on the phone from East Mostar on 
28 February, who assured me that he Bosnian Serbs were n0t. 
"dramatizing" the incident.) Please find below the 
highlights of my visit. 

Mostar 

2. In East Mostar, I met with the ocal authorilies, Lhe key 
figures amonget them beings. Kl ric (President of th~ Wuz 
Presidency of the Municipality of Mostar), S. Orucevic 
(President of the SDA party in ostar) and Gen. Drekovic 
(Commander of BiH Army IV Corpe). They appealed to me to 
assist them in improving the iving conditions .i.n Ea.SL 
Moetar, which I found to be ind ed appalling : we need tel 
restore water and power urgentl, as well as continue t~ 
provide them with humanitarian a sistance. The authoriti~e 
emphasized that the solution t the Mostar problem was 
crucial to the overall peace bet en the Muslims and Croats 
in BiH, and that any administr tion of Mostar should be 
based on the principles that 1) MostaL- should l.ie an upen 
and unified city, and 2) Mostar should be an integral and 
constituent part of Dill. The also insisted that an 
international commission be esta lished to investigate the 
war crimes and human rights v olations during the wn.l' 
between Muslims and Croats, a d that the criminals be 
brought to justice.

3. In West Mostar, I met with the B snian Croat autho 1: iti€a 
represented by Dr. Prlic (Prime Minister of "Croatian 
Republic of Herceg-Boenia 11 ) and M . Bender (Speaker of tte 
Bosnian Croat Assembly) and oth rs. While WA did no l 
discuss the latest Washington talk, I noted their d i stinc t 
reference to ''Croatian Republic f Herceg-Bosnia and i t:s 
capital Mostar". They stated tha they fully support the 
current Sarajevo cease-fire, and that they would c ompl y 
with the Delic/Roso agreement. r. Prlic registered hi.~ 
concern over the possible BiH roop movements out of 
Sarajevo towards Central Bosnia to fight against the 
Bosnian Croats. He stated th t while Bosnian Croats 
support peace, they need to hav . a II stable peace" . I 
emphasized the importance of aintaining the curren t 
positive momentum with cooperatio from the parties. 

4. Dr. Prlic (like Dr. Karadzic on th phone) was par t icular ly 
concerned about the recent pres reports regarding th ·:? 
possible change of procedures for clearing convoys in BiH, 
and asserted that there would be n obstructions created by 
HVO against humanitarian convoys. r, together with Lhe 
Special Envoy of UNHCR Mr. M ris, welcomed his new 
guarantee for unimpeded convo passage through HVO ·· 
controlled areas, and informed im that, while we lwped 
that the current convoy clear'ng procedures would b~ 
simplified given the new gua antees for freedom of 
movement, we were not changing th procedures unilaterally. 

Tuzla 

5. In Tuzla, I met with the BiH auth rities, key figures bein9 
Mr. Beslagic (Mayor of Tuzla), Mr. Kulenovic (newly 
appointed Minister for Tuzla egion) and Gen . Sadlc 
( Commander of BiH Army 2 Corps) . BiH Army has aln~ad y 
started the withdrawal 0£ its tro pa from Tuzla airport, i. u 
preparation for the handing over f facilities to UNPROFOR. 
I reiterated our determination to open the airport for 
humanitarian flights, but inform d them that there were no 
fixed dates. The authorities st ted that the n~gotiations 
on steps towards the opening oft e airport were handled by 
the central government, but aaeur d me that the local views 
were fully incorporated. In thi context, the authorit ies 
registered their objection to he placement of Liai8o n 
Off ice rs from the parties at t e airport, (we had be en 
informed by the central governme t previously), while they 
did not state their objection t the Russian troops as a 
part of UNFROFOR presence at the airport. I took note o f 
th i s, and said that we would odi fy the p r ev i ous Ai de 
Memoire so as to make it more ac eptable to both sides . 

6. On the humanitarian situation i the region, Mr. Beslagic 
stated that they have survived the winter without maj o r 
disasters. However, he emph sized the importance o f 
continuing efforts by UNHCR and o her humanitarian agenc i es

ICFY: CO-CHAIRMEN'S VISIT TO ZAGREB - 23 FEBRUARY 1994 

SUMMARY 

1. Co-Chairmen discuss way forward in Bosnia with Akashi and 
Annan. Akashi keen to build on current positive momentum, but 
worried that unrealistic demands will be placed on UNPROFOR 
without any strengthening of their resources and undue 
emphasis attached to repeating the "Sarajevo approach" 
elsewhere. All agreed on importance of avoiding the de facto 
division of Sarajevo. Akashi concerned about international 
pressure to reopen Tuzla airport. Akashi interested in idea 
of EU administration of Mostar beginning before overall 
settlement if conditions right. Lord Owen believes this 
question should be considered urgently by the EU. 

DETAIL 

2. As part of their regular series of meetings, the Co­
Chairmen visited Zagreb on 23 February to meet UN Special 
Representative Akashi. Their visit coincided with that of 
Under-Secretary Annan, who participated in their meeting. 

3. Akashi outlined his general strategy of building on the 
current positive momentum. This would first involve 
solidifying peace in Sarajevo, establishing freedom of 
movement, improving infrastructure and normalising life. 
UNPROFOR would then try to get ceasefires in other safe areas 
and in areas such as Mostar, and move on to more global 
arrangements such as the general Croat/Muslim ceasefire which 
was negotiated at the time of our meeting by Delic and Roso at 
Pleso airport. (Akashi, when informed by telephone that the 
parties might be tempted to leave without reaching a result, 
showed the resoluteness of his character by telling Cot's 
staff to "move the beds in". Later an agreement was reached.) 

Akashi emphasised the importance he attached to frequent 
meetings with the Co-Chairmen in order to ensure that the 
global ICFY approach coincided with the ground up approach 
being pursued by UNPROFOR. 

