The Seourity council has con8idered the Secretary-General's report on the
Uni~ed Nations Asaiataaee Miosion for Rwanda (U,NAM!R) of 7 Octcber 1995
(S/U9S/US) .

The Security Council welcomes progress made by the Government of Rwanda in
the reconciliation process, \pc1uding tha inte;ratiQP of more ~han 2,000 members
ot tormer ~wandAn Government Forces (aGF) troops !~to the Rwanda ~atriotrc A~y

(RPA). The council calla on the Government of Rwanda to intensify its contacts
with all .ectors of Rwandan society, Qxcept with those*directly respons~bl. for

,.,.s."he genocide. The Council reiterates it-a concern at reports about .continuing
~ro8s-border infiltrat~ons from neighbouring countries which have a -
~e.~asl1i~ing effect within Rwanda. The Council ~lso reiterates its Eoncern at
the danger- for-peace and stability in the Oreat Lakes Region which would be
caused by uncontrolled arms flowe,and in this context reaffirms the relevant
provisions o~ ita resolution 1013 (~9~S). The Council condemns all acts of
violence in Rwanda. The council welQomes the fact that the Government of Rwanda
has voluntarily and without delay initiated an investigation into the killing of
civilians at Ranarna and expects that prosecution of those responsible will
follow.

The Security Council c.lle again upon all States to act in accordance with
the conclusions ot the summit meeting of the leaders in the =Subregion in Nairobi
in January 1995 ano'the recommendations by the Regional Conference on Assistance
to aefugees. Ret~rnees and Displaced Persons in the Great Lakes ~egion, held in
Bujumbura in February 1995. The council welcomeD recent eftorte to improve
relations among the State$ in the r~gion, which should help pave the w~y for the
p~opoe8d Regional Conterenee on peace, Security and Development. In th~s

regard, the Council auppor~a the efforts of the Special Envoy of the Secretary­
General to the Crea~ Lakes region tor the preparation and convening of such a
~onfer.nce. It requeElts the secretary·Oenaral to a'Uhmit his report on the

~eault8 of the firot round of consult_tions of the Special Envoy in the region
as soon as possible.

The Security Council ;eattirms the important role ONAMIR has played in
~wanda and the SUbregion. In this respect, the Council underlineD its
commitment to UNAMIR which, inter alia, assists the Government of Rwanda in
facilltahng the voluntary return and \"opettlement of refugees and has made
available to the Rwandan auth¢rit~•• its engineerin and 10 isticB capacity.
