I. Discussion in the Meetings or the Nuclear Commission on 
the above rfsolution. 

l. '1'he Nuremberg and Tokyo trials ot war cri■inala and 
their importance to the study ot bUll&n rights are t1rat 
mentioned in the meetings ot the Nuclear Co1DJ1iaaion by 
Proteaaor Caas1n at a closed meeting ot the Co11111iaaion 
held on 6 Ka,Jl;t.Jat 3100 p,m. The members are d1acussing 
the drafting ot an internat1·onal bill ot rights, wh~ther 
the nuclear Commission itself 1a ooapetent to dratt auoh 
a bill at this session, what methods ahould be adopted, 
What subjects should be included in the B111, and what 
provisions should be made tor its implementation. Here 
Professor Cassin mentions the possibility ot creating a 
control agency to consider the violat1ona ot the proposed 
declaration of the rights ot man. The Security Council 
1s empowered by the Charter to examine suoh Yiola tiona as 
would constitute a threat to the peace. But we should 
d1stinguiah between these problems and others. Governments 
might well object to the creation ot a control agency and 
in many oases it is the respect tor the authority ot 
governments which Will enable the Commission to achleve 
concrete results. However, there may be cases where the 
violations of human rights will bes~ serious that men's 
right to discuss them, and the right of the Security 
Council to examine them, cannot be ignored. 

At this point Professor Cassin dr aws the attention of 
the Comm1eeion to the International Tribunal or Nuremberg.

A similar court · is -s1 tt1ng in Tokyo and Judging men also 
for crimes against humanity. The est4bl1shment or these _ 
tribunals ropresente a great advance in the protection 
of the rights of man. The principles governing these 
tribunals should be closely studied by the Commission.

2. At the next meeting held on 8 May 1946 at 10:30 a.m. the 
disousa1on on the dratting ot an 1nternatlonal bill ot rights 
1a continued. Members are agreed that turther dooumentat1on 
will be necessary betQre an international bill ot rights can 
be written. M. Cassin proposes that a year-book incorporating 
existing bills or rights in toroe in the various countries be 
dratted. Information on the work or all organs ot the 
United Nations conoern1ng human rights ahould be collected and 
this should include reports on the work ot the international 
courts of Nuremberg and Tokyo. These are especially important 
ln that, tor the r1rat t1me, wfthout any ex1ating la•• as a 
precedent, and international community organized~ tribunal to 
try men tor crimes against humani!f• and not merely tor breaking 
existing treaties and internation conventions. The 
achievements or the courts in trying and condemning violations 
ot the rights or man must be noted. Mr, Ha1a (Member tor 
China and Chairman or the Far Eastern Div1sion of the War 
Crimes Commission) states that the principles governing the 
Nuremberg court are contained in Justice Jaoksonra statement, 
on the basis of .which an international agreement was made. 
Apart from th1a in Mr. Hs1a's view the r e le not much material 
of interest to the Commission. 

3. At the meeting of the Commission held on 10 May 1946 
at 10•30 a.m. the members agree that a year-book ahouldoe 
compifit;linoee t1ret edition should contain the bills ot 
rights in existence in the member nations ot the United Nations 
and that infonnat1on shoul d be collected and published on the 
activities of all organs ot the United Nations dealing with 
human rights. This is "to include intonnation on the 
Nur~~~~and Tolgo trials which might be important in the

It follows that t he Secretariat is not likely to appoint 

a Czechoslovak citizen during 1948 unless in exceptional circumstances, 

when no equally well qu,al ified candidate from an under-represented country 

can be f ound .

Further to nv lett r of 12 December., I am now in a position to reply 
to the substance of your letter of 4 December. As I wrote to you al.ready, 
I have invited the Chief of the Archives · Section of the United Nations 
ecretariat to comment on your letter of 4 December and this is ld\at he s ~: 

"I have given further consideration t o this subject, in the light of 
Colonel Ledingham1s -letter to you of 4 December 1947. 

Hy ea lier comment t hat the proposed new in:lex would be 1very -usetul• 
was., I admit, not a particularly helpful co111DBnt. I felt, from the 
earlier correspondence., that the War Crimes Commission itself' believed 
t · e index was neces ary and that the facilities for preparing it 
were easily at hand. Ce tainly the Archi ves is anxious to obtain the 
best indexes possible for all records that come into its custody. 

On reconsideration., however, it appears to me that the expeo:U ture 
of the time and 100ney "nvolved in pr.eparing ,a new index could well 
be deferred., at least until we determine., by actual experience, the 
efficacy of the existing imex. Since the War Crimes Comnission has 
used the prelJJll:i.no.ry index effectively, it is reasonable to suppose 
that the United Nat ions, makin less frequent u e of the records., could 
get along with the same index. May I suggest, t11:erefore, that you 
inform Colonel Ledingham t hat t1e believe a mw index is not essential 
for our purpose." 

I suppose that you will agree uith t he opinion expressed hero with the 
eff ect that the question of producing a new index is disposed of for the 
present.
