The two Hollow Metal doors which receive aluminum facing are to be furnished 
by Atlantic Metal Products, all of the others by General Bronze Corporation. 
I immediately called both of these concerns to determine how the use of concealed 
closures would affect their costs. Atlantic Metal Products told us that their 
doors were nush and that there would be no added costs. General Bronze Corpora­
tion told us that they would have to study the affect of the change on their work. 

General Bronze Corporation subsequently advised us that the top and bottom plates 
for the concealed panic bolts were too wide for the stiles of the doors. They 
endeavored to have Von Duprin alter the sizes of these plates but Von Duprin 
refused to do so. After considerable study the General Bronze Corporation has 
found that they will be able to install these panic bolts without increasing the 
widths of the stiles provided you will permit them to alter the profile of the stiles 
to accomodate the bottom and head plates. There will be an i;ncrease in price for 
the added work involved in the installation of the conce~ed panic bolts. 

In accordance with the requirements of paragraph 12-r~J,the General Bronze Corporation 
has included in their subcontract the cost of aluminum pull and push bars for all 
of the above doors except Type SPll and SP12. If it is finally decided to proceed 
with this change they will give you a credit for these pull and push bars which will 
help to offset the added work by General Bronze and the ~ost of the concealed panic 
bolts. The General Bronze Corporation can 1not state at this time whether the 
changes in their work will result in a net credit or net extra. 

Will you please let us have a letter confirming your instructions to Lockwood Hard­
ware regarding this change in panic bolts so that we can set up a Change Nlllllber to 
cover this transaction. 

If you contemplate any such changes in the future, will you please take up the matter 
with our office and not with our subcontractors. A great deal of confusion will 
be eliminated by that procedure.
