From your telephone conversation of today with Riza, and the cable of today from Gaye
in Kinshasa, we understand that the Zairean Government has introduced the following
conditions for the work of the Commission in Zaire:

(a) that a Zairean delegation comprising three magistrates and one lawyer must accompany
the Commission of Inquiry at all times and be present at all its meetings and interviews

conducted on Zairean territory;

) the Government’s insistence on (a) above is based on its view that it has the soverexgn
right to know and follow all developments in its territory; and

() the Government undertakes that the Zairean delegation will guarantee the confidentiality
of the interviews and discussions.

You further reported, during the telephone conversation, that the Government of Zaire also
requested that it must see the reports and findings of the Commission before it departs from

Zaire,

1. Reference is made to your code cable 3862 of 13 December 1995 on the above
subject.

2. In this connection, Mr. Gaye, UNAMIR’s Liaison Officer in Zaire, has confirmed
that the Commission of Inquiry arrived in Kinshasa on 8 December as scheduled.

3. The Commission met with the Ministers of Foreign Affairs, Defense, Justice and
the Interior as well as Representatives of some United Nations Agencies and NGOs. The
Chairman of the Commission is scheduled to be received this morning by the Prime
Minister to whom he will deliver a message of the Secretary-General.

4. Commission members also held consultations with the Ambassadors of France and
Belgium and are scheduled to meet with the Ambassadors of the United States and
Germany today.

5. Mr. Gaye has also confirmed that Inspector Hanssens and Colonel Mutanda left
early this morning for Nairobi. They are expected to arrive in Kigali tomorrow 15
December.

6. The remaining members of the Commission including the Chairman are scheduled
to leave Kinshasa for Nairobi on Saturday 16 December.

7. Mr. Gaye has also informed us that, so far, no reply has been received regarding
the Commission’s request for an appointment with President Mobutu. The President is,
apparently, on a trip abroad.

8. According to Mr. Gaye, the Chairman has informed the Zairean authorities that
the Commission would return to Zaire in the first week of January 1996 to visit the Goma
and Bukavu areas for a period or 10 to 15 days. Despite the Government’s declared
opinion that 10 days should be sufticient to conduct the inquiry in these border areas, the
authorities have raised no objection to that schedule.

I wish to refer to Security Council resolution 1013 of
7 September 1995 by which the Council requested me to establish,
as a matter of urgency, an International Commission of Ingquiry to
investigate reports of military training and arms transfer to
former Rwandese government forces in the ,Great Lakes region.

The terms of reference of the Commission are cutlined in

operative paragraph 1 of resolution 1013. Its membership is as
follows:

The Commission is due to proceed to Rwanda on 2 November and
to Zaire shortly thereafter. The Commission is also expected to
visit Burundi, Uganda and Tanzania.

I should be most grateful if you could confirm that your
Government is prepared to receive the Commission and lend its
assistance to it.

In this connection, you will recall that in its resolution,
the Security Council called upoen the Governments of States in
which the Commission will carry out its mandate to co-operate
fully with it. I am confident, therefore, that the Government of
the United Republic of Tanzania will extend its full support to
the Commission.
