Subject: Intrusion by Uniformed Armed Personnel

This 1s to register my concern over the unauthorised
intrusion of two uniformed armed men into my house, that I rented
since October 1995, at Kabeza (Kanombe district). No further
detalils regarding the house are available, except that it is
owned by one Mr. Kayumba.

Today, at about 6.30 a.m., two uniformed armed men forced
their entry into the above mentioned house. My watchman had an
argument with these men at the gate, explaining them that, the
house is occupied by UN personnel and any kind of search/
intrusion is un-called for. The uniformed men did not pay any
heed to the watchman's advice and forced entry into the house.

My bed-room door was knocked by the maid-servant and when
I came out, I saw these men standing near the kitchen. The maid
servant alsoc explained them that the residents are UN employees.
Nevertheless, the men remained adamant to undertake the search

on the plea that they have the necessary permission/authorisation
to do so. .

Having no choice, I had to give in and accompanied them to
go through the house. My presence was objected to, as they
insisted that they should be left alone to undergo the search.
To this, I did not agree and explained that they may look which
ever way they want to and therefore reluctantly started exploring
every nick and corner of the house. Cupboards were opened, even

my sultcase was checked. Having done so, they quietly left the
house. ‘

__The above seems to be a serious incident and calls of better
safe-guards by the individual as well as by the UN offices
operating in Rwanda.

- NOTE TO THE SRSG -

1. Following his recent pastoral visit to Rwanda (29 to 31 July), Archbishop Desmond Tutu,
South African Nobel Peace Prize laureate and President of the All-Africa Council of Churches,
declared that there was no future for Rwanda without peace, no peace without reconciliation,
no reconciliation without forgiveness and no forgiveness without repentance. As mentioned in
my note to you dated 1 August, a grassroots spiritual movement for forgiveness and
reconciliation appears to be gaining ground in Rwanda, especially in Kigali, and Archbishop
Desmond Tutu’s visit was organized largely within the framework of that crusade.

2. Although an official Government role in the reconciliation process is indispensable at the
appropriate stage if the effort is to succeed politically on the long-term, the authorities have
maintained that they would not negotiate with "criminals" and have stressed the urgent need for
justice to punish those responsible for the genocide. The grassroots crusade for forgiveness and
reconciliation does not, in my view, contradict or undermine the Government’s position. It
could, in fact, facilitate and help advance both justice and reconciliation by aiding in the
separation of the masses of ordinary citizens, some of whom may have participated in the
genocide, from those who masterminded and organized it. While I can see some among the
masses repenting and returning home voluntarily from the refugee camps, I am less optimistic
about the organizers who are likely to resist any attempt to bring them to Rwanda or before the
International Tribunal.

3. I therefore feel that while maintaining the spiritual, grassroots and apolitical character
of the ongoing movement for forgiveness and reconciliation, the international community could
encourage and assist parallel efforts towards repentance and contrition. The increasingly
favourable climate for forgiveness should be matched by an equally positive attitude towards
repentance in order to consolidate and enhance the initiative for reconciliation and, ultimately,
“peace. In the same way as I do not feel lasting or durable peace can be imposed on Rwanda
from the outside, I do not believe that reconciliation or forgiveness can be forced upon the

Rwandese people by their Government. That is why I think the spontaneous, grassroots approach
merits close attention. "

4: In view of the foregoing, I wish to reaffirm my earlier proposal for consideration to be
given to the establishment of a "Truth Commission" or similar arrangement which could
encourage and/or facilitate both repentance and forgiveness and thus lay the foundations for

e



durable, grassroots-based reconciliation. As you are aware, the United Nations has sponsored
or facilitated such arrangements in Central America (especially El Salvador) as well as in
Chile and South Africa, in the context of broad efforts to achieve and sustain peace. It should
be stressed, from the outset, that a "Truth Commission" or similar approach is not conceived
as a loophole through which "criminals" can escape responsibility for their actions, but rather
as a means of healing and moving ahead for the society as a whole. Both the national
judiciary and the International Tribunal would continue their efforts to bring to justice those
responsible for the genocide and other crimes against humanity. But, the masses of Rwandese
citizens would have the opportunity to get over the present climate of fear, rumour and
suspicion and come together to rebuild their country.

