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PoUtical Situation Developments in the Kingdom of Bahrain 
12- 14 April, 2011 

Official Level 
His Excellency Shaikh Khalid bin Ahmed bin Mohamed Al Khalifa, Minister of 
Foreign Affairs, met with H.E. Mr. Ban Ki-moon, Secretary-General of the United 

Nations, on the sidelines of the first meeting ofthe International Contact Group on 
Libya. 

The Minister briefed the Secretary-General of the United Nations on the 
latest developments in the Kingdom of Bahrain and the efforts made to 
maintain security and stability Kingdom-wide. 

In this regard, the Secretary-General emphasized the United Nations' 
support for measmes to ensure security and stability, praising the reforms 
led by His Majesty the King, and Bahrain's progress and prosperity at all 
levels. 

H.E. Shaikh Khalid bin Ahmed bin Mohammed Al Khalifa also met with Ali 
Salem Al-Deqbasi, Head of the Arab Parliament, who expressed his full support to 

the Kingdom of Bahrain in the face of foreign interference in its internal affairs 

and attempts to undermine its security and stability. Mr. Al-Deqbasi also praised 
Bahrain's domestic and international achievements and the steps taken in various 
fields thanks to the successful policy ofthe leadership and Government. 

Mr. Al-Deqbasi also expressed his satisfaction at the development of 
cooperation between the Kingdom of Bahrain and the Arab Parliament, and 
tmderlined his interest in further and strengthened cooperation in various 
fields. 

His Excellency Lt. General Shaikh Rashid bin Abdulla AJ. Khalifa, Minister of 
Interior met with the Heads of the Husseini Houses from across the Kingdom, and 
confirmed the Govenunent's continued for the Ma'atams (social and religious 

gathering places), as long as they operate within normal objectives in terms of 
performing religious and social rituals. What is unacceptable, the Minister said, is 
the use of such places for other tasks like honoring images of foreign political or 
religious figures or parties, or foreign flags and slogans. He also noted the 

importance of maintaining the role of such places within these proper limits. He 
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stressed that the heads of the Ma'atams, by virtue of their legal and administrative 

responsibility, have to make sure that there is nothing irregular going on inside 
these places, such as provocative speeches, storage of weapons and swords, or 
propaganda. He also warned against illegally transforming residential buildings 
into Ma' a tams. 

The Minister said that any such violations posing a threat to national unity 
and civil peace will be addressed, stressing the need to comply with the law 

as to the construction of mosques or social and religious places. 

The Director of the General Directorate of Investigations and Criminal Evidence 

emphasized that the efforts of security forces resulted in the seizure of three 
weapons, live anununition and a number of Molotov cocktails at a mosque in 

Maalikia, Northern Governorate, noting that the investigation is still ongoing to 
arrest those responsible. 

The Minister of Social Development and Acting Minister of Health, Dr. Fatima 

Bint Mohammed Al Balushi, said that investigations had revealed that "the illegal 
group, which included doctors and nurses, led by Dr. Ali Al-Ekry had attempted to 
breach the duties of the medical profession, and had committed criminal acts in the 

Salmaniya Medical Complex (SMC)". She added that the Ministry of Health had 
now taken all necessary procedures to investigate the incidents that took place 

during the unlawful 17 February-16 March takeover of the SMC by the group 
which sought to tmdermine the Kingdom's achievements, security and stability. 

The group also sought, through their terrorist acts, to violate the 
Constitution, by refusing to provide medical services to citizens and 
residents and attempting to impede the hospital's role in serving the public. 

Among their abuses were the forging of public medical records through the 
issuance of large numbers of counterfeit certificates, in order artificially to 
increase the number of patients who were treated. They also used the 
hospital for the fabrication of stories and recorded reports and footage to 
mislead public opinion and exaggerate the situation. This included 
including carrying unnecessary surgeries on protesters from the GCC 
Roundabout, as a result of which hvo patients died. Drugs were stolen in 
large quantities from the medical stores and sent to the GCC roundabout for 
non-peacefl.Il purposes, in addition to which, valuable equipment went 
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missing. The minister indicated that all these abuses have documented with 
pictures and video footage. 

Local Level 
The Heads of Shiite mosques and ''Ma' atams" stressed, in a press statement, the 

need to dedicate places of worship to the performance of religious matters only, 
and not to mix the political with the religious or to involve Shiite mosques in 
political matters such as holding seminars and lectures, or raising political slogans 

at the Aza'a "condolences" processions. They asserted that these processions are 
only meant for the offering of condolences and sympathy, adding that they should 

not be used for political rallies to raise sectarian slogans or use abusive language 
against the political leadership. 

The Bahrain Medical Society has offered its sincere congratulations to the people 
of Bahrain and its leadership for the return of security and stability in the 
homeland, thanks to God Almighty and the unity and support of the people for the 
leadership, stressing their loyalty to the Kingdom, its leadership and people. 

