However, as a precautionary measure, we would like to establish |
whether the staff members alleged to have occupied accommodation are
still on ONUC strength, whether they are local or international and
‘ L up to what date their contractes run. It may be that some urgent action
muset be taken to settle with the individual staff member his liability
or otherwise before his departure.

The names of the staff members are listed below. In some cases
the spelling of these names, as provided by MIBA, may be erratic, and
when conducting your search we would be obliged if due allowance is
made for this. We would assume that the majority of the personnel
concerned worked either for Food Relief or the Bakwanga Refugee
Operation.
