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The Security Council is appalled at continuing reports of (fen
the glaughter of innocent civilians in Kigali and other parts of
Rwanda, and reported preparations for further massacres. It
endorses the concern expresgsed by the Central Organ for Conflict
Prevention, Management and Rescolution of the Organization of
African Unity (CAU) that the massacres and wanton killings have
continued unabated in a gystematic¢ manner in Rwanda. It recalls
that such killings have already been condemned by the Security

Council in its reselution 512 (1994) of 21 April 15984.

Attacks on defenseless civilians have occurred throughout
the country, especially in areas under the control of membexs or
supporters of the armed forcea ¢f the interim Government of
Rwanda. The Security Council demands that the interim Government
of Rwanda and the Rwandese Patriotic Front take effective
measures to prevent any attacks on civilians in areas under their
contrel, It calls on the leadership of both parties teo condemn
publicly auch attacks and to commit themselves to ensuring that
persons who instigate or participate in such attacks are
prosecuted and punished.

The Security Council condemns all thege breaches of

.international humanitarian law in Rwanda, particularly those

pexpetrated againat the ¢ivilian population, and recalls that
persons who instigate or participate in such acts are

'individually respongible. In this context, the Security Council

recalla that the killing of members of an ethnic group with the
intention of destroying such a group in whole or in part
constitutes a crime punishable under international law.

The Security Council reiterates the demand in its resolution
912 (199%94) for an immediate cease-fire and cessation of
hostilities between the forces of the interim Government of

Rwanda and the Rwandege Patriotic Front. It commends the efforts
by the Special Representative of the Secretary-Ceneral and the

Force Commander of the United Nations Assistance Mission for
Rwanda (UNAMIR) to mediate such an outcome, and requests them to
continue their efforts in liaison with countries of the region
and the OAU, It also commends the courage and determination of
UNAMIR personnel in affording protection to civilians who sought

The Security Council welcomes the efforts that have beean
made by countries ¢of the region, with the assistance of the
‘@ Organization of African Unity, to bring about an end to the
fighting and the killings in Rwanda. It also commends the
efforrts of States, United Nations agencies, and non-governmental
organizations to provide emergency humanitarian assistance to the
suffering pecople cf Rwanda.

The Security Council is deeply concerned at the situation of
the many thousands of refugees and displaced persons who have
been forced to flee the fighting and killings in Rwanda.

The Security Council calls on all States to assist the UNHCR
and other humanitarian and relief agencies operating in the area
in meeting the urgent humanitarian needs in Rwanda and its

.bordaring States. The Councll calls on States bordering Rwanda,
working with the QAU, to provide appropriate protection to
refugeea and to facilitate transfer of goods and supplies to meet
the needs of the displaced perasons within Rwanda.

The Security Council calls on all Rwandan parties to
guarantee the protection of displaced persons and refugees in
Rwanda and refugees cutside Rwanda and to ensure safe passage for
humanitarian agsistance.

The Sacurity Council underlines the urgent need for
coordinated international action to help bring peace to Rwanda
and to alleviate the suffering of the Rwandan people. It
requests the Secretary-General, in consultation with the
Secretary-General of the OAU and countries of the region, to take
appropriate measureas to ensure that international efforts to
assist the situaticn in Rwanda are carried out in an effective
and coordinated manner, and to ensure that all relevant parties
are kept fully informed.

The Security Council emphasizes the importance of Kigali
‘: airport for the provision of international relief efforts to
Rwanda, as well as for the requirements of UNAMIR. It calls on
the parties te allow the airport to be kept cpen at all times for
such purpocses.

The Security Council stresses the importance of ensuring
that the situation in Rwanda does not affect adversely the
security and stability of neighbouring countries.

The Security Council warng that the situation in Rwanda
would be further seriously aggravated if either of the parties
were to have access to additional arma. It appeals to all States

. to refrain from providing arms or any military assistance to the
parties to the conflict. It states its willingness in principle
to consider promptly the application of an arms embargo to
Rwanda.

The Security Council reaffirms its commitment to preserving
the unity and territorial integrity of Rwanda. It reiterates its
conviction that the Arusha Peace Agreement remains the only
viable framework for the resolution of the Rwanda conflict and
serves aa the bagig for peace, naticnal unity and reconciliation
in the country. It calls again on the parties to renew their
commitment to this Agreement,
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The Security Council requests the Secretary-General:

(a) in consultation with the Secretary-General of the OAU,
to report further on action which may be undertaken with a view
to assisting in the restoration of law and order in Rwanda and in
providing security for displaced persons;

(b) to work with UNHCR, the OAU and countries of the region
to take such preventive diplomatic steps as may be necesgsary to
prevent the spread of violerice and atrocities to neighbouring
countries;

(c) to explore urgently ways of extending humanitarian
relief agsistance to refugees and displaced persons;

(d) ta consult the United Nations High Commissioner for
Refugees (UNHCR) on measures to provide humanitarian assistance
to those displaced persons congregated aleong the borders with
Tanzania, Uganda, Zaire and Burundi,

(e) to bring to its attention any information that he might
receive concerning arms flows into Rwanda, and to consult the

(£} to make proposals for investigation of the reports of
serious violations of international humanitarian law during the
conflict,

