A. IT IS BECOMING INCREASINGLY CLEAR THAT THE VOLUNTARY 
REPATRIATION PROGRAM SPONSORED BY THE UNHCR IS IN 
DIFFICULTY. THE HUTU MILITIAS IN THE CAMPS HAVE OPPOSED THE 
PLAN, ~~ ARE ACTIVELY WORKING TO INTIMIDATE AND DISCOURAGE 
THE REFUGEES FROM RETURNING TO RWANDA. RADIO AMAHORO IS 
BROADCASTING DISINFORMATION FROM GOMA, APPARENTLY 
DESCRIBING IN GRAPHIC TERMS THE TORTURES THAT RETURNEES ARE 
SAID TO SUFFER. OF THE 300,000 REFUGEES IN BURUNDI, 58,000 
HAVE INDICATED A WILLINGNESS TO RETURN. HOWEVER, WHEN IT 
COMES TIME TO GET ON THE BUS, THEY OFTEN CHANGE THEIR 
MINDS. 

B. ON 3 SEP, A US DIPLOMAT IN KIGALI WAS QUOTED BY

RESORT TO RESPONSIBLE FORCED REPATRIATION. ON THE SAME 
DAY, A SENIOR EUROPEAN DIPLOMAT WAS QUOTED BY REUTERS AS 
SAYING THAT THE UNHCR 1 S EFFORTS TO STOP ZAIRE FROM 
EXPELLING REFUGEES WAS POLITICALLY CORRECT BUT 
STRATEGICALLY WRONG. HE IS REPORTED TO HAVE SAID THAT WE 
MUST MAKE A DEAL WITH ZAIRE AND ALLOW ITS TROOPS TO GO INTO 
THE CAMPS. ON 4 SEP, THE PRIME MINISTER OF TANZANIA SAID 
THAT TANZANIA MAY BE FORCED TO CONSIDER FORCED REPATRIATION 
OF ITS 712 I 000 RWANDAN REFUGEES. ON 5 SEP I PRESIDENT 
BIZIMUNGU APPEALED TO ALL TWO MILLION RWANDAN REFUGEES 
LIVING OUTSIDE RWANDA, ASKING THEM TO RETURN. HE HAS 
GUARANTEED THEIR SAFETY, AND PROMISED THAT THERE WOULD BE 
NO ARBITRARY ARRESTS. ON 7 SEP, THE UNHCR ANNOUNCED THAT 
A NEW DEAL HAD BEEN STRUCK WITH ZAIRE ON THE REPATRIATION 
OF THE REFUGEES, BUT THE DETAILS WERE NOT PROVIDED. 

C. UNAMIR G2 COMMENT. THE UNHCR MUST FIND A WAY TO SELL 
ITS REPATRIATION PROGRAM TO THE RWANDAN REFUGEES BEFORE THE 
MOMENTUM CREATED BY COMMISSIONER SADAKO OGATA IS LOST, AND 
THE PATIENCE OF ZAIRE, BURUNDI AND TANZANIA RUNS OUT. THE 
GOVERNMENT OF RWANDA CAN BE EXPECTED TO ASSIST, BUT THE

IN OTHER PARTS OF THE SECTOR. MRS ROSELYNE MATTEUER, 
HEAD OF THE FEDERATION OF THE RED CROSS IN ZAIRE 
INFORMED MILOBS AT RUSIZI I THAT A DISINFORMATION 
CAMPAIGN HAS BEEN LAUNCHED BY FRGF INFORMING REFUGEES 
THAT THEY HAD BEEN IN CYANGUGU AND HAD OBSERVED 
RETURNEES BEING KILLED BY RPA SOLDIERS. IT WAS 
THEREFORE ARRANGED THAT AN INDEPENDENT TEAM FROM ZAIRE 
BE MADE TO VISIT THE BORDER AREA AT RUSIZI I IN THE 
NEXT FEW DAYS ON A FACT FINDING MISSION. ALL CROSSINGS 
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RECORDED ON 29 AUG 95 WERE VOLUNTARY.

(1} NORMAL DUTIES WERE CONDUCTED. 

(2) IN AN ORGANISED REPATRIATION 22 RETURNEES WERE 
TRANSPORTED BY UNHCR GOMA CAMPS TO RWANDESE BORDER. A 
TOTAL OF 151 PEOPLE WERE TRANSPORTED FROM TRANSIT CAMP 
TO THEIR VARIOUS COMMUNES. 

