Their monthly fuel allocation of 2000 litres
is by far insufficient. By modest calculations a minimum of 7500 litres a month will he adequate.

The NRA has no comms. They rely heavily on a single Walkie Talkie radio on loan from
UNOMLlR. Of recent, they also acquired a telephone in their Office. This is indeed very sad and our
patrols are serlouslv affected as a result thereof.

According to the information letter dated 16 August 1993,
addressed by the Permanent Representative of the Republic of
Uganda in the United Nations, Prof Perezi K. Kamunanwire, to the
Secretary-General of the United Nations, your government had
completely adhered to Security Council resolution 846 (1993) of
22 June 1993, which established the United Nations Observer
Mission Uganda-Rwanda (UNOMUR) on the Ugandan side of the border.
It was required in the agreement that freedom of movement for the
Military Observers inside the mission area was a condition lIsine
qua non II to perform their duties in a proper way. This agreement
is still valid as UNOMUR's mandate is extended by Security
Council resolution 891 (1993) of 20 December 1993.

However, on several occasions our movement was restricted
by NRA officers without any reasonable explanation. The lastest
of these events occurred on 04 January of this year, at 2300
hours, when one of our patrols was delayed by the NRA post at
KASHEKYE, while it was following a suspected truck which was
moving to the border at night. This attitude is a clear
violation of the agreement between the United Nations and "the
Government of uganda, and I kindly request your support to avoid
that events of this nature happen again in the future. I should
like to reiterate that freedom of movement is a vital condition
for the Military Observers of UNOMUR to carry on with their
tasks.
