SUBJECT: Stanleyville news

At about 4.30 p.m. on Monday, 10 August 1964, I
received a telephone call from Mr. Josse Crabbe, Director of
the Federation des Enterprises Congolaises, telephone 2780.

Mr. Crabbe advised that two companies, Sedec and
Cegeac had received telephone calls from Stanleyville today.
In both cases the caller from Stanleyville reported the city
quiet and no military activity on the right bank. They expected
the resumption of economic activity today or tomorrow. The caller
from Stanleyville seemed to be talking in a very guarded tone
indicating that they were under surveillance during the convers-
ation.

I called Mr. Hobisch, who immediately went to call on
Mr. Crabbe to attain all first-hand information. I notified
Mr. Polgar of the information.
