further to my memorandum of 16 March Mr. Temnomeroff has returned from 
Usumbura, where he met Mr. Gopius, Representative of the High Commissioner for 
Refugees. They esteem that only in Burundi there are already 38 . 000 .. Ruaodese 
Refugees, who have neither security nor economic possibilities. He added that 
even two days before the arrival of the Commission 500 more refugees crossed 
into Sange - the region where the situation is worse - thus showing that they 
have little faith in the success of the Commission's mandate. 

Therefore I must insist on my suggestion that the members of the Commission 
be invited to come to Kivu and observe the Refugee situation on the spot. 

Should they find no time to come, · I request authorization to meet the 
Commission at Usumbura, taking along a small group of persons who are well informed 
about the problem. 

In the meantime the evacuation to the new resettlement areas in Bihwe and Lemera 
has already started and this morning Mr. Temnomeroff obtained from the Provincial 
Government authorization to start a third area in Kalongo, to displace the refugees 
living in the outskirts of Bukavu.

Reference is made to our previous discussions and correspondence on the 
question of sending a "mission d'enqu8te" to South Kasai and North Katanga 
for a prelimina.ry investigation of the pGssi bili ties ~ repatriate a still 
unkn wn number of refugiee to their places of origin. 

The situation is now that we cannot make a:n.y progress with the project 
"Return tc the Communes" until after the visit of the refugees delegation to 
the Central Government. I was glad to hear from you that you believe that the 
atmosphere might soon be favourable for the visit of such a. delegation and that 
you will keep me informed. 

We cannot either make a:n.y progress or make any planning oonoerning our 
other big project i.e. the repatriation to South Kasai and North Katanga 
until we have studied the situation on the spot. In order not to lose time, 
may I therefore suggest that I am allowed to pay a preliminary visit to South 
Kasai and North Katanga to inform myself on these problems with the UN Repre­
sentatives, with the local authorities a:n.d as far as South Kasai is concerned, 
perhaps also with some of the tribal chiefs. As far as South Kasai is concerned 
I would discuss the detailed plan for the visit with our Representative there, 
but I feel that I would have to visit at least Luluabourg, Ba.kwanga and perhaps 
some places in the Southern province. In North Katanga I suppose a somehow 
clear picture of the situation could be got in Albertville. 

As you are aware, I had planned to bring with me some representatives of 
voluntary agencies but in order not to lose time, I would suggest that I unde~ 
take this first preliminary visit accompanied by Prof. Wilson, Major Forslund 
and Lt. Lassen as interpreter. We should certainly make no commitment whatso­
ever but I am of the opinion that if any progress shall be possible, we ought 
to know if the situation in these two provinces is such that repatriation is 
possible at all. As far as Forslund, Lassen and I are concerned, we are ready 
to leave immediate1'.l:y, a.nd I should appreciate it very much to have the green

2. The General Assembly's Resolution about the future of Ruanda-Urundi speaks 
of "the return and reinstallation of all refugees" ••• Exactly what the immense 
majority of the refugees are asking is to be resettled, but in Kivu Province and 
in a permanent way, as they have no desire to return to Ruanda, where most of 
them fear to be murdered. 

Before making a final report, I esteem the duty of the Commission is to 
clearly ascertain all the facts . Therefore the members of the Commission should 
be invited to come to Kivu and speak with the local authorities, with the 
President of the Ruandese Refugee Committee, with the heads of the various 
Missions looking after them and with the Refugees themselves, which includes the 
Queen Mother of Ruanda . She lives in Bukavu and has asked for U.N. help, but 
has no desire to return to Rwanda under present conditions. 

We would be prepared to offer the Commission all necessary assistance.
