Rwandan Refugees in Zaire - Press Communigue

Six months to the day, since the 19 of August 1995
and the military expulsion of 15,000 Rwandan refugees by the
Zairian Government, widely condemned by the international community
because of being contrary to humanitarian law, today Zaire decides
to repeat its crime.

Kibumba and Nyangezi camps were invaded by the Zairian armed
forces normally in-charge of the campéféecurlty The refugees have
been ordered to cease all economic, social or cultural activities
whereas HCR is instructed to "persuade" under pressure the refugees
to return to Rwanda "voluntarily" in conformity with the present
ultimatum. And, as if that was not enough, the NGOs and HCR are
being pressurized to end all their activities. The aim is to
starve and cease all care for refugees and then forcibly expel
them.

RWANDA POUR TOUS (RWANDA FOR ALL) asserts that the refugees’ right
to return to their own country is an inalienable right and that it
is up to the authorities in Kigali to establish conditions that are
verifiablg favourable for the return of the refugees.

RWANDA POUR TOUS (RPT) asserts the essentially khd voluntary
nature of repatriation which must be respected in all cases, so
that no refugee might be repatriated against his will to Rwanda
where life) corporal integrity and 1liberty are constantly
threatened.

RPT asserts that it is Zairegand HCR's duty to guarantee the
protection of refugees on 2Zairian territory. It condemns the
actions and the pressures of the Zairian authorities because they
violate humanitarian law, and asks them to revoke their decisions.
It disapproves of the campaign for "forced persuasion" to return
undertaken by HCR and the corresponding decision to reduce food
rations. RPT, on the contrary, requests it to defend the very
foundations of the right of asylum.

RPT, conscious of the great and unshared burden borne by the
countries hosting refugees, in the present case Zaire, appeals to
the international community on the one hand, to assist this country
in material terms and, on the other hand, and as a matter of
urgency, to help Rwandans to undertake wlthout delay negotiations
with a view to finding long-term political solutions to the
particularly dramatic situation of the refugees and, in general, to
the absence of peace in Rwanda.

3. Assistance Provided By MILOBs / UNAMIR, The MILOBs monitor the
movement of returnees from the border up to their home communes. MILOB patrols visit
the border posts regularly (almost everyday for the active border posts and at reasonable
frequency for other border posts ). Thereafter they visit the transit camps to check the
figures as well as to assess the requirements of returnees.

4. UNHCR requests for transport whenever the number of returnees are large. UNAMIR

- has been frequently assisting them by providing transport for the movement of retumees
from border posts to transit camps. UNAMIR uses both first line and second line transport
for this purpose.

5. MILOB patrols visiting communes check on the resettiement of returnees. They also
assess their needs and try to coordinate these with necessary NGOs who could support
those needs. UNAMIR has also undertaken other important tasks like dozer works in
transit camps and improvement on roads and bridges to assist refugee repatriation.

6. MILOBSs have also tried to reunite the orphans with their parents.

7.  MILOB visits to communes also act as a great source of confidence and inspiration



to the returnees who are otherwise very apprehensive.

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RWANDA CONTINGENCY PLAN FOR RETURNEES FROM ZAIRE

This paper outlines UNHCR Rwarda's planned response to a large influx ot returnees. 1t also
gives an account of the plans of other UN agencies and, where known, of the Government of
Rwanda relevant to such an influx.

The paper does not discuss the (many) possible events which might lead to such an influx.

[t does not discuss the (many} forms of assistance required, once returnees have arrived in their
home communes, to remntegrate them there.

It does not detail the actions involved in dealing with brief emergencies - “spikes’ caused by short-
lived refoulements, for example - which are being managed with present resources

It does not analyse the possible responses to a mass influx of Burundi refugees into Rwanda. in
part because HCR Burundi counterparts believe such an event to be uniikely.

This plan assumes that UNHCR Rwanda may have to transport steadily increasing numbers of
repatnants - using scheduled convoys - as the prospect for return improves; and that the increase
n organised repatriation will in time lead to an increase in the number of Rwandese who
repatriate spontaneously, without UNHCR’s assistance.

