1. The second phase of the rotation of Ethiopian troops
through Entebbe is due to start on 14 June. The first
phase has already been completed between 19 and 26 May.
The USAF aircraft lift the troops from Addis Ababa to
Entebbe amd they are then taken over by UN aircraft for
Stanleyville. A UN transit camp has been established at
Entebbe for the purpose and we have sent a lMovement Con-
trol team there to coordinate the movement.

2. Diplomatic clearance has been obtained by the USAF for
the move through Entebbe, but I would recommend that you
send, on behalf of the United Nations, a cable to the
Government of Uganda thanking them for their cooperation
at Entebbe in the past and hoping that the same coopera-
tion will be granted for the forthcoming move. It can
also be stated that Air Commodore Chapman, on behalf of
the United Nations, will call personally on Monday, 12 June,
to convey thanks to the Governor and others concerned.

Although you have not asked me to comment on the a/m report,
I feel some comment might be of interest to you.

2. First, to answer the question raised in signal n® 1230 to
the effect "please advise on accuracy this attribution". Without
arguing the matter, I can say guite definitely that the statement,
as reported, is mot accurate.

3. By way of background, however, I am pleased to point out that,
during Mr. Jankowski's cocktail party on Monday 21 February, I
talked vith a Mr Peter Gross. In the course of general discussion
about the Congo, he said that he understood the United Nations was
interested in acquiring additional airlift and that the Seven Seas
contract had recently been cancelled. I advised him that it was
quite true that the United Nations airlift capability is somewhat
short of our requirements. I felt there was no secrecy concerning
this matter, as the Ambassador himself had explained our position
in some detail to a press man (Daily Mirror, I believe) during
General Kettani's party some nights before. Mr Gross asked if
United States authorities had cancelled Seven Seas' comntract,

to which I replied in the negative, and explained to him that

ONUC Headquarters receive their orders from the United Nations
Headquarters in New York and that we do not have any direct

link with the United States on such matters. In the course of
further discussion, some comment was made on the question of
unilateral aid to the Congo, and I pointed out to Mr Gross that

it was accepted United Nations policy that no military aid should
be given to the Congo except through United Nations channels. We
also discussed Mr Stenson's speech in the United Nations, particularly
in respect to his strong support of the United Nations and the
principle of discouraging unilateral aid.

4, It is my firm belief that my discussions with lir Gross
were entirely in keeping with established United Nations policy,
and were designed to encourage support of the United Nations.

THE REQUIREMENT AND ORGANIZATION
FOR THE ONUC AIR TRANSPORT FORCE

Le Royal, 13 September 1960

INTRODUCTION
RETROSPECT
Le The birth pangs of the UN Air Transport Force were felt first

around the middle of July 60, but after much painful labour it has not
yet been born. An uncoordinated request for aircraft and crews was made
and a conglomeration of both arrived. While the aireraft received were
suited to the job at hand, the aircrews, to a very great extent, were
not even qualified to fly them. No specific request for ground-crews
(technicians) was made, and the logistics problems associated with air
transport were not even discussed. All this was a direct result of there

not being an Air Officer on Staff at UNHQ New York.

n Because of the pressing day-to-day problems facing ONUC, and
the availability in the Congo of an apparently reliable commercial air
carrier, no analysis or competent appreciation of the problem began until
approximately the middle of August. At that time it became obvious to
even the most naive air transport specialist that the UNATF as it existed
was by far a bigger liability than it was an asset. The increasing
unreliability of the commercial air carrier and the doubtful wisdom of
ONUC being almost wholly reliant on this source, which throughout the
Congo, represented a great many things the country had gained its in=-

dependence to be rid of, made it mandatory for the UN to become as

independent as possible of this source as fast as this could be accomplished.




THE PROBLEM

3 The immediate problem could not be analyzed until some estimate
of the future airlift requirements for ONUC could be made. Accordingly,
it was stated in general terms that the requirement fell into an External

and an Internal airlift requirement as follows :

a) External
(i) Periodic and continuing airlift of troops into and out of Congo.

(ii) Continuation or logistic air support.

b)_Internal
(1) Continuing logistic support of UN agencies.

(1i) A military airlift capability under the direct control of the
Supreme Commander to provide a potential to simultaneously 1lift
a battalion group within the country.

(1ii) A Special (VIP) capebility to transport UN senior officials and

visiting national delegations in the Congo.

