(1) THE GENERAL SITUATION REMAINED CALM.

BORDERS.
(1) GATUNA AND KAGITUMBA BORDER POSTS WERE OPEN TO ALL

TRAFFIC DURING THE PERIOD.

(2) RUSUMO BORDER POST (RWANDA/TANZANIA) REMAINED OPEN
TO ALL TRAFFIC DURING THE PERIOD.

(3) RUSIZI BORDER POST IN SECT 4C WAS OPEN TO TRAFFIC.

(4) GISENYI BORDER POSTS WERE CLOSED TO UNAMIR PERS.
NORMAL BORDER TRAFFIC BETWEEN UGANDAN / RWANDESE BORDER
AT CYANIKA BORDER POST.

(5) BOTH BORDER POSTS AT SECTOR 4B ( KANYARU - HAUTE AND
KANYARU - BAS ) WERE OPEN TO TRAFFIC.
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FACTIONAL ACTIVITIES

a. POLITICAL. SECTOR 4A MILOBS REPORTED THAT THE PREFECT
OF GIKONGORO VISITED KIBEHO TODAY AND MADE PRESS STATEMENTS TO
JOURNALISTS. CONTENTS WERE NOT KNOWN AS MILOBS WERE NOT
ALLOWED TO GET INSIDE. SOON AFTER THIS, ALL RPA OFFICERS LEFT
THE SCENE AND THE FIRING STARTED.

(a) RPA CONTINUED FIRING IN KIBEHO AND NDAGO IDP
CAMPS. FIRING STARTED AROUND 1000 HRS THIS MORNING
AND CONTINUED INTO THE NIGHT. ABOUT 1,500 IDPS WERE
REPORTED HEADING FOR RUNYINYA 6012 AND GISHAMVU
6505 AT 1830 HRS. RPA CORDON REMAINED IN PLACE AND
SHOTS WERE STILL HEARD AT THE TIME OF WRITING THIS
REPORT. DEATH TOLL WAS ESTIMATED AT 300 AS AT 1830
HRS.

(b) RPA DENIED PASSAGE TO MILOBS TO NDAGO AND
KIBEHO CAMPS THROUGH ROAD BUTARE- RUNYINYA., MILOBS
HOWEVER GOT TO THE CAMPS THROUGH NYAKIZU 5696.

(c) FROM SECTOR 3 MILOB REPORTED THAT RPA LOCAL
BATTALION COMMANDER VISITED SECTOR HQ AND PROMISED
FREE ACCESS TO MILOBS TO ALL COMMUNAL PRISONS
THROUGHOUT THE PREFECTURE. )

(d) RPA IN KIBUYE ACCUSED MALAWICOY OF DAMAGING
THEIR VEHICLE THAT WAS PARKED OUTSIDE A BAR. MILOBS
WENT IN TO COOL DOWN TEMPERS AND PROMISED TO HELP

REPAIR THE DAMAGE. CIVPOL INVESTIGATIONS REVEALED
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THAT IT WAS NOT POSSIBLE THAT THE DAMAGE WAS CAUSED
BY THE MALAWICOY VEHICLE.

(e) RPA IN SECTOR 5 HAVE ADVISED THAT THERE SHOULD
BE NO MILOB PATROLS TO CYANIKA BORDER POST UNTIL A
MATTER IS RESOLVED DURING A MEETING WITH THE SUB-
SECTOR COMMANDER OF RUHENGERI ON 24 APR 95.

SECTOR 1 — BYUMBA.
(1) THE SITUATION IN THE SECTOR REMAINED CALM DURING THE
PERIOD.

(2) PATROLS WERE CARRIED OUT TO GATUNA CHECK POST 0142,
KAGITUMBA 5184, MUKARENGE COMMUNE 0831 AND TUMBA COMMUNE
9614. SITUATION WAS REPORTED CALM.

SECTOR 2 - KIBUNGO.

(1) SITUATION IN THE SECTOR REMAINED GENERALLY CALM.

