~UN High Commissioner for Human Rights, Mr. Ayala Lasso, strongly condemned recent violations of
human rights in Burundi.
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ZAIRE
On 06 April, the General Assembly authorized the
Secretary-General to commit up to $80 million to
UNAMIR for the period from 10 December 1994 to 09
June 1995~ in addition to the $60 million previously
authorized. It also authorized the Secretary-General to
commit up to $20 million for the period 10 June to 09
July 1995, should the Security Council extend
LNA~l1R's mandate beyond 09 June.

POLITICAL

On 10 April, the anniversary of the start of the civil
war passed peacefully.

On 08 April, Zaire Slate Television reported that a Zairian military commission headed by Defence Minister
Mudima was preparing to go to Rwandan refugee camps in eastern Zaire to investigate activities of the
exiled Hutu army, Information Minister Nsanzu said that Zaire could not allow Rwandans in refugee camps
to train for a restart of civil war in their country. "It is to put a definite end to rumours (about Rwandans
training in Zaire) that the military commission was formed," Masegabio said. (REL~ER)

BURUNDI: On 06 April, UN High Commissioner for Human Rights, Mr. Ayala Lasso, strongly
condemned recent violations of human rights in Burundi. "The international community has to act now
if it wants to avoid in Burundi the repetition of the tragedy of Rwanda", be said. Preventive human
rights action, including promoting respect for rights, and strengthening democracy, tolerance and the rule
of law: was indispensable. While the basic responsibility for any solution of the crisis lay with the
Government and people of Burundi, the international community and the office of The High
Commissioner were ready to provide the necessary assistance", Mr..Ayala Lasso went on to say that an
enhanced human rights programme, with a larger international presence in Burundi, COUld deter further:
violations.

On 08 April, President Ntibantunganyavisited MUYINGA. where some 400 Hutus were massacred last
week. to preach peaceful co-existence between the country's Hutus and Tutsis. (REUTER)
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MILITARY

On 08 April, in Sector 4C! former Rwandan government forces soldiers were reported to have killed one
local and injured another at G.AT..A..RE. The soldiers were also reported to have stolen livestock.

On 10 April, UNAJ.\1IR reported that the situation in Rwanda was calm, although border areas and some
communes remained tense.

The local RPA commander has requested, in a letter, that the Tunisian battalion vacate its location at
BUSOGO no later than 12 April.

RESTRICTIO~S ON l\tIOVEMENT

In Sector 4C, UN AMJR reported that RPA forces prohibited movements around NYAMASHEKE for
three days leading up to the commemoration ceremonies on 07 April.

HUMM1:TARIAN

On 08 April, in Sector 4A., 1\1lLOBS reported that there was a large influx of people to camps from the
surrounding communes.

On 10 April; the number of persons moved since the beginning of Operation RETOUR was 42:652.

BURlJN"DI: On 08 April, a grenade was thrown at a truck carrying Rwandan Hutu refugees in northem
Burundi, injuring seven people. The truck was part of a convoy bringing Hurus back to the Magara
refugee camp from a makeshift facility on the road to the border with Tanzania. The attack forced a
suspension of the operation, the regional co-ordinator for the lJN"HCR, Ms. Shelly Peterman said. (AFP)

CIVIL AFF.AIRS

On 06 April in Sector 4A~ t\70.'O men were killed by RPA forces. Mr. Phirnas was attacked with
machetes, his son attempted. to rescue him and \\'3$ shot.

During the night of 07/08 April, there was an exchange of fire between RPA forces and bandits at
ISHAR..t-\" One bandit was killed and a boat captured. RPA forces were conducting a search fer the
bandits,

On 07 April in Sector 2, four Hutus were arrested by the local security committee. One of the men was
reported to have died in custody.

SECURITY xxn SAFEn~ OF PERSO~NNEL

On 07 .April, UKAl\'lIR reported that a protest march against their headquarters was scheduled for 11
April as part of the events during the anniversary period.

On 08 April, Mr. Da Santos of UNHCR was arrested. and detained by the RPA in Bu"TARE. Mr. Da
Santos was charged with a minor traffic offence.

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REPORT OF GRENADE ATTACK (JI NIBATT GUARD
POST ON 05 MARCH 95

INTRODUCTION

1. There have been recent attacks on UNAMIR troops and
installations which has called for urgent re'ddress of our
security system. These reports were recorded in TUNBATT
location, grenade attack in Kigali and ambush and killing of
Prefect of Butare are some of the recent incidences just to
mention. a few.

RECENT ATTACK ON NIBATT GUARD POST'·

2. On Sunday at about 052255B Mar 95, NIBATT Guard post No 5
was attacked. Report from the Guards revealed that about 2130
local time, they heard some unusual movement which was challenged
and investigated but nothing was found.

