NEWS SUMMARY FROM 070800 - 080800 MAR 96 

1. GREAT LAKES REGION 

a. The mandate of UNAMIR ends today. The Security Council is 
currently putting final touches to a resolution which will 
outdoor a successor political office which will carry on the 
good work. 

b. In a related development, the Under-secretary fer 
Peacekeeping, Kofi Annan has expressed the probable need for 
an international security outfit to provide security for the 
International Tribunal in Rwanda. 

2 • REST OF AFRICA 

a. After a tense stand-off outside the home of deposed 
ULIMO-J boss, Roosevelt Johnson, ECOMOG troops were allowed to 
search the residence. A modest quantity of arms and 
ammunition were retrieved. 

b. Meanwhile, 3 helicopter crewmen taken hostage by ULIMO-J 
supporters of Johnson in Kakata at the beginning of the stand­
off were also released. Johnson has been relieved of his 
appointment as Minister of Rural Development in the 
Transitional Government. 

c. Bakilu Muluzi, President of Malawi has ordered. an 
investigation into the deaths of 16 detainees who were stuffed 
into an over-crowded police cell in Lilongwe. 



d. The University of Calabar in SE Nigeria has been clcsed 
down after a clash betNeen students and nearby villagers left 
5 students dead. students attacked the village after reports 
circulated that a female student had been abducted and 
~urdered for ritual purposes. 

e. In Nigeria again, a mass immunization campaign has begun 
in N. Nigeria. 8m vaccines have been distributed to cont=ol 
a triple cholera, CSM and measles epidemic. 

f. Preliminary results from Presidential elections in the 
Comoros indicate that there will be a run-off on Mar 16 
between the two front-runners: Muhammed Taki Abdul-Karrim of 
the Comoros National Union for Democracy and Abbas Yussuf of 
the Forum for National Recovery. 

3 . REST OF THE WORLD 

a. Today is International Women's Day. 

b. Further evidence has been published to support the theory 
that all non-African peoples descended from a common African 
ancestor. This ancestor is reported to have left the African 
continent 100,000 years ago. Genetic research has thus 
further bolstered the "out of Africa" theory of Man's genesis.

2. The Secretary read out the minutes of the last UHAAG meeting. 
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ITEM W - REQUESTS CONSIDERED BY UHAAG 

3. Request for Transportation of Educational Items. Adventist University has requested for 
transportation of University goods from its earlier location at Mudende, Gisenyi to Kigali. The 
load is approximately three trucks worth. The request was accepted and the transport would be 
provided on a suitable date.

4. Construction of Link Track. Rwandan Ministry of Agriculture bas requested for 
construction of a link track of approximately 60 metres lengt~ in Kigali. The Group decided that 
Engineers should carry out a recce and subsequently the task may be undertaken depending on 
the effort involved and resources available.

s. Provision of Vehicles, Generator and Office Equipment. Adventist University, earlier 
located at Gisenyi and now planned to be temporarily opened at Ki~ has requested for vehicles, 
generator, computers, office equipment, office furniture, carpentary and welding tools and 
equipment.

ITEM I - OPENING REMARKS 

1. The meeting commenced at 1430 hours. The 
chairman welcomed the members who were present.

2. Destruction of Arms,Ammo & Explosives. The CISS 
chairman informed that a decision was yet 
to be made on the long standing issue of arms and 
ammo disposal. He said that there will be no 
destruction of ammo,arms or explosives. He reiterated 
that non of the mentioned items will be handed over 
to the RPA. He further stated that the matter was 
now being taken up by SRSG with UNHQ NY. 
A decision was being awaited pertaining to policy on 
the disposal of arms and ammunition. The ISS OPS 
Officer added that some countries like Tanzania would 
not accept the conveyance of arms and explosives on 
land. He further stated that the option of 
transporting the items by air was not viable since 
it would be rather costly to the United Nations and 
that- time was running out for preparation of the 
material for shipping or airlifting. 

