1. The humanitarian sit in Sect 4 is relatively stable. The recent expulsion of certain

NGOs has affected humanitarian aid in areas such as supply of medicines and minor
developmental projects. It is expected that matters shall stabilise after this period of transition.
There have been several incidents of sabotage and shootings which have heightened fears of
insecurity in the local population and NGOs. The area of concern continues to be
Nyamasheke Sub Sect where in the most recent incident, the Health Centre was attacked with
grenades and small arms fire on 29 Dec 95. As regards return of refugees, NGOs and other
UN Agencies have created infrastructure for their increased inflow. There has however, been
no corresponding increase in the inflow of returnees so far.

Sect 4 H itarian Activities.

2. The revised mandate has necessitated a change in humanitarian activities being
undertaken. Emphasis has now been given towards monitoring aspects related with the return
of refugees upto their home communes. With this in view, regular visits are being made to
border crossing points, transit camps and communes in general. Medical centres in communes
are being also visited on a regular basis. Important humanitarian activities undertaken during
this period are as follows :

(a) Bweyeye Medical Centre. Milobs visited the Bweyeye Medical Centre on the
specific request of MSF (Spzain) who had reported that the track to Bweyeye was
blocked and medicines had to be supplied to the medical centre. A special Milobs
patrol was sent the following day which confirmed that the track was motorable. The
patrol also brought back information of 100 IDPs in Bweyeye who were awaiting
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transportation to Gikongoro. This information was passed to UNHCR at Cyangugu
for their necessary action.

(b) Bushenge Hospital Bushenge Hospital in Gisuma Commune (GR 8526) was
visited by the Humanitarian Team and essential medicines were donated to them on
behalf of UNAMIR.

(c) Transit Camps. The three transit camps in Sect 4 namely Nyagatare, Nyarushishi
and Bugarama Cite were regularly visited by Milobs to monitor the state of returnees
transiting through as aiso to ascertain the conditions in these camps. The
infrastructural arrangements were found to be satisfactory. Work was still in progress
to increase handling capacity at Nyagatare Transit Camp.

(d) Malawi Coy. Malawi Coy provided medical trestment to 67 civilians besides
assisting in treatment of out patients at Gihundwe Hospital. Transport was provided
as under :

() Kagano Commune. One truck provided to tpt construction material for
repair of bridges destroyed/ damaged on 22 Dec 95.

(i} Gisurma Commupe. One truck provided to tpt gravel for road
maintenence.

(iii) Kamembe Orphanage One truck provided to tpt bricks for construction
of an outhouse.

(iv) Shagasha Tea Factory. One truck provided to tpt 43 tons of foodstuff
from WFP Kemembe to Shagasha for tea factory workers.

3. (a) Food. The supply of food in gen is barely adequate to cater for the present
population. Farming activities need to be encouraged further in order to increase
availability at commune level.

(b) Water. There is an acute shortage of potable drinking water in most communes.
Existing water points cater for a large area thereby causing water to be carried over

long distances. Shortage of potable water has also led to an increase in water borne
discascs.
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(c) Health Care. Health care has been organized in coordination with NGOs and local
administration. Specific NGOs are responsible for 2 given number of medical/ health
centres. However, there is still a shortage of adeqguate medical cover and certain fast
moving medicines like chioroquine, flagyl and antibiotics are in short supply.

(d) Education. Schools in most communes are functioning but there ts an acute
shortage of furniture, books and trained teaching staff.

(c) Returnees. For details of arrivals of returnees refer Appx attached.

o

4. Promioent activities of UN Agencies and NGOs during the period under review are as
C follows :

/ ’ (3) Watexr Supply. UNHCR had taken up a project for augmentation/ provisioning
of water supply at Rusizi 1, Rusizi 2 and Uvira crossing points. This is being done
in order to cater for increased numbers of returnees and is operational now. (Please
also refer to para 4 (a) of our report dated 17 Dec 95).

