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Over more than one month, reports have been circulatmg about a p anned visit by the 
King of Morocco to the occupied territories of Western Sahara. Moroccan occupying 
authorities have begun, despite the UN presence on the territory, a series of special 
procedures. They have intensified the suffocating blockade on Sahrawi citizens, and 
enlarged actions of prosecution, repression and torture even against detainees in 
prisons. They conducted police inspections targeting people, buildings and Sahrawi 
neighborhoods, coinciding with a fierce psychological and propaganda war against 
them to impose intimidation, defeat, and submission. 

This visit is rejected by the Saharawi people and its sole and legitimate representative, 
POLISARIO Front. It is a provocative, iiiegal and unethical act that violates 
international legitimacy. 

The International Law and UN resolutions are clear in this regard; Western Sahara is 
not a Moroccan territory, and the dispute is between two parties, POLISARIO Front 
and Morocco as the issue of sovereignty belonging exclusively for the Saharawi 
people has not been decided yet. The Saharawi people are the only authorized people 
to enjoy action in the territory through the exercise of their right to self-determination 
and independence. 

King of Morocco, by doing so, reminds the world that the Kingdom of Morocco and 
by adopting a stance contrary to the UN Charter and the resolutions as well as the 
decision of the International Court of Justice, invaded Western Sahara militarily on 31 
October 1975 following which the territory has been undergoing murderous, 
destructive and corrupt actions. 

This behavior reminds the world that the presence of Morocco in Western Sahara 
today is the presence of an iiiegal military occupation force that does enjoy no 
sovereignty and that the right of administration, in conformity to the United Nations 
resolutions, pertains to the Spanish colonial power. 

Mr. Secretary-General, 

By undertaking this visit, King of Morocco culminates an extensive series of 
intransigence, challenge and disrespect to the international community, and hits at the 
heart the credibility and the status of the United Nations, seeking to turn it into a mere 
tool to protect and legalize the occupation. 

The Moroccan party renounced to the UN settlement signed by the Saharawi party 
with the plan, and approved by the UN Security Council in 1991, which aimed to hold 
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a referendum to decide the fate of the Saharawi people, and establish MINURSO over 
the territory of Western Sahara to carry out this mission. 

Moroccan party is the one which refuses to comply with the requirements of 
international law regarding Western Sahara natural resources and continued 
plundering extensively the riches of the Saharawi people. 

Moroccan party, and through thousands of detailed reports, including the UN reports, 
does not stop the violation of international humanitarian law, committing the most 
gross violations of human rights against the Saharawi defenseless civilians, and 
subjecting them to various forms of intimidation, torture, kidnapping, arrest, and 
bringing them before the courts of the occupation, including military courts to 
sentence them unfairly as was the case of Gdeim Izik detainees. 

Moroccan party is the one which prevents independent international observers from 
entering the occupied territories, exposing them to prosecution and expulsion, and 
rejecting that MINURSO would assume the task of monitoring human rights in the 
Western Sahara, like all missions worldwide. 

Moroccan party built the longest wall of separation on earth, which divides Western 
Sahara's land and people. The wall manned with a large number of soldiers, huge 
arsenal, barbed wire belts and millions of land mines, including anti-personnel mines, 
internationally banned and which continues does to kill innocent people. 

Moroccan party refuses to engage in serious negotiations, hinder your efforts to 
resolve the conflict, and deals with your Personal Envoy, Mr. Christopher Ross, in a 
way of procrastination, deception and distrust, and refuses to implement the message 
of your Assistant, the Under-Secretary-General for Legal Affairs and United Nations 
Legal Counsel, Mr. Miguel de Serpa Soares, about the duties of the parties to the 
conflict towards MINURSO staff members. 

Mr. Secretary-General, 

King of Morocco today celebrates the practices of intransigence and carelessness 
through further repressive practices and blockade. The festivities celebrating the 
immortalized Moroccan violation of the law and international legality by occupying 
Western Sahara, in a criminal and grotesque invasion that the mass graves still testify 
the outrageous and the start of the process of a total massacre. 

History holds you accountable and urges the United Nations to act quickly and firmly, 
because of such provocative behaviors that put to the test the credibility of the United 
Nations as a responsible body for Western Sahara until its decolonization as the last 
colony in Africa. 

We expect you to take all appropriate measures, including immediate notification of 
the members of the UN Security Council, to intervene and prevent the visit, which 
constitutes a serious escalatory step ignoring the International Law and raise the 
climate oftension in the region and the circumstances of extreme sensitivity 
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I call upon you to convey the content of this letter to UN Security Council members. 

Please accept, Mr. Secretary General, the assurances of my highest considerations.
