.5 million dollars by the Canadian Government.

If Sub-Committee would use its influence to
obtain these loans for Montserrat then the economic
viability which my Government considers absolutely
necessary to support independence might eventually
be achieved."

X. ACTION PREVIQUSLY TAKEN BY THE SPECIAL CCMMITTEE AND

BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY

1. In 196k the Special Committee adopted conclusions and recommendations
concerning Niue and the Tokelau Islands.;/ After considering the Territories
in 1966, it reiterated the recommendations it adopted in 1964 and recommended,
inter alia, that their p=ople should be enabled to express their wishes in
accordance with the provisions of General Assembly resolution 151k (XV) of

1L December 1960, through well-established democratic processes under United Nations
supervision, and that further and immediate economic measures to be taken to develop
and strengthen the economic structure of the Territories in co-operation with the
United Nations and the specialized agencies. It also recommended that a visit to
the Territories by Sub-Committee IT of the Speclal Commlittee was necessary, and
would be useful in gethering information, and in familiarizing the people with the
asslstance that could be rendered by the United Nations in regard tp the free
expression of their wishes pursuant to the Declaration contained in resolution 151k
(XV). The Committee finally recommended that steps be taken to arrange a }iéit in

consultation with the administering Powers.g/

2. At its twentieth session the General Assembly adopted resolution 2069 (XX) of
16 December 1965 concerning twenty-six Territories, including Niue and the Tokelau
Islands. At its twenty-first session, it edopted resolution 2232 (XXI) of

20 December 1966, concerning twenty-five Territories, including Niue end the
Tokelau Islands. The resclution called upon the administering Powers to implement
without delay the relevent resolutions of the General Assembly. It reiterated the
Assembly's declaration that any attempt aimed at the partial or total disruption of
the national unity and territorial integrity of colonial Territories and the
establishment of military bases and installations in these Territories was
incompatible with the purposes and principles of the Charter of the United Nations
end of General Assembly resolutiocn 1514 (XV). It urged the administering Powers to
allow visiting missions to visit the Territories and to extend to them full
co-operation and assistance. It decided that the United Nations should render all
help to the peoples of the Territorles in their efforts freely to decide their
future status, Finally, it requested the Special Committee to pay special attention
to the Territories and to report on the implementation of the present resolution to
the General Assembly at its twenty-second session.

II. INFORMATION CN THE TERRITORIESQ/

A. NIUE

General

3. At 31 March 1966, the population of Niue was estimated at 5,157. Each year
from 200 to 300 Niueans leave Miue. In 19565, the deficit between those leaving and
returning was 103. '

Status

k., Nive is included within the boundaries of New Zealand and is governed under
authority of the Cook Island Act, 1915, and subsequent amendments. The inhebitants
are British subjects and New Zealand citizens.

5+ Executive functions of government are carried out by a ResiﬁenJ Commissioner
who 1s responsible to the New Zealand Minister of Island TerritorieA. The Executlve
Committee, elected by the Nive Island Assezmbly, consists of Tour (formerly three)
merbers wlth the Residcnt Commissioner as Chalrman. It may report and make
recomiendstions on any matter referred tc it by the Commissioner cr the Assembly.

6. legislation is enacted by the New Zealand Parliament or by crdinances of the
Niue IYsland Assembly which consists of fourteen Wiueans and the Resident
Commissiorer, who is Presidcnt. Ordinances require the assent of the Resident
Commissioner or the Governor-General of New Zesland. The Niue Island Assenmbly has
budgetary control of expenditure of all government moneys including New Zealand

grants and loans moneys and funds raised locally.

Te As rcted in a previcus report,z+ the Niue Islend Assewbly in January 1966
_supported the recommerdafions iu a report on the constitutional devel.opwent of

Niue mede by a team of constitutional experts in 1965. They hed reccamended,
inter slla, to the Niue Island Assembly that earlier proposals for 8 fixed time-
table of constitutional development leading to full cabinet governuent ccase to be
the basis of the constitutional discussions; and that the discussions be confined

to the immediate step to be taken to give the Assembly a further measure of control
over and responsibility for their own local affairs. The step recommended was the
Introduction of a "member" system under which individually elected members of the
Executive Commi{tee would be given responsibility for a particular department or
departmentas of the Administration and the election of one of the members as Leader
of Government Business. The Leader would be responsible for the central secretariat
and would speak for it in the Assembly. He would also speak for the Executive
Committee as a whole.

