The Secretary-General will spend the night in London, before meeting 
early tomorrow morning with Sir Geoffrey rlowe, Foreign Secretary of the United 
Kingdom. He will then fly to southern Portugal for a private visit and will 
return to l>le..r York next t17eel<.

Following is the text of the state�ent made by s�cre tary-General Javier 
Perez de Cuellar in opening the International Conference on the Question of 
Palestine today at Geneva: 

I declare open the International Conference on the �uestion of 
Palestine. The decis ion by the General Asse·nbly to convene this Conference 
underscores the i�portance that the in ternational co�unity attacnes to tne 
que stion of ?ales tine and to the urgent need of finding a just s o lution to 
tnis proble·n. It is an issue which evokes s trong e.notions and is at tne 
centre of the t-Iiddle Eas t conflict. The effort to fin� a solutio!l to tnis 
issue re.nains a primary and urgent concern of tile Un�t�d Nations. 

As you are a�are, the question of Pales�ine has engaged the attention of 
tne United :�ations almost since tne inception of the Organization. lio other 
international problem has claimed more of the ti�e and attention of the �orld 
Organization. Today , 36 years after the United Hations first addressed thi• 
problem, I regret to say that we are no nearer a solutio n tnan we were then. 

Over the intervening years, tne difficulties of arriving at a solution 
have been compounded and have beco:ne more co·uplex than tney �·Jere in l-J47. 
·iost of tile Palestinian people now live in exile or under occupation. Their 
plight was highlighted by the tragic events in Lebanon last yaar, culminating 
in the massacre of una�d men, wo�en and children in the SaQra and Shatila 
Palestinian refugee ca��s in Beirut. This tragedy brought, in a dramatic way, 
to our attention the need to find -- and find urgently -- a s olution to th e 
quest ion of P alestine. 

Such a solution must be based on tne exercise by tne Palestinian �eople 
of their inalienable righ ts �ic� have been reaffirmed in a number of General 
Assembly resolutions. ·rhe 36-year �is tory of efforts made under the aua.,ices 
of the United c�ations to peacefully resolVe the Palestinian question and tne 
Arab-Israeli conflict is fa,iliar to us. 

The approval of the Partition Plan by the General Assembly in liove�er 
1947, the conclusion of the ben�ral Armistice Agreements of 1949 under tne 
auspices of the United �ations i.fediator for Palestine, the unanimous aioption 

(more) 
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of Security Council resolution 242 of November 1967 and the Jarring Mission, 
the adoption of Security Coun.:il resolution 33S of October 1973, the convening 
of the Genev� Peace Conference in December 1973 and the Disengagement 
Agreements of 1974 are important milestones in the history of the Middle East. 

Each of the3e events could have le�, or at least contributed 
significantly, to a general peace settlement, but failed to do so because one 
or another of the parties concerned found themselves uneble to make the 
n�ce.:1:ury accorr:m'ldation9. Thus, wa have coi!le, after 36 years and six wars, to 
tita present e:ttremely dangerous impasse, a situation given tragic dimensions 
by the plight of the Palestinians. 

All members of the international co�1nity share a clear obligation to 
resolve the central probl�m of the legiti�ate rights and future of the 
Palestinian peopie. This ta�k has been further complicated by the growth of 
I�raeli settleneuts en the \.Jest Bank, and by the continuing failure to get 
do� to meaningful nagotiations. 

In the abeence of progresR towards a settlement, the United Nations has 
been engasei Gince 1950, through the United Nations Relief and Works Agency 
fer PalcGtini.:m Ilefugees in the Nec?r Eest (UNltWA), in providing humanitarian 
assistance and-relief to the Palestine ref�g�es. I believe that UNaWA has a 
re:ord of acni�vem�nt of which it can be proud. Today, its pr.ogrammes for the 
almost two million refcgees registered with it consist principally of 
ed•Jcaticn and assistance to some 340,000 chi:dren, health services 
concentrntiag on the neec!s of rcothers and young children and relief services 
to those in need, including those suffering from the aftermath of the war iu 
Lcb�non. These are services of a bssic nature to which all people are 
entitled. 

