1. Thanks for your most helpful report. Situation
described is cause for deep and contiming concern. We 4
examined problem carefully together and in consultation
with New York. TFollowing are our conclusionss
As ALl reports received point to existence of large
number of exkatgend disorganized but still armed,
living off country and threatening constantly law and
order, We fefl ONUC should do everything possible to
lessen, if not altogether eliminate, threat of those
exkatgend,
B, We do not think Adoula will extend ammesty to
exkatgend without their surrendering first their arms,
But we hope he will agree to abstain from punitive
action for those exkatgend who wish to return to
normal life-in goed faith after, of course, having
surrendered their arms, Our plan is therefore as
follows 3
Firstly : secure from Adoula a2 promise not to resort
to punitive action for bona fide exkatgend.
Secondlys secure from Bulundwe assurance he will
implement earlier promise to help exkatgend to retumn
to normal l1life by providing them with adequate jobs,

Thirdly s undertake with ONUC forces in Katanga
extensive search for exkatgend still in bush, aided
by air recce whenever possible and perhaps preceded
by distribution of leaflets appealing for peaceful
surrender., Action is to be taken by ONUC alone as
we believe exkatgend would be more amenable if ANC
were not involved. '
Os Regarding suggestion to hand-over ANC all transport
means upon withdrawal of troops, we recall a decision
haas already bacn taken on disposition of vehicles
whereby allcgzngwgyrplus vehicles would be sold to
Govcrnmeé%#ﬁi“f%IS#ity basis, We do not consider
necessary to modify this decision in present circumstances,
Ds As to Nashashibi's observation on extension of ONUC
mandate, we understand his concern and his wish to see
ONUC troops remain beyond June but situation is that
there seems %o be no possibility whatsocever that
General Assembly would be willing to vote another
extensions This is the prevailing and general view
and the Secretary-General's position necessarily is
related to this situation, Therefore our planning must
be geared to the idea of withdrawal on 30 June,
