Subject: Report on airfield activities, week ending 20th. January

Airfield Surface areas

There can be no doubt that the state otr the runway,
parking area, taxiways and associated grassed areas are ganerally
much improved. The parking area especially has been brought to a
very clean =znd tidy state. At present work is being carried out on
grass cutting, priority being given to the runway lighting which is
guite overgrown in places. The arezs around our various equipment
sites will be the next ones to be policed. This work is progressing
slowly, the labour being provided by Aiir Operations. As yet we
have not aquired a labour force, I will elaborate on this further
down the page.

Lighting and Power

Power continues to arrive from town, no break has occurred
during the last ten days. All airfield lighting facilities are working
satisfactorily, however a lot of electrical work remains to be done
on the wiripgg of the Technical Block. THe two emergency diesels are
functionning s&tisfactorily, all the wiring into the airfield system
is in place, and everyone is being checked out on emergency procedures.
The main airport diesel is awaiftimg spares, the mechanic informs me
that on receipt of these parts no problems will be encountered in
getting the machine to function correctly. As regards spares, we
have an adequate supply of electrical spares for varying functions.

The flare pots for emergency lighting are presently being cleaned
and checked out, in the main the condition of these flares is good.

Navigational Aids

At present both the VHF/DF and VOR are in operation.
The VOR appears to be reasonably accurate however due to occasional
conflicting reports on its accuracy it mast still be classified as
only marginally reliable for the present. The technicians have
isolated the trouble, which is in the coaxial up to the antenna, at
this time they are urgently awaiting the tools:.asked for in a
telegram earlier this week. The VDF appears to be gquite accurate and
is proving to be exceedingly valueble in the absemce of beacons.
As for the rest of our Navaids no repairs and improvements can be
effected until the following points have been resolved. Supply of
spares, available transport, and security of installations. The
first two points-you are aquainted with, tor the third I must inform
you that during the past weeks systematic plundering and destruction
has been carried out on the Lima beacon site and also to the
Localiser building. The beacon site has been smashed beyond repair
and the reflector screen on the ILS is seriously damaged. Colonel
Lovestad is aware of this situation, I have informed him that these
happenings must be investigated and then rectified before our techni-
cians can carry out work on this equipment.

/oo
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I do not think that there can be any doubt that this recent
vandalism bears the hallmark of that damage perpetrated in the Hangars
and surrounds. '

Transport and Accommodation

We have at present the one Jeep truck, in poor condition,
loaned by Air Uperations. This transport problem appears to be no
nearer a solution than before, incredible though it may seem. This
state of affairs is even harder to grasp when we see jeeps and land-
rovers arriving ddily by Globemasters only for them to be driven away
to Headquarters where they appear to spend the day parked outside.
Approaching even the top UN representatives here on this subject has
become so tutile as to be pointless. The transport problem of course
is tied in with the question of housing. This weekend we have
finally arranged town accommodation, once installed however we will
have the additional problem of proceeding to our place of work,
which will be unsurmountable unless adequate transport arrives soon.
The accommodation obtained is at present adequate for six persomns
a further villa is being sought which when obtained will increase
our housing enough to cater for any potential expansion.

Personnel

The team is functionning efficiently and harmoniously, all
the new esrrivals adapting to the circumstances quite well. If and
when we can get security on our Navaids and then get them working
once more one technician will be able to cope quite easily with the
installations.

General Administration

The position of ICAO within the framework of UN adminis-
tration is still very much an unknown factor, accordingly I have
referred to Col. Lovestad on all administrative matters. With his
departure however I did make one abortive attempt to discuss problems
with the Administrative Ofticer, so little progress was made that
further contact would be pointless. Iir. Dumontier has been reaguainted
with the picture and as he mentioned that he would be seeing you in
the near future I am hoping for favourable developments, especially
in the realm or transport.

No Notams were issued via UN Comm. facilities this week,
the operating situation remaining as Notam issued 19/1; Daylight
operations in force, only reliable Navaid VHF/DF. The VOR is operating
intermittently, but owing to frequent power cuts in the last few days,
insufficient continuity has been achieved to enable the proper setting
up of the equipment. Given a smooth and guaranteed power supplys the
VOR should be working up to standard very soon. As regards the sites
which have been subject to vandilism, steps are at last being taken
to prevent a repetition oi events, within the next few days it
should be possible to contemplate carrying out repairs.

