SUBJECT : ANC PRESSYCE IN BLISABRTHVILLE

1. I have just had an interesting talk with Mr. Joseph Ngoie who,
since his evacuation from Katanga a few months aygyo, comes to s3e me
regularly and keeps me informed on various matters. He is now smployed
in the Ministry of Defence and works closely both with his Minister,
¥Mr. Anany, and Prime Minister Adoula. He is often sent on missions to
the Provinces, and has been back to *l1isabethville several times on
special assignments.

24 ¥r, Ngoie has informed me that reports have been received recently
to the effect that members of the XKatanga gendarmerie display a marke‘,
lack of enthusiasm at the prospect of a third round of hostilities, and
it seems would be ready to come over to the Central Govermment given the
right psychological climate and a clear lead.

3. By the right psychologioal climate, Mr., Ngois means the presence
in one form or another of the ANC in Elisabethville. He believes that
the more presence of the Central Covernment military mission headed by
Colonsl Beia has had an encouraging effect. He remarked that the recent
evecuation of four gendarmerie officers through the nmilitary mission in
%lisabethville supports this view, and he was told by Captain Kabwe, one
of the sabove-mentioned evucuess that other gendarmerie officers would
goon be following suite

4. Mr. Ngoie suggested that if a detachment of ANC troops were air~
lifted to Elisabethville at the appropriate moment, not to take offensive
action but to constitute a presence in the ocity, he believed the news as
such might influence the morals of the Katanga gendarmerie. We might
witness an increased rhythm of desertion, possibly assuming a snowball
effect. Naturally, arrangements would have to be in hand for the immediate
integration of gendarmerie scldiere into the ANC, and, at least initially,
the ANC detachment wculd have to be "guarded" by UN troops to prevent

an attack by the gendarmeria.

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Se Mr. Ngoie streseed the paychological character of this move. An
ANC detachment in Elisabethville would, he thought, serve as a pole of
attraction and perhaps, if well selected, as a rucleus for the integration

in a practical mauney on the spot of gendarmerie wishing to oome over to
the Central CQovernment.

Se Mr. Ngoie was fully aware of the complications on the diplomatic
*ront of such a move, but put forward this suggestion for what it is
vorth.

7 These remarks, of course, were made unofficially. Mr. Ngoie

did not wish to be gquoted at all in any official sense. I mention these
suggestions in the event that they may be useful at some stage in the future.

Situation oonoerning the ANC

1. It has been found that in spite of the wishes of ONUC to
acoept ANC in SOUTH KATARGA, ONUC ie unable to receive the
ANC until it is properly founded for command and control.
ONUC has also baen attempting to implement an integration
plan. However, in view of the fact that the ANC ooncept of
integration has changed because {the Katangese did not
willingly Join with the Central Govermment but were defeated,
the ANC, therefore, appear to oonsider that this portion of
the U THANT plan is not applicable.

2+ The Foroe Commander had a meeting with the Commander-in-
Chief on 6 Mar 63, Thoe ANC LO has brought up a number of points
to Headquarters ANC, Q(enerally speaking the points covered are
explainod in the following paragraphs:

3. The ANC have been aoquainted with the ONUC
enrolment plan since approximately five weeks, This plan was
submitted to ANC a0 that the entire enrolment procedure could
be oco—-ordinated with their wishes, Basiocally General MOBUTU
wishes only to receive accommodation for Katangese Oendarme
offiocers in KITONA, and transpert by (NUC of recruits from
their place of enrolment to a concentration area, i.e. KONGOLO
for processing.

4. ONUC is examining the possibility of providing quarters
as requestod in KITONA, (GARNEAU and NADAN going to KITONA
on Monday, 18 Mar). Transportation of reoruits without prior
soreening would involve tremendocus taxidng and ferrying of
Katangese.

5. Positi of ANC SOUTH KATARGA

As a result of numerous incidents invelving ANC in ELIZABETH-
VILLS, it was recommended that no further troops be brought t¢o
SOUTH KATANGA until a proper Headquarters is formed whioh would
command and co-ordinate activities of units, and also administer
these unite.

6. The ANC informed ONUC that names of six prinoipal officers for
formation of such a headquarters had been submitted for approwval to
the Minister of Defense. Onoce the principle of a proper headquarters
has been approved, there will then be a need for administrative
troops to be provided t+ <¢this headquarter. It is considered that
proper coamand, oontral and administration by the ANC would contributo
greatly to the elimination of present diffiocul ties.

Te For your information but not to be divulged to the Congoless,
ORUC is to examine camps at KAMINAVILLE, JADOTVILLE and KOLWEZI to
dotermine a:commodation facilities for troops. Once the ANC have
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organised their headquarters it will then be possidble to
add more troops in SCOUTH KATAINGA.

8. Reocommendations have been made to the ANC to improve
their administration and logistics.

9. The Force Commander is examining the possibility of
placing troops of the ANC in Camp MASSART in SLIZABETHVILLE.
These ocould be the administrative troops for the ANC
headquarters in ZLIZABETHVILL..

Prom ONU Hq. where the mission had arranged its rendez~vous, the trip was
quiokly started at 1645 hrs on the 23 Feb in the direction of Jadotville, the road
was not 80 good especially due to the destruction of several bridges which could have
shortened the trip, we finally arrived at 1815 hrs. As they did not expect us, we
had to be present to a mere farce h&twoon the premier Bourgmestre of the town and the
general.

Many and many times, and for four successive times, the general asked the premier
Bourgmestre to kimdly give us a room, but the latter decided to make usileep ocutside
in the open. He also managed to request us to get a word from Minister Mumnongo, and he
added that he did not know either the ANC nor the Gd. Katangaise. His towr did not
agres to receive us and did not worry about welcoming us. At last at 1015 hrs. on the
24th Peb. the flag of the Congo appeared for the first time at Jadotville in fromt of
a building which had been prepared for the reception, At 1030 hrs, the general

- jpeined the ceremony in the following terms: officers, NCOs of the em~Gen. Sud-Katamg.
in my capacity of your front-rank chief, I request you to follow me, you all know that
the soldier's word of honour is obediemce, you have,as well as me,followed our
provincial directing authorities in the illegality, thus rebelling ourselves against
the established authority.

