Sir,

I have the honowr to draw your particular attention to the provisioms
of Ordinance No. 136 of the President of the Republic dated 15 September
1962 and my decrees Nos. 3 and 4 of 20 and 31 October 1962, creating and
organizing the Bureau of Economic Co-ordination attached to my department.

Under the terms of these various texts I wish to state that this is
the organ that has the prerogative of ensuring the harmonization of foreign
aid (economic, financial and technical assistance) and, conseguently,
acting as imitiator in this matter. It goes without saying that all
relative guestions will henceforth be within the provinpce of this organ,
which is entrusted with the particular duty of studying the overall needs
of the Republic in this field and taking all necessary steps to satisfy
them.

In the examination of foreign aid dossiers the Bureau of Economic
Co-ordination will be careful to work in close collaboration with the
ministerial departments concerned.

I should therefore be especially grateful to you if you would kindly
forward to my offices, under the reference "Bureau of Economic Co-ordination"
any proposal for foreign aid that the United Nations might offer to the Congo
in any field.

Thanking you in advance, I beg you to accept, with the expression of
my gratitude for assistance already rendered, etc.

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I draw your particular attention to the provisions of Ordinance
Noe 136 of 15 September 1962 creating administrative organs with
executive powers and to my Decrees Noe, 3 and 4 of 20 and 31 October
1962, defining the pouwers and structure of the Burenu of Economic
Co-ordination.

Under the terme of the various texts, the operation of this organ
requires freqent contacts with ths various ministerial departments,
which will have to display a spirit of co-operation with the Bureas of
Economic Co-ordination coming under my offices.

In order to realize this aim of close collaboration tangibly, the
efforts of all ministerial departments must be concentrated towards
adapting the operation of their services to the spirit and objectives
proposed in these texts.

As far as concerns the organization of foreign aid (economic,
financial, and technical assistance) I would recall that it is ths
prerogative of the Buresu of Economic Co-ordination to integrate the
latter, and thus play an initiatory role, in conformity with the
stipulations of the ebove-mentioned texts. All steps must be taken
to ensure that requests for foreign aid are addressed to my offices,
under the reference "Bureau of Economic Co-ordination" for examination
and approval, where applicable, after consultation with the departments
concernede. In order to allow the Bureau of Economic Co-ordination to
form an exact appreciation of cach particular need you must attach to
svery request of this nature that you may submit a clear and detailed
description of the uses to which the aid will be put. I cennot be too
insistent on this point.

Please give me an early acknowledgement of this note.

The Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Republic of the Congo presents
its compliments to the Embassy of Belgium in Leopoldville and has the
honour to refer to its note No. 136/8711 of 31 October 1961 concerning
the recruitment of a certain number of instructors for the Congolese
Gempdarmeria.

The Chief of Civilian Operatlons of the United Nations in the Congo,
who had been notified of the request of the Congolese Government, has
informed the Ministry that this proposal has been studied with the i
greatest attention. He suggests in this connection that the Belgian
government should be invited by the Congolese government to channel
through the United Nations the assistance that it would give in providing
these instructors.

Failing any other more definite statement on the subject of this
"channellding" the Ministry can only transmit this suggestion to the
Embassy, stressing that it has always favoured close co-ordination, in
matters of technical assistence, between multilatersl and bilateral zid.
It would be particularly desirable for the opportunity to be taken, in
this particular cese, to harmonize the assistance that Belgium might '
give with the general assistance given toc the Congolese government by
the United Nations.

The Chief of Civilian Operations also proposes that some inetructors
of other nationalities shcould 2lso be provided for the Congolese Gendar-
merie. The Ministry, after having received the opinions of the Ministry
of Defence to this suggestion, will inform the Embassy of the action
taken.