4. There was a long discussion about the way forward in 
Sarajevo, and in particular how the UN could avoid being 
trapped in to overseeing a de facto division of the city, 
which was the last thing they or the Co-Chairmen wanted. De 
Mello, who had just come from Sarajevo, described the 
situation on the ground, emphasising that the siege had not 
yet been lifted - check points were still in place. Lord Owen 
pointed out that as they were talking there was a debate in 
the Security Council as to whether there should be a political 
figure as Administrator or an official as Coordinator, which 
reflected in part the American wish not to close the option on 
a deal with the Serbs which would avoid the need for a UN 
administration of Sarajevo. The general consensus was that 



introducing UN administration as soon as possible offered the 
best chance of ensuring that the confrontation line did not 
become a permanent "green line'', and this did not foreclose 
the option of the Serbs agreeing to give up significant parts 
of Sarajevo, though no one thought this likely, and that the 
exclusion zone as at present in place suited the Serbs. It 
would take a figure as administrator with real political clout 
and access to resources, if the Serbs were to be cajoled into 
bringing down the barricades and genuinely opening up the 
city. Appointing a technician, however well qualified, to 
coordinate the restoration of power, water, and other elements 
of normal life (on which a lot of progress had in any case 
been made, according to Akashi) might not achieve this. It 
was felt that the Bosnian government who had voiced the 
loudest opposition to a UN Administrator were possibly doing 
so without realising the full consequences. All agreed that 
whatever was agreed by the Security Council, there would have 
to be a very clear understanding of what the UN role in 
Sarajevo would be. Lord Owen feared that Sarajevo could 
become a fifth UNPA following the ~bysmal situation in Croatia 
where the Serbs completely controlied their areas. 

6. Akashi was very worried about the importance being 
attached to opening Tuzla airport on 7 March come what may . 
He had never agreed this date and wanted more time for 
negotiations with the Serbs. The Co-Chairmen noted that 
Russian involvement, such as the 50 airport monitors that had 
been offered by Kozyrev, could sweeten the pill for the Serbs, 
and that Churkin was pursuing a negotiated solution. Annan 
remarked that UNPROFOR had already had difficulties with the 
Bosnian government about the deployment of the 400 Russian 
troops to Sarajevo. 

7. The Co-Chairmen warned Akashi that pressure in the EU and 
NATO and in the wider international community to go ahead with 
reopening Tuzla airport was intense, and would be hard to 
resist. Obviously Mostar, after the ceasefire, was the 
highest priority, but Akashi would have to explain publicly if 
he felt that the opening of Tuzla had to be delayed. Lord 
Owen suggested that it might be possible for EU administra tion 
of Mostar to begin ahead of an overall settlement, if the UN 
thought this appropriate, though he warned that the EU had 
made their offer only in the context of an overall settlement. 

It might be easier to have a political figure accepted as 
administrator in Mostar than in Sarajevo, and establish its 
worth. 

8. There was a brief discussion, before Lord Owen's 
departure to meet the US Ambassador to Croatia, of the 
UNPROFOR mandate which comes up for renewal at the end of 
March. Annan was keen that the associated report to the 
Secretary General should reflect the changing situation, and 
not just portray business as usual. Member states had to face 
up to the fact that peace had a price and that meant more 
troops. Lord Owen warned against expecting more troops and 
noted the importance of maintaining flexibility for deploying 
within the Former Yugoslavia as shown by the ability to 

0 
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rapidly redeploy troops from Croatia to Sarajevo. Annan and 
Akashi agreed, but mentioned that the Russian deployment to 
Sarajevo had initially been opposed by the Krajina Serbs. 

9. Lord Owen deliberately did not see anyone form the 
Croatian government, feeling it wiser to let the US pursue 
their Croat/Muslim initiative without any possible 
misunderstanding or offering the Croats to play the Co­
Chairmen off against the Americans. Lord Owen had a full 
discussion, however, with Ambassador Galbraith. 

10. Lord Owen will be seeing Churkin at the weekend in the UK

H~ insisted, however, that if the BSA was unable 
to providt! a Liaison officer when r, uired, UNPROFOR was to be free to go on patrol 
without one . The patrols would, noneUJeJess, inform BSA HQ of their d!stination. 
irrespectjve of whether or nor they w e escorted hy a H11ison officer. Dr Karadz1c did not 
agree to a proposal from Oeneral Ros to allow some patrols to be conducted by helicopters, 
stating Lhat this method of transport w s too dangerous given the numerous confrontation lines 
that would be: passed and tbe greater ssibility of them being shot down by the Muslim side.

Th.us, there was a need to 
insist on stringent contrQl ln a lim.lt.e number of sites, five or six at the maximum. While 
it was recognized rhat in the proces~ f rcgroupment, the number of sites might be more than 
this, it was essential that the .numbe be reduced in as short a~ time as possible in oider to 
avoid accusatioos of a lack of ~erious e.~~ on the part of the Serbs. UNPROFOR was pleased 
at the cooperation given by the Serbs date andt if more could be done by 20 February, we 
would be willing to go public that e couragi.ng progress towards fulJ compliance had been 
ma.de but thal more time would need o be: given to complete the process. This could not be 
done, however1 unless there was cement on the urgency of making 5Ubstantial and 
demoumable progress before the ex iratton of lhe NATO deadline. If oot, the situation 
wouJd be exploi~ hy those who wi bed ro launch air strikes against Serb positions. 

12. Dr Karadzic concurred with Akashi that the proce1;s should not be suilled by the 
NATO deadline and said that it w ll1e intention of the BSA to attempt to complete its 
regroupment by tllid-night of l 9 Feb ary. He proposed that the number of sites be seven, 
asain excluding Lukavtca.