5. If you think the above proposal merits further consideration, then I would suggest
further that our colleagues at Headquarters (DPKO and DPA) who have been involved in
previous United Nations efforts in this domain might be consulted for their ideas with respect
to the possibility or feasibility of setting up a similar mechanism for Rwanda.

On behalf of the Secretary-General, Dr. Boutros-Boutros Ghali, I welcome you
to UNAMIR's closure ceremony. I am grateful that you have done us the
honour of gracing this occasion with your presence. Today, as we lower
UNAMIR's flag for the last time, I look back with a sense of pride and
fulfiliment at the honourable end of UNAMIR’s tenure in Rwanda.

I look back to the 4th of July 1994 when I arrived in this very compound in
the midst of horror and genocide that enveloped this beautiful land. I look
back on a country devastated, pillaged and numbed by one of the most
shocking and horrendous tragedies in human history. I look back on
savaged families, shattered lives, on the macabre scene at Nyarubuye
where dogs fattened themselves on the flesh of massacred children. Ilook
back with pride at the brave UNAMIR soldiers who - severely depleted
though they were - risked their own lives to save the defenseless and the
innocent from the marauding killers. Ilook back on the deafening silence
in the towns and cities that greeted me when 1 first arrived.




And yet, today, 20 months later, we see around us thriving markets,
bustling commerce, stability and security, children skipping to school in
neat uniforms. The communes have come alive - agriculture, power, water,
healthcare is almost back to pre-war levels. Today, child immunization has
exceeded pre-war standards. There are flowers in the circle at Kiyovu
roundabout where once hundreds of displaced persons lived in the open.
There are no curfews and few road blocks. The Amahoro stadium where
10,000 frightened people were protected by a company of Ghanaian soldiers,
is now the playground of youthful footballers and athletes. There is, all
around us, normalcy, stability and peace.

There can be no doubt that this remarkable transformation has been due
to the efforts, the resilience and the spirit of the Rwandese people and the
direction that its Government has provided. UNAMIR’s effort has been to
assist the people and the Government of Rwanda in achieving this
transformation. Our resources were limited, our means scarce but within
these constraints, UNAMIR has strained every sinew, called on all its
resources of energy and more, to help the people of Rwanda in turning
away from horror and despair towards dignity and progress.

Here I must associate with a profound sense of gratitude, the support and
cooperation that we have received from the UN family, the specialized
Agencies, NGOs and the common people of Rwanda. I am indebted, also,




to the members of the diplomatic corps for their significant contribution in
the uplift of the country. As the military leave and a civilian office carries
forward the UN’s banner, we shall join the Government and people of
Rwanda in attempting to resolve the outstanding issue that face the
country. Over a million and half refugees must be encouraged to return
home and to settle in a ambianee of security and fairplay. The Justice
system must be revived so that each and every citizen is assured of
transparent justice and that the climate of impunity is banished forever.
The long road towards ethnic tolerance and national reconciliation has
begun and must be encouraged. The suffering in prisons must be
alleviated. These are some of the tasks that we shall address, jointly, with
the Government of Rwanda. It is a difficult road ahead but I am
encouraged by the example of the recent past.

I am deeply proud of the contribution that our formed troops,-our technical
cadres, our Milobs, our civilian personnel have made towards achieving this

extraordinary recovery that we see around us. We have trained Rwanda’s
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first gendarmes and communal policemen, we have provided medical
support to over a million Rwandans, our engineers have dug canals, built
bridges and repaired roads. We have revived water and power supplies
across the country’s communes, we have helped to expand detention
centres, we have transported prisoners, refugees, food and agricultural
seeds, we have helped to open schools for orphans and demobilized
children, we have cleared land-mines and have levelled sites for refugee




resettlements. We have placed our helicopters and airplanes to meet the
essential needs of the Government. In the communes, and prefectures, our
soldiers have provided every conceivable assistance ranging from
supporting an orphanage to reviving power supply from transporting
essential supplies to preparing transit camps. In the fields, our troops
have helped to sow the seeds and reap the harvests with refugee farmers
beginning their lives anew. And, as we depart, I can assure the
Government of Rwanda that a significant proportion of our equipment
would be left behind for use in Rwanda by the UN Agencies and by the
Government of Rwanda.