In a statement issued on Tuesday, 12 April , the Society also expressed 

regret for the unfortunate recent incidents, rejecting violations by the 
Society's former board of directors of its Statutes, which led to the 

politicization of the medical profession, non-compliance with professional 

ethics, damaging the reputation of Bahraini physicians and undermining the 

confidence of the community. 

The Society explained that the most important objective of the newly­

appointed Board of Directors is now to emphasize the role and professional 

commitment of the Society, and to rebuild confidence bet\veen physicians 

and patients. 

The Al-Wasat Islamic Arab Society has demanded that the General Federation of 
Bahrain Trade Unions Secretariat be dissolved and held accotmtable for having on 
two occasions called for an illegal general strike, noting the need to address all the 
Arab and global federations to brief them on such violations and results of these 

offences. 

It also called for a study to be conducted on the negative impact of 
violations committed by the GFBTU, the Secretariat-General, trade unions 
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and labour boards during recent events. It said files on all labour violations 
should be brought before the Bahraini courts. 

In a survey by the Bahrain News Agency (BNA) on its website, 60% of 
respondents supported a proposal that the Ministry of Health withdraws licenses of 

any doctor who has been found guilty of criminal acts during the tmfortunate 

recent events, while 40% of respondents opposed such a move. 

The Secretary-General of the Board of the Gulf International Relations 

organizations (Cougar) in Bahrain, referred to Cougar's Campaign/or Innocence 
of Children, aimed at the protection of children's innocence, and their right to live 
free from political influences and not be exploited by political and economic 
interests. The Campaign had classified Bahrain first in the Gulf in terms of 

children being exploited and having their rights violated by political parties in 
pursuing sectarian and foreign agendas, to the extent that those parties prevented 

children from exercising their moral and humanitarian right to receive education, 

as part of a wider scheme aimed at paralyzing the education system in Bahrain 

during these parties' failed coup. 
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International Level 
His Highness Shaikh Mohammed bin Zayed Al Nahyan, Crown Prince of Abu 
Dhabi and Deputy Supreme Cormnander of the Anned Forces of the United Arab 
Emirates reiterated that "the Kingdom of Bahrain is a red line for the UAE", 
stating that Abu Dhabi and Manama are as one, and that difficult times reveal the 
real nature of people and commtmities. He confmned that the UAE 's actions are 

part of a fraternal duty and confirmation of the deep-rooted shared history between 
the two nations, who have committed themselves to the principles and spirit of the 

Gulf Cooperation Council. 

Principal Deputy Assistant Secretary of State for Educational and Cultural Affairs, 
Ambassador Adam Ereli, has hailed the bilateral relations between the Kingdom 
of Bahrain and the United States, and stressed that Bahrain has always represented 
a key partner for his country, adding that current circumstances in the Kingdom do 
not change the nature ofthe relationship between the two countries. 

The United States of America is not forced to change its stance towards a 

cmmtry, whenever there is a security problem in that cornltry, said Mr. Ereli 
in a press conference in the Qatari capital Doha. 

It depends on the existing circumstances as it was necessary for the U.S to 
intervene regarding the situation in Libya, but the situation in Bahrain is 
quite different, he added. 

A report by the former U.S. Ambassador to the Kingdom of Bahrain, Adam Ereli, 
posted on the wikileaks website, said that the chief of the Bahrain Hwnan Rights 
Observatory, Hassan Mussa Shafie spoke at a meeting in London and confirmed in 

a stinging statement that the President of the Bahrain Centre for Human Rights, 
Nabeel Rajah, and his deputy, Abdul Hadi Al-Khawaja, had received fmancial 
support from the Iranian government. 

The fonner Ambassador emphasized that Shafie was one of the founders of 
the Bahrain Centre for Human Rights with Rajab and Al-Khawaja, but that 
he had disagreed with them because of their close ties with Iran. He also 
said Shafie spoke in depth about the so-called the Bahrain Freedom 
Movement (BFM), headed by Saeed al-Shehabi, saying it receives ftmds 
from Iran, adding that he (Shafie) also criticized what the so-called Haq 

Movement, and the Wafa Society, accusing them of undermining the 
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national unity and stability in Bahrain. 
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At the opening session of the regional meeting of the International Federation of 
Journalists in the Middle East and North Africa, held in Casablanca, Morocco, the 
President of the International Federation of Journalists Jim Boumelha condemned 

Iran's official media,. He said that no one takes seriously what comes out of Iran's 
official media. He stressed that the output of Iranian official media does not 
represent the truth, but is fabricated by the Iranian state in accordance with the 
agendas ofTehran.

"The recent events that I've seen in a number of countries in the region have 
shown a serious deterioration in journalistic and media ethics, especially 

the Iranian Al-Alam TV channel", said Ahmed Mudaweb, member of the 

Board ofDirectors of the Bahrain Journalists Association. 
Speaking at the International Federation meeting, he told reporters that the 

Iranian media has taken a sectarian stance in its coverage of events in the 
region, and Bahrain in particular. He noted that recent events had seen not 

only non-neutrality by some news channels, but also blatant sectarian bias 
that contradicted every journalistic code of honour and morality. 
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