The Prasident of the United Reapublic of Tanzania, H.E. Ali
Hassan Mwinyi, who is tha Facilitator of the Arusha Peace Proccesas,
has callad for the convening of a Paace Confarence in Arusha,
Tanzania, next Saturday, April 23, 1994 to vhich the Unitad Nationa
and the OAU have also bean invited. The Prasidant of Uganda, H.E.
Yoweri Museveni, in the last few days, has bean particularly active
in putting propesals and guggestions to both the Represantativaes of
the Government of Rwanda and the Rwandesa Patriotic Front, aimad at
bhringing to an end the hogtilities and maseacres, and the
jimplementation of the Arusha Peace Agreement. I nyself, as
Secrstary Ganeral of the Organization, have also been meating and
digcussing with the Reprasentatives of thae Governmant of Rwanda and
the Rwandese Patriotic Front. I have also been in contact with the
Prasidents of Tanzanik and Uganda. All thasa efforts and, indaed,
the efforts made by other leadars of our continent are aimed at
ending the conflict in Rwanda.

While thaesa efforts have continuaed and thosa nada by your own
Representativaes in the rfleld have also continuaed, it i= a natter of
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grave concern to the Organization of African unity and to ma
pearsonally, to laesrn that there are some in the Security Council
who may ke contemplating the possibility of weakening tha UNAMIR
presance in, or evan its total withdrawal from Rwanda.

It is true that tha conflict in Rwanda is esmentially an
African proplam but it is equally trus that it has sacurity and
humanitarian jmplications which are clesarly of univarsal concern.
The United Nations which has bean involved in the implementation
process of tha Arusha Agqresment esince Novembar last yaar and has
witnessed through UNAMIR, the ongeing unfortunate and tragic
developments in Rwanda, is indeed, in a unigua positien to
appreciate the magnitude of the crisis in Rwanda, its security,
political and humanitarian dimension as well as its implicaticns
for peace, sacurity and stability in the region.

I should be grateful if you could bring thesa views to the
attention of the membears of the Sacurity Council., A copy of
this letter is also baing addressed to Dr. Boutros Boutros
Ghali, Secretary General of the United Nations.

The situation in Rwanda remains chaotic, dangerous and
unpredictable.The mandats of the Mission has besn drastically
altered by events on ths ground. The Arusha Peace Accord
procass appears to be darailed. Sustained efforts towards
negotiating a cease-fire by United Nations reprasentatives
have resulted in 1little or no progreas though afforts
continue through the(OAU. UNAMIR forces, already deplated by
the withdrawal of tHé Baelgian contingant, are short of
sguipmant, weapons and ammunition even to protact themselves,
They are being drawn into croas-fires batwesen rival factions
which could compromise their neutrality. Indeed, a crucial
peint for consideration by the Council is whether UNAMIR is

. sarving any useful purposs while sxposed to sarious danger of
a rapidly deteriorating situation,

It is in this broad context that the Government of
Bangladesh has assessed the continued participation of our
trocpa in UNAMIR. Our position is as follows:

(n) Bangladesh has placed ocur contingent in UNAMIR at
the disposal of United Nations Secretary General
for pesace-keeping operatiaons. It is our
axpsctation that the United Nations Secretary
Gansral will assume full responsibility for
ensuring their parscnal aafety and security in
discharging thair mandated responsibility as
peace-keepars.

b) The assessmant of the political and security
situation on the ground is the responsaibility of
the United Nation Sscretary General.
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c) Under the present political, military and lagal
circumstances obtaining in Kigali, Bangladeshi
contingent is exposed to unnecessary risk to thalr
life and sacurity. Bangladeshl troops do not even
have adeguate weapons to defend themselves, if
attacked by any crganized groups.

] d) If it is decided by the United Nations Secretary

b General to kaep Bangladeshi troops in Rwanda as a

i . part of UNAMIR, then in our view the following
should be done:

i. Their security and safety may be ansured
through political meana. The fighting
factions in Rwanda should maka clear and
dependable political commitment to UN or OAU
that they will not harm or attack the UNAMIR

° forces,

ii. In the event that United Nations Secretary
General finds the political arrangemaents at
d(i) abova acceptable than till a new cease~
fire can bs nagotiated, Bangladashi troops in
Rwanda will have to be further reinforced and ;
they muat ba given naecessary heavy equipmant .
including artillery and APCs to dsfend 4
themaslves, if attacked.

c) If in the assessmant of the Unitad Nations
Secretary General, the security and political
gituation in Rwanda would not permit the safe stay
of UNAMIR elements in Rwanda, than the Bangladashi
contingant may be relocated to a naarby country.

We are attaching a copy
of their request.

2. The Belgian Mission has now requested assistance in the
evacuation of Belglan expatriates and Rwandan Natjionals, for whom
thay have extended Transit Papers or "Repatriation Documents", as
requested by you. Pleage note that among the individuals listed
are Cecjle Mukurubuga and her three (3) children. Also note that
the Permanent Mission of Belgium has issued individual letters
for each Rwandan National case, making a total of thirteen (13).
and have made a commitment to meet them at Nairobi Airport and
repatriate them from there. Should this prove impossible because
of the known limitations and risks, please discuss the situation
with members of the Humanitarian Team, who are scheduled to visit
Kigali in the next few days.

3. Regarding Belgilan expatriates, you will note that the
sixteen (16) individuals listed are all religious and bélcnq to
different communities in Rwanda. We have pointed out t¢ the
Belgian Mission that our efforts will be severely affected by the
thinning down of UNAMIR and they have understood.