( 3) PATROLS WERE CONDUCTED IN CYABINGO, GATONDE, 
NDUSU AND NYAMUTERA COMMUNES AND MILOBS LIAISED WITH 
IMMIGRATION OFFICIALS AT THE CYANIKA BORDER POST. ON 
26 AUG AT KAGELI SECTEUR (GR 5320) IN NYAMUTERA 
COMMUNE, TWO ARMED MEN, ONE IN UNIFORM AND THE OTHER 
IN CIVIL DRESS ATTACKED A 20 YEAR OLD MAN IN HIS HOUSE 
AND SHOT HIM IN THE RIGHT LEG AS HE FLED. THE VICTIM 
MANAGED TO ESCAPE AND WAS SENT TO RUHENGERI HOSPITAL

(4) MILOBS CONDUCTED PATROLS IN THE AOR. PATROL TEAM 
TO KAYOVE (GR 2892) WERE INFORMED BY LOCALS THAT ON 24 
AUG 95 THREE LOCALS WERE ABDUCTED INTO THE FOREST BY 
SIX ARMED MEN. THE HOSTAGES WHO MANAGED TO ESCAPE 
INFORMED RPA WHO CONDUCTED A SEARCH FOR THE ARMED MEN 
WITHOUT RESULT. ALSO AT NGAMA (GR 2498) THE TEAM WAS 
INFORMED THAT ON 24 AUG 95 THERE WAS A FIRE FIGHT 
BETWEEN RPA AND ONE SUSPECTED INTERHAMWE. THE 
INSURGENT WAS KILLED AND KILLED AND BURIED IN 
LOCATION. PATROL TEAM VISITED THE SITE AND FOUND TWO 
HAND GRENADES.

GENERAL SITUATION 

1. (U) THE OVERALL SITUATION REMAINS STABLE. ON 19 AUG 95, 
ZAIREAN AUTHORITIES BEGAN TO FORCIBLY EVICT RWANDAN REFUGEES FROM 
CAMPS IN THE GOMA AND BUKA VU AREAS. THE EFFORT WAS SUSPENDED ON 
24 AUG AFTER APPROX 13,000 REFUGEES CROSSED BACK INTO RWANDA. 
LOOTING AND BURNING OF SOME CAMPS, AND MISTREATMENT OF REFUGEES, 
BY ZAIREAN TROOPS WAS REPORTED. ZAIRE HAS STATED THAT FORCED 
REPATRIATION WILL RESUME IF AGREEMENT IS NOT REACHED BY 26 AUG 
ON THE VOLUNTARY REPATRIATION OF ALL REMAINING RWANDAN REFUGEES. 

POLITICAL 

2. (UN R) THE FORCED REPATRIATION THIS WEEK OF THOUSANDS OF 
RWANDAN REFUGEES PROMPTED UP TO 130,000 OTHERS TO FLEE INTO THE 
ZAIREAN COUNTRYSIDE. AT LEAST FOUR REFUGEE CAMPS ON THE 
OUTSKIRTS OF BUKAVU AND TWO CAMPS NEAR UVIRA HAVE SUSTAINED HEAVY 
DAMAGE OR BEEN DESTROYED. SOME FORMER RESIDENTS MAY BE 
RETURNING, HOWEVER, AS WORD OF THE SUSPENSION OF THE FORCED 
REPATRIATION REACHES THOSE HIDING IN THE COUNTRYSIDE. 

3. {U) ZAIRE IS INSISTING THAT THE INTERNATIONAL COMMUNITY 
ASSUME RESPONSIBILITY FOR REPATRIATING AT LEAST 5,000 REFUGEES 
PER DAY TO RWANDA, AND WOULD LIKE ALL REMAINING REFUGEES ACROSS 
THE BORDER BY YEAR'S END. UNHCR, WHO HAS APPARENTLY OFFERED TO 
TURN THE OPERATION INTO A VOLUNTARY REPATRIATION PROGRAMME, HAS 
STATED THAT IT CANNOT SUPPORT THAT HIGH OF A RETURNEE RATE. 
ALSO, DESPITE ASSURANCES FROM SOME REFUGEE LEADERS THAT MOST 
REFUGEES WANT TO RETURN TO RWANDA, ONLY A FRACTION HAVE ACTUALLY 
APPLIED TO DO SO. 