A. [FOOD: Although returnees may have beneflitted recently from food dJistributions in
countries of asylum, the current plan assumes that for one reason ot another returnees will
not be carrying tood with them -other than High-Protein Biscuits (HPB]- when they arrive
in Rwanda.

B. LOGISTICS: In the event of a mass, uncontrolled influx to Rwanda, 1t 15 assumed
that all but the most vulnerable returnees will move to the border independent of UNHCR
transport.  Vulnerable individuals and families will be moved by the Community Services
implementing partners of UNHCR sub- and field offices tn countries of asylum to the
borders with Rwanda: vulnerable individuals and families, identified as such before the

process of return begins, will be ‘passed over’ upon arrival to the Community Services —-— -

implementing partners of UNHCR sub- and field offices in Rwanda.

C. DOMESTIC NEEDS: It is assumed that returnees t0 Rwanda will not bring with
them any sort of non-food item previously given them in the countries of asylum. Thus the
package of domestic needs [see page 14 below] normally required by refugees/returnees
will be given them within Rwanda, either at transit centres or i comunanes of origin.

D. HEALTH: Itis assumed that all returnees will have received the standard
immunisation regime (DPT and measles), doses of Mebendazole and Folic Acid {Bukavu
only) before therr return to Rwanda. Lxtremely ill returnces, or those otherwise in need of
close medical supervision, will be made identifiable tn advance by UNIICR Medical
Coordimators mn countries of asylum. Returnces will also be urges to safeguard all health
care related documents: Carnet de Santé, Carnet de Vaccination, Carte du Centre
Nutriiione!, Carie de Suivi Tubercuwlewx, and Carte {du Soin] Narale, so that medical care
can continue throughout the process of repatriation.

[ COMMUNITY SERVICES: It 1s assumed that Unaccompanied Minors (IJAMs)
will be moved by the Community Services implementing partners of UNITCR sub- and
field otfices in countries of asylum to the borders with Rwanda; these UAMs, wdentified as
such before the process of return beging, will be ‘passed over” upon arrwval g the
Community Services implementing partners of UNHCR sub- and ficld offices w1 Rwanda.

The decision to move from a 2 month to a 1 menth ration will be made by the

In the event of a mass influx of 10,000 or more persons per day, it is assumed that 30% - 50%
of remirnees will require transport, and the remainder will walk home. Permission to walk
will have to be secured in advance from Rwandese security authorities, who currently escort
all returnees from potnts of entry to home communes.

40 additional trucks will have to be rented to allow 6000 persons to be transported per day -
to replace those which are unusable/off-road at any given time.

100 additional trucks will have to be rented to increase transport capacity to a total of 10,000
persons per day.

[UNHCR logistics confirms that, in an emergency, it will find itself competing with WP for
trucks in the Kampala rental market, probably raising the rental price above the current {and
already-inflated) daily rate of USD 300.)

[n order to muaintain a steady flow of movement from border points througli transit centres
onward to home communes, the following measures have been or will be adopred:

l. Border Points *» UNAMIR vehicles will be used as a shuttle service for transporting
vulnerable persons from border points to transit centres.

» UNAMIR vehicles will be driven by UNAMIR personnel; the vehicles
will be refuelled and serviced at UNAMIR facilities in the area.

* UNAMIR velicles will be'tasked by IOM/UNHCR field personnel,
who will also supervise loading and unloading.

2. Transit Centres  * Loading and unloading sites at transit centre must be well separated.

« These sites must be large enough to accommodate between 10 - 20
velicles at any one tme.
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3. Way Stations

* [Food and non-foed items should be distributed on the atternoon of the
day ot arrival at the transit centre, or by 0600h of the following day.

UNHCR is giving the Joint Commuission, for distribution to the gendarmerie, 25 escort
vehicles, security and communications equipment, which are expected to speed the process of
movement of returnees through the system. Currently, all returnees are expected to travel to
transit centres in UNHCR transport or 1o walk to them; none are permutted to proceed directty -
to their homes.

origin. UNHCR presence at the borders and transit centres will also ensure that the security
of returnees is upheld by the gendarmerie and the RPA. Monitoring will include dentificatian
of needs within communes/secteurs which could [ead to problems at the local level (health,
food security, sanitation, etc) as well as traditional monitoring of the safety of returnees.