THE AIM
L The aim of this paper, therefore, is to determine the UN
military alr transport requirement.

coST
5 Air transport is a very expensive method of supporting troops
that have a mission similar to that of ONUC. In war conditions cost

is not a factor. In peacetime, air transport costs can only be con~-
trolled if a judicious and expert appraisal of all requests is made,
priorities established, and space allocated accordingly. Cost in man-

power and dollars, therefore, must be weighed against the urgency of
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the need and the availability of other methods of transportation.
The greater the distance, the bigger and faster the aircraft, the

more advantageous is air transport.

power and material guickly. In the Congo the main means of transportation
is by air or water. With few exceptiong i.e., Leo, Southermn Kasai and
Ktanga, there is an entirely inadequate network of roads and railways.
Because of the inadequate and slow alternative transportation methods
available throughout much of the Congo, and the cost of filling extensive
logistic pipelines, the ONUC must rely to a very great extent on air

transport. Direct air transport costs are offset by these factors.

EXTERNAL AIRLIFT REQUIREMENTS
s Rotation The ONUC has no hope at present of securing for

its own use sufficient long range airlift capability to carry out periodie
rotation of troops. Accordingly, for the time being it will have to

rely on outside sources for this 1lift.

8. Logistic Air Support There is an immediate requirement for

external logistic support in the amountof 20 - 25,000 lbs. per week.
This includes urgent aireraft parts, mail and other high priority items.
It is obvious therefore that external logistical support is most
urgently required on a scheduled basis. Additional support by UN-owned

or chartered aircraft may be required from outside the country. The

Canadian Government is now supplying this service.



INTERNAL ATRLIFT REQUIREMENTS

9. Logisti rt Normal internal logistic support to
UN age cies, throughout the Congo, must be on a scheduled basis.,
This is the only way to cut costs, plan ahead and save time. The
total internal support requirement falls into the three following
categories :
(i) Communications - Each territorial commander needs
at his immediate disposal a small airlift capability
for casualty evacuation and communication within his
area. The Beaver and Otter aircraft are suited to this
job. From the flight safety point of view, a light twin-
engined aircraft would be better in some instances.
(ii) Airlift into and out of brigade r -
This includes special lifting of troops and material
for rotational leave and similar administrative needs.
(iii) Scheduled Flights - The majority of the regular needs
for airlift will be met through the introduction of UN
scheduled DC-3 and C-119 flights. Some needs will be met

using the commercial scheduled flights.

MILITARY ATRLIFT CAPABILITY

10. One of the prime requisites of military air transport is to
provide the Supreme Commander under his immediate control, a facility
capable of quickly meeting any anticipated military emergency. This
facility may on occasion be made available to the civil power so long
as its primary purpose, under western concepts, is not affected. A
military air transport force cannot act in direct competition with a

commercial air carrier.



11. The Supreme Commander has stated the requirement to have

under his direct control sufficient airlift capebility to move a
battalion group and its arms on short notice. This requirement can

be met by using UN-owned aircraft plus an additional complete squadron
of ten C-119 aircraft. When these aircraft are not specifically assigned
to this task, they will be used to fulfil the lower priority internal
airlift requirements discussed above.

VIP ATRCRAFT CAPABILITY
12 With 28 national already participating in ONUC, it is obvious

that a considerable number of delegations made up of visiting dignitaries
and military persomnel will require special airlift., In addition, the
UN HQ officials and senior military personnel will require facilities
readily available to conduct staff visits, on-the-spot investigations

and such other administrative missions of a high priority nature.

13. At present one SAS Convair under contract is at the disposal

of the Supreme Commander for this purpose. This is an expensive and
mechanically complex aircraft to operate and it is at all times over-
committed. The ONUC has a requirement for a high performance, low-cost
overhead aircraft with a 12 - 20 seat capacity. Whatever aircraft is
secured, the cost of operation, of maintenance and the ready availability
of spare parts or logistical support, must be considered. The most
reliable engine and the most economical for its power is the Turbo-

prop Dart. Its reliability has been proven in the Viscount of which
there are over 1,300 in service, some in gfrica. Even though the Viscount
is an excellent aircraft, it is too large and being 4-engined, is too
costly for an ONUC special mission flight. A Gruman Gulfstream, however,
has two of these same engines, has half the carrying capacity, but has

an even better performance. This aircraft specifically meets the
flexibility, high performance, low cost and comfort criteria necessary.

These aircraft are not yet in use in any military airforce, so that they



will have to be purchased by the UN. A total of 4 aircraft will be

required.