(2) MILOBS CARRIED OUT ROUTINE PATROLS FROM RILIMA AND
KIBUNGO TO SEVERAL AREAS IN THEIR AOR. SITUATION WAS
REPORTED CALM IN AREAS PATROLLED.
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SECTOR 3 - GITARAMA/KIBUYE.

(1) THE SITUATION IN THE SECTOR REMAINED CALM DURING THE
PERIOD.

(2) MILOBS PATROLLED TABA 8883, NYABIKENKE 7292 AND
MUKINGI 7160 COMMUNES. AT MUKINGI COMMUNE, THEY WERE
INFORMED BY THE BOURGMESTRE THAT SOME PRISONERS WERE HELD

IN THE COMMUNAL PRISON.

(3) PATROLS WERE ALSO CONDUCTED FROM KIBUYE TO BWIZA
3693, NYAMATSINDE 1549, NYABUYE 3567 AND KIRAMBO 3565.
MILOBS WERE INFORMED OF SEVERAL ARRESTS IN THOSE AREAS
RECENTLY. BESIDES THIS THE SITUATION WAS CALM.

SECTOR 4A - GIKONGORO.

(1) THE SITUATION IN THE SECTOR WAS CALM EXCEPT IN THE
IDPS. TENSION, KILLINGS AND ALLEGEDLY SUICIDE WERE
REPORTED IN KIBEHO CAMP. THE TENSION PERSISTED IN THE
OTHER CAMPS. MILOBS WERE DENIED ENTRY BY RPA INTO THE
KIBEHO CAMP THROUGH NYAMIGINA- RWAMIKO ROUTE. SECTOR
COMMANDER AND MILOBS WERE STOPPED AT THE RPA CHECK-POINT
AT THE ENTRANCE TO THE CAMP WITH RPA TROOPS BRANDISHING
THEIR WEAPONS AT THEM.

(2) MILOBS THROUGHOUT THE PERIOD MADE FRUITLESS EFFORTS
TO ENTER KIBEHO CAMP AND REMAINED VERY CLOSE AND OBSERVED
THE RPA ACTIONS. THEY TOOK COVER AT ZAMBATT LOCATION AND
CONTINUED TO OBSERVE.

(3) MILOB PATROLS REPORTED COLUMNS OF IDPS ON FOOT
LEAVING KIBEHO CAMP.

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SECTOR 4B — BUTARE.

(1) THE SITUATION IN THE SECTOR WAS VERY TENSED. HEAVY
SHOOTING BY RPA AND ALLEGEDLY SOME IDPS WAS REPORTED IN
KIBEHO CAMP. THE FIRST INCIDENTS WERE REPORTED IN THE
AFTERNOON WHEN SOME IDPS TRIED TO BREAK THROUGH RPA
CORDON. BY 1800 HRS, FIRING BECAME INTENSE WITH THE RPA
FIRING MGS, RPGS AND REPORTEDLY, MORTARS.

(2) MILOBS FOLLOWED IDPS THROUGHOUT THE NIGHT FROM
KIBEHO AND NDAGO CAMPS TO BUTARE. TWO CASUALTIES WERE
SENT TO THE UNIVERSITY HOSPITAL BUT DENIED TREATMENT.
THEY WERE LATER SENT TO MSF HOSPITAL.

(3) MILOBS ALSO WITNESSED THE REGISTRATION OF 3,000 IDPS

AT GISHAMVU 6505 AFTER WHICH THEY WERE DESPATCHED TO
THEIR HOME COMMUNES.

SECTOR 4C — CYANGUGU.

(1) THE SITUATION IN THE SECTOR REMAINED UNSTABLE BUT
CALM. THERE HAD BEEN TWO SHOOTING INCIDENTS AT ISHARA
PENINSULA ( 0044 ) AT 2230 HRS AND 0250 HRS IN THE NIGHT
OF 21/22 APR 95.

(2) ROUTINE PATROLS WERE CONDUCTED IN THEIR AOR.
SITUATION WAS REPORTED CALM.