3. The guards continued their duty around the warming fire
flame in the usual very cold nights experienced in the location.
At about 052255B Mar 95, dropplets were heard around the Guard
post which resulted into explosions some seconds after landing.
The soldiers at the Guard post were four. Two were on sentry
while the other were resting. The two soldiers on sentry were
hit and became unconcious.

4. The explosions alerted the Guards resting, the close-by
guard post and the entire Camp who immediately dashed· 'to -tile
direction of the explosion. On closing up,it was discovered
that the Guard post was attacked. Officers and soldiers
at the scene immediately assisted in the evacuation of the
wounded to the Camp medical Room. The soldiers hit are LCpl
Godwin Eze M2363 and Tpr Sylvester Egbang M4522. The most
hit was Tpr Sylvester Egbang who was attended to by own RMO
before further evacuation to Australian Medicals in Kigali by
060200B Mar 95. The other soldier is being t~e~ted as an out
patient in own Camp. Tpr ~Sylvester Egbang is expected to be
discharged in the next few days.

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DISCOVERY

6. As effort throughout the night could not give detail account
of the incident, effort was continued early morning 6 March 95.
A close look at the general area revealed three points of impact.
A further scanning of the area revealed fragments, three safety
le,vers and three safety pins at the Northern slope of the Guard
post. These discoveries lead to our ascertion of a three hand
grenade attack.

POSSIBLE ATTACKERS

7 • As the attack cast doubt and considering recent occurences,
it is believed that the attack could have been carried out by one
of the following:

a. Former Rwanda Government Force (FRGF).
b. Rwandan Patriotic Army (RPA).
c. Disgruntled civilians.

8 lRGF. The FRGF recent gurrilla activities to secure
money, food and cause confussion in Rwanda is a pointer.
Recently a report of their arrest in various places with Arms and
grenades have been recorded.

LTNPROFOR reported that the overall situation was relatively quiet. In Bosnia, heavy snowfall hindered.
movement. Five cease-fire violations (CFYs) were reported in SectorNorth-East; four were reported in
Croatia. Accordingto press sources, Contact Group mediators briefed BosnianGovernment leaders on 12
Januaryon the future of the Group's peace plan. The peaceenvoys described the talks as useful, and
denied reports that the plan was no longer finn. The Security Council decided on 12 January to extend
the lightersanctions regime it imposed against BELGRADE after it broke ties with Serb allies in Bosnia
and Herzegovina. The SecurityCouncil granted a lOO·day extension to the lighter sanctions following a
report from the Secretary-General confirming that the borderbetween the Federal Republic of Yugoslavia
and Bosnia remained closed The Secretary-General has said that he very much regrets the decisionby
the Croatian Government not to renewthe mandateof IT>JPROFOR when it expires on 31 March.

Rwanda
Francehas re-established full diplomatic relations
with Rwanda and has relaunchedcivilian aid after
fivemonths of cool relations between the two
countries. PARIS' diplomatic envoyto KIGALI has
beenelevated to the rank of ambassador, andcivilian
aid will be resumed with an initial budgetof more
than 20 million francs. The RPA recently reinforced
their position in Sectors 4c and 5, particularly in the
areas of NYAMASHEKE and KINGI and along the
order with Zaire.

On 1 December, the media reported that thousands of refugee fled into Zaire (BUKAVU areajfrorn
the southwest of Rwanda after government forces cleared one camp of displaced persons. The Head
of UNHCR in Zaire, Mr. Segbor, reported that about 12,000 Rwandans had fled from the Operation
Turquoise area. The humanitarian agency CARITAS estimates that 340,000 Rwandans are now in
the BUKAVU area. (AFP)

Internally Displaced Persons (IDPs) were transported from KIGALI to NGEJ\"DA, GASHORA and
BYUMBA. Of 34 IDPs who were transported to BYUMBA only two remained as the Prefect could
not accommodate the remainder. They were subsequently returned to KJGi\L1 . L'NHCR is
addressing the problem.
The UNREO representative reported to the Humanitarian Assistance Cell that they had received
reports of security and human rights problems against IDPs returning to the areas of NYM1ATA,
KANZENE and GASHORA. They have asked. for an increased LiNAt\1lR presence.
The IDP task force continued planning at the temporary location at .~lv10HORO stadium. NOOs
were briefed on the plan for the return of rDPs from camps in sector 4A.