3. Move of UNAMIR HO to Trafipro. The ISS OPS CISS 
Officer said that there was an extension of lease of 
Amaho~o Hotel to UNAMIR HQ and there would be no 
relgpation of the Q to Trafipro as earlier envisaged. 
He added· that from 1 Ap~il 96 the Hotel will -be on 
lease to the ITR with agreement that UNAMIR HQ will 
continue to occupy it until closure of the mission on

6. Repair to Kioali Central Hosoital. It remained 
unclear whether or not funds for r e pairing Kigali 
Central Hospital had been sent to the ministry cf 
health as earlier directed by CAO. The A/FMO said 
he would confirm this at the next meeting. 

ITEM III - LIQUIDATION OF MILOBS SECTORS AND 
SUBSCQUENT REPATRIATION 

7. The chairman informed that no MILOBs would be 
repatriated before 8 March 96. He .stated that a 
day after 8 March would be devoted to packing up 
within the sector areas. The next two days will be 
committed to clearance in Kigali. The following 
three days up to the 14th of March will be assigned 
to MILOBs personal interviews with the CMO,such that 
the repatriation of MILOBs would start about 14th 
March 96. The CMO expressed concern about moving 
all the MILOBs to Kigali at one time. He wondered 
if it would be possible to accomodate all MILOBs in 
Kigali at one time during the clearance and interview 
period between 9 and 14 March. The Chairman said 
that he acknowledged the CMO's concern regarding 
insufficient accomodation facility for all MILOBS 
in Kigali, he however directed that all _the sector 
Commanders should submit status of accomodation for 
their MILOBs in Kigali. This would help to determine 
the number of MILOBs who will not have accomodation 
so that extra accomodation could be found,possibly 
in the Transit Camp. The CMO also stated that all 
MILOBs who were holding staff appointments at HQ 
UNAMIR were now under the jurisdiction of HQ to 
establish their repatriation dates. The chairman 
added that the dates for MILOBs repatriation were, 
however,to be confirmed by A/FC later the same day. 

ITEM IV: HELICOPTER REQUESTS 

8. The ADCOS OPs informed that G3 Air was facing 
some difficulties in scheduling of Helicopter 
flights because of late requests submitted to him. 
He reinterated information passed earlier that 
persons intending to travel by helicopter should 
submit their requests at least 24 hour s in advance

ITEM VI : REDUCTION OF WATER ALLOCATION 

10. The CMO wondered why a reduction of wa:::.er 
allocation was to be effected for ~he MILOBs as er 
1st March 1996, from 15 litres of ~ater per 
person per day to 20 litres of wat~r per pe:::-scn pe:::­
week. The ISS OPs officer said that a careful 
calculation was carried out and that the water 
allocation will still be sufficient for personnel 
to consume up to 8 March considering that there was 
always a balance carried forward. The Chairman 
reminded that the liquidation was fluid and that 
the MILOBs were to use water allocated to them 
judiciously and that the water storage and conveyance 
facilities are also being reduced in line with the 
liquidation plan. 

OTHER MATTERS 

11. The ISS OPs officer expressed concern at the 
rather slow pace at which the MP reports involving 
accidents, losses of, or damage of properties reach 
the Property Survey Board. He said there was 
a backlog of reports involving the mentioned cases 
which could not be entered for property survey action 
due to the mere fact that these cases had not reached 
the board yet. He appealed to ADCOS SP to ensure that 
he did his best to accelerate processing of the 
MP reports especially now that the liquidations is on. 

12. The CMO said that he had received a telephone 
call from Senegal earlier in the morning asking him 
to find out when the ammo, medical equipment and 
personal belongings of the Senegalese personnel 
would reach Senegal. He added that the items were 
handed to UNAMIR's MOVCON when the last Senegalese 
Contingent repatriated on 22 Feb 95. The Chairman 
asked ISS OPs officer to get more details about the 
status of the Senegalese consignment from the CMOVCON.

RADIO RWANDA NEWS SUMMARY

Friday 12 January 1996 : The Rwandan President Pasteur BIZIMUNGU 
and the Rwandan Prime Minister P-Celestin RWIGEMA yesterday 
received the Prosecutor of the International Tribunal for Rwanda 
Judge Richard GOLDSTONE who apppreciated the cooperation between 
the International Tribunal for Rwanda and the Rwandan Government. 
Justice GOLDSTONE also said that a number of countries have decided 
to arrest suspects of the Rwandan genocide. 