9/(!)) Medical Cover. Armangements are underway to establish medical aid posts at all
entry points by MDM, MSF and other NGOs.

l/ (c) Traasit Facilities. With the anticipated increased influx of returnees the handling
capacity of all three transit camps in this sect are been increased . The increased
capacity shall be intimated separately on completion of work.

C (d) Foaod Supply. WFP, PAM and PAN are cumrently providing food to the
orphanage at Kibogora. There is however a need to supply more food as presently
the supply is not adequate.

5. There is presently no serious problem being faced in the absorption of returnees thus far.
This is so because they are staying with their relatives while reconstructing their homes.
Increased influx of returnees on a large scale would create problems for housing as no such
project is being planned for by the local administration. UNHCR is however, providing one
plastic roofing sheet on entry of returnees into the country.

Reguests for Assisiance

6. (a) Cena Orphanage. This orphanage has shifted two months back from Kemembe
Airport and is presently located close to Rusizi I. It has presently 205 orphans who
are being supported by MDM. Unfortunately the contract of MDM is expiring on 31
Dec 95 and a aew sponser is to be found. No NGO has so far expressed willingness
to support this orphanage after 01 Jan 96.

(b) Gihundwe Hospital. This is most prominent hospital being run in Cyangugu Sect.
Consequently there is always a great pressure of patients for treatment here. There is
a requirement of 100 matresses as these are in short availability presently.

Conclusion

7. MILOBS in Sect 4 continue to work towards improving the gen condition of the local
population. There is close interaction with local administration, NGOs and other UN
Agencies in order to create favourable conditions for the early return of refugees to their
home communes.

Humanitarian team has been to monitor the arrival and
situation of returnees.

Returnee camps
(Tentage) could also be constructed with the assistance
of UNHCR depending on availability of resources at their
disposal.

CONCLUSION

10. The main responsibility of HAC now is for coordination of
support to the returnees and hence most of the requests to be
received will be for transport assistance, medical, food and
shelter. However, the main task UNAMIR will be able to undertake
is only of transportation of returnees. Provision of assistance in
areas of medical support, food and shelter will not be within the
capabilities of UNAMIR and hence will be directed to other UN
agencies/NGOs.

1. GENERAI, SITUATION. The general situation has not seen much
significant change. Acts of banditary were on the decline during
the week. MILOBS have reported that people are busy with
cultivation. However, people have as usual complained about
shortage of seeds, fertilisers and’ insecticides. The overall
situation is reported to be calm.

2. OWN HAC ACTIVITIES.

a. MILOBS distributed Oral Rehydration Salts (ORS) packets
to wvarious health centres in all the communes of the
prefecture.

b. SECT CDR and HUM OFFR attended a meeting organised by
UNHCR with NGOs to coordinate plans for receiving a maximum
of 500 returnees daily in GITARAMA Prefecture. The new
transit centre at RUNDA Commune {9882) is expected to hold
upto 3000 returnees. UNHCR is trying to find another NGO to
replace MSF France which was tasked to provide an emergency
medical tean.

c. HUM OFFR attended a NGOs meeting organised at the
prefecture on 22 Dec 95. The meeting was attended by 12 NGOs
working in GITARAMA Prefecture. The NGOs gave an overview
of activities in the preceeding year and their plans for the
following year.

d. FORCE ENGR COY excavator working at the GITARAMA prison

has dug two pits. The size of the pits are 22M x 6M x 3M and
22m x 12M x 3M.

3. GENERAT, LIVING CONDITIONS.

a. Food. Noc change from last report. Food is still
reported to inadequate in the communes. CARITAS 1is
distibuting food to very poor families in the prefecture on
a regular basis.




b. Water. There is a marked improvement in the water supply
in Gitarama and surrounding communes.

c. Health Care and Health Problems. Diarrhoea and Malaria
continue to be a problem in the prefecture. There is no
reported case of any endemic disease.