8. In the recent elections the report was one of the issues before the electorate.
They resulted in four changes in the membership of the Niue Assembly, which decided
to proceed with the adoption of the member system. In September 1966, the member
system was inaugurated. Under this system the four members of the Executive

Committee have been placed in charge of some government departments.

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Village councils

9. Village government has been largely in the hands of the loc~l Assembly member,
the pastor and the constable in each village. The Assembly has =greed in principle
to the formation of village councils to be responsible for villsye affairs. A
senlor officer cof th: I'lue Coverament undertook a study tour of k2 Territory of
Pgpue and New Cuinea in August 1965 under the eponsorship of the fouth Fazific
Cémmission to study local government administration in that Territory. Legislation
f@r the establishment of village councils was being drafted in 1966. .

1¢. Th: members of the Niue Tsland Assembly are elected by universal adalt
s?ffrage. The last election was held in April 1966.

%1. Niue's eccnomy is bascd on subsistence fishing and agriculsure, as well as
the production of a few cash eropu, chiefly copra and bananas, and handicraft
Lrticles for export. The rccky nature of much of the island makes it unsuitable
for agriculture or animal husbandry. Exports in 1965 amounted to £65,193, compared
thh £77,935 in 1964. Imports amounted to £250,993, compared with £228,210 the
previous year. Approximately 73 per cent of &ll imports came from New Zezland
whikh received 85 per cent of the island's exports. In 1965/66, expenditures

were £617,542, compared with £523,981 the previous year. Niuels revenue from
eXP0§ts and taxes is insufficient to balance its budget, and New Zealand mgkes
annuai grants for general and capital purposes and for meeting budgetary deficits.
In 1964/65, the subsidy amounted to £347,500, coupared with £301,300 the previous

year.

Soclal eonditions

12. Lebour. The basic wage rates in March 1965 were ls.lld per hour for ‘unskilled
labour, 2s5.1d for stevedores and a varying scale for skilled labour. No labour
unions have been registered but a committee exists to determine special allowances

for stevedoring, and workers have a voice on this committee.

=
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13. Public health., Medical services are provided by the Govern#ent Health
Department under the control of a chief medical officer. There are no private
medical or dental practitionerse. In March 1965, the staff of thirty-nine persons
consisted of Niueans with the exception of the chief medical officer and four
nurses recrulted from New Zealand. Expenditures on health services for the year
ending March 1965 were £53,111. All medical and dental treatment is free of charge.

Educetional conditions

1%, Education is free and comrulsory between the ages of 6 and 14 years and

most children remain at school until they reach 16. Post-primary education is
available to all, and most s:udenrs who lecve primary school attend high school. At
31 March 1966, thirty-two students were attending New Zealand secondary schools
under the New Zealand Government Training Scheme and six were taking a three-year
course at the agricultural college In Western Samoa. Educational expenditures for
the year ending 31 Merch 1966 %otalled £123,5hk, compared with £100,000 the previons

B. TOKELAU ISLANDS

General

15. The population of the three Tokelau Islands totalled 1,861 at 25 September 1965

Constitutional and political development

16. The High Commissioner for New Zealand in Western Samoa is the Administrator
of the Tokelau Islands. The Administrative Officer who is also based ln Western
Bamoa makes regular visits to the Tokelau Islands. In the three atolls of the
Territory local public services are carried out by asppointed Tokelau officlals.
17 In 1964, the Tokelau Islanders at a genefal meeting decided not to join the
independent State of Western Samoa or the Cook Islands, but to remain linked with
New Zealand. In January 1966, the New Zealand Minister for Island Territories
visited the Tokelauans and obtained confirmation concerning this and their desire
to retain the right to migrate to New Zealand.

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18, In 1966, the New Zealand Cabinet agreed that a move toward fuller self-
government should be undertaken by giving councils of elders and heads of families
formal consultative status in the determining of priorities of government work in

the preparation of the annual buiget, and that a pilot scheme to speed up the

existing assisted migration projects should be set in motion. It also decided on
improvements in the system of education and on an expanded public works programme.
Subsequently a joint fono of Tokelauan representatives reconfirmed the islanders’®

wish to remain linked with New Zealand, and expressed support for the pilot i:)
migration scheme and measures.