For the Palestinian refugees, however, t:he continuation of these services 
is de?encent on vr,lunta1·y cflntl·ib,�tions from the international cow.munity. 
P.?.grettably, U!�:lWA hu been beset by increasing financial difficulties which, 
if not remf:died, CO'.lld oblige tha Aeer.1:y to rt;;duce its services. Such an 
oc:�u!"r<:r:ce t-:ould inflict additional suffering on the refugees to an 
intolerable degree, and may w�ll entcil se=ious consequences for stability in 
the regi<'n. I therefore earnestly hope that all Governments will consider 
ma:dng additional· voluntary cor.t:-it-uti<'ns to UNR\-7A so as to enable it to 
continue its relief o�eration without let-up. 

But humenitarian relief operations, imoortant though they are, are only 
palliatives and cann�t substitute_for the solution of the b�sic political 
problem. Tne United Nations is deeply co�itt�d to the achievement of such a 
solution covering all aspects of the Middle East conflict. 

· 

The continuing and persistent efforts of the Organization have, over the 
year.s, produced at least a consensus on the fun:famental elements required for 
a comprehensive settlement of the Middle East problem. In order to reconcile 
tl� &spirations anJ vital intereats of all the parties concerned, such a 
settlement must meet the follo�ring conditions: the withdrawal of Israeli 

(more) 
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forces from occupied territories; respect for and acknowledgement of the 
sovereignty, territorial integrity and political independence of every State 
in the area and their right to live in peace within secure and recognized 
boundaries free from threats or acts of force; and, finally, a just settlement 
of the Palestinian problem based on the recognition of the legitimate rights 
of the Palestinian people, including self-determination. In this connection, 
the question of Jerusalem remains of primary importance. 

Over the past year, there have been various peace initiatives on the 
Middle East question, both within and outside this Organization. The 
proposals put forward all contain positive aspects. The fact that they also 
contain elements that are not acceptable to one or the other of the parties 
involved should not prevent a dialogue. It is therefore imperative that 
genuinely effective action, with the support of all the parties concerned, be 
urgently taken with a view to attaining, in a peaceful manner, a just and 
durable settlement. 

It is my earnest hope that all the Governments and authorities concerned, 
including the Palestine Liberation Organization, will now make a new and 
determined effort to move towards a just and lasting settlement of the 
Palestinian problem and all other related aspects of the Middle East conflict. 
It is essential to realize that the path of confrontation, rejection, 
occupation and war cannot lead to any solution and that the only hope for a 
viable and mutually acceptable settlement lies with negotiation, recognition 
and accommodation. 

The United Nations, I am convinced, has a constructive and crucial role 
to play in the peace-making and peace-keeping process. I, for my part, 
reaffirm my willingness to do everything in my power to advance this process 
and to promote a climate for negotiation. 

This Conference, convened at the request of the General Assembly of the 
United Nations, is the latest step in the many efforts made in the search for 
a solution of the question of Palestine. It is the General Assembly's hope 
that this Conference will help to create better awareness of the issues 
involved, and promote governmental and non-governmental support for effective 
ways and means to enable the Palestinian people to exercise its inalienable 
rights. 

I do not need to stress the importance of the work that is before you in 
the coming weeks. I very much hope that your deliberations will significantly 
contribute to the attainment of a satisfactory solution of the question of 
Palestine, which in turn would facilitate the search for a just and lasting 
peace in the Middle East. I wish you all success in your important endeavour.

The Ambassador said he had received instructions from Par1s to 
/ 

reach the Secretary-General in Geneva in order to let him knbw of 
their efforts to have the French draft resolution (regarding the 
situation in Chad) adopted by the Security Council. He said that the 
Secretary-General's original idea of sending a representative would be 
extremely useful. The Secretary-General said that, from the very 
beginning, he had been interested in ways in which he could help, 
and it was in this frame of mind that he had suggested informally 
to Amb .  de La Barre de Nanteuil to send a representative or fact-finding 
mission. 

But now the Libyan Charge d'affaires has raised strong objections 
to the French draft, even if it is confined to the SG taking "appropriate 
measures to actively follow the situation". The Secretary-General told 
Amb. de Souza that he would appreciate it if they do not say that it 
was the Secretary-General's own suggestion, because this would not be 
helpful. It would be very difficult for the United Nations Secretary­
General to appear to be in opposition to the OAU, which is a regional 
organization. Also, the Secretary-General do"es not want to be given 
a very vague mandate which would be impossible to implement. 
The Secretary-General also referred to the clear opposition of the 
USSR to the French text, which very clearly indicated that they would 
veto the resolution. 

The Ambassador sounded very understanding of what the SG had told him, 
and said he would immediately pass this information to his Government.