Safety or aircraft on the manoevering area is still being
endangered by unauthorised movements thereon, however once again steps
are at last being taken to erase this danger.

Subject : Report on Airport activities, January 1962.

Traffic Details

During January total movements were 636, for the most
part these were of a routine nature, both from the point ot view of 1
operating hours and routes flown. Redeployment of wvarious national
troop contingents should result in increased traific during the early
part of February. The weather factor has improved considerably during
the past weeks, so much so that VFR rules have been very easy to
maintain by all arrivals and departs.

Surface areas

As regards the general condition of the airport, the crash
programme initiated by Col. Lovestad has finished, the condition of
the airport being returned to 2s near normal as is possible in the
circumstances. Attention is now being given to routine and daily
maintenance, that is as far as one can with the quality otf labour
and tools available. The most important thing is that the manoevring
area is clean tidy and up to standard for operations.

Power supply

Power from town sources now appear to be assured, save fobr
minor stoppages which grow less frequent as time goes on. The two
15 Kw 4PU's have worked satisfactorily when required. One setback |
however is that too high a voltage drop from generator to site makes
it impossible for the VOR to function satisfactorily when on standby
power. This snag is in the process of being remedied at this time.
No spare parts have arrived for the main generator, however I am
given to understand from the procurement people that this is being
t2ken care orf. All airfield lighting facilities is serviceable at
this time. '

Navigational Aids

‘Both the VOR =and the VHF/DF are fully operative, the smnags
on the VOR have finzally been isoltaed and rectiried. ARecent and
continuous checks indicate that this Navaid can be considered as
reliable.

As regards the security of the sites the military at last have
recognised the need ror the protection of the equipment, in
consequence we have more than adequate security on the various sites.
Work is shortly to commence on the Lima Two ‘beacon which was one of
the more damaged sites. :

Transport and Housing

. The transport situation is greatly eased by the loan of a
Jeep from Civil Administration.

this of course is still not satisfactory but of course it represents
a vast improvement and perhaps a trend for the future.

Accommodation

The housing which we already have is quite satisfactory
and I am hoping to have further and improved quarters shortly.
Unifortunzately the recent vast build up of civil administration
here has made the housing problem increasingly more acute. It is
ior this reason that I would be pleased to have, as far as is possible,

- long time notice of any increase to the staff.

Now that Transport, Housing, Staff and Local labour problems
are -sradually being sorted out 1 feel that cautious optimism can
be entertained as regurds the future or ATS Elizabethville. With the
immediate domestic problems fading from the scene we can concentrate
more of out time to building up once again an efficient and reliable
ATS at BElizabethville.

Subject : Cbhnditions at Elisabethville airport

Your OM 193 of 24 ®anuary 1962 would appear to
suggest a need ior more complete and more frequent reports
to ICAQ HQs on the Congo situation. I have long realized
that to keep Montreal fully in the picture we would have
to send at least weekly report and even sometimes daily
reports. However, for this purpose, we would need a
full-time reporting offifer, and the limited ICAO Mission
RQs staff cannot possibly undertazke such a project. Changes
of circumstances are forever coreating urgent and emergemncy
situation and our administrative :taspackt¥y is.néw taxed to
its limit. :

However, to answer the points raised in the first
paregraph of your memorandum :

1 &5 -

HF/ tranamitter and NDB are located at the main
tranamitter site in town. This site was substantially damaged
during recent fighting. The site is still ocoupied and controlled
by Katanga Gendarmerie and in spite of an approach to Tshombe
himself, we have not been permitted to visit the site to assess
damages. Wwe have installed a low power (300 Watt) HF trans-
mitter (on 8820) at the airport on an emergency basis and
while it works it has not the range or capacity of the
permanent units. More than two months ago we requisitioned a
self-sufficient portable NDB. This unit has not been supplied.

/ees
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2. Reports indicate the klisabethville VOR did not
operate satisfactory in the past. ICAO technicians are now
getting around to correct faults of long standing and the
VOR operation should improve soon. ZErratic operation was
also due to changes in voltage and cycles in the supply
electricity.

3. - The ILS hHas been damaged and is still under repair.
This unit is not expected to be serviceable scon as some
damage was done to parts that are not normally required to
be carried in stock. The VDF has always been operative when
sufficient supply of electricity was available.

4. One holding beacon has been completely destroyed
and maojr damage was done to the other. with parts from the
wreckage we should be able to have the other working soon.