There has been fighting between us, but time has come to rejoin our brothers of the
ANC. Remember the time were at Irebu, Lokamdu, Kongolo, and especially at the Ecole
Centrale of Luluabourg before the 30th June 1960, I was sent by the Katangese
Government to Leopoldville to take the oath, to swear fidelity to the Head of 3tate,
obedience to the constitution and to the laws of the Congolese people.

-In my capacity of C-inC of the Gendarmerie Sud-Katangaise, I request you to do the
same, After this statement the oflicers, one after the other, took the ocath.

3, Departure from Jadotville to Kolwezi.

Recalling the falous ungratefulness of the premier Bourgmestre, I deocided to
request the general to continue our way, and at 1725 hrs, ithe escort arrived at Kolwezi
Instead of a farce, it was a surprise at Kolwezi. On Sunday 24th Feb at 0600 hrs, the
residence which had been reserved for us, was completely surrounded by the population,
if &% was ounly to admire the Congolese flag.
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" The ceremony started after the salute to the flag, two majors started, followed
by the other officers, in the presence of the Commissaire du District and of the

/1ocal Commissaire en Chef de Police. Addressing the gathering, I expressed myself

in these terms: officers, ncos, Messrs, the District Commissioner and the Conmissaird
de Police, my joy is great to address you on this 24th Feb 1963, to emphasize the
importance that assumes your taking of the oath of allegiance to the President of
the Republic.

This formal engagement which you are taking, in your soul and oconscience will
compel you to remain faithful all your life to the president of the Republic amd to
obey to the constitution and to the laws of the Congoless people. We must all be
proud that desphte the difficult moments whioh we have had, the unity of the Armée
Nationale Congolaise has been completed. You form at present part of the great familj
which is the Armée Nationale Congolaise, You must show yourselves worthy of the
trust whioh we place on you, now that the dark days are over, we must all work hand
in hand so that the Armée Nationale Congolaise will be in the service of the
whole country.

We must all work for the welfare of the Congo which is our fatherland, the
fatherland of our ancestors. MNgy the action which you have taken will be useful
to our country., Long live the Republic of the Congo, long live the Armée Nationale
Congolaise. At 1330 hrs, the commander of the town gave a receptiom in honour of thi
mission and of the officers who had taken the ocath, Two orchestras of the tewm
took part and it lasted until 0100 hrs.

The tour ended on the 26th Feb in taking the same way up to Eville,

4. General situattion.

The gendarmes Katangais have spread everywhere in the bush with their weapons,
and are grouping themselves with a view of preparing a resistance. Despite the
radio appeals and those made by the press, many gendarmes do not want to register
themselves, other wish to start again the hostilities, either because they are
not comnvinced of the real end of secession or that they are thresatened in case
they will lay down their arms.

There are s8till mamny mercenaries scatiezed all over South-Katanga, they work
in the various establishments of the Unbom-~Miniere, private firms and are awaiting
the opportune moment to rise.

Bverybody is armed, the whites as well as those who are so-called real Katangese.

1. Arrived 26 Feb with Force Commander's party to MANONO., The

Local Administrator, the civilian population and GECMINES authori-~

ties did not appear very happy to have an ANC Bn in MANONO. GEO- -

MINES' personnel now think that 21 Bn behaviour is the same as

12 Bn which behaved badly when some of them visited MANONO a few

days previously.

2. On 27 Feb MANONO was visited with Mr. SCHELLER and Major

BANGALA., Major BANGALA decided, and it was agreed to by all

concerned, to put the main body of his battalion in industrial

buildings belonging to AFRIDEX. (AFRIDEX is a manufacturer of

explosives dependent on UMHK). The entire AFRIDEX production is

now being carried out in JADOTVILLE. The military police platoon

and some of the administrative personnel will be accommodated in

the GECMINES!'! LUVUA section withdm the city of MANONO., The Bn

Headquarters, the officers' mess and the villas of the officiers

will be within the city. The following difficulties were dis-

" oovered:

a) The industrial quarters had been completely looted -
all doors and windows had been taken away, electrical
installations damaged but the main part of this dam
can be repaired with GEOMINES assistance. GQEOMINES pewewe'
lacks the essential material. Major NZOIGBA was
approached in ALBERTVILLE with a request ffy-sufficient
oredit so that the unit can($d the work of GEOMINES and
purohase the essential material direoctly in LEOPOLDVILLE.

A cable about this was sent by Major NZOIGBA to LEOPOLD-
VILLE.

b) A minimum of five villas will be needed. Three villas
have been acquired. There is, however, no furniture
whatsoever in them. The President of NORTH KATANGA,

MWAMBA ILUNGA, who also wa® approached in ALBERTVILLE,
has ordered the Administrator in MANOCNO to arrange two
more buildings for the Bn. The President furthermore
added that he would order the population in MARONO to
hand back the goods looted during recent events to the
Administrator, so that the ANC can get the necessary
furniture for the accommodation in MANONO.

c) Pood and petrol must be supplied in sufficient quantity
from ALBERTVILLE as it is not possible for the population
of MANONO to cater for 700 more individuals. Major
NZOIGBA was requested to supply the unit with a sufficient
amount of rations and petrol. A cable was sent to HQ
ANC,

2. 28 Feb -~ left MANONO at 1500 hours and reached KIAMBI at 1700

hours, 90 km from MANONO. The road is in good condition. The .

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support elements of the 21 Bn - in all consisting of 322 men,
and the 2nd and 3rd Coy of the 12 Bn. The four companies are
commanded by Capt. MBUYU, 2 IC of 12 Bn.

4. The difference between the 12 and 21 Bn was apparent. The
21 Bn can be compared to the Ghanaian Unit as far as dress and
military discipline is concerned. The 12 Bn has been recruited
locally of BALUBA warriors and Jeunesse which means that they
have little knowledge of discipline.