ORDINANCE No. 136 OF 15 SEPTEMBER 1962
CREATING ADMINISTRATIVE ORGANS WITH EXECUTIVE
POWERS

By virtue of the Loi Fondamentale of 19 May 1960 on the
gtructure of the Congo, and particularly article 17 thereof;

Wherezs the economic and financial situation of the country
has reached a criticel state;

Whereas it is necessary to absorb the budgetary deficit,
whose Bize and persistence are & grave threat to the stability
of the currency;

Whereas it is necessary to have available an increased volume
of foreign exchange to acqguire products and materials whose
abserice is provoking growing economic stagnation and social
malaise;

Whereas it is necessary and urgent to have the means to
reinforce the administrative structures in order to permit the
successful formulation and execution of a policy of national
recovery;

At the proposal of the Prime Minister, and the Ministers
of Finance, Economic Affairs, and Planning,

The President of the Republic orders:

Article 1

Three esdministrative organs with executive powers shall be
created, within the direct jurisdiction of the Prime Minister,
individually responsible to him, and invested with the powers
stipulated in articles 3, 4 and 5, namely:

~ A Comptroller of Foreign Exchange in charge
of the management of external resources;

- & Qomptroller of Public Finance who will operate
in the field of domestic finance;

- A Rirector of Economic Co-ordination who will be
in charge of formulating programmes for the
utilizetion of available resources in relation
to established priorities.
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Article 2

To establish these orgens, it is proposed to call
provisionally on the services of international experts of high grade,
recommnended by the United Nations and appointed by the Head of
State, to be assisted by high-ranking Congolese officials who
shall later be called upon to replace them.

Article 3

The essential duties of the Comptroller of Foreign Exchange
shall be as follows:

- Approval of the volume of import and payuent
progremmes established by the Office of Supply and
the Bank of Issue (Institut d'Emission) respectively;

- Participation in a consultative capacity in the
work of the Exchange Commission, whose deliberations
concerning utilization of foreign exchange shall
not be legally valid without his assent;

- Control of the allocation of import licences;

- Countersigning of authorizations for invisible
transfers of foreign exchange,

Article 4

The immediate duties of the Comptroller of Public Finance
placed under the authority of the Minister of Finance shall include:

-~ Finding ways and means of halting the increase of the
deficit or reduecing it, in particular by implementing
a tregsury plan for the management of public funds
in 1962;

~ Preparation and formulation of a detailed budget
according to categories of expenditure for the year
1963, in particular.

He must also:

- Establish the financial plan for the budget determining
the utilization of current fiscal receipts, recourse to
counterpart funds and borrowings from banks including
the Bank of Issue;

- Exeamine all bills, ministerial ordinances, and
adninistrative circulars that might lesd to supplementary
expenditure or tend to cause a change in the fiscal
system, and to present to the Prime Minister a
commentary, with calculations, on each of these;
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- To countersign, @as a matter of compulsory procedure,
ell orders for public expenditure and all withdrawals
from the treasury account and the coffers of the J fate.

The Comptroller of Public Finance shall submit his recommende-
tions and suggestions concerning state revenue and expenditure
direct to the Minister of Finance and the Prime Minister, who,
when applicable, shall take the final decisions.

Article 5

In colleboration with the Ministers of Planning and Economic
Affeirs the Director of Economic Co-ordination shall be responsible
for preparing the implementation of economic programmes.

He shaell determine objectives and priorities of projects
and formulate programmes for which foreign assistance is intended.

He shall have controlling powers over the Office of Supply
in order to promote a supply programme that will take account
of the essential needs and possibilities of the moment and
contribute to the economic recovery of the country..

He shall establish an overall plan of priorities for technical
assistance and shall give his opinion on any recruitment of
foreign technicians.

He shall zdvise the Prime Minister, and the Ministers of
Planning and BEconomic Affairs on all guestions of economie policy.

Article 6

The organs defined in articles 3 to 5 above may call on the
services of collaborators recruited among either Congolese officials
or international experts recommended by the United Nations and
appointed by the Prime Minister.