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1. Seen from Geneva and the negotiating process, the NATO 10 
day immovable deadline dove-tails neatly with the negotiating 
strategy being pursued by Mr Akashi and Generals Cot and Rose 
on the one hand, and Thorvald Stoltenberg and myself on the 
other. I attach a press notice in which we give the history 
of the "Sarajevo first" approach (annex 1). 

2. Paragraph 5 of the NATO Council Declar~Eion is very 
important in terms of the first of the six objectives I set 
out at the FAC on 7 February (annex 2), namely ol>;, holding 
firmly to the EU package, as does the : last paragraph of 
Manfred Woerner's letter to the Secretary General. We also 
now seem on course on the second oµjective of Sarajevo first, 
although the Bosnian Government wi11 need to be kept firmly to 
this. Their so called new proposals for a 17/18 or 4 canton 
solution are not acceptable to Croatian Foreign Minister 
Granic or Karadzic. At today's meeting we will focus on 
confidence building measures in the 15 disputed areas. We 
will also be exploring with Ambassador Redman any new ideas 
the Americans might have. 

3. I am confident that we can hold the Russian Federation on 
board on the basis of the third objective, that airpower is 
being used in an impartial way to protect UN personnel and 
enforce the UN's role. We remain in constant touch with 
Churkin. 

4. Understandably we did not have time to consider my fourth 
objective, EU administration of Mostar, and we may have to 
see if we can move on this ahead of a settlement. I asked 
whether we could consider naming the EU administrator in 
advance of an overall settlement, and involving him or her in 
any preparatory negotiations. I spoke today to Granic, who 
said that for the moment he would prefer to keep a link 
between Mostar and central Bosnia in his negotiations with 
Silajdzic. 

5. The Fifth objective I mentioned was the dialogue with the 
neighbouring states. In the event, Cetin did not come because 
his president wanted him to remain in Turkey during the NATO 
meeting, and so we only had the seven neighbouring states. 
All except Hungary were represented at foreign minister level. 
Jeszensky was detained on Parliamentary business and sent his 
deputy, Janos Herman. We had a very worthwhile meeting with 
only the 9 principals present, no record and no decisions. 

6. Foreign Minister Andreatta explained in some detail the 
Italian-German proposition to the EU over a phased timetable 
for suspending sanctions and the all important difference 
between suspending and lifting. I think that the EU sanctions 
policy can be further refined, first and foremost after 
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consultations with the Americans, but also with the 
involvement of the regional countries, for their support is 
crucial, and they are feeling the pinch. They can a l l accept 
sanctions continuing, but they want to develop the stick and 
carrot concept. Discussion took place over the draft 
document, "The economic consequences of sanctions on the FRY 
and its neighbours" prepared by the ICFY working group on 
economic issues. The seven have been asked to make detailed 
comments on this regarding a reconstruction conference. We 
are considering ways of having a similiar paper produced on 
regional security issues, and I am in touch with t he WEU 
Policy Unit on this. 

7. We all agreed that this meeting of neighbouring and 
Balkan countries was a valuable process and .. 'agreed it should 
be repeated at official level on economic issues or at 
Ministerial or Head of Government level when the· ,t ,i ming was 
right. I will keep in close touch wiJ;:h Foreign Ministers 
Papoulias and Andreatta, and we will keep the EU informed as 
appropriate. ,~ ,· 

Annex 1 

Background to the "Sarajevo First" initiative 

In negotiations during the summer of 1993 it became evident 
to the Co-Chairmen that the Bosnian parties would be unable 
to resolve their conflicting claims in the Sarajevo area 
The proposal for UN administration for a period of two 
years was made by the Co-Chairmen on the basis that, during 
this period, solutions not apparent during war time could 
emerge to provide a long term resolution of the issue. 

August 16th: The parties agree to interim UN 
Administration and accept as part of a draft settlement the 
following: 

11 ••• there shall be established the Sarajevo 
District bounded by the outer boundaries of the 
opstinas (municipalities) of Trnovo, Hadzici, 
Ilidza, Ilijas, Stari Grad and Novo Sarajevo." 

"Sarajevo District shall be governed, for an 
interim period, by a UN Administrator appointed by 
the Secretary General of the United Nations." 

September 20th: In the meeting on board HMS Invincible, 
the parties agree to the following wording on UN 
Administration. 

"The period of UN participation in the governance 
of the Sarajevo district is planned for two years. 
The parties commit themselves to finding a 
permanent solution during this period. The period 
of UN presence can therefore be shortened if so 
recommended by the Presidency, it being understand 



that the participation of the United Nations in the 
governance of that District shall at all times be 
as determined by the Security Council of the United 
Nations." 

NOTE: During these negotiations the parties accepted that 
the proposed Union of Republics of Bosnia & Herzegovina 
would be demilitarised. 

Following the rejection of the Invincible package by the 
Sarajevo Assembly, there were further bilateral 
negotiations regarding Sarajevo between the Bosnian 
government and Bosnian Serb parties including four meetings 
at Sarajevo Airport and a further meeting in Geneva on the 
eve of the 29 November meeting with the Foreign Ministers 
of the European Union. 

30 November and 1 December: The Co-Chairmen continue 
mediating with the parties on the issue of Sarajevo. It 
is again evident that agreement i~ not possible and the Co­
Chairmen seek to confirm acceptance of UN administration of 
Sarajevo for an interim period. This is resisted by the 
Bosnian Serbs. 

December 22 : At a meeting of Foreign Ministers in 
Brussels, the European Union asks the parties to accept UN 
administration of Sarajevo as an element of the European 
Union plan to end the conflict in Bosnia & Herzegovina. 
There is no agreement on a settlement and the Bosnian Serbs 
withdraw their acceptance of UN administration for 
Sarajevo. 