For this supreme effort, I am deeply indebted to the extraordinary zeal,
discipline and commitment that UNAMIR’s contingent, both military and civil

hav/eMed: In addressing every member of UNAMIR’s family, I
want to state that, I feel deeply honoured to have been associated with a
group of such dedicated men and women who gave of their everything and
more, who walked the extra-mile and who risked their lives for the cause
of humanity. Here, in Rwanda, African and European, Asian and American,
Australasian and Middle Eastern made deep personal sacrifices to help a
people who had been traumatized by tragedy. We all served, not to seek
appreciation, jobs or gratitude, but for the cause of human dignity and

common fellowship in this global village that we share.




There are many lessons to be learnt by the international community from
its experience in Rwanda. Many shortcomings to be corrected, many
potential dangers to be pre-empted. Nothing, however, can take away the
extraordinary heroism and commitment of those who served with UNAMIR
during the traumatic period of genocide and who have, since then, helped
the Rwandese people in their quest for recovery and stability.

As the bugles sound UNAMIR’s last retreat, each one of you that has served
in UNAMIR can hold your head high at the success of your mission. You
only have to look around to see how far we have come - from devastation
to revival: from degradation to dignity: from terror to security. Today, the

military completes its task with distinction. Your achievements will form
a roll of honour in the annals of UN's peacekeeping history. Your courage
in the m?ﬁths of genocide, your discipline at Kibeho, your commitment
throughout the traumatic period of 1994. Your dignified forbearance in the
face of unfair criticism and calumnies levelled against you. Your
assistance in the revival of Rwanda will form a golden chapter of UN’s
peace-keeping. The names of General Dallaire, General Tousignant,
Brigadier-General Anyidoho and Brigadier-General Sivakumar are now part
of UN’s glorious history. We owe you - the military component of UNAMIR -
a profound debt of gratitude.




In conclusion, I want to thank you, Your Excellency, Mr. Foreign Minister
and through you the Government and people of Rwanda for the support you
have given UNAMIR. As we lower the UNAMIR flag for the last time, we
depart with a deep sense of achievement and success. We have sy_gr\ed
with you a part of your history - of your tragedy and of you’r_reyinalv- and

The Spacial Representative of the Secretary-General for Rwanda, Shahryar
Khan, told correspondents at a Headquartexs press briefing cn Wedneaday that
he had been briefing the Security Council on the lateat develcpments in
Rwanda. "As usual, Y have tried tc balance between what is welcoms and what
is not welcoms; what is positive and what is not pasitive.” Tha Council had
than lookad at what might be seen as mscme options for a future United Nations
role in Rwanda aftex 8 March, when the final mandate of the United Nations

Assiptance Mission in Rwanda (UNAMIR) would und. 1A few other specific issues
had also been examined.

He maid the current ascene in Rwanda was troublesome. Thers wers
supexficial signs of noxmaley, such as the zeopening cof schogls and businegses
and traffic¢ jams. A significant thing was the nunber of houses which had been
repaired. A year and a half age, one saw in the counrryside a davastation of
about 75 per cent of the houses, ccmpletely shattered, with no signs of life,
Flying over the same arsa today, one could see those axeas inhabited. Life
sepmad to be returning to normal. He said a few journalists remained,
"perhaps, alsoc a sign of the timeg®.

Mr. Khan said that beneath the signs of normalcy were undercurvents of
dee¢p concernr. There were developmenta and incidents that showed there was a
grear deal cf tengion. He said he was not referring to dramatic incidents
already widely reported, asuch as the former Prime Minigter leaving the
Government and the country and other ministers following suit. Beyond such
incidents, there wer= tensions. Only two days ago, he had learnad of three
members of the International Tribuual being beaten up by membera of the
Rwandese Patriotic Axmy (RPA}. ‘“Not only is it merious, bub it also raipes

.the iasue of the Rwandan Government's -capability to ensure tha security of the

United Nations family present in the country’, he said. "It was a
respongibility thar the Rwardan Government had stated was theirs.”