4. {U) THE RWANDAN GOVERNMENT HAS OPENLY ENCOURAGED REFUGEES 
TO RETURN, INCLUDING FORMER GOVERNMENT SOLDIERS, BUT OPPOSITION 
A1/2 
ELEMENTS IN THE CAMPS HAVE UNDERTAKEN A CAMPAIGN OF PROPAGANDA, 
DISINFORMATION AND INTIMIDATION TO DISCOURAGE REFUGEES FROM 
ACCEPTING THE OFFER. UNHCR, HOWEVER, IS REPORTEDLY EXPECTING AT 
LEAST 3,000 REFUGEES TO CROSS AT CYANGUGU BEGINNING 29 AUG 95. 

5. {UN R) COMMENT. ZAIRE CLAIMS THAT FORCED REPATRIATION WAS 
THE DIRECT RESULT OF THE SUSPENSION OF THE ARMS EMBARGO AGAINST 
RWANDA, WHICH ZAIRE WAS NOT IN FAVOUR. HOWEVER, THE BURDEN OF 
CARING FOR IT'S MILLION PLUS REFUGEE POPULATION, WHICH INCLUDES 
REFUGEES FROM RWANDA, BURUNDI AND ANGOLA, IS BECOMING A SOURCE 
OF INSTABILITY FOR THE ZAIREAN GOVERNMENT. NONETHELESS, IT IS 
UNCLEAR WHETHER ZAIRE IS PREPARED TO RESORT TO A FORCED, AND 
MASSIVE, REFUGEE REPATRIATION, OR IS ATTEMPTING A FEINT TO COERCE 
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UN RESTRICTED 

THE INTERNATIONAL COMMUNITY INTO REASSUMING THE BURDEN OF CARE 
FOR REFUGEES IN THE COUNTRY. 

MILITARY 

·> 6. (U) THE MOST SIGNIFICANT EVENT THIS WEEK H.A.S BEEN THE 
. .,. RESTRAINED REACTION BY THE RWANDAN MILITARY AND SECURITY SERVICES 

TO THE DRAMATIC SURGE IN RETURNEES. RWANDAN AUTHORITIES DETAINED 
SOME REFUGEES, INCLUDING PRISONERS TURNED OVER BY ZAIRE, AND A 
NUMBER OF ADMITTED FORMER GOVERNMENT SOLDIERS, BUT THE OVERALL 
FIGURE WAS A FRACTION OF THE REFUGEE INTAKE. 

CONCLUSION 

7. {U) THE REFUGEE CRISIS OF LAST WEEK DID NOT RESULT IN ANY 
SIGNIFICANT THREAT TO THE STABILITY OF THE RWANDAN GOVERNMENT. 
THE TREATMENT OF REFUGEES AT THE BORDER AND IN THE TRANSIT CAMPS 
BY RWANDAN AUTHORITIES, PARTICULARLY THE ARMY, EXCEEDED 
EXPECTATIONS BY SOME/ AND GARNERED PRAISE FROM SOME UN AGENCIES 
AND NGOs. 

8. (UN R) COMMENT. A RESUMPTION OF FORCED REPATRIATION BY 
ZAIRE COULD RESULT IN AN UNCONTROLLED MASS EXODUS OF RWANDAN 
REFUGEES. THE RWANDAN GOVERNMENT MAY REACT STRONGLY TO SUCH AN 
EVENT/ FEARING THAT FORMER GOVERNMENT SOLDIERS WOULD SEIZE THE 
OPPORTUNITY TO INFILTRATE BACK INTO THE COUNTRY. 
MOREOVER 1 ZAIRE'S END-YEAR DEADLINE FOR REPATRIATING RWANDAN 
REFUGEES IS LIKELY ONLY ACHIEVABLE IF FORCED REPATRIATION WERE 
TO RESUME. A NEGOTIATED RETURN MAY BE DIFFICULT TO ACHIEVE, EVEN 
WITH THE AGREEMENT OF ALL PARTIES. ONCE REFUGEES ARE COMMITTED 
TO A REPATRIATION, THEY MAY UNDERTAKE TO RETURN SOONER RATHER 
THAN LATER, INCLUDING THOSE FROM TANZANIA AND BURUNDI, 
OVERWHELMING THE RESOURCES IN PLACE TO HANDLE THEM.