The number of registration clerks at transit centres will be increased to expedite the
registration procedures of returnees. This process 1s important for two reasons: control of
material assistance received and for monitoring purposes.

if, in the event of a massive repatriation, sufficient numbers of competent registration staff
cannot be found, registration will be suspended.

HRFOR has serious financial constraints, and there is uncertainty regarding the future of [hL
mission. The maximum number of human rights monitors working 1n the country has been
120; presently there are only 90. Most of the staff have contracts only until the end of Tanuary

heavily on UNAMIR for logisticat and comumunications support. [t is unclear what will
happen to HRFOR’s support systems after UNAMIR’s departure m March.

1. Extortion. Locals in Vumba Sector 4817 in Karago Commune 4416
reported that on 02 Jan RPA was indulging in extortion. One person
in Ndorwa Sector 4616 was shot in the stomach by three RPA soldiers
when he refused to comply.

2. Explosions in Goma 05/07 Jan. In Goma explosions occurred on
05 Jan which were heard in Gisenyi. It was learnt that bombs were
placed near a cathedral. One person was killed and two seriously
wounded. Three explosions were heard in Gisenyl from the general
area of Goma airport in the evening of 07 Jan.

3. Killings.
(a) 16 Jan. At about 2200 h Burasanzwe of Mukingo Sector

2618 in Rwerere Commune 2712 was killed in his house by two
FRGF. They stole his property. one FRGF was accidentally
killed his colleague during the theft.

(b) 28 Jan. Four persons (three men and a woman) were
stabbed to death by FRGF in a drinking bar, 300 m away from
Nkamira transit camp 3219 with knives. One person managed to
escape and informed the RPA troops. During a follow up ops by
the RPA there was exchange of fire and two RPA soldiers and
two FGRF were killed.

4. A tk Mine Incidents.

(a) 16 Jan. An RPA truck detonated an A tk mine on 16
Jan 96 at Nanga Sector 4218 in Karago Commune 4316. Two RPA
soldiers died on the spot and 16 others were seriously
wounded.

(b)Y 25 Jan. At Ruganda village 5192 in Ramba Commune
4893 a veh conveying locals to Ramba for installation of the
Bourgmestre detonated an A tk mine. Three persons died on the
spot and eighteen were seriously wounded.

(a) 25 Jan. At about 1140 h in Kayove Commune 2790 a
student detonated anti personnel mine placed in front of the
secondary school toilet. The student lost his right legq.

(b) 05 Feb. Two persons were injured today near the
resettlement camp Kinhira 2896 when they stepped on A Pers
mines.



6. Infiltrations.

{a) Locals of Mutura on 25 Jan 96 expressed deep concern
about frequent infiltrations into their commune. Consequently
RPA has reorganized their deployment to contain the situation.

(b} At Gasasa village in Kayove Commune 2792 military eqpt
incl four A Pers mines, pair of binoculars and military
uniforms were discovered in a house. A search was conducted by
local sector and commune civil authorities. A woman has been
arrested pending investigation.

(c) The chief of the Children Dept and his wife from Kivumu
Sector 2303 in Nyamyumba Commune were beaten on ni of 30 Jan
by about 12 armed men in military uniform in his house at
Tarasi Cellule 2304. Their belongings were stolen.

{(d} ©On 24 Jan some infiltrators attacked a man in Gacurabwege
sector 2625 and stole cattle and household goods.

(e} On ni 06/07 Feb some armed persons raided two houses in
Gihorwe Sector 3123 and made away with money and household
goods.

7. Demglition 31 Jan. At about 2100 h a bridge across the Pfund
River 231112 in Nyamyumba Commune 2106 was demolished by FRGF. The
roofing of houses, doors and windows in the vicinity of the bridge
were also damaged.