COMMAND AND CONTROL

1. The command and control of the UNATF must be directly under
the Supreme Commander. The only exceptions which can be made to this
policy are those aircraft assigned to specific projects, such as
providing internal airlift for brigade areas. The staff organization
which meets this policy is attached as Appendix "A",

SIZE OF FORCE
15, Preliminary studies indicate that the UNATF requires the
following components :
(a) one 4 aireraft DC-/ flight
(b) one 10 aireraft, C-119 squadron
(¢) one 5 aireraft, C-119 squadron
(d) one 17 aircraft DC-3 squadron
(e) one light aireraft squadron, of & aircraft
(Beavers and Otters)
(£f) one helicopter squadron of 6 H-13's, 2 H-19's,
(plus an additional 6 H-19's or . Alouettes for
the Observer Group)
(g) one Special Mission Flight of 4 Gruman Gulfstream or
similar type aircraft.

ORGANTZATTON

16, The organization necessary to operate and maintain the force
is attached as Appendix "B". The advantages and disadvantages of
operating a single air base versus many bases have been considered.

It has been concluded that to operate efficiently the UNATF requires

the three bases shown in Appendix "B®, While it would be more economical

in manpower to operate a single base, the cost in aircraft hours precludes




this concept. The extra personnel required to operate and maintain
three bases are justified when weighed against the improved efficiency
and aircraft utilization. The centralizing of second line maintenance
at one base, however, produces significant savings in manpower and
material.

OPERATIONAL CONCEPT

) L {8 The concept of operations has been issued through Air Staff
instruction (ASIs), Standerd Operating Procedures (SOPs), and Special
Orders. The basic concept pays particular attention to standards of
maintenance flight safety and crew proficiency. ICAO Air traffic
regulations have been adopted as the standard. Search and Rescue
requirements will be met through an SOP being prepared, and direct

liaison in this regard has been established with the USAF SAR organization
and with ICAO,

MAINTENANCE CONCEPT

18, The maintenance concept envisages the completion of first-line
maintenance only at the various bases with all second-line maintenance
repair and some overhaul being done at a central maintenance base at
Kamina, On the first rotation of personnel, a determined effort will

be made to man particular types of aircraft with personnel of the same
ethnic group, Organization orders which have been issued are attached
as Appendix "C",

SUPPLY SYSTEM
19. As a matter of principle, the UN logistics policy does not
include spares provisioning for esireraft. Accordingly, a separate

policy has been developed which envisages the establishment of an air



parts depot at Kamina., The detailed requirement is attached as

Appendix "D",

MOVEMENT CONT

20. So that the UNATF may operate efficiently, proper movement
control of material and personnel is mandatory. In the ONUC, the
movement responsibility is to be handled by the army. Specific
details peculiar %o aireraft loading and dispatching will be under
the jurisdiction of Indian Army Movement Detachments. These Detach-
ments will be responsible also for the Centre of Gravity Calculation

and the actual weighing of aircraft.

CONCLUSION
21, Internal airlift for the ONUC must be under the direct
control of the Supreme Commander. The Supreme Commander must have
at his disposal sufficient airlift capebility to meet continuing and
special requirements. External airlift, on the other hand, must be
supplied as required from outside resources, It has been accepted
as a matter of principle that the ONUC be as independent as possible
in the air transport field,

22, The biggest problem facing the UNATF at present is the
critical shortage of trained personnel. Until these personnel are

supplied, the capability and flexibility of the UNATF is seriously

hampered.,

23, To complete its task, the UNATF must include the following

components :



(2) one 4 aircraft DC-4 flight

(b) one 10 aircraft, C=119 squadron

(e¢) one 5 aircraft, C-119 squadron

(d) one 17 aireraft DC-3 squadron

(e) one light aireraft squadron, of & aircraft
(Beavers and Otters)

(£) one helicopter squadron of 6 H-13's, 2 H-19's
(plus an additional 6 H=-19's or 4 Alouettes for
the Observer Group)

(g) one Special Mission Flight of 4 Gruman Gulfstream or
similar type aireraft.

(h) air parts depot.

24, Safety and efficiency are to be the primary aims of the
UNATF. While slow progress is being made, the force as a whole
will not be efficient and safe until adequate trained personnel

are supplied, and those here are trained to a satisfactory standard
of proficiency. When this is achieved, then and only then will the
Supreme Commander have at his disposal and under his control the
airlift he needs,