SECTOR 5 - GISENYT.

(1) THE SITUATION IN THE SECTOR REMAINED CALM DURING THE
PER;OD.

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(2) A JOINT MILOB/HUMAN RIGHTS TEAM ESCORTED 20

AND KICUKIRO COMMUNES. PATROLS WERE ALSO CONDUCTED IN
GIKONDO AND KIMISANGE. SITUATION WAS CALM.

(1) THE SITUATION IN KIA WAS NORMAL DURING THE PERIOD.

(2) A TOTAL OF 18 FLIGHTS WERE OPERATED TODAY. DETAILS
ARE AS FOLLOWS:

4. HUMANITARIAN ACTIVITIES.
a. SECTOR 4C MILOBS WERE INFORMED BY GERMAN EMERGENCY
DOCTORS THAT NYAMASHEKE ORPHANAGE ( 9941 ) WAS FACING A NUMBER
A 6
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OF PROBLEMS INCLUDING LACK OF WATER, LATRINES, LOUVRES AND
MOSQUITO NETS. THIS HAS LED TO HIGH INCIDENCE OF MALARTA. ALSO
THEY FACE ACCOMMODATION PROBLEMS SINCE THE PLACE IS A PRIMARY
SCHOOL AND MIGHT SOON BE TAKEN OVER. ADDITIONALLY, THERE IS
THE PROBLEM OF REHABILITATION OF GROWN-UP MEMBERS OF THE CAMP
WHO ARE ABOVE 15 YEARS IS ALSO OF IMPORTANCE SINCE THEY HAVE
NO KNOWN RELATIVES OR PLACE TO BE SENT.

b. SECTOR 4B MILOBS REPORTED THAT CARE AUSTRALIA, MSF, ICRC,
AICF/USA AND UNHCR WERE OFFERING FOOD AND MEDICAL ASSISTANCE
TO THE IDPS. ABOUT 1,300 IDPS WERE ESCORTED TO THEIR HOME
COMMUNES IN BUTARE PREFECTURE.

c. SECTOR 4A REPORTED THAT RPA TROOPS REFUSED TO ALLOW NGOS
AND OTHER ORGANISATIONS TO GIVE ANY ASSISTANCE TO IDPS IN
KIBEHO CAMP TODAY. MSF AND SOME FEW NGOS WERE HOWEVER ALLOWED
TO GIVE ASSISTANCE IN MUNINI CAMP. ALSO SOME LOCALS WHO WERE
STAYING AROUND MUNINI CAMP AND WERE FORCED BY THE RPA TO JOIN
THE IDPS, WERE ALLOWED TO GO HOME TODAY.

(1) THE GENERAL SITUATION REMAINED CALM.

(2) SECTOR 5 MILOB REPORTED THAT AT AROUND 211500 HRS A
GROUP OF YPOUTHS TRIED TO LOOT CIVILIAN TRUCKS IN FRONT
OF GISENYI PREFECTURE. GENDERMARIE HAS BEEN DEPLOYED TO
PREVENT THE SAME.

(3) SECTOR THREE MILOB REPORTED THAT THE SICURITY
SITUATION CONTINUES OUT OF CONTROL. NORMAL PEOPLE ARE NOT

SAFE FROM THE ARREST.

DISTRIBUTE FOOD AND WTER TO THE IDP’DS WHILST OPERATION

0142, NGARAMA SQ 2628, KAGITUMBA CHECK POST SQ 5184,
MUGAMBAZI COMMUNE SQ 0403, KIBALI COMMUNE SQ 0424 AND
MUVUMBA SQ 2547 COMMUNE. SITUATION REPORTED TO BE CALM.