Former Yugoslavia
The Secretary-General ended talks in SARAJEVO on 30 November with Government authorities on the
crisis in the Bihac enclave and the future of the UN mission in Bosnia-Hercegovina. He said he had had .
a "very long and positive discussion" with President Izetbegovic "with the purpose of reaching a cease­
fire and to continue the peace process in spite of all the difficulties." The Secretary-General expressed
disappointment that Bosnian Serb leader Karadzic declined the invitation to meet with him in
SARAJEVO, stating that he "has done his people a great disservice ." In other developments, Bosnian
Serb forces continue to tighten their control on the area around BIHAC and troop movements suggest
that strong offensive action could resume in the near term if negotiations failto satisfy local
Serb/BSA/refugee demands. Informed sources believe that the pattern of sporadic shelling and
skirmishes in the areas to the south and west of the town will only be broken when the BSA can complete
the encirclement of BIHAC or if political factors intervene. To the north, forces loyal to Abdic continue
their attempts to surround Government forces in VELIKA KLADUSA. Earlier, significant damage was
done as Abdic forces advanced into the northern part of the town. UNPROFOR believes that Abdic may
reconsider this method ofdislodging entrenched BiH troops to prevent further destruction of the town's
infrastructure.

Rwanda
On 29l\ovember. the UNHCR reported that eight refugees
wounded in last week's clashes at the KATALE refugee
camp had died. taking the death toll to 27. III KIGALI, a
U1\HCR spokesman said the 37 Hutus deported by Zaire on
27 November were taken on 29 November to RUHENGERI
in north-west Rwanda. Rwandan authorities told reporters
that the deportees will face charges for crimes in Rwanda
and Zaire. According to a UNAMIR report, the prisoners
were treated well by the RPA. Seven ofthem were Zairian
citizens. In other develornents, Germany is considering a
UN request to provide six helicopters for peace- keeping
work in Rwanda, the German Foreign Ministry said on .10
November. The Defence Ministry, which is handling the
request with the Foreign Ministry, said no decision had yet

been reached on whether German airmen would accompany
the helicopters, a move which may require parliamentary approval

Somalia
UNOSO:v1 reports that on 29 November, 3S former police officers. including three women, successfully
completed a two-week course in all aspects of police duties at GAI.KAIYO. It was the third such
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training course to be conducted there by the l~OSOM Police Division. Press reports indicate that on 27
November, three Somalis were killed and an unknown number injured in inter-clan clashes in JILIS, 100
km north of KISMAYO. The reports .also stated that tension continues to rise in KISMAYO as members
of the Marehan and Harte clans jockey for control of the air and seaports ahead of the Indian brigade
withdrawal.

Angola
The meeting of the Joint Commission in LUANDA did not take place on 29 November because the
UNITA delegation was not in attendance. Reports from the recently established Phase I Regional
Headquarters indicate that most of the areas are calm. Iii LUENA. according to WFP sources, minor
skirmishesoccurred in the area around LUENA, a region which is also heavily mined. In MENGUELA,
mortar shelling was reported in the area of BENGADO. Many civilians are reported to bemoving to
MENONGUE from UNITA held territory .

Haiti
On 29 November, the Haitian Prime Minister told reporters that the first round of Haitian legislative
elections, originally set for December, would not take place for at least another 14 weeks. That means
the elections would take place in mid-March at the earliest, but he refused to specify March as the exact
date. and he did not rule out that the process might take much longer. The Security Council on 28
November authorized the Secretary-General to strengthen the advance team of UNMIH to 500 personnel.

India/Pakistan
At least II "foreign mercenaries" were killed in separate overnight gunbattles in Kashmir, Indian
officials stated in SRINAGAR on 30 November. Ten Afghan fighters were said to have been killed in a
battle in BAZIPORA. 40 kilometres north of SRINAGAR. A Pakistani allegedly fighting with local
guerrillas was killed in a separate shcotout in the centra! Kashmiri district of Badgarn.

Middle East
On 29 November, the Security Council renewed the mandate of UNDOFfor six months, until 31 May
1995. Press reports on 30 November stated that the lsraeli Anny and Palestinians said that Israel, jolted
by Moslem suicide bombings that have killed 30 people since April. has launched a massive-manhunt in .
the West Bank for Hamas guerrillas. In response, a Hamas leader said the roundup would have no effect
on the group. Also on 30 November. 8 Palestinian man wielding an ax seriously wounded a 19-year old
Israeli female soldier before being captured in the northern town of AFLJLA, police said. A spokesman
at the hospital said "her chances ofsurvival are minimal." No one immediately claimed responsibility
for the attack.

Liberia
On 29 November, low-level fighting continued between the NPFL and rival factions in the Northern and
Eastern region. Two warehouses belonging to NGOs in MONROVIA were looted, and a large quantity
of food stock was taken. L'NOMILjudges that the tension is likely to increase in MONROVIA after the
talks in Ghana ended inconclusively . Measures have been taken to protect the life and property of
personnel belonging to l;N agencies.