The Prime Minister expressed the Rwandans' wish that trials 
begin as soon as possible. He added that genocide suspects should 
be arrested wherever they are and that countries should not be 
disappointed because of the fact that trials have not yet begun. 

Judge GOLDSTONE said the Tribunal had requested Belgium to 
transmit the cases of the three suspects it is detaining. He said 
the first trials would begin at the end of March or the beginning 
of April. 

About genocide suspects detained in Rwanda, Justice GOLDSTONE 
said the Tribunal would insure their transport and security to 
ARUSHA. He explained that nobody can be tried twice, i.e by the 
International Tribunal and the Rwandan local tribunals. 

On the Belgian side, the Spokesman of the Belgian Ministry of 
Justice said it was ready to transmit cases of the suspectsb 
detained in Belgium but it was waiting for an official request from 
the International Tribunal. Yesterday in a public audience the 
Tribunal requested those cases. 

The US Senator Nancy KASSEBAUM yesterday met Vice-President and 
Minister of Defense Major General Paul KAGAKE with whom she 
discussed problems of justice, bilateral cooperation, the 
International Tribunal for Rwanda, and the repatriation of old and 
new caseload refugees. 

Yesterday the Minister of Public Works and Energy Mr. Charles 
NTAKIRUTINKA in con junction with the Chamber of Commerce and 
Industry in Rwanda organised a seminar in Hotel Meridien UMUBANO on 
the reforming of ELECTROGAZ.

MILOS OPERATIONS IN NEW MANDATE 

1. Reference to this HQ letter No MILOB/OPS/02 dated 02 Dec 96. 

MILOS Sub Sectors 

2. As a concept of deployment, all MILOBs in sectors will be deployed 
concentrated at one place. There will be no sub sectors except in Kigali. This is 
primarily due to security considerations and policies of higher HQs. 

Security 

3. Security needs of MILOBs will be closely monitored by sector commanders 
keeping in with the directions of UN HQ, New York.Sector commanders are 
responsible to keep this HQ well informed in this regards. At any time if their 
security is threatened or doubtful, this HQ must be immediately informed so that 
appropriate action can be taken . 

Tasks 

4. All previous security related tasks of UNAMIR are no more part of its 
mandate.The main tasks for MILOBs are :-

(a) Assist the Govt of Rwanda in facilitating voluntary and safe 
return of refugees. 

(b) Assist the Govt of Rwanda in its effort to promote a climate of 
confidence and trust through the performance of monitoring tasks.Monitor 
progress of refugee repatriation, their movement through border crossings, 
transit camps and their settlement in communes. 

(c) Assist UNHCR and other international agencies in repatriation of 
refugees.

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Repatriation of Refugees 

5. The main emphasis in the current mandate is on refugees repatriation. 
Hence the single most important task for MILOBs in the current mandate is to 
monitor refugee repatriation and their settlement. Towards this end, following tasks 
must be given utmost priority:-

(a) Border Crossings. Endeavour should be made to obtain 
accurate figures of returnee every day. However after reorganisation of 
sectors it may not be possible to visit all border crossings everyday. 
Minimum acceptable frequency of visit to border crossing for obtaining 
returnee figures ( expect in case of mass influx where it will be daily ) 
will be as follows : 

(i) Gatuna 
(ii) Buziba

(b) Transit Camps. Nyakarambi, Birenga, Way Station

transit camps will be visited every day. Other transit camps must be 
frequently visited at a frequency to be decided by the respective sector 
commander.Accurate figures of returnees and any other related information 
must be obtained and forwarded to this HQ. 

(c) Communes. One of the main aims of visit to communes should 
be to ascertain the resettlement of returnees. Frequency of visit to 
communes must be decided by respective sector commanders depending 
upon availability of MILOBs and importance of communes. Progress and 
problems regarding resettlement of returnees must be reported regularly. 