Economic conditions

19. The economy of the Tokelau Islands is based on subsistence crops, fishing
and fhe production of copra for ezport. Revenue is derived chiefly from export and
import duties, trading profits and the sale of postage stamps. The ennual deficit
between local revenue and expenditure is met by subsidies from the New Zealand
Government. Expenditures in 1965 totalled £37,913. Information is not available

on local revenue.

Social conditions ::>

20. The Government of Western Samosa assists with the medical services of the
Territory and regular visits are made by its medical staff. Two Samoan medical
officers are stationed on Tokelau. In 1966, two Tokelauans were in training at the
Suva Medical School in Fiji.

Educational conditions

21. School attendance in the Territory is reported to be very close to

100 per cent. The Tokelau Administration awards scholarships to enable children

end public servants to recelve secondary education in Western Samoa. The New Zealand
Government assists students and public servants under the New Zealand Gove;nment
Training Scheme. At 31 March 1966, there were twenty-three long-term students and
trainees from the Territory in New Zealand. Thirty-one additional Tokelauans were
being trained in Western Samoa and Fiji.

Before,under the supervision of the Organisations of the
United Nations on Agreement,dated 15th Augustust 1962,was reached between
the Governments of the Xingdom of the Netherlands and the Republic of In-
doneisa,our people,who was then under the authority of the Netherlands go-
vernment,was living in peace and quiet and our rights were fully respected
in spite of an increasing desire to ebtain independence.No impediments were
placed in the way of this desire by the government of the little people on
the North Sea,who won its independence itself after an eighty years strug-
gle against a despotie domination,which trod the fundamental rights of man
under foot and therefore true to a century-long history,showed a profound
coiprehension of our urge towards independence,as witness the annual reports
made to You as from 1950 on the development of Western New Guinea and as
also witness the permission granted to our people by or on behalf of this
government on lst December 1961 to carry its own flag,to have its own na-
tional anthem and to have itself represented in a New Guinea Council,inves-
ted with certain powers.

The agreement 1entioned above,the conclusion of which cannot,
unfortunately,ve dissociated from an arned agression on the part of the
Republic of Indonesia,gave our people - also by the guarantees derived

population.

The constant violent oppression on the part of the govern-

Before,under the supervision of the Organisations of the
United Nations on Agreement,dated 15th Augustust 1962,was reached between
the Governments of the Kingdom of the Netherlands and the Republic of In-
doneisa,our people,who was then under the authority of the Netherlands go-
vernment,was living in peace ard quiet and our rights were fully respected
in spite of an increasing desire to ebtain independence.No impediments were
placed in the way of this desire by the government of the little people on
the North Sez,who won its independence itself after an eighty years strug-
gle against a despotie domination,which trod the fundamental rights of man
under foot and therefore true to a century-long history,showed a profound
coiprehension of our urge towards independence,as witness the annual reports
made to You as from 1950 on the development of Western New Guinea and as
also witness the permission granted to our people by or on behalf of this
government on lst December 1961 to carry its own flag,to have its own na-
tional anthem and to have itself represented in a New Guinea Council,inves-
ted with certain powers.

The agreement 1entioned above,the conclusion of which cannot,
unfortunately,be dissociated from an arned agression on the part of the
Republic of Indonesia,gave our people - also by the guarantees derived
from Your Charter - the assurance that towards the end of 1969 at the latest,
it would - by neans of freedom of choice - obtain self - deteraination
(section 20 of this Agreement).A whole series of sections,especially the
sections 14,15 and 22,granted our people sufficient guarantees to arrive
at the self-governient or at any rate the self-determnination desired in the
manner as stipulated in section 18 of that Agreenent.This object was to
be obtained in freedom,the authorities respecting the fundamental rights of
man and the dignity of human personality.

However,we fear - and this fear is perfectly justified - that
our people will neither at the end of 1969 nor,speaking generally,arrive
at the freedom of choice guaranteed by You,because the way to attain this
is constantly barred by distinct violations of the Agreement of 15th August
1962,0on the part of the government of the Republie of Indonesia,while the
other party to the action,the governnent of the Xingdom of the Netherlands,
evidently has too little political power,at any rate is negligent or at
least fails to lend its aid to our people in its bad plight.In any case the
people wishes that everything possible is done that the Agreement mentioned
above,which has been recorded under section 102 of the Charter of the United
Nations,is actually observed.