GEi�lEVA, 29 August -- Secretary-General Javier Perez de Cuellar, \Jho 
opened the International Conference on the Question of Palestine today, 
arrived here on Saturday (27 August) at the end of his mission to southern 
Africa in the search for implemeatation of Security Council resolution 435 and 
1n exercise of the �andate given to him by the Council in resolution 532. 

The Secretary-General devoted the ''�eeitend to meetings �'lith his top aides 
1n preparation for his report to. the Security Council, uhich ;1ill be published 
on T.Jednesday, 31 August. The Secretary-General also completed his annual 
report to t.1e General Assembly, \'lhich \'lill co.ne out around 15 Septe.nber. 

The Secretary-General also discussed the state of preparations for the 
Conference on tne Question of Palestine with Hrs. Lucille £·fair, 
Secretary-General of the Conference, and witn Foreign i1inister Houstapha 
Niasse of Senegal. The Secretary-General discussed the work of the Conference 
with Foreign clinister Niasse on Sunday (28 August) at noon. The tal�s also 
focused on the situation in southern Africa following the Secretary-General's 
visit to the area. 

Today, the Secretary-General received Ri�hi Jaipal, Secretary of the 
Com.-nittee on Disarmament, who briefed hLn on the tt�ork of the Com .. nittee' s 
session \•lhicl"l has just ended in Geneva.

Further to my letters to the Secretary-General dated 16 
November 1978 (Doc. A/33/376):,20 December 1978 (Doc. A/33/543) and 
27 June 1980 (Doc. A/35/316-S/14045), I wish to· register my 
Government's strong protest at the recent release by the United 
Nations of a series of so-called "studies" prepared for"the 
Internati.onal Conference on the Question of Palestine". 

· It is to be regretted th.at in so doing, the United Nations 
should have been drawn once again into the pattern, so characteristic 
of certain r�gimes, of rewriting history according to the transient 
interests of a political __ body.· 

Even the most cursory reading of these documents can leave no 
doubt that the means and machinery of the United Nations have been 
misused once again to disseminate highly selective and tendentious 
information. ·Thus, what purport to be "scholarly studies" , supported 
by what appears to be a scientific apparatus, are no more than crude 
pieces of propaganda. In a systematic way, this-propaganda is marked 
by deliberate distortions of fact, by the inclusion o.f selective and 
tendentious material and by the use of techniques,·including semantic 
devices and highly slanted terminology, foreign to the accepted norms 
of serious writing, but well known to the· art of p�opaganda. It seeks 
to achieve its purposes as much by what it consciously omits as by 
what it actually says. · 

The recent pseudo-scientific publications - which fo�low ,the 
standards of intellectual dishonesty_set over the years in the 
publications of the "Special Unit on Palestinian Rights" (which 
subsequently became the "Division on Palestinian Rights") within the 
United Nations.Secretariat - have been prepared by or under the aegis 
of the "Preparatory Committee for the-International Conference on the 
Question of Palestine". The preparatory committee in question is 
virtually identical in composition with the "Special Committee on the 
Exercise of the Inalienable Rights of the Palestinian People". 

Of all the "studies" releas'ed since 1978 only two are said to 
express the views of their authors, while the remainder were published 
only in the n� of_ anonymous11consultants".

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While such anonymous authorship suggests an unwillingness to 
take responsibility for the contents of the "studies" concerned, 
it does not succeed.in disguising the intellectual cowardice of 
the exercise. Nor can it. succeed in absolving the United Nations 
of its responsibility for 'information published in its name. 

Emblazoned with the·emblem of the United Nations, these 
"studies" are designed.not only to give further currency to a 
completely misleading version of the history of the Arab-Israel 
conflict, but also to propagate bogus theories with regard to a 
number of complex legal and other issues::connected with the Arab­
Israel conflict. 

· 

The partisan views expressed in all these "studies" accord 
fully with those held by .the PLO - a terrorist organization which 
is committed to the destruction of Israel, a Member State of the 
United Nations.

By producing and disseminating these publications, the United 
Nations is serving the cause of international terror, not the cause 
of international'peace. In the process, the United Nations has 
once again misused international funds, gravely compromised the 
integrity of the Secretariat and exposed the Organization to severe 
and· more than justified criticism.

In the early dawn of August 21 a group of armed bandits attacked 
the installation of the Mining Enterprise of Mozambique, in 
Morrua, district of Lie, Province of Zambezia. 