6. Efforts to have former Belgian ilet personnel return
to the airport have been unsuccessful today.

Re paragraph 2 your memo. The Calvert lighting
system at N'djili hes never been fully serviceavle and this
situation dates back to pre-independence days. We requisitioned
the parts needed several months ago and as soon as they are
received the system will be repaired. Regarding MET service
at N'djili both MO and ourselves are aware that the quality
of service has peen substantially improved from pre-independence
days. lany Sabena crews have even reported favourably on this.

By cable 100 I reported on the personnel situation
for Elisabethville. We cannot add to this number before the
arrival of new recruits.

. i

The situation in the Congo and particularly in
mlisabethville is well know to all operators including
Sabena/Air Congo. ‘he circumstances that are preventing us
from effecting immediate corrections are also generally known.
No local operator has complained directly to us on this
subject as they are well aware of the tremendous efforts we
are putting rforth in trying to keep the airport operationsl.
If the complainte originated with Sabena and associates as
I suspect they did, I can only suggest a serious case of
"bad faith" on their part.

The most serious probiem of the past few months
has been the supply of electricity. Except for Leopoldville
it has become totally unreliable everywhere - major drops in
voltage and changes in cycling are now the rule more than the
exception - and much of the electrical generating airport
standby equipment which is 0ld and was already in poor shape
is also breaking down as a result of being over taxed.
Additional generating equipment supolied from UN sources is
insufficient to meet the need.

/oo
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Obviously this situation cannot be improved in
the immediate future and decision has now been taken by ONUC
to undertake a programme aimed at making ICLO operated airport
self-sufficient for the supply of electricity. An electrical
engineer hss been seconded to us from the UN Public Work
section and a study ot the problem is now under way first to
determine the most urgent equipment needed then to plan for
implementation of the programme. Iilr. Blok is working very
closely with this elctrical engineer.

I must mention that the greater portion of navaid
are serviceable at ICAO operated airports but I have found it
necessary to inform the UN Air Command that I could only
consider Luluabourg, Kamina and Elisabethville serviceable for
Day VFR operations only. This status will be maintained until
we can rely on an interrupted supoply of electrical power.
For the purpose of outside dissimulation of this inrTormation
the DCA has also been advised of this measure.

I am enclosing copy of Lr. Blok's report following
his recent visit to Elisabethville and photographs that will

give you an idea of some of the damage to NAVAIDS installations.

One last point, a»plying to various equipment all -
over the Congo is the problem of supply of spare parts.
Some radio installations and other equipment are old and
obsolete and it is getting increasingly difficult to procure
parts.

Tratfic details

During February total movements were 528, for the most
part this was traffic between Eville and Albertville in connection
with the lasrge scale troop rotations taking place. All the
movements save four took place in daylight hours. The traffic is
still in the main restricted to UN operations, only exception being
three Sabena schedules a week from and to Usumbura. All movements
were carried out without incident although continuing indiscipline on
the part of troops trespassing on the runway auring flight operations

has brought anxious moments to the Duty Controller on several occasions.

This matter is being pursued constantly with local military represen-
tatives.

Surface areas

All manoevering areas are in good condition and all major
obstructions have been removed from areas bordering the runway and
taxiways. Work is progressing slowly on grass cutting but with
increased cooperation from Air Operations this aspect of the field is
showing constant improvement.

Power Supply

Town power has been very reliable this month, except for
planned breaks for major maintenance the number of interruptions has
been small and of a very brief nature. <The two 15kw standby sets
continue to tunction satisfactory, one improvement is that we can now
give all Navigational facilities, with the exception of the VOR, when
working with the standby, this is still in the development stages
but represents a vast improvement.

All airfield lighting facilities arein order.

Navigational Aids.

. Two Lima beacons, the VOR and VHF/DF mean that with the
exception of the ILS we have all the aids in operation. The VOR is
still subject to fAuctuation atter heavy rainstorms, but nothing
short of a major cable change will rectify this. The two beacons
although of relative close range have proved their effectiveness on
more than one occasion.

Transport

This matter appears to have been settled once anfi for
all, We have three good class vehicles, two of which are our
permanent ones, on the repair of the jeep we will then have our
assigned transport in full. With a change in transport officers we
have established a good contact and in future any of our peculiar
requirements will, I am sure, get sympathetic attention.