5. 1 Mar - visited KIAMBI. The village of KIAMBI is being kept
clean by the 21 Bn. The locals are repairing roads and houses
damaged during recent events. Left KIANBI for NYUNZU at 10.45
hours by road and reached NYUNZU at 15.30 hours. The road is in
fairly good condition. Two bridges were destroyed recently by
the Katangese. These have been repaired by the ANC and can
support a loaded lorry.

6. 2 Har - the ANC chaplain from STANLEYVILLE said a Requiem Mass
where he told the local population that he had visited all the
main places in NORTH KATANGA and had seen the terrible looting
which had taken place in the area. He strongly advised the
population to start to rebuild a new CONGO, hand back the looted
items and repair everything which had been destroyed and damaged
during recent events. He moreover advised local administrators
and ANC commanders to ensure that this was carried out.

T. During the evening Major BANGALA mentioned before his officers
and chaplain that it was a good thing for the CONGO that LUMUMBA
was killed before the entire ccuntry had been ruined. The chaplain
said that he was not a politician and he was very sorry that he
had to thank God that this man had disappeared so that now the
people of the CONGO could go ahead and reconstruct the country
with confidence in the future.

8. 3 Mar - arrival of Katangese Lt. KIANZULA IBLAHIM, local
administrator of LENGE for the inauguration of the ferry over pukuj»
EABEYA MAJI. He had 200 men in LENGE who want to be engaged into °
the ANC. The Lt. said that he would get the population to repair
the road between KABEYA MAJI, LENGE and MBULULA. Major BANGALA

will visit him in LENGE on 12 Mar.

9. 4 Mar - left NYUNZU by train for ALBERTVILLE with Major
BANGALA.

10. 5 Mar - visited ANC.

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APPEAL BY PRIME MINISTER

The secession of South Xatanga which has existed for more
than two and a half years and which has caused so much discord and
suffering in our country nnd amongst our people is now definitely
resolved.

The Government of the Republic wants the reintegration of
South Katanga into the nation completed with harmony and without
maliece and with a spirit of reconciliation and not révenge,

The Kat Gend, an illegal organisation, the principal instrument
of the secession must be disbanded immediately. However to the
menbers of the Gendarmerie I wish to give, in the name of my
Govermnent, a formal assurance that if they support the legitimate
Govermment they will be treated with fairness and also with genefggity.
No reprisals will be taken against them.

We shall extend the hand of friendship to our brethern of South
Katanga, Together we shall work for the reconstruction and prosperity
of our great country and the well-being of the population.

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1. As a result of the mutiny by the ANC immediately after Independence
there was a mass exodus of Belgian officers who till then had continued
to serve in the Congolese Army. No Congolese had had training as an
officer and the gap created was filled up by promoting lNCCs to officer
rank in the structure of the ANC. Thus the Congolese Army came to be
officered by those who had ne training as such and this also lost all
the trained NCCs, who are so essential for the efficient functioning of
any army.
2. These factors along with the basic ethmical structure of the ANC
resulted in its becoming a mere tool in the hands of ambitious but
unscrupul ous politicians, who urged and even paid the soldiers to commit
crimes against their own people. This state lasted for very nearly two
years and it was only towards the middle of 1962 that an amount of stability
was brought into the ANC. This was brought about by efforts of the higher
hedrarchy of the ANC and by a system of regular payment to the soldiers.
3 In general, the discipline of the ANC has improved in the last six
months. 1Isolated cases of violence and tendencies to mutiny, have been
reported in fewer numbers than those in 196l. The various guards of
honour - presented at the slightest pretext - and parades held in recent
months have indicated these improvements. As a consequence, the morale of
troops, as well as their bearing and dress, have to a degree improved. The
chance of observing various contingents of the UN troops and to an extent
mixing with them, has also been an incentive for the ANC to improve.
4. In NORTH KATANGA, in the past six months, the ANC has shown considerable
improvement. This to a measure can be attributed to the efforts of the UN
to help them and to keep them supplied. Howewer, the fighting qualities have
not improved due to poor leadership.Some commanding officers, by virtue of
previous knowledge and perseverance, have gained experience by trial and

error and have managed to evolve some methods of command. These officers



2.
have been able to assett their authority and have been accepted as lzaders
by their men. Such battalions have shown themselves better than those led by a
poor quality of officers.
The capabilities of some of the battalions suggested by the ANC

Headquarters for move into South KATANGA are listed in succeeding

paragraphs.
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STATIONING OF ANC TROOPS IN SOUTH KATANGA

1. Any aprroach to the above problem must take cognisance of three basic
factors:

a) The lawful govermment of any country has the right to position its
military forces in any part of that territory over which it exercises
lawful Jjurisdiction.

b) The position of ANC in EVILLE and KATANGA is a matter of great
importance to the Central Govermment in so far as it signifies, from
a world point of view, the establishing of their de facto authority
over Katanga. '

o) The Central Govermment, conceded certain rights and priveleges and
delegated to the UN ocertain functions of Government in inviting the
UK to the Congo.

2. From this it follows. that the government has the right to position its
troops in South Katanga and that the exercise of this right must take due
racognition of the rights, priveleges and funotions conceded to the UN,

It will be obvicus that the principles stated above ocould prove

mutually conflicting.

3. Much time and energy could be wasted in a dootrinaire examination

as to where UN rights begin and end. At presemt, however, the important thing
is to establish a modus operandi which is praocticable and ooMhonsense and whioh
recognises the rights of both sides without infringing unduly on those of
either party.

Reports from various areas in which the ANC are located
indicate that their discipline and their attitude to local people leave
muclh to be desired. We heve many reports which show that in certain
areas reople live in Tear of the arrival of the ANC in their localities.
Whilst in BEVILLE things may not reach this unhappy state, the
situation is nevertheless potentially dangerous. A large
percentage of the population of Katanges will not welcome
the presence of ANC and may even view their arrival with a degree
of alarm. It is egually true that the ANC are not likely to ﬁe
sympathetically disposed towards the Katangese whom they will be
likely to regard as traitors. In such an atmosphere of
misunderstanding and distrust)untoward incidents are certain to
arise. The presence of ex-Gendarmerie and the possibility of
clashes between them and the ANC is also likely to give rise to
trouble. 4 further possibility cannot entirely be ruled out -
incidents between UN troops and ANC; tkis risk would be very
materially reduced by placing the ANC under UN command.