MINISTERIAL DECREE NO. 3 OF 20 OCTOBER 1962 IN EXECUTION
OF ORDINANCE NO. 136 OF 15 SEPTEMBER 1962 ESTABLISHING

ADMINISTRATIVE ORGANS WITH EXECUTIVE POWERS

By virtue of Ordinance No. 136 of 15 September 1962, and
particularly article 5 thereof,

The Prime lMinister decrees:

Article 1

A Bureau of Bconomic Co-ordination shall be created under

the direct jurisdiction of the Prime Minisfter and placed under the

authority of a Director, whose powers are established by
article 5 of Ordinance No. 136 of 15 September 1962,

Article 2

Without prejudice to the provisions of the seid article 5,
the essential tasks of this Bureau shall be as follows:

lg Studies and programming;
2) Integration of foreign aid;
3) Inspection and control of supply.

Article 3

In order to give the Bureau of Economic Co-ordination the
necessary efficiency, its action shall be based on the following
three principles;

a) Reducing to & minimum the edministrative apparatus
of the new orgsn, which shall be integrated in
the services close to the Prime Minister, with which
there is direct liaison at "Cabinet" level. The
chief concern in orgenizing this service will be
Yo obtein overall information and integrate results;

b) lMeintaining permenent liaison with, and between,
the various ministries and all other bodies in
order to achieve rapid execution of decisions taken
and ensure that the administrative formalities that
they require are complied with;

¢) Making the best use of the specialized ministerial
services and all other pre-existing bodies.
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Article 4
THE DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC ADMINISTRATION:

This department shall establish regulations applicable to
foreign techniciens and Congolese officials holding fellowships,

or on courses.

Article 5
THE DEPARTMENT OF EDUCATION:

- This department shall indicate educational facilities
in the Congo in order to avoid sending fellowship-
holders abroad when identical training can be given
in national institutions;

- It shall use all appropriate means to determine
candidates' qualifications so that fellowships are
awarded only to persons who have already received
gufficient treining to benefit from them.

Article 6

In order to ensure the closest co-operation between the
Ministry of Planning and the Bureau of Economic Co-ordination, all
development projects for the Congolese economy originating from
the Ministry of Planning must be submitted to the Bureau of
Economic Co-ordination before being presented to the Prime Minister,

Conversely, when the initiative for such projects and programmes
comes from the Bureau of Economic Co-ordination, the Ministry of
Planning must be consulted before these projects or programmes
are submitted to the Prime Minister.

Article 7

Any utilization of assistance funds proposed by the Bureau
of Economic Co-ordination, whether in respect of counterpart
f?n%s or foreign exchange, must be discussed with the Comptroller
0 inance, -

Conversely, all questions relative to budgets and negotiations
for loans must be discussed with the Bureau of BEconomic Co-
ordination before being presented to and discussed with the Council
of Ministers.

Article 8

A%t the request of the BEC, the Ministry of Foreign Affairs
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shall explore all possibilities of foreign aid. It shall submit
to the BEC any offer of foreign aid with any comments it has

to make., The BEC shall for its part inform the Ministry of
Poreign Affairs of the conditions of any aid of which it may
have direct knowledge.

The same Ministry shall negotiate any agreement in the
framework of the directives prepared by the BEC and the depart-
ments concerned. It shall take the necessary steps to facilitate
the travel and residence abroad of fellowship-holders as well &s
the entry to and residence in the Congo of foreign technicians.

Article 9

In collaboration with the Ministry of Economic Affairs, the |
Bureau of Economic Co-ordination shall establish the principles |
controlling the utilization of all categories of foreign exchange,

- In conformity with article 6 of the Ordinance, the Bureau
of Economic Co-ordination shall assign to the O0ffice of Supply a
representative appointed by the Director, to ensure that impoxrt
quotas are distributed in conformity with the general principles
enunciated above,

— The Office of Supply shall submit to the BEC proposals
concerning priorities to be granted to the various categories of
imports, on the one hand, and periodical revisions to be made
thereto, on the other hand.

These proposals must be approved by the Bureau of Economic
Co-ordination in order to ensure conformity with the general
economic policy of the country.

The Office of Supply shall allocate gquotas of foreign exchange
to importers in strict conformity with the principles and
priorities enunciated above. All requests for quotas must be
examined by the representative of the BEC and any quote-alloca-
tions must be countersigned by him, or on his authority, after
the approval of the Bureau.