Early January: The Co-Chairmen undertake an intensive round 
of private diplomacy including a meeting, in Belgrade, on 5 
January with President Milosevic and Dr Karadzic at which 
the Bosnian Serbs again accept UN administration for 
Sarajevo. 

19 January: The three parties, meeting in Geneva, agree 
to UN administration of Sarajevo. However there is no 
agreement on an overall settlement. The Co-Chairmen urge 
the Bosnian Serbs to accept immediate implementation of UN 
administration of Sarajevo including demilitarisation and 
lifting the siege of the city. The Bosnian Serbs agree to 
consider the proposal. With no agreement on an overall 
settlement, the parties agree to meet again on 10 February 
to discuss Confidence Building Measures. 

5 February: In consultations in Pale as preparation for 
a Confidence Building Measures meeting later that day at 
Sarajevo Airport, Brigadier General Pellnas of ICFY is told 
by Dr Karadzic that the Bosnian Serbs are ready to enter 
negotiations on a separate peace for Sarajevo in advance of 
an overall settlement. 

6 February: Following the shelling of the marketplace in 
Sarajevo, the Co-Chairmen travel to Zvornik in Bosnia for a 
lengthy meeting with Dr Karadzic confirming Bosnian Serb 



readiness to negotiate UN administration for Sarajevo 
District and demilitarisation.

Objectives

post-Invincible package for a negotiated settement. Namely

MEMORANDUM 
ON DE MELLO'S/ANDREV'S PROPOSAL ON 15 TOWNS 

1 Comments on the proposed seven arrangements 

a) Demilitarisation 

. . . . . . . . . . . . 

The basic question is of course: Will the Serbs and Croats really take their forces away 
from the towns and place their hope on the arbitration-process ? 

Presuming this will be the case, one has to discuss how the demilitarisation 
shall take place. It will most certainly only include the withdrawal of troops from the 
town and not involve taking artillery etc. out of range. 

b) UN presence 

It is doubtful if UNMO and civilian presence is enough to allow the safe return of 
refugees. This question will also depend on how the free access to the towns would be 
guaranteed. To the best of my understanding this will initially require check-points, 
probably along several incoming roads to each town. 

The problems may vary from town to town but could easily call for a force of 
battalion size or at least a reinforced company. My estimate is that we are talking of a 
combination of troops, UNMOs, civil affairs officers and civilian police. 
It would be realistic to count on a need of around 350 soldiers, 20 UNMOs and 50 
civilian police officers for each town, which raises the total figure to somewhere 
around 6000. This would mean a need for 6-7 fresh battalions. 

c) Mixed police force 

I have a great respect for the difficulties involved in this question after my efforts in 
April 1993 to establish a mixed police force in Mostar. The main problem is where the 
administrative power over this force would rest. One is likely to face Muslim demands 
for their own police, working integrated with the Serb/Croat police and a strong 
Serb/Croat demand to be fully in control. 
The question of which law should be applied will probably also be raised. 

d) The safe return of prisoners 

I believe this question to be related to the question of conducting a census. 
First we have the problem with whom is entitled to return ? Provided the 
documentation is available this may not be too difficult to decide. 
The 1991 census should be the base for an agreement. 



Depending on when the proposed census would take place the parties are likely to 
take completely different lines of action: The Bosnian government trying to push 
refugees back and Serbs/Croats trying to delay the return as much as possible before 
the census takes place. 

I fear this census will always be too early or too late. 

The safety of the returning refugees is of course most important in the beginning, when 
even small intimidations could severely frighten them not to come. Thus there may be 
a need for troops as pictured in paragraph a) above. 

e) The free access to the towns 

See para a) above. 

f) Conducting the census 

See para d) above. 

g) The arbitration 

It is not very clear what the aim of the arbitration would be. Is it to determine whether 
a town should belong to and be governed by the Bosnian, Croat or Serb society? Or is 
it merely to decide the rules for the local rule of the town? 

I think this may well be the weakest point in the proposal but it may perhaps 
also create a flexibility when negotiating about the towns. Perhaps some of them 
could be foreseen to be arbitrated as to where to belong and some only as to the local 
balance of power, remaining inside the Serb or Croat society. 

2 Conclusions 

De Mello/ Andreev have taken no further action with regard to their proposal. 
My conclusion would be that it may offer some possibilities for the negotiators 

by providing a chance to delay the solution on certain disputed questions. It could , 
however, also complicate the negotiations by putting a lot of practicalities on the table, 
all of them more or less difficult to agree upon. 

The weakest points are the question of arbitration (by whom, when and on 
what?) and the obvious need for more recources than the proposal anticipates.

As heirs to thirteen centuries of culture and civilization heritage of the Croatian people in 
Western European and Christian culture who constantly opt for peace, who are directed by 
the principles of the United Nations Charter, who respect all Security Council Resolutions, 
we representatives of the Croatian Republic of Herzeg-Bosnia House of Representatives, at 
this critical period of the Croatian people in Bosnia and Herzegovina, promulgate a: 

DECLARATION 

I 

As the single, legitimate legislative authority of the Croatian people in Bosnia and 
Herzegovina with representatives from the ranks of the Croatian people who received 
confidence during the first multi-party democratic elections, the Croatian Republic of Herzeg­
Bosnia House of Representatives has the right and duty to represent and realize their national, 
religious, cultural and economic freedom and independence, to preserve their historical and 
cultural traditions and to realize their statehood. 

We support and continue to support an independent Bosnia and Herzegovina within 
internationally recognized borders as a state of three equal-under-law and statehood peoples. 