Mr. Khan said the Government had agreed to the Tribunal being secured by
an internaticmal force, although not by UMAMIR. Apart fxom tha Tribunal,
there was & guesticn of security for the rest of the United Nationa family.
Mr. Khan gaid he had received reporta that the three people involved in the
assault on the Tribunal staff had been arrestad and that action would bestaken
againat them. He also said there was tension aleng the border with Zaire --
tension he balievad had begun with infiltration, sabotage, and arms build-up
by elements of the former Rwandese Patriotic Froat (RPF), mainly in Zaire and
the United Republic of Tanzania. Infiltrators crossed over to agsassinate

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people and bhlow up electric pylona and industrial installations. Xt was
bagically low level mabotage, which neverthelesa made the Government and the
RPA menpitive and often very over-reactive towards people they suspected to be
collakoratore of the infilerators. The result was that innocent people had
been questiocned and some thrown inte prison,

He said the vicious circle took another ster because oppressive
treatmant within Rwanda reflected itgelf in the refugee camps. Word spread
quickly that people were being maltreated and, as a resulit, thogse planning to
return home changed their mind. The voluntary return of refugees had
consequencly stopped. Thare was, tharefore, a syrndrome of tension that was
preventing the resolution of & number of unresclved imsues -- which included
the refugee problem, about 1.5 million to 1.8 million of them cutmide Rwanda .
Despite offorts, especially by the United Nations High Commissioner for
Refugees (UNHCR), there had not been a real movement on that issue. The cther
igsues were reconciliation (often construed as "a bad word", he paid} and

. disbursements. The process of reconciliation could only take place if a large
numbeyr of refugaag began to returm home and lived peacefully. Reconciliation
was, tharefore, also not improving.

Mr. Khan said there was movement, however, on the issue cf digbursement
¢f funds. Abouc $1 bkillion had keen earmarked for Rwanda by the internaticnal
commanity for projects to help get the councry back on its feet. The ampunt
disbursed had increased from 9 per cent in the first gix months, through
42 per cent by last Octcber to the present 69 per cent. The Rwandan
Govermment had statad, he asaid, that the money entering the country was not
going tu the right people, but to non-governmental organizatiops which spent
teo ‘much on themgelves and te people the Government had Jescriked as criminals
in the camps. The victims of genocide did get money, but with

conditionalities, and that was one of the frustrations the migsion had to
face.

Mr., Khan said the lasc -- “perhaps the most important” -- problem was
the issue of justice. Theres was a feeling that as long as there was no
justice, the forces of revenge and retribution might cake ovsr, There were

'va.lid reasons £or the delay in the functioning ¢f the International Tribunal.
At last, the Internmational Tribunal had been established and was functioning.
Indictments had been made and once the process got under way, it would have a
pogitive psychological effect. It would bes seen that, at last, tha
international community was bringing to hock the crximinals who weras
reopongible for the 1594 genocida.

He said internal justice had not operated at all, and that it was vawy
important to galvanize the Government to move in that area. The whole
judicial syatem had to be re-established, and the fact that it had rot been
done was most regrettable. A change might, however, be seen in the coming
monthe. A beginning must be made.

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He said it was up to the Security Council to determine the future of the
mission, after the expiration of the mandate on € Maxch. Already, the missicn
was peing phased cut. The military element would hava ceased to function in
five weeks. The Questicn was whethar a civilian cooponent should remain or
nct, he paid, adding that there ware "good arguments both ways®". He thought
it was an issua that needed to bes discussed early. Basically, there were
thrae options. First, the military and the civil components left sltogether
and United Natione activities were taken over by the agencies already
represented in the country. The eecond option was for the military to leave
and the civilian component ramain to look after the "unfinished agenda,
namely, justice, disbursement, reconciliation and return of refugees. The
third option was the possible need for a rxeqional approach as concejived at
confererices held over the last 12 to 18 months.

He said he had put forward all those cpticns. It was now up to the
Security Council and Rwanda itself to sae which was more appropriate to the
gituation. There were a "few minor" problems he hoped could be resolved
"without rancour or bitterness". They concerned equipment, the issue of
security f£or the International Tribunal, and problems related to United
Nations contractors working there, such as whether they should be taxed or
not. Efforts were being made to resolve those problema.

A correspondent said the Pcormanent Representative of Rwanda had told a
press conference last wesk that his Government was not being consulted by the
United Natiors on itd acticns in the country. Mr. Khan said his first action
on arrxiving in New York was to talk to the Ambassador of Rwanda con all che
issues he had mentioned. They had had “"a very positive meeting" and he would
meet him again. Consultations had been going on with the Government in Rwanda
and, in fact, every Tuasday he held a meeting with the appointed
rapregentative of the Rwandan Government in Kigali. The mandacses and post-
mandate issues had been dipcussed with the representative. They were now
discugaing issuesg related to the end of the mission on 8 March. *I would say
that thias complaint is not borne out by the facts", he saiqd.