8. Sabotage 02/03 Feb. Oon ni 02/03 Feb a pylon and a section of
pipeline located at GR 1908 on the road to Gisenyl Brewery was
blown using TNT. The pipeline fed water to a reservoir for the
Brewery. Ten bodies were found near the pylon killed by
splinters/bullets. Five persons have been detained by the
Gendarmerie for investigation.

9. Mass return of Masisi OCIL. Between 07 and 09 Feb more than
1200 OCL appeared spontaneously from Masisi complaining of
intimidation by Zairian Auth. It was reported that the sit in
Masisi was fast deteriorating.

10. Handing Over Mil Fgpt 14 Feb. The Zairian Govt handed over
some wpns incl A tk lrs, arty pieces, APC and Two heptrs to Rwandan

Govt in a ceremony held at the main border post.

Killings.

(a) At 2200 h on 03 Jan the Chief of Communal Police was
killed at Nyakinama Commune by FRGF whilst on duty.
Subsequently eight persons comprising two FRGF, four armed
persons and two detained for minor offenses were released by
them.

(b} It was learnt from locals that four persons known to be
informers of RPA were killed on 04 feb 96 in Nkumba Commune by
20 former militia armed with AK 47 rifs. Deceased were killed
because they revealed an arms cache to the RPA in the same
commune on 09 Jan.

(c) Aan RPA soldier was killed in Cyabingo Commune on 06 Feb
by FRGF.

(d) Three FRGF were killed with machetes by locals at Nyundo
Sector of Cyabingo Commune on 08 Feb. They were accused by the
locals of rampant stealing in the area.

Infiltrations.

(a) ©On 05 Jan an RPA soldier sentry at the Bde Cdr‘s House in
Ruhengeri fired at two infiltrators. One person was arrested
with 2 grenades and pistcol but the other fled. It appears they
had come to assassinate the Cdr.

{b) On 08 Jan curfew was declared in Nyakinama, Nyamutera and
Cyabingo Communes starting from 1800 h to 0600 h. Reason for
curfew was to arrest infiltrators and to restrict their
activities.

(c) At about 09 Jan four former militia from Ruhundo 6937 and
Nyanga 7138 Sectors of Nkumba Commune 6639 were intercepted.
One person was arrested and found with a grenade. The
remaining began to flee and were killed. Further
investigations revealed an arm cache consisting of 16 small
arms without magazines. He added that the weapons were brought
into the country for an operation.

Violation of Curfew.

(a) Four persons were killed at GR 597286 on Kanza GR 6029~
Moku 5828 Road of Nyakinama Commune GR 5827 by RPA at about
1930 h on 19 Jan 96. The reason for their killing was that
they broke curfew and started to run on seeing the RPA night
patrol.

(b) At about 1900 h on 24 Jan RPA night patrol shot and



killed one person at Nkotsi Sector 6025 in Nyakinama Commune
5827. Deceased broke curfew and failed to stop when challenged
by RPA.

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PRESS RELEASE ON THE SITUATION OF RWANDESE REFUGEES
IN MUYINGA PROVINCE OF BURUNDI

Foliowing the genocide and civil war that occured in Rwanda in 1994, over
200,000 persons fled to exile in Burundi and the majority are in the provinces
Muyinga and Ngozi in northern Burundi.

During the last one and half years , there has beer continned refuges
movements in the region. These have involved movements from camp t
camp, as well as from country to country. With Refugees in Burundi there
have been frequent movernents from Eastern Region to Tanzania and this has
caused the number of refugees in Tanzania to raise to over half a million.
During last week over 10,000 refugees moved from Mugano camp in
Muyinga province to Tanzama. On Monday this week very early in the
morning Rwandese refugees numbering more than 15,000 in Ntamba camp

in Muyinga province attempted to cross into Tanzania,

We have learnt that for some clearly understood reasons the Government of
Tanzanja could not take in these refugees. We have also reliably leamt that
there was no apparent threar or any violent action to have caused the masg
exodus. It 1s probable that the anxiety on the part of the refugees may have
coptribured to their decision t0 move. We however, have learnt that some
political organizations, like RDR are trying to use refugees as a bargaining
chip for political gains.  We regret all these happenings and we wish
teiterare our position and firm commitment that all the refugees are welcome
home uncondidonally.