REPORTED TO BE CALM. '

(3) ONE TEM PATROLLED AREAS GISHALTI SQ 4788, AND GATI SQ
4788 TO INVESTIGATE THE SECUROTY SITUATION. AT GISHALI,
THE GHANBATT PLATOON COMMANDER AND THE BOURGAMASTRE OF
RUTONDE, TOOK ANGELINA MUKAKULANGA WITH HER SIX CHILDREN
WHO TAKEN REFUGE IN THE GHANBATT LOCATION BACK TO GATI SQ
4932 .HOWEVER , CLEMENTINE DAUGHTER OF ANGELINA RFEFUSED
TO GO BACK AND REMAINED STILL UNDER GHANBATTG PROTECTION
AT GISHALI. THE SITUATION AT GATI REMAINED CALM.

(4) ONE TEAM PATROLLED THE SOUTHERN BORDSER OF THE
SECTOR IDAGAZA SQ 5739, BARE SQ 5347, SAKE SQ 4354 AND
MUGESERA SQ 4764. AT BARE THE TEAM CAMRE TO KNOW THE
ARREST OF BANGUMUKUNZI FAUSTIN ( COUNSESILLEUR OF MATONGO
COMMUNE SQ 5047 ), HABYARIMANE, KINEGILI, PTRIST

ELLULE SQ 5149. THE COUNSEILLURE WAS ARRESTED BY THE RPA

RPA WHEN THEY ATTEMPTED CROSSING HE BORDER INTO BURUNDI.
HUMAN RIGHTS TEAM IS INVESTIGATING BOTH THE ISSUE.

(5) TWO TEAM PATROLLED AT RILIMA Sg 2561, KABUGA
SQ25681, RUGENDA SQ 2784,, MUREHE SQ 3876, BICUMBI
SQ3876, KIBUNGO SQ 606, KIGARAMA SQ 6270, KABARONDO SQ
6278, RWINKWAVU SQ 6782, GISHANDA SQ 7076, KANKUBWA SQ
8860, RWENTERU SQ 7948, BUKOBA SQ 8737, GISHNYI SQ 7236
AND KIBUNGO. AT RWINKWAVU THE TEAM WAS INFORMED BY A
REPRESENTATIVE OF UNHCR THAT 3000 IDPS HAVE BEEN BROUGHT

AWAITING TRANSPORTATION TO GO TO THEIR VARIOUS HOMES. THE

SECTOR 3 — GITARAMA/KIBUYE.

(1) THE SITUATION IN THE SECTOR REMAINED CALM DURING THE
PERIOD.

(2) A COMBINED MILOB/HUMAN RIGHT TEAM WENT TO TABA ( GR
8883 ) AND RUNDA ( GR 5882 ) COMMUNES TO FIND OUT WHY THE
PROMISED RETRACTION OF ACCUSATION AGAINST TWO SPANISH
PRIEST FATHERS LEONARD AND EMMANUEL TURNED INTO A SECOND
ATTACK ON RADIO RWANDA IN THE MORNING ON 20 APR 95. THE
BURGOMASTER WHO WAS INTENDED TO PRESENT FAVORABLE
TESTIMONIALS FROM THE PEOPLE WHO HAD BEEN HELPED BY THE
PRIESTS FAILED TO DO SO. THE PRIEST BELIEVED THAT THE
PROBLEM WAS MOTIVATED BY THE MILITARY AND THAT THEY WOULD
SOON BE ARRESTED. FATHER LEONARD ASKED THAT HE BE GIVEN
A PAPER OF SOME SORT STATING THAT IN CASE OF ARREST
UNAMIR/HUMAN RIGHTS MUST BE CONTACTED. IT WAS INTENTION
OF SECTOR 3 TO REFUSE ON THE GROUNDS THAT IT WOULD NOT
HAVE ANY EFFECT ON THE RPA. THE PRIESTS WILL BE VISITED
DAILY AND THE POSSIBILITY OF PROVIDING GUARDS WILL BE
DISCUSSED WITH THE PRIESTS. HOWEVER SECTOR WILL DO THEIR
BEST WITH THE ONE TCV AVAILABLE TO THEM. ‘