6. Returnee Figures. The figures of returnees have to be forwarded to 
UN HQ New York every day in the SITREP. The number of returnees in various 
transit camps are required by this HQ to keep track of movement of returnees, 
identify bottlenecks and assist to the extent possible. Hence these figures have to 
be obtained and included in the daily SITREP without fail. The figures must be 
accurate without any omissions or duplications. 
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Monitoring Tasks 

7. Due to reduction in strength of MILOBs in the present mandate , the 
patrolling will get restricted. Thus monitoring tasks will be fairly curtailed. However 
MILOBs during their visits to various places must continue to obtain all information 
that is feasible from all their contacts. They must further improve their relations with 
RPA and seek all information and assistance from them.Information must be 
sought from UN agencies and NGOs operating in the area. 

Med jator Role 

8. Since the mandate of UNAMIR is finally to end on 08 Mar 96 , MILOBs have 
to start playing the role of mediator between the RPA or local authorities and the 
local populations as well as NGOs and UN agencies. The inhibitions between both 
the parties needs to be removed so that they can operate smoothly after 08 Mar 
96. Since MILOBs are invariably close to both the parties, they can play a very 
important role in this regards. The message of reconciliation also must continue to 
be spread to the extent possible. 

Investigations of Incidents 

9. MILOBs will not carry out any investigations in the normal course of their 
duty . Specific instructions will be passed by this HQ if some task of this nature is 
to be carried out. Invariably Human Rights teams should carry out these tasks. 

Conclusion 

10. Notwithstanding foregoing and all the limitations under which the MILOBs 
have to operate, MILOBs continue to be the eyes and ears of SRSG/AFC/CMO. 
Hence every endeavour must be made to keep in touch with the situation prevailing 
in your area of responsibility. Any modification I recommendations I suggestions 
to these instructions are welcome by sector commanders by 07 Jan 96 for 
considerations by this HQ.

1. SECTOR SA WAS ESTABLISHED IN THE FIRST WEEK OF DECEMBER 1994 
WITH 7 MILOBS AS A SUB-SECTOR (58) UNDER GISENYI .AT THAT TIME 
THE OFFICE WAS IN ONE FACTORY CALLED "ETIRU",ONE KILOMETER AWAY 
FROM RUHENGERI TOWN. THE OFFICE WAS SHIFTED TO IT'S PRESENT 
LOCATION IN JANUARY 1995. SUB-SECTOR 5B CARRIED OUT ASSIGNED 
OPERATIONAL TASKS WITH 10 TO 12 MILOBS UNTIL JULY 1995 WHEN IT 
WAS UPGRADED TO FULL SECTOR STATUS.IT WAS THEN RENAMED SECTOR 
SA AND AN ESTABLISHMENT OF 22 MILOBS WAS AUTHOURISEO.THE THEN 
SUB-SECTOR HAD FORMED TROOPS OF ONE COMPANY STRENGTH STATIONED 
IN BUSOGO SOME 15 KILOMETERS AWAY FROM THE PRESENT LOCATION. BUT 
IN JUN 95 WHEN A NEW MANDATE CAME INTO FORCE THEY LEFT THE AREA. 
AND SO FRO!{ JULY TILL TODAY IT BECAME A SECTOR OPERATING WITHOUT 
FORMED TROOPS. 

2. THIS SECTOR IS IMPORTANT TO MILOB GROUP HEADQUJ>..RTERS IN 
PARTICULAR ANO UN AMIR IN GENERAL. THIS IS BECAUSE THE PREFECTURE 
SHARES BORDERS WITH UGANDA AND ZAIRE. FURTHERMORE, MOST OF THE 
FRGF TOGETHER WITH LOCALS IN THI.3 AREA FLED TO ZAIRE. IT IS 
THEREFORE OBVIOUS THAT DURING ANY FORCED OR VOLUNTARY 
REPATRIATION OF REFUGEES,THIS SECTOR WILL RECEIVE A SUBSTANTIAL 
NUMBER OF THEM. BESIDES THAT,SECTOR 5A IS LIKELY TO BE SERIOUSLY 
AFFECTED IN CASE OF ANY INVASION OR INSURGENT OPERATION. FINALLY, 
IT COULD ALSO SERVE AS A SECURE BASE SINCE THE LOCALS WOULD