It is,therefore,not only our rights that are trampled under
foot,as appears from the facts to be nentioned n1ore fully,but also Your
authority and Your function as a Guard on international peace and security,
which are impaired by the same facts,that is to say:

2. by the coiing into effect - this be 7entioned in the first place-
of the Decree of 15th July 1963% of the President of the Republic of Indo-
nesia(1963,no 8),of which we wish to enclose a copy and by virtue of
which our people was deprived of part of its rights(see e.g.sections 2
and 3),which were guaranteed us less than a year before in virtue of the
agreement of 15th August 1962,for the purpose,distinetly described in the
opening lines,of adopting a course it did not want to take(the revolutio-
nary course).However,it is, to say the least of it,doubtful whether this
course is the right one for a people that has largely been christianized
both by Roman Catholies and Protestants,and that is very grateful for this.

b. by reorganising the existing Councils before previously
listening to the voice of the Papuan-population either direct or
through the existing national and regional orgsns,and thus illegally
appointing Councillors who cannot be recognised as such and who cannot
be treated with the necessary respect for their dignity by the Papuan
population.

Es . by simply disnissing Councillors from their office and by
arresting them in case of protest or resistance,thus depriving them
of freedom.

d. by absolishing the economie regulations that existed at the
time of the conclusion of the Agrcement and by intending the goods
necessary for the development of the country for another purpose even
by dismantling existing businesses and carrying off the capital goods
beco1ing available,elsewhere,at any rate out of Western New Guinea,in
any case by tolerating that Indonesian officials took the goods as
prizes and withdraw them from the country.

e. by - and this qeasure has weighed wuch with our Papuans,
even more than the robbery ientioned under d - creating compulsory
service,owing to which the close relationship aiong the various tribes
and among members of the fawmilies was broken up.But the young-labour
and development potential is likewise seriously affected,not to aen-
tion the disjointing of education so important for our country and
the chance of being killed in a war alien to our people and with
which we do not want to have to do anything in spite of the fact that
it is adorned with the beautiful name " confrontation".

£. by filling up the posts that became available through the
compulsory military service,mentioned under e. by Indonesians brought
from overseas,for the obvious purpose of rendering the free develop-
ment of the Papuan people impossible.

g by - without the pretext of performing iilitary service -
carrying off - against the will of those concerned - the pore educated
part of the Papuan population in order to try and throw the less
educated part that has not been carried off,out of their structural
and cultural balance and to make them nore accessible to the " course"
mentioned under a alien,by nature,to our people.

h. by throwing the Papuan population into confusion by pro-
mulgating all kinds of prohibitory measures and orders for the manifest
purpose to shatter the sense of national feeling and to cause the
creation of a free nation to be lost.

i. by depriving our people - by means of strict legal enact-
ments - of free expression of opinion,right of combination and meeting,
freedom of 1ovement etc.etc.,in short by keeping the people under a
reign of terror which is in fkagrant contravention of the letter and
the spirit of the Agreement of 15th August 1962,mentioned before and
carried through under Your supervision.

When the government of the Republic of Indonesia was still
a member of the United Nations,it failed to assist in the execution of
what has been laid down by section 16 and 17 of the Agreement of 15
August 1962,which gave our people the guarantee and,actually still gives-
as this Arrangement has not been annulled - of a peaceful preparation to
a proper exercise of the right of self determination of our people,a
right that was also granted by Your Council.

When the present government of the Republic of Indonesis
retired from the organisation of the United Nations,it had obviously in
mind to withdraw,de facto,from its engagements arising from the above -
mentioned Agrecment,kecping up a pretence to fulfil them in spite of that,
since this retirement has created the impression that - unless the situa-
tion develops into a crisis,through which the international peace and
safety become endangered - the control on Your part over the proper
observance and exccution of this Agreement is,de jure,no longer possible.
In the eyes of many the Rerublic of Indonesia has,to an increasing extent
abused this obscure situation by pursuing its own objéctives and that too,

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in this country,for ehich there is a particular Agreement in force
and among a peopleé,however simple it may be,that has also its own
political ideals.