Four workers of the Enterprise were murdered ·during the attack. 
Two of those killed were geologists of Soviet nationality, and 
the other two were Mozambican workers. 

During·the attack, the armed bands turned to the housing complex 
of the mining enterprise where the geologists of Soviet nationa­
lities were residing and kidnapped 24 of them. All other foreign 
technicians, among them Portuguese and East German expatriates, 
are safe and in good health. 

The armed bands ransacked some houses, the health center and the 
firm's store, and destroyed buildings and various equipments. 

Before they retreated, the armed bandits kidnapped·two women 
and two infants, all Mozambican nationals. 

The two Mozambican workers who lost their lives, fighting in 
the defense of the installations of the enterprise belonged to 
the people's militia in charged with the protection of the 
mining complex. 

The two Soviet geologists were murdered in cold-blood by machine­
gun fire inside their bedrooms. 

The Soviet geolqgists were in Mozambique within the framework . 
of the agreements signed between the People's Republic of 
Mozambique and the Union of Soviet Socialist Republic. The 
activities of the geologist s are aimed towards the· development 
of the mineral resources of our country in the context of the 
global struggle being waged by our people against underdeve­
lopment, and at the creation of the material bases for a 
socialist economy. 

This barbaric action of the armed bands in the Zambezia province 
is part of the strategy of destabilization being waged by the 
militarist and racist regime of South Africa. 

I 
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An integral part of the strategy of the militarist South African 
regime is to choose for their target the foreign technicians . 
Its main aim on one hand is to undermine the efforts of the 
Mozambican people to improve their living s·tandards and well­
being, to destroy the bases of our economy and to put into a 
standstill the technical cooperation between the People ' s  
Republic of Mozambique and other countries. - - On the other hand, 
through the multiplication of terrorist acts against the civi­
lian citizens who come from other countries, they attemp t to 
provoke a greater involvement of the forces engaged in this 
undeclared war waged by the racists against the people of 
Southern Africa . It exposes once more the barbaric and cruel 
nature of the armed bands recruited, trained, financed and 
directed by the apartheid regime . 

The Mozambican armed forces - FPLM - will persist in its efforts 
to free the kidnapped citizens and to neutralize the armed bands .

CONFERENCE: ON THE QUESTION. OF P,ALESTINE 

I declare open the International Conference on the Question of 

Palestine. The decision by the General Assembly to convene this 

Conference underscores the importance�hat the international community 

attaches to the Question of Palestine and to . �he urgent need of 

finding a j ust solution to this problem. It is an issue which evokes strong 

emotions and is at the centre of the Middle East conflict . The effort 

to find a solution to this issue remains a primary and urgent concern 

of the United Nations. 

As you are aware , the question of Palestine has engaged the 

attention of the United Nations almost since the inception of the 

Organization . No other international problem has claimed more of the 

time and attention of the world organization. Today, 36 years after , the 

United Nations first addressed this problem, I regret to say that we 

are no nearer a solution than we were then. Over the intervening years , 

the difficulties of arriving at a solution have been compounded , and 

have become more complex than they were in . l94 7. Most of the Palestinian 

people now live in exile or under occupation. Their plight was highlighted 
I I 

by the tragic events in Lebanon last year, culminating in the massacre 

of unarmed men , women and children in the Sabra and Shati la Palestinian 

refugee camps in Beirut. This tragedy brought, in a dramatic way, to 

our attention the need to find - and find urgently - a solution to the 

question of Palestine. 

Such a solution must be based on the exercise by the Palestinian 

people of their inalienable rights which have been reaffirmed in a 

number of General Assembly resolutions . The 36 -year history of efforts 

made under the auspices of the United Nations to peac�fully resolve 

the Palestinian question . and the Arab- IsraeLi,. conflic:t is familiar to us. 
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The approval o f  the Partition P lan by the General As semb ly in 

November 1 9 4 7 ,  the conclus ion of the General Armi s tice Agreements 

of 1 9 4 9  under the auspices o f  the United Nations Mediator for 

Pales tine , the unanimous adoption o f  Securi ty Counc i l  resolution 

2 4 2  of November 1 9 6 7  and the Jarring Mi s s ion , the adoption o f  

in� Se cur ity Council reso lution 3 3 8  o f  October , the convening 

of the Geneva Peace Con ference in December 1 9 7 3  and the Di sengagement 

Agreements of 1 9 7 4 are important mi lestones in the his tory o f  the 

Mi ddle Eas t .  Each o f  these events could · have l ed , or at leait 

contributed s i gni ficantly , to a general peace settlemen t  but fai led 

to do so because one or ano the r  of th e parti e s  concerned found · ·  

themselves unab le to make the neces sary accommodations . Thus , ... ....