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4. The possibility of troublein EVILLE will be proportionate
to the strength of the ANC. If the numbers are kept small - say
of oompany sirength — they can be more easily oontrolled.
If the numbers are large the opposite will hold good.

¥hether the numbers are large or small the most important
feature of the question is that all AKC in EVILLE should be
under UN command. At present GOC KATANGA AREA is responsible
for maintaining law and order in KATANGA AREA. In order to
exercise this function fully he must have control of all military
forces in his area. He cannot disoharge his functions if he has in
his command area an independent foroe over whom he exercises no

authority.

5. The other advantages of placing ANC under UN control are:

a. Tre local population are less likely to resent their presence
or to feel alarmed.

b. The fact the ANC belongs to UN will be oonducive to bettier
relations with other contingents.

c. DBeing under UN control will ensure tighter discipline and
better standards of conduct.

d. Actions of ANC would be subject to GOC's approval.

e. Offences and transgressions would be subjeoted to UN
investigation.

f. Problems of logistic support, accommodation, tranaport,

fuel etc. oould be more readily msdlved.

g. ANC would derive all the other advantages of centralised
control. In this connection it may be mentioned that for
many reasons ANC HQ LEO could not exercise effective

authority over an independent ANC Unit in EVILLE.
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6. One other possibility demerves attention and that is that ANC might
have in mind to initiate in EVILLE the integration of Oendarmerie with ANC
forces. Thias could create quite a difficulty.
The best solution to the over-all problem is to limit the number of
ANC to company size in EVILLE, with possible platoon strength as
8 token foroce in other large ocentres; all of these troops to come under

ANC command.

Te Whether these solutions are feasible will depend in the final analysis as
to whether the Central Government would consider this arrangement to be

in harmony with national dignity and sovereign authority.

1. I enclese herewith a copy of a letter and report received from former
Air Commander Major Gen. KYG prior teo his repatriation, in whioh he gives
his opinions on the manner in which the Congolese Air Ferce might be
established and developed. At the o tset I wish to state that I am in
agreement with the épinions expressed by Gen. RYG in regard te Alr Foxce.

2¢ It is perhaps appropriate to consider in a similar context the
training of the Congolese Army. In 1961 this question received considerable
attention and conorete plans were put ferward fer the trnining of ANC.

Singe that time, however, comnditions in the Congelese Army have changed
oonsiderably and some of the faoctors whioh were walid at that time do not
apply today. Disagreements at high levels have been resolved; dissident
elements have been brought under contre¢l and efficiency ef ANC has.zhown
some indieations of improvement in diseipline and centrel. The nedd,
however, for improvement in training still remains.

3¢ Feor nany reasons training of ANC by UN Military Personnel is not
rrasticable. To my knowledge Central Jovermment have not asked the UN
to undertake this commitment; it is also open to doubt whether or not
Central Govermment would welcome such a suggestion from the UN. Our
recent oxpoeriences tend to show that AEC are none too willing to admit
their training deficiencies and even when we offsred material aid, were
none too anxiocus to reveal their deficienoies in arms and equimment.
Hational pride is prebably the roet eause of this.

4. Apart from Central Govermment/ANC wishes in the matter, the present
organisation and strength of the UF Forces would not pexmit us to release
suffioient persennel to embark upon a training conmitment of this magnitudo.
Bven if we were in a position to releacse suffisient mmbexrs of Officers

and NCO instructors, there still remains the roblem of language. At
present we are quite incapable of finding even a reasonadle mmber of
instructors with the necessary knowledge of French.

5 Further the type of Training Progranme required to mroduce the

desirable results would take a long time to complete and it is doubtful,

all other things being equal, if we would obtain sufficient volunteer instruo-
tors who would be prepared to spend the required length of time in the Cengo.
There is also the question of whether UN would wish to contimue its
involvement for a protrasted period in this country.

b. That building up of the Congolese Army should be undiexrtaken by a
third party under the UN auspices by a country which would be acceptable
t0 the Jovermment and whioch could produse the required number of French-
epeaking instructors. This would have many obvious advantages. It would
ensure uniformity of tactical dootrine and methods eof instruetion,
uniformity of instructionmal mamials and essential military publieations.
It would eliminate possible friction, jealousies, misunderstandings an’
disigreements vhich are liable to arise in a group ocomprised of mixed
nationalities. Different matiomalities, however, ocould be used
vrovided ench one is given a seperate assigmment, i.e., trainins of the
ARC could be done by one oountry, while the training of the Congolese
Adr Toree could be undertaken by another.

(Translation of letter received from Major-General J.D. Mobutu
on 17 Sep. 1962, addressed to the Force Commander ).

Dear General,

I am in receipt of your letters of 2 and 10 September 1962
concerning misunderstandings between the zone operation troops of
North Katanga and the aviators under your command.

Rest assured that I have given all the necessary instructions
that my troops will be informed of the exact and friendly role
of the ONUC planes.

The appointment of a liaison officer near the ONUC command
at ALBERTVILLE will certainly contribute to disperse these
misunderstandings and to avoid new incidents.

As you have remarked, it is, on the other hand, difficult to
identify the aircraft which go on reconnaisance missions above
our lines.

Allow me then to ask you that the ONUC planes do not
be permitted to go on such reconnaisance flights which are often
useless and also upsetting to my troops.

You may at any time obtain all the necessary information on
the position and movement of the ANC troops, either direct from my
"Etat-Major" or through our liaison officers.

I am convinced that the general effect of these measures
should put an end to these incidents and strengthen good relations
between our troops.

Please accept, deat General, the assurance of my highest

consideration.

The Central Government have made a decision to move fowr
battalions to Albertville for their deployment in North Katanga. They
are using their own airoraft in addition to a number of charter planes.
It is obvious that they will ocarry through this deoision to move the
four battalions to Albertville.