Article 10

This decree shall come into effect on the date of its signature.

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ORDINANCE CREATING ADMINISTRATIVE ORGANS WITH EXECUTIVE POWERS

Introductory Statement.

. The finencizl siftuation of the Congo is critical. The
persistant budgetary deficit of more than CF 1 000 million per
month is a contributory factor towards increasing the risk of
inflation; reserves of foreign exchange are practically exhausted,
and an inflation of domestic prices, which increased only slowly
up to the end of 1961, has now begun. This inflation of prices
has entailed & decrease in reel salaries and income for all
the population, except the privileged groups whose salaries have
been successively adjusted.

Production and exports, which, during the second half of
1961 showed signs of progressive recovery, have now suffered a
relapse; in fact, production for the market has dropped, smuggling
has increased, and the lack of goods has become more serious.
If one leaves the field open to these negative forces, the result
will be a hyper-inflation with &ll its disturbing political and
economic conseguences,

In the past the financing of imports has already absorbed all
the aid supplied to the Congo, as well as its own exchange
resources. Restrictions have already been imposed on the
grenting of import licences and, unless substantial new aid is
granted, Praconian reductions will have to be made, and the
najority of invisible transfers will have to be stopped. Such
an eventuality would agesin provoke & serious upheaval in
production and distribution and precipitate a serious inflation
in prices.

On the other hand, experience has shown that the existing
administrative structure would have to be reinforced in order
to allow the government to formulate and execute with success
an economic and financiel policy that might contribute to the
financial recovery of the country.

Under these conditions, even new foreign aid would contribute
little to solving the financial and economic problems of the
Congo, unless & serious effort were made to introduce internal
reforms that would permit the government to limit publiec
expenditure and control the utilization of foreign exchange
resources. :

For this purpose the government considers it necessary:
&) To reduce or at least effectively freeze at
their present levels all earnings, including

allowances of every kind as well as the pay of
civilian and militery personnel;

.
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b) To prohibit any further recruitment of temporary
or permanent personnel by the State or the
provinces, unless expressly authorized by the
Prime Minister, and to study the possibilities
of re-integrating redundant personnel into
productive activity.

In addition it will be necessary to create administrative organs
with executive powers within the direct jurisdiction of the y
Prime Minister, individually responsible to him and invested
with fairly extensive powers., These organs will be three in
number: & Comptroller of Foreign Exchange in charge of the
management of external resources, & Comptroller of Public Finance
to operate in the field of domestic finance and & Director of
Bconomic Co-ordination to be entrusted with liaison with the
Ministers concerned as well as with the Comptrollers of Foreign
Exchange and Finance and with formulating, for the appropriate
periods, programmes for the utilization of available resources
in relation to established priorities. This programme and
these priorities would be established by & committee of experts
recruited for this purpose.

| To assist the government of the Congo in establishing these
organs, it would be desirsble for the United Netions to provide
the government with international experts of high grade who wauld

| be appointed by the Head of State to the duties enumerated above
and would be responsible, each in his own sector, for executing

‘ the directives of the Prime Minister.

It would also be necessary to provide for the recruitment
of & certain number of officiels to train the personnel of these
bodies.

The organs thus created will depend directly on the Prime
Minister and it will Dbe his prerogative to determine to which
sections of the administration they shall be agsigned. In
addition, it shall be their duty to prepare Congoless officials,
who will later be able to assume the responsibilities provisionally
borne by these organs, whose tasks and powers are briefly
described below:

FOREIGN EXCHANGE TRANSACTIONS

In order to ensure the optimum utilization of foreign
exchange resources, programmes for imports and payments as well
as for invisible transfers will be prepared for appropriate periods.
In determining priorities to be observed in esteblishing these
programmes, special preference shallbe given to imports essential
to local production and to imports encoursging the rural
population to sell its products.