The Croatian people and their legal, legitimate representatives in political, legislative and 
executive authorities of the state of Bosnia and Herzegovina expressed their readiness to work 
in state bodies by voting in a referendum that facilitated recognition of the independence of 
a state where they have been living for centuries. The correctness of the position and acts 
by legitimate representatives of the Croatian people in finding a solution to the state crisis 
of Bosnia and Herzegovina was confirmed at international peace negotiations about Bosnia 
and Herzegovina from the very beginning to today. 

II 

Respecting the present situation and relations in Bosnia and Herzegovina, taking into account 
the present world order, realizing and accepting it as a dynamic process, confirming our 
lasting option for peace, we support an immediate end to the war and a political solution to 
the state crisis in Bosnia and Herzegovina founded on the following principles: 

1. The preservation of the state of Bosnia and Herzegovina as an inqependent and 
internationally recognized state is only possible by the consent of each of the three equal­
under-law and statehood peoples /Croatians, Muslims and Serbians/ through the Union of 
Republics of Bosnia and Herzegovina. 

2. The right of the Croatian people in Bosnia and Herzegovina to realize and guarantee 
self-determination, statehood, self-reliance and independence through the Croatian Republic 
of Herzeg-Bosnia in the Union of Republics of Bosnia and Herzegovina and to respect the 
rights of the other two statehood peoples /Serbians and Muslims/ to secure the same based 
on an equal principle. 

1 
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3. Independent of the internal organization of the state, all rights of members of the 
Croatian people in Bosnia and Herzegovina on their entire territory must be assured through 
the Peace Agreement Relating to Bosnia and Herzegovina that is mediated by the 
international community and guarantees the application of the highest international standards 
in the realm of human and political rights while equally requesting the same for the other two 
statehood peoples /Serbians and Muslims/ . We support cultural, religious and national 
autonomy, including local self-rule, for all peoples in each of the three republics. 

4. The Union of Republics of Bosnia and Herzegovina must be organized as a 
democratic and multi-party parliamentary state that assures and guarantees all fundamental 
rights and freedoms to each of its statehood peoples and citizens regardless of national 
membership, religious affiliation, political beliefs, gender and social status. 

5. We guarantee the constant effort and engagement of the entire, legitimate political 
leadership of the Croatian people in Bosnia and Herzegovina to assure all national, cultural, 
economic and human rights for Croatians outside the territory of the Croatian Republic of 
Herzeg-Bosnia on the basis of reciprocity with the other two statehood peoples. 

III 

Mostar is the capital of the Croatian Republic of Herzeg-Bosnia and deserves all the rights 
of a capital city for a sovereign, statehood people as evidenced throughout the civilized 
world. 

Mostar is the political, religious, cultural, historical, economic, intellectual, communications 
and every other center of the Croatian people in the Croatian Republic of Herzeg-Bosnia in 
the Union of Republics of Bosnia and Herzegovina and an indivisible urban whole that must 
be a guarantee for the survival and development of the Croatian people in the Croatian 
Republic of Herzeg-Bosnia. 

IV 

The Croatian people in Bosnia and Herzegovina is the victim of the genocide of Serbian and 
Muslim aggression. Approximately 8,000 Croatian were killed and approximately 25,000 
Croatians were wounded. Areas where Croatians made up a significant portion of the 
population, before the genocide, were ethnically cleansed: Bosanska Posavina (Derventa, 
Bosanski Brod, Odzak:, Modrica and part of Bosanski Samac), Bosanska Krajina (Teslic, 
Kotor Varos, Skender Vakuf and Banja Luka), Kupres, Jajce, Travnik, Konjic, Kakanj, 
Fojnica, Bugojno and Vares. 377 settlements where Croatians made up an absolute or 
relative majority were completely ethnically cleansed, pillaged, burned and destroyed. Up 
to now, 480 slain Croatians are evidenced as a result of massacres against the Croatian 
civilian population from May 1992 to January 1994. There are approximately 13,000 
civilians and 1,900 HVO members in Muslim prisons alone. As much as 350,000 Croatians 
were evicted from their homes. International political factors silently monitor this crime of 
enormous magnitude. Hence, we adamantly request that the European Union and United 
Nations directly influence the end of this tragedy. 
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V 

We support the wholehearted respect of international humanitarian law on the entire territory 
of Bosnia and Herzegovina and call and ask the same from the other two statehood peoples 
/Serbians and Muslims/. We representatives of the Croatian people in the Croatian Republic 
of Herzeg-Bosnia House of Representatives were elected at the first democratic elections and 
passed a Declaration about the Acceptance of Documents for the Protection and Realization 
of Human Rights. 

We absolutely and unconditionally support efforts on all levels and take all necessary 
measures so that humanitarian assistance organized by international and other humanitarian 
organizations can freely and securely reach its desired destination to those in need of 
assistance regardless of national, religious or other membership. 

We call on Croatian Defense Council soldiers to respect all of the regulations of international 
humanitarian and wartime laws. We equally call and ask the engagement of the other two 
statehood peoples /Serbians and Muslims/ in effectively realizing international humanitarian 
laws. 

VI 

As heirs to a proud culture, we are obliged to energetically condemn each forceful act of 
barbarism against the historical and cultural heritage of each of the three statehood peoples 
/Croatians, Serbians and Muslims/ and other peoples in Bosnia and Herzegovina. As an 
expression of a specific people, culture is closely related to that people and simultaneously 
a cosmetic, existential value and asset that a people and individual can not destroy, let alone 
the cultural heritage of another people. We ask that bodies of the Croatian Republic of 
Herzeg-Bosnia Government make all efforts to preserve and protect the historical and cultural 
heritage in areas under its authority. We equally call and ask that the other two statehood 
peoples make efforts to preserve the historical and cultural heritage in areas under their 
control. We call on all international institutions that monitor the protection of world cultural 
heritage to assist in the preservation of historical and cultural heritage of the state of Bosnia 
and Herzegovina. 