Another correspondent remarked.that the Ambassador had gaid that the

"entire facus of the United Nations and the international comemumity, including

nen-governmental organizations, was the Government that was trying tO put
things together, not the ¢riminals who had committed genccide. The entire
fozus seemed to be on prison conditiona and the Government’s policies.

Mr. khan said one had to understand the perceptions, two some extent, of the
Rwandan Government towards the United Natiuvns response to their ¢risis last
year. The Government felt that the internmational community -- the United
Naticns -- did let them down and that no concern had been shown themsfor

20 years. He said there was built-in tension towards the United Nations and
thoe international community because of their perceived role in the 19924
genccidae,

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With those perceptions in mind, Rwandan officials were deeply sensitive,
and anything that the United Nations did tended to be coloured Ly the deep
hurt inside them, he maid, The Govermment had said necn-governmental
organizations ware welcome, yet 38 of them had been asked to leave the country
and their equipment had bean saized. He said the action towards ths non-
governmental oxganizations was arbitrary and had led to a great deal of
cocncern. He had been assured by heads of the non-governmental organizations

cencerned that they had not been served any notice, contrary to what the
Government had stated.

Agked whether he had a sanse that events in Rwanda and Burundi were
linked, he said "the mix is very much the same". They were like twins, but
had different experiences. He did not think that what happened in one was
necessarily reflected in the other. "But it iB certain that if the situation
in Burundi, which is very bad right now, gets worse and if there is greater
killing, the spill-over was bound to affect Rwanda", he said. Rwanda today
wag a diffarent country frem Burundi, "bhut lat ug not delude ocurselves that
this wculd be the case all the way thrgough'. Rwanda would be affected if
there warea an explofion in Burundi.

What would trigger off a major movement of people? a coxrespondent
asked. Mr. Khan said the question, rather, should be what could be done to
raeduce the tension in the camps, because the "trigger was already there", A
certain international presence wculd help -- whether it was blue halmets,
which one element did not want, or human rights cbsexvers oxr gusrds. He felt
the very predence in the prefectures in Rwanda of an international element did
have a pogsitive effect, and should somehow be achieved with Burundi.

He told a coxrespondent that the Government of Rwanda had originally
peen lukewarm to the idea of a regiocnal conference to resolve the problems of
the region, but that had changed slightly following meetings, first with
former United States President Jimmy Carter in Cairo, and subsequent ones
among Rwanda, and itg neighbours and the UNHCR. The Government of Rwanda
wanted o0 be fully convinced that the confarence would ba effective. It
-believed that not all the basic issuves had been discussed thorcughly, ard that
the proposed conference should address the basic political will to implement
exigting decisions.

Responding to a questiocn about the aspault on the three Tribunal
officials, he said thair vehicle had entered a road block by migtake. They
had been stopped by RPA goldiars and assaulted. The Tribunal officials had a
woman with them, He gaid it seemed the soldiers had been under the impreegsion
that the three officials wers UNAMIR representatives, but the beatings had
continued even after the officials had identified themselves to be members of
the Tribunal. He had also hean informed that three RPA people had been
arrestad and that the Government had rendered an apology.

We celebrate, today, the 50th Anniversary of the United Nati_ogs. The.

celebration of this momentous occasion in the history of mankind has a speclal
meaning in Rwanda. For, it was in this country that the United Nations went
through the acid test of its commitment and its capability. There were fallures of

expectation, highlighted in the world media. There were also many achievements

that have passed unheralded. We need to learn fro i and to build on
the positive and the constructive.

Over the past three days, we have celebrated the 50th Anniversary with our
Rwandese brothers and sisters. Here, in the Amahoro Stadium, the joy of common
celebration, the brotherhood of nationalities joined in healthy competition, the
linking of arms in common pursuit has personified the close cooperation between
the Rwandese people and the United Nations family represented in Rwanda. In
athletics, football, table tennis, volleyball and a host of competitive games we have
seen a bonanza of friendship and cooperation. Today the hope of the future, the
children of Rwanda mingle in joyous abandon with UNAMIR blue helmets. These
forces who come from all over the