At this juncrure we would like to plead with the refagees to heed our call and
come home. The Government has put in place the necessary reception
mechanisms and is ready tc take in immediately all the affected persons from
Ntamba camp in fair and secure conditions. Further, the Government is

dispatching a high ranking delegation to Bujumbura on 28ih this month to
hold discussions with UNHCR and Burund: authorities on ways of enhancing
the quick return of all refugees now still in Burundi.

The Governrnent is appealing to all agencies, organisations and governments
that can exercise reasonable influence ro render all possible assistance to
make possible the return of the Rwanda refugees sull in exile, The
Government regrets the continued political acuvities and manipulatious now
being conducted in refugee camps. Those responsible should refrain from
holding genuine refugees as hostages but should come and exercise their
political rights inside the counury.

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STATISTICS ON RETURNEES : 1995
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REFUGEE UPDATE

Rwandan refugees constitute the greatest threat to the stability of Rwanda. Until they are repatriated the business of
rebuilding the country cannot fully be undertaken. The refugee community offers concealment to the opponents of
reconciliation, and a staging area for their operations into Rwanda.

Despite continuing efforts to speed up the pace of refugee repatriation, overall numbers remain well below desired
levels. Moreover, with mounting instability in Burundi the region’s refugee problems are about to become even more
burdensome.

Under colonial rule ethnic polarization was fostered between Tutsi and Hutu as a means of controlling the Rwandan
society. Today, so-called opinion leaders among the Rwandan refugee population promote ethnic differences to
discourage repatriation. Rwandan refugees have been conditioned for well over a year to reject any repatriation plan
that does not include the restoration of the pre-genocide balance of power. Many refugees refuse to return unless this
basic precondition is realized. Meanwhile, intimidators in the refugee camps have employed a campaign of
disinformation and violence to counter repatriation efforts. Distrust, fear and uncertainty prevail among the thoughts of
those refugees deciding whether to believe the assurances of the Rwandan government and the international community
that it is safe to return.

The reintegration into Rwandan society of those refugees who have returned has met with mixed success. Competition
for land, housing and humanitarian aid has raised tensions amongst the incumbent population and the returnees. Other
obstacles to progress remain. The decimated government bureaucracy has been unable to administer the repatriation
process effectively. Large numbers of survivors remain traumatized by their experiences. The RPA is distrusted by
much of the population. The combined effects of these factors seriously undermines ongoing reconciliation and
repatriation efforts. A further complicating factor is the return of 1959 refugees which has placed increased demands on
the resources of this densely populated country.

Despite continuing insurgent activity, the overall security situation in Rwanda is improving. The government is taking
measures to reestablish its control over the activities of foreign organizations and individuals operating in Rwanda. In
the refugee community this is viewed with suspicion. So are arrests of accused genocidaires. Opinion leaders seize
upon this as evidence of a conspiracy to prevent Hutus from gaining any share of real power. This perception is
heightened by a media which often portrays the Rwandan government as dominated by Tutsis.

A round of forced expulsions and threats of more have not been enough to motivate refugees into returning. Reducigg
services to refugee camps similarly has had little effect. The greatest motivator to repatriation thus far has been the
instability in Burundi. The most recent attempts to revitafize the repatriation process are intentionally low key. In the
past, widespread and much-heralded announcements of repatriation details have allowed elements opposed to the effort
to obstruct or otherwise circumvent their implementation.

The majority of former government soldiers fled to eastern Zaire. Ex-FAR commanders, together with a number of key
political figures from the former government, exercise direct influence over half of all Rwandan refugees. The main
source of the insurgency and political opposition directed against the present government of Rwanda originates from
eastern Zaire. Their presence is the greatest impediment to the repatriation process. Zaire has repeatedly promised to
neutralize these elements. Action to date has been limited and mostly ineffectual.