(3) COMBINED MILOB/HUMAN RIGHT TEAM TRYING TO FOLLOW UP
IDPS WHO HAD SOUGHT REFUGE AT THIS HQ TWO WEEKS AGO. THE
BORGEMASTRE WAS ASKED TO GATHER THE PEOPLE TOGETHER IN
THEIR HOME SECTORS NEXT WEEK SO THAT THEY COULD BE FOUND
EASILY SINCE A PREVIOUS ATTEMPT TO MAKE CONTACT FAILLED
COMPLETELY BECXAUSE OF THE IDENTITY PROBLEMS. THE TEAM
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THEN VISITED THE COMMUNAL CACHOT, WHERE THER WERE 42
PRISONERS IN THE CACHOT.

(4) COMBINED MILOB / HUMAN RIGHTS TEAM PATROLLED TO
NTONGWE WAS REFUSED ACCESDS TO THE COMUNAL CACHOT BY THE
RPA. TWO INTERPRETERS BEING HARASSED BY THE RPA, WHO IS
BEING EMPLOYED BY UNAMIR FOR THIS SECTOR.

(5) A CIVPOL TEAM PATROLLED AT GITARAM AREA TO MONITOR

17 APR 95. THEY IDENTIFIED SOME OF THE BANDITS AS FORMER

SAID THOSE ARRESTED INCLUDING THE THREE HUTUS ARRESTED
ON 09 APR 95 WERE IN JAIL. MILOBS/HUMAN RIGHTS TO
MONITOR.

SECTOR 3 — GITARAMA/KIBUYE

(1) THE SITUATION IN THE SECTOR REMAINED CALM
THROUGHQUT THE PERIOD. THE TENSION THAT WAS BUILT UP
PRIOR TO THE ANNIVERSARY ACTIVITIES HAS REDUCED.

(2) MILOBS INVESTIGATED THE DEATH OF ONE MR HATEGEKA
AT MURANGARA 2267 WHICH OCCURRED ON THE 12 OF APRIL.
THE DECEASED WAS TO BE ARRESTED BY RPA FOR ALLEGEDLY
TAKING PART IN THE GENOCIDE. HE TRIED TO RAN AWAY AND
RPA GAVE HIM A CHASE. HE CLIMBED TO THE TOP OF A HILL
FROM WHERE HE FELL AND DIED. MILOBS ARE CONTINUING
WITH INVESTIGATIONS.

(3) MILOBS CARRIED OUT PATROLS AT GACUMBI 1050, MPEMBE
1766 AND SURROUNDING AREAS. SITUATION WAS CALM
ALTHOUGH PEOPLE WERE SAID TO STILL SPEND NIGHTS IN THE
FIELD.
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SECTOR 4A — GIKONGORO

(1) THE SIT IN THE SECTOR REMAINED GENERALLY CALM
DURING THE PERIOD.

(2) PATROLS WERE CONDUCTED AT KIGEME 4725 AND
GIKONGORO. THE SITUATION WAS REPORTED TO BE CALM.

(3) MILOBS ALSO PATROLLED THE DP CAMPS AND BORDER
POSTS AS PART OF OPS RETOUR AND RUBY. THE TEAM
PATROLLED NDAGO 5202 AND KIBEHO 5107.

(4) A HELI RECCE WAS CARRIED OUT IN THE SECTOR TODAY.
RECCE WAS CONDUCTED IN AREAS ALONG THE FOREST AND
POSSIBLE HELI LANDING SITES WERE NOTED. THE VILLAGES
IN MUDOSOMWA AND KIVU COMMUNES WERE OBSERVED TO BE
PARTIALLY (ABOUT 50%) OCCUPIED.

SECTOR 4B — BUTARE

(1) THE SECTOR WAS REPORTED CALM DURING THE PERIOD.
(2) MILOBS CARRIED OUT PATROLS TO KANYARU-HAUTE AND

SURROUNDING AREAS. SITUATION WAS CALM. PATROLS SAW
ABOUT 80 REFUGEES FROM BURUNDI AWAITING TRANSPORT.
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