But we cannot and may not fail,referring to the above-ientioned
Agrcecnent and sections 1(2),2(6),11(2),12(2),14,34,39,41,42,55,
62(1 and 2),66(2),71(1),7% and 99 of the Charter of the United
Nations,to make an urgent and impassioned appeal to Your Council
to help our people out of the conditions of stress and to prevent
it rfrom falling a victim to violation of rights and terror,owing
to which our people is threatened with ruin,which is even nore
emphasized by what we recommend to Your attention,below.

Owing to the facts mentioned and to be aentioned later
on,the Papuan population is no longer able to make its voice heard
in full freedom neither in our country nor abroad and therefore our
oppressed population has informed us by letter that it does not
recognise the leading Papuan functionaries appointed by the Republic
of Indonesia because these appointments;

@#. have becn made under threat of force or
b. have been made under false pretences

c. as we stated already under IV b,at any rate without the
prior knowledge and approval of the Papouan population.

When the leading Papuan nationalists expressed their
dissatisfaction herewith and with the course of affairs,the only
answer on the part of the government of the Republic of Indonesia,
was the arrest of the persons in guestion and the suffering of the
worst atrocities,owing to which a step was again taken back with
regard to the Agroement mentioned and the developrent towards self-
government,which.has also been guaranteed by Your Council.

The course of action of the Indonesian authorities has
ul tinately caused the Papuan population - though fewer forces were
left after dislocation and terror - to rise in revolt against the
Indonesian authorities,which revolt began on 28th July last.Forsaken
by God and men and unprotected by the actual disappearance of
safeguards guaranteed in virtue of an international Agreenent,it
has adopted the last resort,to save itself,God willing.

In order to put down this mass revolt,entire regions
were bombed by the Indoncsian air forces and were relentlessly taken
under fire by means of aircraft armament,in the course of which a

great many virtims foll awong the population,woien and children in-

cluded.Add to this the fact unknown to many that medical assistance
is,under the circumstances no more obtainable in Western Papua,
owing to which the wounded population has to suffer a grief unimag-
in able to civilized peoples and foreign assistance is esscential,

The constant violent oppression on the part of the govern-
ment of the Republic of Indonesin,justifies the reason to suspect
it to intend,if necessary,to massacre all the Papuan population in
order thus to create the possibility of transmigration-which is
considercd as immigration by our people - of Indonesians from other
territorie to Western Papua,or if they should exercise some res-
traint,colenisation with the attendant consequences for the native
population.

In connection with what has been said above,the Papuan
population has requested us by letter to establish a High Council
of Representatives of the people,in the free world,as soon as
possible,whe should - in the widest significance - safeguard the
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interests of the oppressed population,under the leadership of Marcus
Wonggor Kaisiepo.

In the mean time we have proceeded to the establishment of this Coun-
cil and from which we derive the authority:

A. To make Your Council acquainted with the indisputable facts men-

tioned above.

B. To protest strongly - likewise on behalf of the Papuan population

of Western Papua -( the written request to that effect has
reached us) before the forum of Your Councils:

a. against the violation by the government of the Republic of
Indoncsia of the agrcement of 15th August 1962 to which the
Papuan population is still clinging and thc benefit of
which they are still claiming.

b. against the rccent high-handed action of thé Republic of
Indonesia in Western Papua,which threatens to ruin the
population,God forbid.

C. To press the competent Authorities and Organs of the United Nations

to have energetic and rigorous measures token,within the frame of
the general competencies likewise in virtue of the Agreement effe-
ted on 15th August 1962,referred to above,in order:

a. to put an end to the bestial acts of violence to the prac-
tically unarmed Papuan population of Western Papua by the
Indonesian forces.

b. to restore order and peace through the intcrmediary of
third parties,under Your supervision.

c. to clear the way again and completely,to arrive at the
exercise of self-determination,guarantccd on Your part,at
any rate,the making of a frue choice of thce most suitable
form of government and the appointment of persons in autho-
rity who enforce law and justice,and

d. to present the goverment of the Republic of Indonesis from,
agoin,in any whatover cxercising authority over Western
apua either de jure or de facto ( the Papuan population is
now aware of what it is talking about).

We invoke God's essentigl blessing over Your deliberaticns and
the execution of Your decisions with rogard to this cxtre ely se-