we have come , a fter 3 6  years and s ix wars , to the pres ent extremely 

dangerous impas se , a s i tuation given tragic dimens ions by the p l i ght 

o f  the Pales tinian s . All members o f  the international communi ty 

s hare a clear �ral ob ligation to resolve the centra l probl em o f  

the legitimate rights and future o f  the Palestinian peopi e .  This 

task has been further complicated by the growth of I s raeli settlements 

on the Wes t  Bank , and by the continuing fai lure to get down to 

meaningful negotia tion s . 

In the absence o f  progre s s  towards a settlement , the Uni ted 

Nations has been engaged since 1 9 5 0 , through the United Nations 

Re lief and Works Agency for Palestinian Re fugees in the Near Eas t , 

in providing humani tarian a s s i s tance and re l i e f  to the. Pales tine 

refugees . I bel i eve that UNRWA has a record o f  a·chi evement o f  

which i t  can be proud • . Today , its programmes for the almo s t  2 mi l l ion 

re f ugees regis tered wi th it cons i s ts prin cipally of education and 

a s s i s tance to some 3 4 0 , 0 0 0  chi ldren , health services 
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concentrating on the needs of mothers and young chi l dren and 

rel ief services to those in need , including those suffering 

from the aftermath of the war in Lebanon . These are services of 

a basic nature to which a l l  people a re entitled . For the 

Palestinian refugees, however , the continuation of these services 

is dependent on voluntary contributions from
. 

the international 

community . Regrettably , UNRWA has been beset by increasing 

financial difficulties which , · if not remedied , could oblige the 

Agency to reduce its services . Such an occurrence would inflict 

. additional suffer ing_ on the refugees to an intoler able degree , 

and may wel l  entai l  ser ious consequences for stabi l ity i n  the 

region . I therefore earnestly hope that a l l  Governments wi l l  

consider making additional voluntary contributions to UNRWA so 

as to enable it to continue its rel ief operation without let-up. 

But humanita rian relief operations , important

_ though . they are , 

are on ly pa ll �atives and cannot subst; tute for h � t _e solution of the 

basic po litical · problem . The United Nat; ons .; s  d � � eeply committed 

to the achievement of such a sol ution cover ; ng 11 � a aspects of the 

Mi ddle-East conflict . 

The continuing and persistent efforts of h t e Organi z ation have , 

over the years , pr oduced at least a consensus on the fundamental 

elements required for a co mprehensive settlement of the Middle­

East problem . In order to n=concile th e aspirati ons and vi tal i nterests 

of a l l  the parties concerned , such a settlement must meet the 

following conditions: the wi thdrawa l of Israeli forces from 

occupied territories · t f , respec or and acknowledgement of the 

sovereignty , territorial integrity d 1 '  · an po 1t1ca l independence of 

) 
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every State in the area and their right to l ive in peace within 

secure and recogni zed boundaries free from threats pr acts of 

force ; and , final ly , a j�st settlement of the Palestinian problem 

based on the recognition of the legitimate rights of the Palestinian 

peopl e ,  including self-determination. In this connexion , the 

quest ion of Jerusalem remains of pr i mary importance . 

Over the past year , there have been various peace initiatives 

on the Midd le-East questi on , both within and outside thi s 

Or�ani zation . The proposal s put forward a l l  contain po sitive 

aspects. The fact that they also contain elements · that are not 
. 

acceptable to one or the other of the parti es involved should not 

prevent a dialogue. It is therefore i mperative that genuinely 

effective action , with the support of al l the parties concerned , 

be urgently taken with a view to attaining, in a peac�ul manner , 

a just and durable s ettl ement. 

It is my . earnest hope that a l l  the governments and authorities 

concerned , i nc l uding the Palestine Liberation Organi zation , wi l l  

now make a new and deter mined effort to move towards a just and 

lasting settlement of the Palestinian problem and all other related 

aspects of the M i ddle-East conflict. It i s  es sential to reali z e 

that the path of co nfrontation , rejection , occupation and war cannot 

lead to any solution and that the only hope for a viable and mutua l ly 

acceptable settlement lies wi th negoti ation , recognition and 

accommodation.