They will have serious logistioal problems to oontend with
there by way of lack of transport, lack of rasion supply, and the other
logistioal requirements of a foroe of this sise. They will ultimately
deploy into North Katanga from Aldbertville. Their standard of training
is poor. Their disoipline is a listle better than that of the Stanley-
ville ARC, but this does not put it on a high level. In faot, in certain
situations, they are just as likely to rum amuck as the Stanleyville ANC.
Their leadership is dmost non—existant. Their offiocers have no military
and little educational bdackground. The men have no confidence in their
offioers, with the result that Mobutu or any of his staff can never be
quite asure as to whether an order will be carried intc effeoct or not.
Thie will very often depend on the reaction of the private soldiers
themselves to orders given.

If they move into North Katanga from Albertville in their
present state, we are certain to have further cases of pillaging, looting,
rape and, perhaps, atroocities of the Kongolo and Kindu variety. Murther,
there are ocertain to be clashes betwveen themsslves and the UGendarmerie.
After all, this is the main recason for their being sent to North Katangaj
that is, to take that area completely under control and, in giving effect
to this, olashes with the Katangese Uendarmerie are unavoidable.

We feel that the time has oome for a serious re-appraisal of
the position of our armed foroes in the Congo, vis2d-vis, the army of the
Central Government. This army is the snstrument - such as it is - of
the legally~-oonstituted Government of the Congo. The position whioh
obtained prior to the meeting of Parliament in July last, no longer

no longer de regarded as an exeeption. ¥We further submit that unless we
support this foroe nowv moving %o Albertville to the fullest possible extent,
nothing but chaos can result and, worse, a defeat for the feroes of the
Camtral Government, if mot supported by us, is quite likely. Any such defeat
wvill, of ceurse, tremsndously strengthen Tshombe's position with its having

a ocorrespondingly weakening effeet on the authoriiy of the Central Jovernment.

Speoifically, we suggest that we should nov operate jointly with
the ANC in Katanga; that is, we should support them logistically, provide
them with transport, rations, or any other equipment they require in order
to rendexr them mobile and in some mmall degree self-supporsing. Nost
important; ve need immediately to plase United Nations officers with the
units of the ANC to advise and oentrol them. PMurther, United Nations
offiocers so assigned oan, we believe, almost ocertainly ensure that North
Katanga, at least, can be oocupied By the ANC without olashes with the
Gendarmerie. A polioy of appeasement should be aimed at looally in the
areas ocoupied by the Uendarmerie. This is perhaps the greatest justifioa-
4ion for advooating that the United Nations should mow play a positive part
in the direoction and oontrol of the ANC,

In the last analysis, if we need a formula to cover this cooperation

with the ANC, perhaps the expedient of their bdecoming a ocontingent under
United Nations command oould dbe taken up anew with the Central Jovernment.

GENERAL

1. The parade started at 11l.15 hrs. It was held one hour and

15 minutes late., The parade itself, which started from the "ROYAL"
end of the city, was very impressive, the band of a very high
standard. The troops displayed very great keenness and the morale
was high. About 1,200 men took part.

2. The crowd showed great enthusiasm. From a distance, it appeare«
that they all gave a good show of their hands, though it is be-
lieved that there were a few who shouted "boos".

3. The President came standing in a LINCOLN Convertible, waving
all the way to the crowd who cheered. He was escorted by a section
of armed military policemen in two jeeps. He took the general
salute. A general salute, fired from two 75 mm guns, mounted on
metal wheels, was fired.

4. At about 10.45 hrs two planes, a training aircraft and an 119,
were seen., The trainer was painted yellow and the L19 dark-blue
with a big yellow star. A little later, the latter flew from the
direction of the Railway Station about 500 feet above the ¢rowd ..

(a) Numerous misunderstandings have arisen within the CNA due to lack
of co~ordination and information.
In order to correct this situation I have decided to publish

"Information Bulletins'" whenever circumstances warrant.

(b) These bulletins will form the subject of morale-building talks
to be given by the commander of the Unit to all military
personnel under his orders. This exercise shall be repeated on

frequent occasions.

(c) These documents shall be filed in a special file as they are
published. Before filing they shall be initialled by all

officers and NCOs.
The text of "Information Bullctin No.l" follows:

For 80 years our country was undcer the domination of Belgium.
We, Congolese, were not masters of dﬁr destiny; foreigners made
decisions for us. (

On 30 June 1960 the Congo achieved Independence. )

Since that beautiful dey the Congo has been a free country. Our
legally constitutcd authoritics, recognized the world over, are alone
responsiblc for the leadcrship of the Nation. It is the duty of
these authorities and theirs alone to make the necessary decisions in

all spheres.



As a conscguence of certalin circumstances, over which we as
military cannot pass judgment, the Republic of the Congo appcaled
to the UN. This Crganization's mission is to assist the Authorities
in fulfilling their task.

Unfortunately, instead of assisting the Authorities, the UN wants
to take the leadership of our country into its own hands.

We will nevcr agree +to this method of action.

The Security Council, that is part of the UN, has just taken
two decisions that seriously endanger the frecedom of our country.

In the first placc, the Scecurity Council has decided that all
technicians must te expelled from the Congo. Thesc technicians are
either Belgians, who, with the assent of the Congolese, have agrecd
to remain in the scrvice of the Republic, or foreign specialists,
hired by the legal Authorities. ‘

It is the mission of all these technicians to assist the Congo.
They neither mix in politics nor do they interferc with the dircction
of Congolese affairs. Like the rest of the citizens, they are
subject to the laws of the people of the Congo. The UN wishcs to
chasc away as wrongdoers these men who cnjoy the sympathies of the
population, and to replace them with burcaucrats who will obey only
the orders of the UN.

This means, therifore, that the Congo nc longer even has the )
right to wclcome its fricnds who have dccided to come to its assistance,

In the second place the UN has dreamt of disarming the Congolese
National Army. A military man without arms 1s not a military man.

A country witheout a military man is not a country.
The UN considers us children, for if a child possesses arms, they

mist be taken from him.