The Office of Supply, which I should like to see strengthened
by two or three specialists, will prepare detailed programmes, in
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close liaison with the Comptroller of Foreign Exchange. These
programmes will be prepared according to product categories,
customs classifications and import regulations. They will also
provide for distinct quantities for each province, determined

in the same way. They will be submitted for epproval to the
Comptroller of Foreign Exchange, who will verify that the
established priorities heve been observed. The programues of
peyments for invisible transfers will be prepared by the Bank of
Issue and also submitted for approval to the Comptroller of
Foreign Exchange. -

Once these programmes are approved, they will be sent to the
Exchenge Commission, who will forward them to the Office of Supply
and the Exchange Office respectively, for execution.

In order to meke it possible for this procedure to operate
effectively, the present powers and authority of the various
orgens competent in this matter nust be adapted in order to
achieve the following objectives:

Any person using foreigm exchange will have to obtain prior
authorization from the Comptroller of Foreign Exchange, who,
however, may delegate this power. The Comptroller of Foreign
Exchange or his representative will participate in a consultative
capacity in all deliberations of the Exchange Commission and
his assent will be necessary for the decisions of the Commission
to be legally valid.

Moreover, the Director of Economic Co-ordination will have
controlling powers over the Office of Supply, and the Comptroller
of Foreign Exchange over the Licence Office and the Excheange
Office, in which they will be represented.

The representative of the Director of Economic Co-ordination
assigned to the Supply Office will have to verify that guotas
are allocated to importers in conformity with the general principles
esteblished by his office. All gquota allocations must be counter-
gsigned by him.

The representative of the Comptroller of Foreign Exchange
asgigned to the Licence Office will have to verify thet licences
are grented in conformity with the quotas allocated and the
regulations in force. He will submit, at least once per month,
reports on the work of the Licence Office to the Comptroller of
Foreign Exchange, the Comptroller of Public Pinance, the Director
of Economic Co-ordination, and the Exchange Commission.

The representative of the Comptroller of Foreign Exchange
asgsigned to the Exchange Office, will have to see to it that
authorizations for invisible transfers are in conformity with
esteblished principles and priorities. He will countersign these
authorizations on behalf of the Comiroller of Foreign Exchenge,

The Supply Office will remain under the authority of the
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Ministry of Economic Affairs. The Licence Office and Exchange
Office will remain under the authority of the Bank of Issue,

The Monetary Council of the Republic will continue to act
&8 & bank of issue.

PUBLIC FINANCE

To reduce the budgetary imbalance, which is the basic ceuse
of the present inflation, the Comptroller of Public Finance will
immediately seek, with the assistance of the MNinister of Finance
and the other Ministers concerned, ways and means of halting or
reducing the increase in the deficit. For this purpose, and
pending the preparation of the 1963 budget, the Comptroller of
Public Finance will prepare & treasury plan, as detasiled as
possible, on the basis of which he will sanction expenditure
in the framework of the 1562 budget.

The Comptroller of Finance, who will be assigned to the
Ministry of Finance, will be entrusted, in liaison with this
Ministry, with preparing the budget. He will also formulate
the plan for financing the budget, determining the utilization
of counterpart funds placed at his disposal and borrowings from
bankes including the Bank of Issue.

Any government bill, ministerial ordinance or administrative
circular that might involve supplementary expenditure of publie
funds, as well as any proposal for & change in the fiscal systenm,
must be signed by the Prime Minister as well as the Minister
concerned. The Comptroller of Finance will examine all these
proposals on behalf of the Prime Minister and calculate the
increase of expenditure or revenue that each will involve. He
will then present these projects to the Prime Minister, with his
comments, for decision.

The Comptroller of Finance will countersign orders for all
public expenditure, which will not be valid without his signature.
The Comptroller may delegate these powers to inspectors assigned
to the various Ministries (for example, one for two ministries)
and to inspectors assigned to the provinces.

It will be the duty of these inspectors to establish, without
delay, for each ministry and province, an inventory of personnel
on permanent and temporary eppointment, specifying the level of
earnings. It will also be their duty to supply the Comptroller
of Finance with all the necessary data for the preparation of &
budget detailed according to categories of expenditure.