VII 

We welcome the establishment and work of the War Crimes Court on the territory of the 
former Yugoslavia. We do not doubt its righteousness and wish for readiness and efficiency 
concerning the adjudication of all crimes. 
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VIII 

Constantly opting for peace, we accept and support the peace initiative and efforts by Dr. 
Franjo Tudjman, President of the Republic of Croatia, to stop the war and establish peace 
in Bosnia and Herzegovina and the Republic of Croatia. 

We welcome the signing of the agreement between the Republic of Croatia and the Federal 
Republic of Yugoslavia /Serbia and Montenegro/ concerning the establishment of 
governmental offices in Belgrade and Zagreb, and view this as the beginning of a process of 
the lasting arrangement of mutual relations and intra-state recognition. 

We tell those who have yet to accept Dr. Franjo Tudjman's peace initiative to avoid seeking 
a solution to the state crisis in BiH through the continuation of war.

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MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING 

Bosnia and Herzevgovina shall be a Union of three 
republics: A Croat majority republic, a Muslim majority 
Republic and a Serb majority republic. The definitive 
boundaries of the three republics shall be settled through 
negotiations. The parties agree that the Muslim majority 
republic shall have a minimum of 33.3% of territory. The 
provisional boundaries of the Muslim majority republic are as 
indicated in Annex I. The parties acknowledge that there are 
competing claims to the following areas: Bosanska Krupa, 
Bosanski Novi, Brcko, Bugojno, Busovaca, Donji Vakuf, Gornji 
Vakuf, Kiseljak, Kresevo, Novi Travnik, Sanski Most, 
Ustikolina, Visegrad, Vitez, Zvornik. 

The parties agree to continue negotiations to determine 
the status of the areas mentioned above among the three 
republics. The parties agree that nothing shall be done in any 
of these areas to alter their character or status or that 
could be prejudidicial to their eventual allocation. An 
International Joint Control Commission shall be established by 
the Secretary-General of the United Nations, consisting of a 
member each designated by the Governments of France, Germany, 
Russia, the United Kingdom and the United States of America, 
and chaired by a nominee of the Secretary-General of the 
United Nations. 

In the event agreement is not reached on any area through 
negotiations, the difference can be referred to an Arbitration 
Commission appointed by the President of the International 
Court of Justice after consultation with the Parties. The 
recommendations of the Commission shall be addressed, in the 
first instance, to the Parties, and only if there is 
disagreement be referred to the Security Council. 

The parties pledge their cooperation, within the 
framework of the International Conference on the Former 
Yugoslavia, in further efforts to consolidate the peace, 
launch programmes of reconstruction, confidence-building and 
long-term security, and to arrive at negotiated and peaceful 
solutions to outstanding issues

Notes from the meeting with Dr Karadzic in Pale on 5 February 

. .. . . . . . . . . . 

The meeting lasted for one hour and together with Dr Karadzic I also met Prof 
Koljevic. As requested by the Co-Chairmen the discussions concentrated on Sarajevo 
and on the map. 

Sarajevo 

I opened by stating it was high time for the Serbs to reshape the political landscape and 
create conditions that would facilitate to achieve a peaceful settlement. To find an 
immediate solution to the Sarajevo-problem most certainly would be a dynamic move 
and it would add a strong momentum to the negotiations in Geneva. 

I urged Karadzic to show the necessary wisdom and courage to act now and 
accept the proposed solution about Sarajevo. 

He answered that the Serbs were ready to find a solution to Sarajevo, provided 
that five condition were met: 

1) All three parties must agree, 
2) Bosnia must be divided into three states, 
3) Sarajevo should (after ending the UN administration-period) be divided 
between the Bosnian government and the Serbs, 
4 )Progress on suspension of sanctions, 
5) The demilitarisation must be concluded in a way which prevented BiH Army 
"from using the 50.000 Muslim soldiers somewhere else." 

I responded to this, that it would surely be of political benefit for the Serbs if they 
could announce a positive step for the solution of the Sarajevo-problem with as few 
pre-conditions as possible. This remark triggered off a discussion about the Serb 
handling of their media-relations. Karadzic complained that they had no money. ( as 
compared with the Bosnian Government) to buy the services of professional PRt­
consultants and when they tried to do this, the consultants were forbidden to work for 
the Serbs by their governments. 

The map-questions 

The most important result of this conversation ( which was too short to really go into 
details) was the comments made by Dr Karadzic on the principle to resolve the 
problem with over-lapping Serb and Croat maps. He stated that "first one should settle 



the problems with the Muslims and get them out of the picture. After that the Serbs 
and the Croats should together solve their own problems." 

As we showed him the Croat map he immediately reacted on the Croat claim 
south of Sava in the Brcko-area (Posavina). "This was ridiculous. It would anyhow be 
solved by giving Sector West to the Croats and after that UNPROFOR could leave that 
area." · 
He continued by stating that problems like this best should be solved between 
President Milosevic and President Tudjman. He added that the Serbs could not be 
expected to compensate the Croats for their losses on the ground to the BiH Army. , 

I then tried to discuss some of the areas and to press him for some clear 
answers. We started with the salient south of Jajce-Travnik, north ofKupres-Prozor. 
Dr Karadzic said that the obvious solution should be for the Croats to give the Vitez­
Busovaca-Kiseljak-pocket to the Bosnian Government and to divide the salient along 
the Jajce-Jablanica-line, giving the south-western part to the Croats: 

He pointed out that a solution in the Dubrovnik-area could be found by giving 
Prevlaka to the Serbs and allowing the Croats to have "the ridge" south of Trebinje. 

He strongly rejected any idea of giving away the Doboj-Petrovo Selo-pocket or 
the pocket south of Srebenica around Dile. 

He further stated that due to strong internal resistence, it would be impossible to 
give any concessions east of Bosanska Krupa (Adjacent to the Bihac-pocket). 