The Rwandan government has indicated its displeasure with the way that the international comn'_nunity is plannmg and
implementing repatriation on its behalf. The chief complaint is that refugees in camps enjoy a higher quality of life than

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do Rwandese survivors. The government is growing increasingly impatient at the failure of donor countries to fulfill
pledges of support to Rwanda, while aid monies continue to flow into the refugee zone, benefiting and sustaining
genocidaires and their protectors. It has recently started to crack down on aid agencies and their operations in Rwanda.
* Only those who operate in compliance with Rwandan law, and can prove that their presence provides real benefit to
Rwandans, are expected to be allowed to stay.

The approach adopted thus far to solving the refugee problem has been to target the refugee communities in Burundi,
Tanzania and Zaire on an equal basis. It has since been determined that some groups of refugees are more receptive to
repatriation than others. Among the three communities, those refugees in Zaire are the least receptive. Due to the
deteriorating situation in Burundi Rwandan refugees are likely to opt for repatriation in greater numbers over the short
term than those in Tanzania or Zaire.

Repatriation efforts have largely failed due to a number of mitigating factors. First and foremost the cadre of
intimidators must be divorced from the refugee community at large. Secondly, essential services must be reduced and
ultimately terminated and the resources shifted to Rwanda. Thirdly, support to the ex-FAR must be stopped, or at least
seriously curtailed.

While the return of all the Rwandan refugees who fled in the latest exodus is desired, it is not a realistic goal. There are
many, perhaps numbering in the hundreds of thousands, who may never accept repatriation under the present

government. A large proportion of these would likely stand a good chance of being arrested, tried and convicted as
genocidaires. It is within this body that the greatest long term threat to Rwanda’s security lies. A plan to isolate and
neutralize this threat is essential if hopes of reconciliation and stability are to be realized.

AT THE PEESENT PACE,

The repatriation of Rwandan refugees is evolving into a medium to long term undertaking. Those who hope for a much
quicker return of the latest exodus need look no further than the example set by the repatriation of 1959 refugees, which

General

1. The detailed allocation of transport being provided by UNAMIR for repatriation of
refugees is given out in the Instructions under reference.

Aim

2 The aim of these instructions is to lay down details for provision of admin support for
this operation.

Admin Support

3. Accommodation. NICOQY is responsible for providing accommodation to the attached
personnel and adequate parking space for the vehicles..

4. Rations. The contributing contingents are responsible for provision of rations to their
personnel for the duration of the operation.

5. Water, NICOY is responsible for provision of water to the attached personnel.

6. Fuel. One fuel tank (10,000 It) each is being positioned at SHAGASHA and
NYUNDO. NICOY will ensure that fuel is issued only to UNAMIR vehicles, unless ordered
otherwise, and the expenditure incurred for this operation is accounted for separately.

T Maintenance.

A. First line Repairs. These will be undertaken at the existing maint facilities at

SHAGASHA and NYUNDO.

B. Second Line Repairs. These will be undertaken at existing facilities at
KIGALI. Contributing contingents will be ready to provide replacement vehicles for
the ones moved back for second line repairs.

. Emergency Repairs. Assistance would be provided by BDA with minor repairs
if necessary.

Coordinating Instructions

8. Certain issues which have emerged during the weekly meetings with the UNHCR,
IOM and the Ministry of Rehabilitation are given out in the succeeding paragraphs.

9. Command and Control. NICOY is to detail an officer for each location, who will
arrange for the tasking and scheduling of the vehicles on the basis of the requirement projected
by the local IOM representative who will have overall coordinating role for the best use of all
available vehicles.

10.  Employment of vehicles. The UNAMIR vehicles would be used for moving returnees
from the border crossing points to the nearest transit centres. If deemed necessary they could
also be used for transfers from one transit centre to other on tarmac roads like moving from
NYAGATARE to BUTARE or NKAMIRA to NDERA.

11.  Communication. UNHCR frequencies will be programmed on the radio sets of certain
key appointments of NICOY to enhance coordination. The necessary arrangements are being
worked out with the UNHCR.

12.  Conduct. IOM personnel will be responsible for supervision and coordination of
loading and unloading procedures. If necessary IOM civilian personnel will be allowed to
travel on UNAMIR vehicles as escorts.

Conclusion

13. It should be the endeavour of all concerned to provide adequate support to ensure the
success of this sensitive operation.