By disarming the CNA, the UN takes away from the Authorities of
the country the only means of ensuring respect for law and order., 1In
this way, the entire world will picture the Congolese as being
incapable of leading themselves., It will then be a simple matter for
the UN to place us under trusteeship, and our cherished Fatherland once
again will become a colony; ‘

Shall we permit this to happen? Never. We the military, the
elite of the nation, must form a solid bloc to prevent the UN from
arrogating any power unto itself, Everything must be done to safeguard
our complete freedom. It is better to die than again to fall under
foreign domination. Camps and military installations shall be watched
day and night. No member of the UN shall be authorized to enter a
military area occupied by our troops. 4

All the military are confined to barracks. All measures must be
taken to take action at the slightest alarm. The omnly orders that are to
be carried out are those given by the military authorities.

Any incident arising between the UN and the CNA must be reported
as a matter of urgency to the responsible military superiors.

We wish to live at peace with everyone and we do not seek a fight,
but if we are attacked, we will not back away from any sacrifice,

In the meantime let us remain calm, vigilant and prepared to carry
out the orders of our superiors.

I am certain that every military man in the 2nd Group is conscioag
of the gravity of the hour.

~Let us prove to the entire world that our Army is worthy of the

name.

It is obvicus that the ANC are g continual source of frictiem
and incidents, they undermine the power and authority of she
Provinoisl Government, they male no contridbution to ths Previneial
or National esonomy, and worst of all they are now paid for these
"services™ by the UN.

The only solutions I can see arei-

1. They mast be DISARMED -~ by diplomagy, tact and bluff, if
posaible., If this 48 not possible hm by foroce and with
the minimim necessary bloodshed. This should also be done
with the Gendarmerie znd the Civil Police.

2. From the wreokage should be duilt up an efficient Civilian
Polics Force, unarmed, and under UN CONTROL,

3+ Thore is no present neceasity for an ayrmed ANC, UN
forces are here %0 restore and preservd pesce and order,

4, The ARC should then be re-organised with minismm numbers on
an unarmed Pioneer Battalion or Labour Battalion type of
foroe -~ also under UN CONTROL. There are nany useful types

of work, such as road enance and clearing jungle land
for farming, and 4in opinion, they should not be armed with
hing more lethsl icks, shovels and axes, until they

have demonstrated their abllity to act in a normal military
manner -~ 1.e¢, with disoipline and control.

At this morning's briefing, we were given an interest-
ing account of the various Ghana patrols' activities, in
the two Congolese townships of DENDAIE /NGIRI-NGIRI and
KALAMU in Leopoldville.

In DENDALE/NGIRI-NGIRI, only one ANC jeep patrol was
seen and no road blocks. In KALAMU, there were five road
blocks. The ANC were conducting searches on the persons
of Congolese, both men and women, for arms. The searches
were being carried out in a normal and orderly manner.

The ANC and the local civilian population in both
townships were well disposed towards the men #wf the
Ghana patrols. The attitude of the ANC, as gathered from
them, was that they had been conducting these searches and
manning the road blocks in these areas for the last three
or four days, and they were fed up with it. On the other
hand, the attitude of the Congolese civilians, being
subjected to these searches, was one of resignation.
Incidentally, in several places, the ANC went so far as to
express that they wished the Ghana patrols could relieve
them altogether of their task, so that they might return
to their barracks.

An interesting point made by an ANC patrol Commander
was that many arms had been discovered and confiscated in
the last few days, most of them having been found on the
persons of women.

COMMENT:~ This may account for some of the newspaper
stories that the ANC were forcibly ordering women to remove
their clothes.

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Illegalities and Miscemeanourg nf ANC

1. The attention of the ANC Command has repeatedly been drawn by the
ONUC authorities to the high-handed and illegal activities of ANC personnel
not only in Leopoldville, but throusghout the country. These activities have
intensified in recent weeks. Indeed, the situation has deteriorated to such
an extent that these lawless activities constitute a growing danger to the
lives and security of the law-abiding citizens and they obstruct peaceful
association, freedom of the »ress and of sopeech, and inhibit peaceful poli-
tical activity. Sanctity of private property or respect for the human person
are frequently gravely violated. Arbitrary acts of lawlessness, such as
unauthorized arrests, detentions, deportations and assault are growing in
number day by day. Often such acts are committed by groups of armed ANC
personnel, travelling abrut in military vehicles. There have been frequent
cases of large bodies of troops locking up their officers and threatening them
with death; eq ually, threats have been held out to members of Provincial
govemments and civil servants and these threats have sometimes actually been
executed. Large bodies of undisciplined troops in some centres have broken
out of their camps and threatened the population with violence. It is only
the timely presence of UN troops that has prevented these outbreaks from
threatening the complete disruption of the life of the e~ mmunity.

2. In a situation i1here the supposed guardians of the honour, integrity
and security of the country are themselves constantly menacing and frequently
violating law and order, the dwgers to the lives, property and honour of the
peaceful inhabitants are gravely increased. If, added to this, the police
and the Gendarmerie who are otherwise wholly ineffective, join in lawless
acts, the danger is further heightened.

3. It is a regrettable fact that the ANC, some 25,000 strong, scattered
over various ja:ts of the country, lacks any cohesion or discipline. In few
centres does the force have any roper leadership. There is no evidence
that the ANC troops are employed in any normal way. Nor are they subject to
the ordinary routine such as physical training, drilling or other exercises
which are the normal practice in all amies. The ANC troops, disgruntled
and dissatisfied, merely sit around in their camps, a prey to every type of
rumour and suspicion. Since the assumption of power by Colonel Mobutu on
14 September, these undisciplined troops, lacking any coherent control, have
been drawn into the vortex of the political strife. Their lawless actions
in certain centres, often in the nature of a spontaneous and nervous reaction,
have had varying and sometimes contradictory political motivations. Generally,
however, it is hunger, idleness and the consciousness of their extreme
nuisance value, which has driven them either singly or in bands, or more
dangerous still, in large groups, to threaten the honour and safety not only
of their owmn officers but also of the peaceful civilians and governmental
functionaries. When it is realized that many of these troops are armed and

<
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frequently heavily so, the danger is greatly magnified.