Through delegation by the Comptroller of Finance, it will be
the duty of the inspectors to countersign orders involving
expenditure of public money in their various sectors. In addition,
any withdrawals by the Treasury account from State funds must be
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countersigned by them and must also mention on the voucher the
budgetary charges for which these withdrawals will be used.

BUREAU OF ECONOMIC CO-ORDINATION

A Bureau of Economic Co-ordination will be established under
the direct authority of the Prime Minister. This Bureau will be
the co-ordinating centre for preparing and implementing economic
programmes., It will be its duty to prepare objectives and priorities
of projects and to work out programmes for which foreign aid will
be used. It will, in particular, see to it that all forme of
foreign aid offered and made use of conform to the directives and
programmes sanctioned by the Prime Minister.

The Bureau of Economic Co-ordination will be organized as
followw:

A, - OFFICE OF THE DIRECTOR

The Director will be immediately responsible to the Prime
Minigter for all activities of the Bureau and it will be his
duty, with the Comptrollers of Foreign Exchange and Finance,
to advise the Prime Minister on questions of economic poliey, in
particular those relative to foreign aid,

B, - ECONOMIC ASSISTANCE SECTION

It will be the duty of this section to co-ordinate programues
of strictly economic assistance and to co-ordinate such assistance:
finencial assistance for the national budget and imports, for
example, assistence supplied in the form of goods and services,
and counterpart funds coming from various categories of aid.

It will operate in close collaboration with the Supply Office in
preparing import programmes.

C. - TECHNICAL ASSISTANCE SECTION

It will be the task of this section, in liaison with the
Ministries concerned, to work out plans and co-ordinate all foreign
technicel assistance activities. It will be responsible for
formulating an overall plen of technical eassistance priorities,
on which will be based the specific agreements and projects that
the section will have to make with the various sources of
assistence, It will be the administrative and inspection centre
for foreign experts and for activities relative to refresher
training, fellowships and all other projects. It will give an
opinion on the recruitment of any foreign personnel.

D, - REPORTS AND STATISTICS SECTION

Seeing that the efficiency of any technical or economic
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agsistance programme depends to & very large extent on a properly
organized supply of accurate statistical data, it will be the
duty of this section to work out and operate & statistical
methed as well as to prepare reports intended to satisfy the
requirements of all concerned.

I have the honour to draw your particular attention to the
provisions of Ordinance No. 136 of the President of the Republic
dated 15 September 1962 and my Decrees Nos. 3 and 4 of 20 and
31 October 1962, creating and organizing the Bureau of Economic

Under the terms of these verious texts I wish to state that
this is the organ that has the prerogative of ensuring the
harmonizetion of foreign eid (economic, financial and technical
essistence) and, consequently, acting as initiator in this matter.
It goes without saying that all relative questions will hence-
forth be within the province of this organ, which is entrusted
with the particular duty of studying the overall needs of the
Republic in this field and taking &ll necessary steps to satisfy
then.

In the examination of foreign aid dossiers the Bureau of
Economic Co-ordination will be careful to work in close collabora-
tion with the ministerial departments concerned.

I should therefore be especizlly grateful to you if you wowuld
kindly forward to offices, under the reference *Buresu of
Economic Co-ordina¥icn" =ny proposal for foreign aid that the
United Nations might offer to the Congo in any field.

Thanking you in advance, I beg you to accept, with the
expression of ny gratitude for assistance already rendered, etc.

Under the terms of the various texts, the operation of this
orgen requires frequent contacts with the various ministerial
departments, which will have to display a spirit of co-operation
with the Bureau of Economic Co-ordination coming under my offices.

In order to realigze this aim of close collaboration tangibly,
the efforts of all ministerial departments must be concentrated
towards adapting the operation of their services to the spirit
and objectives proposed in these texts.