It is my conclusion that the 17,5 % of Bosnia, planned for the Croats, is likely 
to be a question the Serbs will try to link to an over-all Serb-Croat settlement. 
This could perhaps be an effort to gain from the Croat weakness in Bosnia and 
persuade them to give away territories lost to the BiH Army and the Vitez-Kiseljak­
pocKet against somewhat airy promises of a positive result in the UNP As.

1. Mr. Akashi explained the division of responsibilities 
between himself and Mr. Stoltenberg and offered clos·e cooperation 
on all matters relating to UNPROFOR. The President appreciated 
the offer and congratulated Mr. Akashi to his appointment. 

2. Asked for his assessment of the prospects of the resumed 
negotiations, the President said that he was not too optimistic. 
Prime Minister Silajdzic added, however, that there had been a 
positive atlllosphere in preliminary talks with the Bosnian Croats. 
His Government had submitted a new proposal to the Croat side and 
it was hoped that it would be acceptable. 

3. Mr. Akashi pointed out that the international community was 
.. impatiently waiting for a settlement. Some troop contributors to 
. UNPROFQR. even had indicated their- intention to withdraw:- their. 
:' contingents . i:f a peace- agreement was· not conclude:· soon. 

Referring:- to his·. talks: with· Serbian President Slobodan Milosevic 
and: Bosnian Serb Leader Radovan Karadzic, Mr. Mashi said•ihe had 
urged them to stop the excessive shelling of Sarajevq, even 
though at times this was in response to Bosnian Muslim a:;tacks. 
Dr. Karadzic had admitted that the shelling was an over~eaction 
and even counter productive in political terms, but had 19laimed 
that his soldiers were acting in self-defence. Mr, AJcasfi said 
he. had urged Dr.. Karadzic that his soldiers had to be rought 
under- control .• 

4. President Izet.Q§govic· said that. it was· the Bosnian Serbs who 
werectaking: the· offensive. At present, they were trying to cut. 
off the main line of communication between Sarajevo and. TUzla in 
a: :major offensive in the Olovo area. Prime Minister silajdzic 
added.that the Muslim offensive in Sarajevo was an act of self­
defence. The siege_ had the political objective to produce a 
settlement at gun point. - Sarajevo was hostage not only to the 
Bosnian Serbs but to certain countries which insisted on a 
settlement however unfavourable for the Bosnian Government. 
UNPROFOR's reports about Bosnian Muslim offensives wer:L~utting 
the aggressor and the victim on the same plane. Acc°J~ing to 
United Nations reports, 130,000 Bosnians had been kille I :by the 
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Serbs since the war began. With regard to the Croat side, it was 
no secret that tanks and units of the Croatian army were fighting 
in Bosnia and Herzegovina. The international community could not 
expect the Bosnian Muslims to give in to a forced settlement. 

::It was unfortunate, that the Security Council had not . responded 
. •- .· .. to. · the Serb aggression as it had • in the . case . of . the Iraqi 

invasion into Kuwait. There were three sides in the conflict, 
however, one was clearly an aggressor while the other was t:he 
victi111. His Government was exasperated that the fact that, a 

· genocide had been committed by the Serbs was increasingly ignored 
by the international community. Turning to Sarajevo, the Prime 
Minister said that the Governments forces would have broken the 
siege long ago if they had had the arms. The Government's troops 
were not provoking the shelling, but fighting for their lives . 

5. With regard to the NATO summit statement, Mr, Akashi said 
that there were not likely to be any further obstacles to the 
planned rotation of the troops as both President Milosevic and 

. Dr. Karadzic had indicated their agreement. Tuzla was a more 
complicated matter, since the Serbs at this point insisted that 
it only be opened }n the context of an overall peace agreement . 
Moreover, a forced opening of the airport may take more troops 
than UNPROFOR had at its disposal even if air power was used. 
Mr. Akashi explained that opening the airport would require an 
agreement with the Bosnian Government si1n.ilar to the one in 
Sarajevo. Without an agreement, the countries particip~ting in 
the: Sarajevo airlift were unlikely to fly into TUzla. 

6. . After a qUick discussion between the President and the Prime 
Minister (not. interpreted), Prime Minister Silajgzic said that 

.'• the situation in Tuzla was different frol'lt the one. pertaining·! to 
{ Sarajevo· airport. He-acknowledged 1 the Serb suspicions·'. as~ to the 

possible abuse of Tuzla. airport for;military purposes but clai1:Ued 
that the Serbs were abusing Banja Luka airport themselves. 
President Izetbegoyic said his Government was willing to enter 
into a Sarajevo type of agreement for Tuzla. Prime Minister 
Silajdzic said that a draft agreement had already been submiti ed 
by his. Government. 

~ T. . Prime-Mini~ter Silajdzic said he was going to meet with Mme. 
Ogata: and was wondering whether UNHCR could change its f>Olicy 
from- providing humanitarian assistance to assistance for the 
revitalization ~of Bosnia's agricult\lre and other primary food 
producing industries. Mr. Akashi said that reconstruction and 
development would. be more a task for agencies such as UNDP, FAO 
and the: worldbank. Prime Minister Silajdzic added that the war 
may continue for quite- some time. Therefore, the Bosnian 
agriculture had to be enabled to produce food in a self-sustained 
manner. In this context, it was essential to obtain seer s, 
fertilizer and other agricultural inputs.

l, Following the request you received from Mr. Stoltenberg the 
evening of 10 January, an urgent meeting under Gen. Briquemont ''s 
chairmanship, was arranged at Sarajevo Airport today, at 
ll. 00 a, rn. The meeting was also attended by the Deputy BH 
Commander Feliu and BHC cos Ramsay. 