4. The seriousness of the situation lies in the fact that although
Colonel Mobutu claims to have neutralized political activity, he hasg in a
sense assumed governmental responsibility which he attempts to exercise through
a College of Commissioners nominated by him. Although his army has not itself
formally assumed the prerogatives of the judiciary, or the functions of the
police, the Chief of Staff and his entourage have freguently usurped those
functions. They have set themselves up as judges of what type of activity they
will allow or disallow, regardless of the laws of the country. It is they whn
hwe taken upon themselves the part to decide who is to be imprisoned or detained,
for how long and under what conditions. It is they who issue orders for the
deportation of persons or prevention of movement, generally without written
authority of any type. For the law of the land, the arbitrary will of the
Chief of Staff has been substituted.

5. This disregard for the norms of justice and legality of the Ammy
Headguarters naturally finds its reflection in a yet more indiscriminate fomm
at other centres where large numbers of troops are congregated, threatening a
paralysis of the life of the country. The fear of arbitrary arrest, assault,
deportation, detention, looting or worse hangs over the popalace and princi-
pally over political figures who at the moment may be out of favour with the
Colonel and his junta. The knock on the door in the small hours of the
morming, with an unruly soldiery working its will on the victims, is an event
of frequent occurrence in Leopoldville and elsewhere.

6. The AYC command in Leepoldville denies authorization for many of
the acts of lawlessness cormitted by ANC personnel. The very fact of the denial
is conclusive evidence of the complete absence of control. Lven in Leopold-
ville itself the ANC troops are not under any single effective command and the
Chief of Staff himself has sought and long enjoyed the protection of United
Nations troops. The former Commander-in-Chief, General Iundula, had similarly
sought UN protection. If the high command of the ANC is unable to accept
responsibility for the 25,000 ANC troops scattered througheut the country,
and indeed it is in fact incapable of exercising it, the United Nations
operations in the Congo are faced with an extremely difficult problem, which
goes to the heart of its responsibility in regard to the preservation of law
and order. Can such a large body of troops fully ammed and lacking in disci-
pline or control be left inuefinitely to prey on the community ? That is the
problem which has to be faced and the responsibility accepted for its solution.

T+ Appended is a list of the most flagrant types of illegalities and
misdemeanours committed by the ANC, with some examples under each.
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List of ANC acts of lawlessness.

1. Indiscriminate and arbitrary arrests

Political personalities, such as Presidents and members of Provincial
Govemments and Party leaders, and UN military and civilian personnel have been
the victims of grbitrary arrests by AIC. The following are among the more
flagrant examples.

(a) Political leaders

i. On 1 October, the ANC arrested Mr. Sébastien IKOLO, Vice-President and
Minister of Finance, Equateur Provincial Govermment, for reasons unknown.

ii. Between 5 and 22 October, the ANC in Stanleyville, Orientale P-rovince,
arrested Provincial President Finant and his Government, then apparently
changing sides, arrested parliamentarians of another political persuasion,
including Alphonse Songolo, a kinister of Communications in the first
Lumumba Government and in that of Mr. lleo. Mr. Finant and secveral
provincial government officials were subsequently re-arrested and deported
to Leopoldville (see para. 3. ii. below).

iii. In lTeopoldville; on 19 Octover, the ANC arrested Jason SENDWE, the
President General of Cartel Balubakat, ond Anicet KASHAMURA, a Minister

of Information in the Lumumba Government.

In addition, there are numerous repgrts of deputies and senators and
other political figures being arbitrarily arrested and detained without
the shadow of legal or judicial authority.

(b) UN_personnel

i, On 12 October two UNOC Swedish engineers were arrested by ANC while
returning from Yangambi (Orientale) to Stanleyville, without any reason
being given.

ii. On 13 October a UN pilot was arrested on the absurd charge of being
a former Belgian officer.

iii. On 14 October at Bumba an attempt was made to arrest a UN official,
Mr. Heseltine, and a clash between UN trocps protecting him and
ANC was narrowly averted. .
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iv. On 21 October, at Cocuilhatville, the UN Administrative Officer
escorting Intemational Red Cross personnel was arrested amd,
typica} of the shameless conduct of ANC soldiers, slapped in the
face.

2. Jllegal deportations

Presumably under Colonel Mobutu's orders, and without trial or legal basis,
soldiers were taken from a prison at Cent-Maisons, Binza, Léopoldville, to Ndjili
airport for deportation to the Provinces.

5« Illegal imprisonment under barbarous conditions

i. Thirteen Belgian citizens were jailed at Coquilhatville on 22 September,
without warrants, and subsequently beaten. No reasons were given.

ii. President Finant and others illegally incarcerated in Luzuma prison
have been treated with great indignity and detained under harsh con-
ditions.

iii. Those arbitrarily imprisoned in the Cent-Maisons section of Binza

district include soldiers and civil servants; they are living under very
bad conditions.

4. Arbitrary interference with diplomatic or other personnel

(a) The Missions involved included Ghana, Guinea and India. The action
taken in violation of diplomatic immunities consisted in detaining Guinean
diplomatic personnel at Ndjili airport; threatening to arrest the Indian Chargé
d'gffaires when making a visit in the course of his official duties; in violation
of international practice asking the Ambassadors of Ghana and Guinea to leave the
country.

"~ (b) Passengers on normal intemal commercial flights are increasingly subjected
to obstruction and personal intimidation by groups of ANC at the airports who
assert authority to carry out "immigration" controls, subject luggage to rough
searches, and herd passengers about in trying conditions. There have also been
instances of the prevention of lcgltimate travel.
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5. Arbitrary cutting off of telephones and virtual house arrest of certain
personalities.

Such treatment was inflicted on Messrs. Lumumba, Antoine Gizenga, Mpole
and others, without any kind of legal process.