As far as concerns the organization of foreign &id (economic,
financial, and technical assistance) I would recall that it is
the prerogative of the Bureau of Economic Co-ordination to
integrate the latter, and thus play ean initiatory role, in
conformity with the stipulations of the above-mentioned texts.
All steps must be taken to ensure that reguests for foreign aid
are addressed to my offices, under the reference "Bureau of
Economic Co-ordination" for exemination and approveal, where
applicable, after consultation with the departments concerned.
In order to allow the Bureau of Economic Co-ordination to form
an exact appreciation of each particular need you must attach
to every request of this nature that you may submit a clear &and
detailed description of the uses to which the a&id will be put.

The WMinistry of Poreign Affairs of the Republic of the
Congo presents its compliments to the Embassy of Belgium in
Leopoldville and has the honour to refer to its note
No. 136/8711 of 31 October 1961 concerning the recruitment of
& certain number of instructors for the Congolese Gendarmerie.,

The Chief of Civilian Operations of the United Nations in
the Congo, who had been notified of the request of the Congolese
Government, has informed the Ministry thet this proposal has
been studied with the greatest attention. He suggests in this
connexion that the Belgian government should be invited by the
Congolese governuent to channel through the United Nations
the assistance that it would give in providing these instructors.

Failing any other more definite statement on the subject
of this "chennelling" the Ministry can only transmit this
suggestion to the Embassy, stressing that it has always favoured
close co-ordination, in matters of technicel assistance, between
multilateral and bilateral aid., It would be particularly desirable
for the opportunity to be taken, in this particular case, to
hermonize the assistance that Belgium might give with the general
assistance given to the Congolese government by the United Nations.

The Chief of Civilian Operations also proposes that some
instructors of other nationalities should also be provided for
the Congolese Gendarmerie. The Ministry, after heving received
the opinions of the Ministry of Defence to this suggestion,
will inform the Embassy of the action taken.

final payment the Federal Government agreed to reimburse the two
firms concerned.

Invoices in respect of goods to the value of £82,094%, 16s. 6d.
were in fact forwerded under cover of a letter dated 12th July
to the former National Bank of Katarga (Mre. Van Roey) and a
written acknowledgment was received (copy attached)s Further
correspondence was entered into, and in a letter dated 27th
August signed by Messrs, A, Van Roey and R. B, Demol, it was

By October 1962, all the goods required had been supplied and
amounted to a final total value of £96,845, 8s, 9d, and on
November 22, 1962, the remaining invoices and schedules to the
value of £14,750, 12s, 3de were given to the Provincial President
prior to onward transmission to the former National Bank of
Katanga,

The position at the present date therefore, is that a total
of £68,275, 8s. 94, 1s still owing to the Federal Government,

In order to assist you in your efforts to trace the
relevant correspondence and documents I am annexing hereto some of
the more relevant letters which form part of this correspondence,
end I should be most grateful if you could inform me as soon as
the relevant documentation has been located, ©Should it be
necessary to furnish further invoice coples, this could be arranged
at your request, although, of course, a little time would be
necessary before this would be possible.

In January, 1962, at the urgent and express request of the

Katangese Provincial Government, arrangcments were made for a
substantial quantity of essential foodstuffs and certain household
necessities (soap and candles) to be made available for
distribution to the population of Katanga. Goods were supplied
in the early months of 1962 through the ageney of lr Soriano M.
(rlisebethville) by two firms, Messrs.Rhodesian Industries (Pvt) Ltd.
and Messrs.Bast Asiatic Company (Rhodesia)(Pvt)Ltd, Detailed
schedules and invoices of goods supplied were forwerded for
verification prior to payment to the directors of the former
National Bank of Katanga, and a certain amount of correspondence
on this matter was entered into, The value of the goods supplied
amounted to £ 96,845.88,94, of which the sum of £ 28,570 has
already been repaid by the former National Bank of Katanga, leaving
an unpaid balance of £ 68,275.85.9d.

I sn ageiting word from you concerning the replacement of
Badres As 1 have elreedy advised you, the last time I lplkc to
Adoule on this subject he told me that he would like Badre's term
of duty to be extended for et lesst enother yeer and that he would