2, The purpose of the meeting was to try and reduce tension and 
fighting in Central Bosnia, particularly around the 
Vitez/Busovaca pocket. 

3. Briquemont made two preliminary points: 

(a) agreement had been reached on different occasions on 
the reopening of the main humanitarian corridor, south 
and north of Mostar. He demanded that guarantees 
given by Roso himself be respected on the ground and 
that corridor be immediately reopened. Roso argued 
that main corridor should not be reopened before the 
18 January Geneva meeting, i.e. until "political 
guarantees are given and respect of bounda:ries is 
ensured". Security of his territory and troops was at 
stake, he said, HVO is in a "defensive position" vis­
a-vis BiH Armi ja and cannot take risks as long as 
latter fires "one single round". Briquernont replied 
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that 29 November agreement was never linked to a 
global political settlement. Eventually, Roso agreed 
to allow - as from tomorrow - the movement of ferry 
equipment to Bijela and to authorize the reopening of 
the main corridor as soon as political agreement is 
reached between the two Presidents; 

(b) in Visoko on 18 December, Roso himself had proposed a 
solution to the problem of the two BiH helicopters 
blocked at Medjugorje since October. There had been 
no positive development since. After their private 
exchange ( see para. 4 below), Roso stated that he 
11 thought a solution would rapidly be found through 
bilateral discussions, provided progress was made in 
updating lists of prisoners of war". 

3. Briquemont, "on behalf of political leaders", then appealed 
t0 both commanders to take measures to reduce the intensity of 
combat in central Bosnia, as recommended at BoRn by Izetbegovic 
and Tudjman. Political negotiations leading to the 18 January 
meeting would be hampered if fighting continued in the Vitez 
area. Delic argued that the Vi tez-Busova6a pocket had a balanced 
Croat and Muslim demography before the war and tried to justify 
the recent a~tack by the impatience of Armija soldiers 
originating from that area to return to their names. 

4. We then left the two delegations face to face for a private 
exchange that lasted over an hour. 

5. Full meeting then reconvened and, after some discussion, the 
following was agreed regarding Central Bosnia: Delic stated that 
no partial cease-fire was possible until a global settlement is 
reached. Despite pressure from Briquemont, he, therefore, did 
not commit himself to reducing military activity in the Vitez 
area. Agreement however, was reached on immediately implementing 
a comprehensive cease-fire, as soon as "political agreement is 
achieved" at next round of Izetbegovic/Tudjman's discussions on 
15 January or at any subsequent meeting, e.g. 18 January in 
Geneva. Delia and Roso also decided to meet again in Split on 
18 January to work out practical cease-fire modalities, including 
demarcation lines and separation of forces. Both offered to 
press their respective political leaderships to reach earliest 
possible global agreement, which would make cessation of 
hostilities possible. Briquemont insisted that fighting around 
Vitez pocket - especially artillery fire, including against East 
Mostar - be reduced so as not to allow local military initiatives 
to further complicate political negotiations. 

6 . Attached press statement was read and approved by both 
parties,

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As requested by Mr STOLTENBERG, co-chairman of the steering

2, Further to the EC follow up of the alleged Grabovica 
massacre, the ECMM Humani rian Activity report no . 50/93, covering 
the period 12-18 Decel'll.ber 1993, reports that the ECMM Mcstar team 
went to Grabovica on 17 cember to investigate the allegations of 
a massacre by the BH Arini • A local Muslim confirmed the massacre 
of Croats during the nig t of 8/9 September, continuing into the 
following day, when rogu elements from the Sarajevo area entered 
th~ village. They are re orted to have gathered Croats from their 
houses and led them towar s the villag~ bridge from where some were 
puahed into the river. hers were shot or simply pushed off the 
edge of the mountains int the river, Only a few children managed 
to escape, alerting the lice and the Armija, who then took action 
and saved eight Croats. Allegedly, 30-33 persons were killed and 
their bodies maltreated a a result of this massacre. other people 
from Grabovica were also tortured by the same rogue elements, of 
whom 17 were later tr ated by local doctors. Independent 
information given to the CHM team by tha HVO President of the POW 
Exchange commission, Mr Pusio, conf inned the information given 
previously. The number of deaths arg alleged to be 33 and the 
operation initiated by S fet Halilovic. 

3. A report on Croatia radio on 27 December claimed that there 
had been a massacre by iH forces at the village of Kriz Zicenvo 
Selo near to Dubravica n the Vitez pocket. It further claimed 
that UNPROFOR was taking no action on the matter. With regard to 
this incident, on 23 Dec mber, an HVO LO to Britbat alleged that a 
massacre had occurred i Kriz Zioenvo Selo on 22 December during 
the course of fighting i the area. The HVO presented a list of 53 
names, all of which we e males of military age except for one 
female. They contended that many of these people had been 
massacred, crucified and subjected to other unspecified war crimes. 

4. An investigation t am consisting of BRITBAT personnel, the 
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Vitez LO and ECMM attempt 42:i:o examine the site of the incident. 
The team made it up the rod and crossed into "no-man's" land where 
they got caught in a cros fire. During tne time that they wera 
near the site, they could not detect any aigns of a massacre but 
did see BiH forces along e front-line. Repeated attempts to get 
!NO and BiH approval to v· it the site have been denied. However, 
BRlTBAT Commander 2 Coy w a able to determine through questioning 
of local inhabitants that an initial attack was conducted by the 
BiH and the HVO counter-a tacked but failed to clear buildings and 
fighting position to its r ar. ln a subsequent BiH counter-attack, 
the HVO forces were caugh in a crossfire which resulted in a high 
number of dead.

Both the HVO and the BiH 
have also been advised th t the only means of verifying atrocities 
is for UNPROFOR to be give immediate access to sit~s following the 
perpetration of alleged a rocities.