6. Undiseiplined behaviour by ANC and reign of fear and terror.

i. In Leopolaville and other centres, the ANC troops, often fully
armed, are a law unto themselves, entering prenises unlawfully,
carrying out unauthorized searches, destroying property and maltreating
the resicents.

ii. On 22 to 23 October ANC brought seven Congolese, whom they had wounded
when searching their houses, to the Swiss doctors at Kintambo Hospital;
two of them died; later some of the wounded men were removed at gun
point by ammed A WC who forced their way into the hospital, even though
the doctors stated that their patients were not in a condition to
lzave the hospital.

iii. On 20 Sc¢ytember, at Coguilhatville, 1,000 ANC mutinied and stormed
the Post Office.

iv. On 22 September, in Leopoldville, 50 to 60 AHC rioted for pay and
arrestzd their officers.

Vo On 24 September, at Cocuilhatville, ANC terrorized the population and
the Provincial authorities; ten Belgians were beaten up.

vi. On 25 September, at Port Francqui (Kasai), there were skirmishes
between ANC and Gendarmerie.

vii. On 12 October, at Matadi, chere was a drunkenbrawl of ANC soldiers
and Gendarmerie which created a state of local tension for a consi-
derable period.

viii. The¢ Equateur Provincial President, L. EKETEBI, requested UN protention
against ANC threats of assassination (9-16 October); then,ANC requested
Mr. Eketebi to arrcst the Chief of Police, which the President refused
to do for lack of evidence in support of ANC charges.

ix. Also during the week ending 16 October, in Orientale Province, an ANC
soldier attempted to shoot Charles BADJOKO who had previously been
made Provincial President - by ANC.



xi.

During the night of 19-20 October 1960, Rémy NWAMBA, a Minister of
Justice in the Lumumba Governmen}, was seized at his house, which

was looted, by some 20 ANC solders; lir. Mwamba estimated the loss

at over 2,000 dollars. Duc to the arrival of UN soldiers, the ANC

relcased Mr. Mwamba,

On 22 October,ANC personncl,without any permission from the local
administrator, conducted a search of houses in Gomena (Ubangi district
of Hquateur).

On 23 to 24 October,incbriated soldicrs beat, robbed and stripped
civilians in Leopoldville.

On 24 October, the five children of Joseph Okito, the Vice-President
of the 8 enate, were arrcsted by ANC personnel.

During the night of 24 to 25 October, ANC personnel interfered with
mixed police patrols - Congolese and UN - by denying them access to
a Leopoldville police station.

At about the same time a UN lorry was stopped bv ANC troops; Congolese
passengers , who were being takenhome after working for ONUC, were
forcibly removed and arrested.
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7. Intinication of the iress

Cnly pro-Belgian newspapers had been permitted to appear
in Léopoldville. This is partly duc to armed intimidation of
other FPress organs of a different political persuasion.

8. Failure to respect UN personnel, thus violating UN
imnunity during curfew

In numerous instances, ANC personnel have refused to recognize
the official passes of UN staff, contrary to international
practice and the basic agrecment vith the Congolese Government.
During the curfew in Léopoldville, UN identity cards are frequently
not honoured.

¢, VWanton and arbitrary use of force

It is a cormon prz=cticc Tfor the ANC, ond Gondarmerie as well,
to effect an arrest by first subjecting the person seized t¢ a
merciless beating on the spot. Interrogations are frequently
acconpanied by beatings as a matter of course. On 14 October the
ANC arrived at the ilemling Hotel after a Commissaire, ir. Ndele,
had been subject to assault. Although thc Congolese staff of
the Hotel were not at the scene, and at most could have been
subjected to routine questioning, they were ruthlessly beaten
and then arrested.

16. Looting and robbery

Amonyg the protests reaching UN as well az the Congolese
authorities, a letter dated 15 October and signed by a Congolese
civil servant in a Central Govermment .linistry tells of the
wanton destruction and pilfering by ANC soldiers during the
night of 16 October, under thce pretext of a search for hidden
weapons and ammunition. Such cases of beating and assault are
a common occurrence, particularly in the African guarters of the
city, on the pretext of searching for arms.

11. Arbitrary and forcible occupation of premises

cases have occurred of senior ANC personnel arbitrarily and
without reference to the ovmers or agents entering and taling
possession of houses, sometimes already legally rented to other
parties,

1. The following is a résumé of the sequence of events from

the initial re~uest for airlift of ANC troops until the return of
the aircraft to Leopoldville :
a) Commander Ethiopian Brigade Stenleyville's message
19 Sep 1010Z requested 5 UN planes for the return of
ANC troops to Stanleyville and that the aircraft shuttle

between Stanleyville, Bukavu, Kindu, Bakwonga.

b) S/L Harrison's A0422 19 Sep sent to ONUC Stanleyville

requesting details as tc how many troops at each place.

c) DCOS advised S/L Harrison that Brig.Gen. Rikhye had been
advised and that a decision would be made after the

request for airlift had been studied.

d) At 20302 19 Sep, S/L Harrison was requested to arrange
for airlift of troops. This had to be done without
being informed of the numbers nor location of the troops.
However, it was believed to be fromn 200 - 900 troops.
Because €119 and DC4 aircraft could not land a2t all the
airfields, it was necessary to send DC3 aircraft to

provide a feeder service to larger airfields.

To provide the airiift, it necessitated the cancellation
of the UAR move from Leopoldville to Lisala/Bumba area.
Because 2 DC4, 4 C119 and 2 DC3 aircraft were being used
for this airlift, orders were issued to re~deploy the
aircraft to the Kindu/Luluabourg areas for flights to
Stanleyville and to use a DC3 aircraft at Bukavu and

Bakwonga.

Tn addition, there was a DC3 and a C119 aircraft

on flights from Leopoldville to Tuluabourg, so these

aircraft could be used if necessary.

When the 2 €119 and 1 DC4 aircraft arvived at Xindu,
the ¢rewsswere met by an Irish officer, who enquired

as to why they were there,

There were no ANC troops regquiring airlift from
Bakwonga to Luluabourg. However, approximately
90 troops were eventually flown from Luluabourg

to Stanleyville.

Of the ten aircraft involved in this operation, two

were on routine flights and eight aircraft were diverted from

the UAR airlift. Only three aircraft were used to carry ANC

troops.

Finally, on recovering the aircraft, only two were able

to be usefully e=ployed.
